AND FURS,

Buccess in the Lakes and Rivérs—Bear
Catching —Items of Interest all
Along the Line.

White fish are now being introduced into
our rivers, and hence the following as to
their eatching will be in the line of the
future with us: Lake Superior is con-
sidered the best of the great lakes for fish.
Its water is more like that of springs than
any of the others. White fish and lake
trout taken from Superior command better
prices than the same fish taken from any
other lake. They like deep water, and are
frequently taken from a depth of 300 feet.
They are worth $120 a ton, and are taken
principally in gill nets. On the Sault St.
Marie the Indians have a novel method of
catching white fish, Two Indians go with
a canoe into the rapids, One occupies the
bow the other the stern. The latter usesa
paddle to keep the boat's head up stream.
The former has a pole with which to steady
the boat, standisg upright in his place.
They take with them a dip-net four feet in
diameter, attached to a pole or handle
15 feet long. This is placed ready to the
hand of the Indianin the bow. The fishing
is done at the foot of the rapids, where the
water boils and tumbles furiously. With
hia pole the Indian in the bow holds the
canoe or lets it float steadily sidewise,
now up a little, perhaps, and then down,
but always under perfect control. The
Indisn gazes conetantly into the water,
which is often ten feet deep where they
are fishing, and the depths of which no
white man was ever yet able to school
his eye to penetrate, Saddenly he seizes

e | the net by the handle with one hand, still

i g

manipulating the boat with the other, and
plunges the net into the water, perhaps
ten feet away, thrusting it to the bottom.
Then he gives it a peculiar twist, draws it
up, and turns out into the boat often as
many &8 half a dozen white fish, weighing
from three to five pounds. These Indian
fishermen are unerring in casting their
nets, and it is not an unecommon thing for
them to capture 300 white fish in a day.
How they are able to eee the fish in the
bottom of the rapids is a mystery no one
has yet been able to fathom.—[The Mae-
tery.

mother of the cubs. As they neared the
spot what was their surprise to see an-
other cub making for a tree. They waited
patiently for two hours, and, as a last re-
sort, cut the tree down and secured the
third cub, but it was killed by the fall,
The old bzar was found stone dead, the
bullet having crushed through ber brain.

The citizens of Mount Vernon, N, Y,,
Eays Forest and Stream, having been an-

It has no
gills nor dorsal fin, and its tail tapers to a
point like that of an ordinary snake. The
mouth is two inches long, armed with two
rows of sharp and retentive teeth. Oaly
think that California is the first to catch
i and exhibit a veritable sea serpent. As
seen when dead, it certainly was a rough
and ugly looking customer,”

A form of bait is suggested by one of the
writers to a sporting periodical that is
somewhat novel. He eays that he has
used it for thirty years, and never saw ita
equal asa bait. The skin of the neck and
the head of a fowl, with speckled and red
feathere, cut into marrow strips with the
feathers on, makes a moet enticing bait,
and it may be used fresh, or be kept
pickled in salt brine from fall till spring.
: Heeays: ‘“When on the hook it isa
: nost enticing bait, and being tough hangs

on well and fook! bright, I have caught
2 basket of trout with e¢ne bait. Some-
times you want a bait like & bug or grass-
hogpper, or a large miller, this you can
closely imitate by leaving on one or two
feathers, Sometimea by eutting frem the
wattles near the bill, with a feather or
two, ot a piece of the comb, a piece of the
little faathars attached will lure a trout
when nothing else will,”

Thoze who are familiar with the flavor of
shad will never admit that there iz any
other fish as fine to eat, either 2s pan fish
or baked. When the Pacific Coast bosster
hag heretofore been referring to our fish, an
E#tern man, with a few shad bones in his
t¥§0at, could always get away with the
ar;ument when he referred to the delicious
favorite, the Eastern shad, Now, however,

we are goon to have this beauly as common
as many other fish in our rivers in this
State, as a large plant of them has been
made, and specimens being taken in differ-
ent places, in rivers and bays, show that
they will soon be plentiful. They will not
be as gamy as brook trout and some others
in catching, but they discount these and all
others upon the table. Avother very ex-
cellent fish, and which will be a prime
favorite as an addition to our natural stock
of fish npon this cosst, is the white fish,
which has alzo been introduced here, and
some are occasionally being eeen by fisher-
men,

They are having fun by the acre up
north, spearing salmon, w!nch are Now
making up stream. The Yreka Journal,
speaking of the sport, says: “ Quite a
large number of our young men frequent
the banks of Shasta river every night
lately, to enjoy the sport of spearing
galmon, which are very plenty this sea-
son, and now in fine condition. The eal-
mon will be good for a few weeks yet, hav-
ing commenced running to headwaters.
As soom as they get badly bruiced in
shooting the rocky rapids, and bitten by
lamper eels and other pests, they shenld
not be eaten. In Klamath river they can
be secen jumping out of the water con-
stantly in their journey to the headwaters,
but there is no chance of catching them
there, owing to the great body of water
and the swiftness of the stream.”

In a late issue of a local journal ** Al
Fresco,” of Jackeonville, Florida, says:
Peter Gardner had quite a frolic yesterday
st Mayport, near the mouth of the St.
John's Tiver, with a tarpon weighing one
hundred and fifty pounds. Its head meas-
ured twenty ioches in length and two
inches and a half across the eyes. Mr.
Gardner states that he carried the small
rowboat through the water at arapid rate
until he was stranded by a sand bar, when
a knife was applied to his fishship and he
was safely landed onthe beach, This is
the second tarpon taken near the mouth of
the river within the last two months,

The question has recently been debated
by correspondents in Forest and Stream
whether quails can be brought to a tame
condition. In the last number this item
appears : Deputy Sheriff Beattie, of Tur-
ner's, N. Y., has a quail a year old that is
perfectly tame, and goes when and where
it wants to, always returning to its cage.
Mr. Beattie has also two tame red equirrels
that occupy the same cage with the quail,
and they, too, go and come at will, and
between them and the bird there seems
to be a decided affection, the quail ex-
ercising a maternal care, hovering them as
she would her young, the equirrels seem-
ing to eleep the sounder for it.

Numerous cases of fish-poisoning have
been reported, and the light of investiga-
tion proves that the diseased condition of
the fish has been due to pollution of
streams. Though not necessarily fatal, the
results of fish-poisoning are serious, and
strict enactments against the pollution of
public waters should be carried into effect
throughout the Union. An incalculable
amount of damage has been done in the
way of destroying and poisoning food-fish,
in once famous streams, by refuse from
factories, mills, etc., during the past de-
cade. Cannot the nuisance be abated ?—
[Field and Farm.

A review of the work of the United
States Fish Commissioner for the past
year, says the Prairie Farmer, shows that
over 45,000,000 whitefish fry were placed
in the great lakes; that carp were spread
quite thoroughly over the Urion, and that
samples weighing from five to seven pounds
are already being caught in Southern
waters. The only ornamental kind propa-
gated is the goldfish, which is wholly ab-
sorbed by members of Congress. Shad, to
the number of 200,000, were planted in the
Sacramento river eight years ago, and now
they are sold at Paget Sound at 25 cents
per hundred. They are produced by the
Commission ata cost of $60 per million,
The Carson 7'ribune saya : Thomas Ten-
nact will next year open an exteneive fish-
hatching establishment at Lake Tahoe.
Eastern capitalists have become interested
in the matter, and will put the scheme on
a solid basis, They have chosen a good
man to manage their business,

Robert Hamilton is reported by the Red
Bluff Cause to have recently killed a mule-
deer at Snag Lake which weighed when
dressed 300 pounds. Its horns had thir-
teen points, seven on one and six on the
other. This class of deer are scarce in this
State.

A grizzly, which has been making havoc
among sheep and other stock at Bayard’s
Camp, on Pine creek, Lassen county, was
killed by a sheep herder a few days since.
It weighed 800 pounds dressed.

In a pigeon shooting match at Rzading,
Pa., Tuesday, Isaac Robert and Oiiver
Hinnerchit, of the Forest Club, each killed
forty-five birds out of fifty, Bogardus and
son killed forty-three,

SCIENTIFIC NOTES,

1t is said that if common yellow African
diamonds are immersed for a few minutes
in an aqueons solution of aniline violet,
they acquire a fine steel blue tint peculiar
to the beat stones.

The Scientific American says: *‘‘The
idea that lightning is not so destructive in
the United States as it used to be, becanse
the network of railroads and telegraph
wires lessen the number of accidents, is
met by the record of the summer. Fatal
thunder storms have never been more com-
mon,”

Dr. P. P. Deherain maintains that the
electric light contains rays which are hurt-
ful to vegetation, but these, he says, can
be held back by transparent glass. The
light iteelf, he finds, contains enough of
the rays useful to vegetation to maintain
the life of placts for two months and a
half ; but the quantity of favorable rays is
too emall to bring crops to a condition of
maturity,

A scientific expedition for the explora-
tion of Africa i3 in courss of organization
under the charge of Dr. Emil Riebeck,
Much is expected of it. Herr Gottlob
Adolf Krause will lead the party and see
that the plans are carried out. The imme-
diate object is described as the investiga-
tion of the languages and social condition
of the inhabitants of the region about the
Niger, Benue, and Lake Tsad.

It is pointed out by Dr. K. Heumann
that if sulphur is heated on a plate of
metal or porcelain its vapors in the dark
give off a phosphorescent light. The flame
18 pale, scarcely bluish, and very different
from the fine blue flame given by the com-
bustion of sulphur at higher temperatures,
In place of sulphurous-acid gas, the phos-
phorescent sulphur emits vapors having an
odor which recalls at once that of hydrogen
bisulphide, of camphor, and czone,

Recent excavations for public works in
Paris have laid bare a store of native sul-
phur in masses of mixed rubbish, The
crystallization is evident to the eye, and
under the microscope the crystals are seen
to be octahedral. M. Daubree explains its
presence on the supposition that sulphate
of lime and organic matters, such as ma-
nure, leather, bhones and vegetables,
associated with it in the mass, have acted
chemically on each other. In some places
the sulphur is rich enough to pay for ex-
tracting. It appearsin a breccia of small
pieces, incrusted with crystals of eulphur.
When the bed was opened by the excava-
tors it exhaled a powerful odor resembling
that of phosphorus, which was attributed
to phosphureted hydrogen.

The Russian Chemical Society having
established a competition for the best lamps
for burning the intermediate oils of the
Caucasian naphtha, which have a density
from 0 860 to 0§79, found that the four
competing lamps satisfy the required con-
ditions, the best of them being that of M.
Kumberg. According to experiments made
by Professor Mendeleef, the new lamps
burn not only the intermediate oils, but
also a purified mixture of all distillations,
the heavy, greasy oils which have a density
of 0910 at 15° included. Like the Ameri-
can naphtha, the Baku naphtha would thus
yield more than two-thirds (nearly three-
quarters) of its weight of oils available for
lamps, the oils from this last being far less
dangerous than those of the former. It
yields, besides, nearly thirty per cent, of
greasy oils of great value.

Perhaps the Belgian War Department’s
method of making soldisrs’ uniforms water-
proof might be tried for the clothing of
railroad servants and other employes of
corporations, such as the pclicemen, fire-
men, etc., in cities. This iz the precess :
Acetate of alumina is obtained by making
solutions of equal parts of alum and
acetate of lead in separate vessels, and
then mixing them together, when sul-
phate of lead will be thrown down, leaving
acetate of alumina in solution to be de-
canted. In this solution the fabrics to
be water-proofed are roaked, and, with-

out being wrupg, dried in the air.
Perspiration will escape from cloth-
ing so treated, but rain will not

penetrate it, and no injury is done the ma-
terial. As the msthod involves considera-
ble expense, it must be conducted on a
large scale to make it economical.

THE GRAPE CURSE,

The Florida Dispatch cortains the fol.
lowing regarding the grape cure, of which
so much has been written :

The ancients understood the value of the
grape as a cure for any disease, acting
strongly upon the kidneys, helping diges-
tion, and being successful in restoring to
health and strength those who are weak
and emaciated. No one can state the
quantity or method of using ; from three
to ten pounds being used according to the
age and constitution of the patient. They
are generally divided into three or four
portions, taken atregular intervals through
the day. The skins and seeds are rejected,
and the grapes must be fully ripe, even
then acting iajuriously upon the teeth if
they have symptoms of decay. There are
many places in Earope where the “grape
cure” is practiced, but particularly in
Switzerland. The quality of the fruit de-
‘pends upon the character of the soil. A
dry soil produces frait containing much su-
gar and little acid ; a moist soil generates
acid elbumen and mucilage, but very little
sugar. The degree of maturity bhas also
an influence on the composition of the
fruit. Grape juice is richer in phosphoric
and potassa than are most mineral waters.
There is a great difference of opinion re-
garding the value of this fruit among
physicians, some regarding it as soothing,
laxative and diuretic, others give specia!
emphasis to its nutritive and tonic quali-
ties, Probably it will affect people accord-
ing to their state of health or disease, and
whether it is eaten while fasting or after,
or with the meal. Many considerations
are required before one can pronounce judg-
ment on the effect of the cure.

ForriGy-BorN PoruratioN, —The num-
ber of foreign-born persons residents of the
United States is now about 7,000,000, or
nearly one-eighth of its present popula-
tion. In 1880 it was 6,679,943, in 1870 it
was 5,567,229, in 1860, 4,138,697. New
Yeork has a larger number of persons of
foreign birth than any other State, It has
1,250,000 out of a total population of 5,-
000,000. Half a million of these are from
Ireland and 350,000 from Germany. Penn.
sylvania and Iilinois have each 600,000 of
foreign birth; Ohio, 400,000. Of the
7.000,000 of foreign population now in the
United States 2225000 are of German
pativity and nearly 2,000,000 Irish, Be-
sides the 7,000,000 who are of foreign birth
there are about 8,000,000 of foreign parent-
age. The percentage of arrivals for the
past few years show a large increase from
Germany. A few years ago ‘the arrivals
from Ircland formed a much larger per-
centage of the whole than now. The num-
ber now arriving from Germany is more
than three times as many as those arriving
from Ireland, Last year there were 19},-
643 Germans to 76,252 Irish, The number
of emigrants leaving Germany in the past
fifty years is estimated at 3,500,000, Most
of them came to the Uaited States.
