THE HIGH SCHOOL THE POOR MAN'S
SCHOOL.

Afterdeclaring that ifit had its wayit
would abolish the high schools, retain bat
one superior school, and strike from the
oonrse of study for the free schools every-
thing except the teaching of the element-
ary English branches, the San Francisco
Argonaut abandons its usual good sense to
say :"We have never been able to under-
stand why the children of wealthy parents
should ba educated at ths expense of the

. community," etc If the Argonaut means
to be measured by the literalness of its
words, then it is guilty of truckling to the
prosperity-hating sentiment, which would
put .all the burdens of government upon
the wealthy, and let the poor live inluxu-

* rious idleness. That there is such a senti-
ment abroad, none know better than the
Argonaut. Now, just so far as the judg-
ment of the people in their governmental
capacity determines that the free educa-
tional system shall extend, just that far nil
children have rights in the schools, and the
Argonaut very well understands that the
children of wealthy parents should be ed-
ucated at public expense precisely to such
•nextent, and no more, as aro the childiea
of those less blessed with worldly goods.
What the Argonaut doss mean, though it
isunfortunate in the mode of its expres-
sion, is that itis opposed to public schools
that can lieavailed of only by tho rich,
etc We know of but two schools of thia
kind, the High School and the University.
However itmay be in San Francisco, the
fact inSacramonto is that the HighSchool,
where the branches are taught that the
Argonaut considers merely as "accomplish-
ments," is availed of mainly by the poor.
For all tho period of its existence, the
children of people in but moderate
circumstance, or absolutely poor, have
largely outnumbered the children of those
who were able to send their youth to pri-
vate academies. In fact, in the school re-

ferred to, the children of small taxpayers
have to largely predominated, that the
children of the rich have been scarcely no-
ticeable. Lot our contemporary note tho
fact, also, that it is one of. the best schools
in the conntry, since its pupils; on exam-
ination for the State University, as a rule,
ont rank the children sent from any other
preparatory institute, end this has been
frequently testified to. Without the Sac-

. ramento High School, where most of the
specific branches are taught which the San
Francisoo paper objects to, scores of poor

jchildren would have been deprived of the
, higher education whichhas fitted them for

superior usefulness in the country to whioh
Ithey owe their intellectual training. We

iaro jperfectly willingto admit that ths •

number entering tha High School is dis- i
proportionate to the number graduated '

: from the several grammar schools of t^e
city. That is to say, while our grammar '

schools send from the first grade annually
from ninety toone hundred, onlyfrom twee-

'
ty-two to thirty enter the High School,

'

. while a few others from private schools .
:enter |on special examination. Now the 1
Ugh School is ilocal institution. It

'
; exists because the people, independently of

'

the State system, support it,and they sup-
port itbeer they realize that itis essen- :

ti.tllythe poor man's school. Thus itcomes
'

* ebjut that oar rich sre taxed to maintain j.
the sohool which they "east avail of, (

•trhi'c the class that contributes least to ita j ''.
iraaiotecancs most enjoy its piivileges. If|,
the Argonaut willexamine into the matter i*
we willwegsf that in San Frsnoi.-co it will|r

find a similar state of facta to exist. And
that but lew go into tke High School com-
pared to the vast number in tha Grammar
Schools it willfind is no sufficient reason
for the abolition it advocate*. That a few

avail of the school is well; but it is sim-
ply unfortunate that more, by stern neces-
sity, are prevented ;but that is no reason
for reducing all to the same level. We
believe the best interests of the State de-
mand tho maintenance of the High Schools
—but aa to the curriculum, there may be
an honest difference of opinion. The place

to begin the work of correction, however,

is in the State University, ifat all. AU
thia talk about coming down to the ele-
mentary English branches in the entire

system is absurd so long as the State Uni-
versity is to exist as a State institution. To
shut the door of preparation inthe face of
the pupils of the public schools is to put
np the bars of the University against the'

poor man's child, and to limit scientific
and higher culture to the children of the
rich people of the land. What. the State
shonld do is to encourago more to pursue

the higher courses ;to make knowledge as

broad and free as is possible, and to culti-
vate by alldesirable means the spirit of
inquiry and the studious habit, instead of
trusting to the youth, after dismissal from
the grammar grades, to pursue of his own
volition those historical, scientific and me-
chanical studies essential toa broad knowl-
edge of the past, the possibilities of
the present, and an intimate communion
with nature.

IT CANNOT REPLY.
We called upon the San Francisco

Examiner to point out the law which it
claimed gives the Governor of this State
power to remove from office a constitu-
tional officer. We called upon that paper
to name, if it could, a lawyer who had
staked his professional reputation npon the
proposition that the Governor can exercise
such authority. We called upon the
Bzamioer to indicate the process the Gov-
ernor must fellow to accomplish the re-

moval. Allthese things the Examiner had
alleged ; that the power dwells inthe Gov-
ernor ;that good lawyers had so decided,
and that the process was lawful and feas-
ible. Inresponse the paper loses its tem-
per and indulges in violent invective. If
it considers that sufficient answer to the
questions put we are content. To be the
object of the Examiner's anger ispreferable
toreceivingits commendation

—
itassures us

that we are right. Take this instance :it
wantonly misrepresents when it alleges '

that inpropounding tho questions it dare
not answer we defended the officials in
qnostion, Itknows that the question of
the propriety of their acts waa not men-
tioned, nor even dimly hinted at. For its
own purposes it falsified about that. But
it does correctly represent ns as pro
nouncing its propositions as to the powers
of the Governor idiotic and stupid. Wo
would have chosen milderterm had itbeen
possible to do so, for we are anxious

touch the sensibilities
of the Examiner gently. They are fragile,
and we would not unnecessarily give pain
tothe dying. But once more we challenge
the journal named to respond to the ques-
tions above reformulated, or stand con-
fessed a shameless demagogue.
