THE HOUSEHOLD.
Barley added to pea soup helps to giveit

an appetizing flavor, and it adds to its nu-
tritive qualities also,

The tilling for green pepper pickles ls
perfection if made from the recipe given
in this column for chopped pickle. Ifyou
choose to put a very small cucumber in
each pepper it is a good addition.

Batter cakes fordessert, to be eaten with
wine and sugar, are made of a pint of milk,
three eggs, one teaspoonful of salt; mix
with Hour to make a thin batter drop
from a large spoon in hot lard. Serve
warm.

Ifthe carpet in a bedroom or common
Bittingroom looks trusty after it has been
thoroughly swept, you can brighten it a
good deal by taking a damp mop and duct-
ing withit;a flannel mop is best for this
purpose.

Leather may have its color restored by
an application of good blacking, a subse-
quent brushing, a very slight oiling,and an
after dressing of gum-tragacanth. Itis
surprising what an effect this treatment
has upon old and shabby-looking leather.

Ifone likes sweetbreads at all, the ealad
mado with them willbe found very palata-
ble. Boil them untiltender, then fry un-
til brown in butter, break in small bite
with a fork, and put them in lettuca ;this
may be cut or torn or cent to the table
whole or ina dish by itself, and the sweet-
breads be mixed with the salad dressing ;
ineither case the dressing should be made
thus : The yolks of two eggs, two table-
spoonfuls of vinegar, one heaping teaspoon-
ful of mustard rubbed with oil until
smooth ;a littlesugar, pepper and salt are
also required.

Nioe apple butter is excellent witb cold
meat, U=e tart apples, and tw three pecks
after they are peeled and quartered allow
nine pounds of brown sugar ami two gal-
lons of water. Let tho water come to a
boil, then add the sugar ;when it is dis-
solved put in the apples. Stir them con-
stantly with a large wooden spoor. After
they are soft let them simmer until they
aro thick and do not seem at all watery. ;
Ifyou wish to add any spices yon may do
ao. Cinnamon, nutmeg, and a littieginger
are liked by some people. When it is pos-
sible to get it,boiled cider makea a deli-
cious addition ; in this case less water
should be used,

The vapor of tobacco juice has been
tested in France as an insecticide withgreat.
success. Instead of burning or smoking
the tobacco, which is a very offensive pro-
cess to moat persons, the tobacco is made
into an extract by soaking or boiling, and
the juice ia then placed over a chafing-
dish, a fire, or the flame of an ordinary
lamp, and deposited in the greenhouse or
conservatory. Delicate plants, which are
very sensitive to smoke, are not injured by
this vapor, and it leaves no offensive at-
mosphere, while it effectually disposes of
thrips, lice, scale iußects and slugs. One
quart of tobacco juic9 vaporized in a
house containing 'Mil) cubic feet is an ample
amount.

A handsome design for a patchwork
cushion is to make a large fan of velvet,
plush or satin. Itshould be so large that
it should cover nearly or quite half of the
cushion ;put velvet or satin over the rest
of the cushion ; the handle should point
toward one corner. Another pretty way is
to cover half the cushion with one color ;
the material may be of silk, satin or vel-
vet ;put thia on diagonally, Tbe reat of
the cuahion should be covered with the
crazy patchwork. Plain pieces of satin
may be made very ornamental by working
some little design on them, or simply by
putting a Email crescent of some contrast-
ing color with fine button- hole atitcn with
sewing silk of a bright hue.

Good kerosene— that is, of
the legal standard of quality, and that is
sent out by the best makers, is far in ad-
vance of the legal requirements —properly
used, need be no more dangerous than the
old-fashioned sperm oil, or tallow dips.
But itis vastly more so. Why V If we
observe the accounts of these so called
"accidents," as they are given in the daily-
papers, it willbe found that they are due
to one of two principal causes :(1) Using
kerosene to light a tire, and (i)to fillinga
lamp already lighted. Only the most ig-
norant can be so stupid aato pour kerocene
upon a tire, and as such persons do not
read it would be a waste of time to caution
them against it. Killinga lamp while it is
lighted is something that traght never to
be done. Itcan be avoided by always fill-
ing the lamps in the morning. This task
should belong to some one member of the
household, who should havo a fixed and
regular time for doing it; nothing ought
ordinarily to interfere with or cause its
postponement. Itshould be made a duty,
to be discharged withall the regularity and
punctuality of the daily meals. If good
kerosene of either of the beat manufactures
be used there is little danger of accident.
Glass lamps ought never to be carried about
for the very reason that they are glass.
This wouldhold, no matter what material
they contain ;even if itbe sperm or lard
oil, the breaking ofa lamp is a disaster to
be avoided. There is a chance that the
one carrying it may slip or trip, or some
other accident cause it to be dropped.
Withgood kerosene even thebreakingof the
lamp and spilling its contents should cause
no disaster in the way of burning ;but all
kerosene is not good, and the risk should
never bi taken. In "trimming" the
lamps, only the small portion that is
charred need be removed from the wick,
and that is readily done- by scraping it
witha knife kept for the purpose. ' Ifany
substance collects upon the wick tube, that
should be carefully scraped off, leaving the
brass or metal perfectly clean. Aftei care-
fullyscraping, wipe off the upper part of
the wick tube (and the wick) with a very
soft piece of paper, to remove any small
particles left inscraping, A wick may be-
come unfit for use long before it iB burned
up. Many quarts of oilare carried through
a wick, ana in time the pores of a fabric
become so filled with little atoms of dust
and other impurities that the oil contains
that its inability to take up the oil as fust
as itiBburned becomes greatly diminished,
and when this occurs a new wickis needed.
Ifa lamp iafilledquite fullin a cold room,
and then is brought into a warm one, the
heat willcause tue oil to expand acd over-
flow, and lead to the suspicion that the
lamp leaks. This should be avoided by
not tilling completely ;knowing that this
may occur, sufficient space should be left
to allow for the expansion.

When There Were No Matches.

Yonng and even middle-aged people, ac-
customed to thecouvenience of the modern
lucifer match, can hardly imagine the
time when the tinder-box, with its clumsy
llint and steel and broad brimstone
matches, was the only means of procuring
a light.

Indeed, in many houses a rush-
light was insome bedroom or other always
burned, ao that in case of sudden illness,
or any disaster, there might be light ready.
The rush-light, having, an its name implies,
a rush wick, waa about fifteen inches long,
and waa burnt io a huge perforated shade ;
itwas the

"
farthing rush-light," which

very poor people were said to nse for other
purposes than a night light. The picture
of a half-starved seamstress In her garret
would, in those days, have been incom-
plete without the thin rush candle ;but
its flame was so feeble that Ican hardly
fancy any eyes couldhave served to thread
a needle by it.

A NEW KIND OF LOCOMOTIVE.
The few people who were in the depot

just before 3 o 'clock yeaterday afternoon
were considerably surprised to see the 2:48
train from Hartford come round the curve

'

drawn by an engine which gave out neither
smoke nor Boot. It was labelled "C.
Holland, No. 1," and on the tender were
the letters "N.'Y.H.,L &P. C0.," which
means New York Heat, Light and Power
Company, who control the patent, the in-
ventor, Dr. Charles Holland, ofNew York,
who rode on the engine, being the largest
stockholder. This locomotive uses no
coal or wood whatever, merely burning
the gas whichit condenaea from the 2,500
gaiious of water which the tender holds,
using 548 gat jets. Itis the only one of
the kind ever built, and was constructed
about a year ago at the Grant Locomotive
Woiks at Paterson, N. J., has a handsome
exterior, and weighs thirty-four tons, being
of the same grade as the Southern road's
fast passenger engines. It differs from

\u25a0' them merely in the construction of the
fire-pot and boiler. There are four,retorts
in the fire-box, two for oil and two for
water. When the engine is first started
the gas is made from the cold water in the
retort, but when the gauge registers from
twenty to thirty pounds of steam the
water is shut off and the steam is taken
from the boiler, whichprocess saves heat-
ing the water twice. Even should. the tire
go out the engine willcontinue to run for
some time. This locomotive has been
used on the Erie road about a year for an
average of four days in the wee!:. Itis
claimed that the uae of this patent makes
a Mvi of SliOO in repairs on the locomo-
tiveand a large cne on the oars, btsiiUs
doing away with the possibility of Betting
fires alongside the track. Tne improved
grate can be put into an ordinary locomo-
tive at the o <st of a few hundred dollars.
The Southern road officials are much in-
terested in the engine, and propose to test
itthoroughly. The inventor is confident
that they will adopt the locomotive, and
that it will soon become indispensable in
all passenger train service. Springfield
(Mass.) Republican.

A New Flying-Machine. —
11. C. Lin-

field, the inventor of a flying-machine,
conducted an experiment with his inven-
tion on Wednesday between Colnbrook and
West Drayton. The apparatus, which is
described as a steam sailing machine, is
constructed of light wood and is shaped
like the frame of a four-wheeled carriage,
with two large wheels in front and two
smallonea behind. Motive power is to be
obtained by steam, which will work a
nine-bladed screw, and the inventer's idea
is to propel the machine by steam on land
until itattains a speed of thirty or thirty-
fivemiles

—
a velocity which he calculates

willbe sufficient to lift the machine into
the air

—
when itwillbenavigated by means

of the sails with whichit is lifted. From
the result of his experiment he is confident
that itis possible to By in the air at the
height of a mile. By the permission of
the Great Western Railway Company the
experiment was made on the newly fin-
ished portion of the railway to Staines,
botween Colnbrook and West Drayton,
and the inventor was accompanied by Mr.
Trevithick, the locomotive Superintendent
of the company at Paddington. Tho ma-
chine was placed on a truck and con-
nected with an engine, from whence
the steam is derived, and the gearing was
manipulated from another truck. The op-
erotor succeeded in getting the machine
lifted from the truck into the air and ex-
pressed himself fully satisfied withthe re-
sult of the trial.—[PallMallBad«et.
