SOME INTERESTING DEBATE ABOUT"
POOLS."

• ' Colonel Albert Fink, the well-known
railroad tariff expert, whose statistical
statements and estimates are always accu-

rate, and whose judgment is received with

consideration even by those who take issue
withhim, has written a letter to the editor
of the St. Louis Globe-Democrat on the
question of railroad pools, that is espe-
cially worthy of notice. In discussing the
question of diversion of freight as a moans

to maintain established tariffs, the paper
in question asked, "Isitjust that a ship-
per who desires to have his freight go over
a certain road should bo charged a higher
fate than is exacted for the same quantity
of freight, under the same conditions, of
another shipper, whose goods go over the
same road, but who does not care whether
they go by that route or another 1 The
Globe thinks this unjust," says Mr. Fink,
"butIthinkitis not." He then proceeds to
explain what be means by his disagreement

with the journal. If there is injaitice in
it the shipper is the cause of it. The con-
ditions under which companies become
shippers over other lines and assume risks,
are the same to allshippers. Allcan avail
themselves of the same advantages, ifthey

desire. When a company diverts freight,
it recognizee the obligation to
secure to the freight the same promptness
and facilities as would have been given
over the road originally selected. The
aerviso if, therefore, the same over each
route, and the charges the same. Except
prejudice, therefore, in favor of a given
road, itcan make no difference to the ship-
per, and business men who are sensible do
not usually spend money to answer the
demands of prejudice. If, however, he
does desire to pay more to gratify his
prejudice he receives fullvalue in the ser-
vice performed for him, and cannot have
just cause of complaint against the com-
panies.

The very object of diverting freight in
the pool system is to break up favoritism,
which in the cud must punish some ship-
pers and some carriers, and instead re-
quire all shippers to pay a like rate for a

like service. This is precisely what the
anti-railroad sentiment, Mr. Fink might
wellhave added, has so loudly clamored
for. If a shipper ships over a particular
route it is reasonable to infer that be does
ao because he secures lower ratea or special j
service which he cannot eeenre over an-
other route. To break up this favoritism
by roads, and give all shippers equal rates,
is one of the objects of the pooling system,
ho explains.

This leads the Globe-Democrat to remark
that Mr. Kink's frankness and intelligent
discussion is of service to the public, and
goes far to remove prejudice. It adda
that there has been and is much uncalled-
for denunciation of railroads, whileon the
other hand there is unfairness in charging
all those who condemn discriminations
against shippers as communists and as fa-
voring confiscation. "If too many anti-
monopolists talk rashly, too many railroads
give them occasions

"
byreticence concern-

ing the facts of indebtedness, earnings,
stocks, etc., and by occasional discrimina-
tions that cannot be justified. The paper
then aids : "No well-informedman now
brings charges of extortion against rail-
roads of the country as a whole, or against
pooled lines. There ia no general complaint•that through rates are too high. Pools
certainly do not encourage extortion." In
a second articlo thereafter the same jour-
nal arrives at the conclusion, which is an
eminently correct one, that unrestricted
competition must demoralize the service of
transportation —

some shippers undue
advantages, and ruin others, and even.
actually bankrupt rival line*. This might
not be ifhuman nature was different, but
in railroading men have to be taken as
they are. Unrestricted rate-catting en-
dangers business ;itadds as itreaders in-
vestment and venture uncertain, and causes
extreme fluctuations. Bat to return to
Mr.Fink's letter, from which we have been
led by these passing reflections. He points
eat that in pooling there are no restric-
tions imposed against any road

It is only provided that \u25a0 .uch rates shall;
not be made secretly, and that they shall

;be made alike to all shippera. Injustice
domes is when secret rete. are made to a !

few shippers while others are excluded.
Concerning Ibe observance of pool agree-
ments aa wetter of honor, and the liability

of their infringement, the Commissioner
replies that not much can be thought of
the honor of the railroad manager whowill
viohate the agreement and take secret ad-
vantage of hia competitors. Yet there are
some, he admits, mean enough to do this
very thine, or allow it to be done. It is
tbia class of men who cause the chief
trouble with the pooling arrangements.
These are the men who cause the most

trouble to companies that desire a fair re-
turn for their services as carriers, and to

avoid discriminations that are unjust, and

favoritism by which a few monopolize trade
and enrich themselves at the expense of
the many. But the vast majority of man-
agers condemn these practices, and desire
to do business in an honorable- manner.
Hence it is that they associate together
for protection against those who willnot

stand to their honest obligations and
agreements. To remove the temptation

and motive for cheating, to discover and to
briat; to light the offenders, and to
put a atop to their objectionable practices
the system of pooling and diverting freight
was devised. The results have been and
are to the beat interests of the public, and
instead of discouraging the system, the
Courts should aid it and enforce the con-

tracts, the same as other contracts ara en-

forced. They encroach on the rights of no
one, they are of benefit nst alone to the
public, but to the companies, and they

should be recognized at law aa wise and
economic. But, says the Commissioner

—
and here we quote in full: "Atpresent
the railroad companies have to battle with
these questions as beat they can, without
the support of the law, and without even
the support of public opinion.

-
They are

blamed for unjust discriminations, and
again, when they associate to stop tbe evils
complained of, they are blamed for com-
plaining, Thia inconsistency arises from

the fact that the public is not sufficiently
informed to discriminate between combi-
nations which aro made for the purpose of
conducting the transportation business in a

proper and lawful manner and combina-
tions that are made for the purpose of ex-
tortion, the preconceived idea being that
all combinations between railroad compa-
nies are for the latter purpose. The fact
ia that the usefulness of railroads to the
public can only be fullydeveloped by com-
binations between the different railroad
companies." This intelligent discussion of
the subject, taken in connection with the
testimony given before the Senate Com-
mittee on Labor and Education the other
day on the same subject, must go far
toward cooling heated debates, which are
generally, when railroad rates and profits
are involved, unreasonable and marked by
strong prejudices. It willtend to bring
calmer thought to the consideration of
these questions, and must lead the reader
to conclude that in the railroad ques-
tion there are matters worthy of consider-

ation upon one Bide as well as the other,
and that reason and wisdom, rather than
passion and prejudice, must settle the

issue.
THE CONCERN OF ANOTHER.

The Farmer, a weekly paper of Sutter
county, is much disturbed sobout the

Record-Union. It was driven to confess
recently that this journal had the interest
of the people aa much at heart aa itself—
at least that was the sum and substance of
its unwilling admission. But itis exer-
cised because the Record-Union does not
indulge in constant abuse of the hydraulic
miners and the residents of the mining re-
gion. This Salter sheet has bat a narrow
and pitifulconception of a great question,
and that is measured by invective. But if
itwill be any satisfaction to that weekly
that so few see, which so mneh fears that
theRecord-Union willsaffer in the valley
section, we will repeat, to save itfurther
agony on our account, that which we have
over and again said, that the valley must
be preserved from the flow of mining

detritus and saved from the destruction
that threatens by reason of mining debris.
More than that, itmust be done effective-
ly,if at all, and at the cost of those doing
the damage, if they desire to continue the
system of mining that causes the injury,
and that failing to do so, the cause of the
damage must cease. The Record-Union,
long before the Farmer awakened to a

conception of the subject, urged upon thi
people the necessity of aaving thc
navigation of the Sacramento river. We
have repeatedly and often, notwithstand-
ing the false statement of the sheet referred
to, pressed upon the people the necessity

of urging upon Congress their claims inthis
respect ;and having done so very recently,
with more than ordinary vigor, pointing
out that newspaper "talk"would accom-
plish little, bat that some official body
should, thia very month, set tha ball in
motion that our Congressmen might be
properly instructed inthe premises by the
people, we declared that our fullduty bad
been done, and that if the people, in the
light of all the facte, did not move in the
matter we should be content to see them
suffer the consequences. This expression
the country sheet named interprets as one

of enmity to the valley. If tho residents
of the valley are so obtuse as to put that
absurd construction upon an urgent appeal
to them to act, and talk less, we aro con-
tent. But the Farmer is not warranted in
any degree in speaking for the intelligence
of the Sacramento valley. The people are

competent to for their own judgments
upon the matter, and we have no fear aa
to the wisdom or the result of the action
they will take.

ENFORCING THE LAW.
The country is to be congratulated that

the authorities have determined to enforce
the law against tho overloading of pas-
senger steamers. Last week the United
States Government commenced an action
in New York against the owners of a boat
licensed to carry 300 passengers, but which
went out to the fishing banks with 395.
The penalty is $10 for each passenger in

excess of the lawful number, and also the
forfeiture of the passage money. '\u25a0 The
Government haa now entered upon the
policy of encouraging its officers to

"in-
form," and sue fcr the penalties. This
must put a atop to the evilof overloading.
Ship-owrers are sensitive in the highest
degree, when the pocket nerve ia touched.

A Brutal Murder.
Chicago, September 27th—The Tribune's Lafay-

ette, Ind,special says: News from Benton county,
some twentymiles west of L'fayttte, conveys the
intelligence of the brutal murder, Tuesday, of Miss
Ada Atkinson, the fifteen-year-old daughter of
Cephas Atkinson, a well known and wealthycattle-
dealer of Benton county. Mr. Atkinson and his
wifeletthome in the early morning and drove, to a
railway station some miles distmt. When they
left,Miss Lucy ami Miss Ada were the oulyoccu-
pants of the homestead, the latter being the younger
of the two sisters. After dinner Miss Lucy con-
cluded to make a visit to the town < f Oxford, a few
miles distant, and lefther sister alone. This seems
to be the last time the girl was seen alive, save by
her murderer. About 5 o'clock in the evening Miss
Atkinson returned from town, and ongoing through

jthe lower part of the house was unab'e to find her
sister Ad*. She next went up to the bedroom,

where she found her sistir lyingnithe floor covered
with blood. Word was sent to the father, and he
came heme on horseback from the station, riding
furiously. Physicians were summoned and
horsemen pent out in every direction, in the
hope that the scoundrel or scoundrels might be
captured. Dr.McConnell and Dr. Wells made an
examination of the girl's person, the supposition
being that tramps hail outraged and then murdered
her. They found that her person had notbeen vio-
lated, but the body was literallyhacked to pieces,
there being twenty-five separate and distinct cuts
The murderer hail evidently first severed the jug-
ular vein, and after that had gone deliberately to
work to see how much he could mutilate the body.
There were cuts on the head, face and neck ;also on
the back and loins Great gashes across the stomach
exposed tho intestines, while everything near was
spattered withblood. Most of the mutilation was
committed after the girl was helpless, as the wounds
were not through her dress and underclothing,
which had been drawn up that the knife might sink
deeper into the flesh. The murderer and his mo-
tives are wrapped in the most pr. found mystery.
The motive could nothave been robbery, fornot an
article isknown to have been disturbed. There was
money in the bureau drawers, but it was not mo
lesteu. The motive may have been outrage, but ac-
cording to the physiciaus itwas not perpetrated.

State Conventions.
NEW TOEK DEMOCRATS.

BurrAbo,September J7th.— Democratic State
Convention opened this morning. Daniel Manning,
Chairman of the State Committee, called the Con-
vention to older and presented the name of Alfred
C Cbapin, of Kings county, as temporary Chairman.
Francis Lynde, a delegate, presented a protest on
behalf of thirty-four county Democratic delegates
against the admission of Tammany representatives.
The protest was referred to the Committee onCon-
tested Seats, when appointed. Ex Justice Callahan,
an IrvingHall delegate, said he desired to present a
p otest against the admi-sion of Francis Lynde and
thirt;. -seven others and Thomas F. Grady and
twenty-three others as delegates. These were also
referred. When the name of John Kelly was called
the Convention applauded loudly and long.

At the afternoon session a resolution was carried,
distributing tbe seats in the Convention to which
the county of New York is entitled, as follows:
County Democracy, US; Tammany nail, 34 ;Irving
Hall, 10 Thomas C. Benedict, of Ulster county,
was made permanent Chairman. Isaac 11. Maynard
and William Purcell were named for Secretary of
State. The ballot resulted :Maynard, -209; Pur-
cell, 173. The nomination of Maynard was imme-
diately made unanimous.

At a late hour the ticket was c.,mple_d as fol-
lows :Comptroller, Alfred C. Chapin ;State Treas-
urer, Robert A.Maxwell;Attorney- General, Dennis
O'Brien.

Dnnoboe's Trunk*.
Nkw YorK,September 27th.— Tie Custom-llonso

Inspectors who seized the thirteen trunks from
Joseph A Donoboe a few days ago have made a re-
port of the ease to Collector Robertson that the
trunks contained DOW and dutiable goods, which
were not declared as such, us Is required by law.
They also charge that money was offered to one of
their number to have the goods pas.-cd free and
tnat some of the goods were concealed. One of the
officers says that a written blessing from tbe Pops
was found in one trunk. The contents of the trunks
included ten new dresses of rich material, a number
of costly Paris mantle?, t.n fans, ten umbrellas,
several dozen pairs of kid gloves, sixty packages of
French stationary, one hundred cakes of perfumed
soap, silk stockings, silver plate, forty chemises, fit-
teen dozen napkins, priests' vestments, a d silk,
linen and muslin underwear. The official value of
the goods is $7,C00, without duties. The Collector
says the case has not yet been reported to the Sec-
retary of the Treasury. Duiioboo, accompanied by
ex-Assemblyman Waring, of Brooklyn, called on
the Collector yesterday inregard too the seizure.

An Unfortunate San Francisco Sailor.

which arrived at this port yesterday, from Iquique,
Peru, brought apassenger. Andrew Relator*, who
several rrontbs ago was attacked by the Peruvians
and leftfor dead in Iqurque on the str-et 4. Rcis-
tora, who baa lived forsome years in California, was
a sailor on the Vega of San Francisco, and went
ashore in aPeruvian town while on leave of absence
from the vessel. As he was returning to tbe wharves
he was attacked by tbrce ruffians who were armed
with knives, robbed and nearly killed. He was
taken to ahospital, where from bad treatment he
lingered for months Finallyhe was able to secure
passage on the Oenestee. His assailants were never
arrested. He willprobably die.

Trying to Stop the Stealing of Public

lands.
WAsinxaros, September 27th.- During the past

summer the Commissioner of the General Land
Office has had in States and Territories where there
are large quantities of unsold public lands a large
force of special agents engaged in the detection and
invei-ru-.ti of fraudulent entrles'under the Pre-
emption, HomrS'.ead and Timber-culture Acts. The
reports of these agents reveal such a condition of
facts that inall probability tho Secretary of the In-
terior, inhis annual report, willrecommend the re-
peal not only of the pre-emption laws but the Tim-
ber-culture Act also. Among the considerations
which itis believed willbe urged for this repeal are :
First, that practically an actual settler can get t tie
to a farm as soon under the Homestead Act as undsr
the preemption law, and that there isno need of
two methods to attain the same object ;that while
the three lew*remain a settler may take advantage
ofeach and acquire title to 430 acres of public laud
by pay ingcash for 160 acres, and taking the remain-
der under the Homestead and Timber-culture Acts.

K;ven hundred and eighty-
one feet above the ocean level, and 2,040
feet above tbe Dead Sea level, rises the
watershed which must be cut. Granted
that this barrier could be penetrated, it
would then be necessary to admit tbe vast
body of water required to filltho Jordan
valley. Here appears the seeming ab-
surdity of the scheme. Years would be
required .to fill the immense depression ;

force that no human control could be exer-
cised over it. In spite of these drawbacks
and the gloomy views of the Standard,
Americans willbe inclined to look on the
plan of cutting the canal as one likely to
be tried, and that, too, with success.
