They then went to the
depot, purchased a ticket for San Francisco, but were
arrested before the train lefi. Several of the coins
taken from defendants were identified by Mrs, Toler,
they being of a very rare date, They were both
beld to anawer to the Saperior Court on a charge of
grand larceny, with bail fixed at $1,000 in each case.
James Morgan, a vagrant, was sentenced to forty
days in the chair=zang.

The trial of John Lentini for the murder of Mrs.
M. Troai was commenced yesterday in Department
Two of the Supericr Court, before Judge T. B. Mc-

| L. Buckley, the defense by Henry Edgerton and

When the case was called, Mr. Edgerton asked the

not know where to find him. He wasin Galt on
Sunday last, but had gone back into the foothills to
look for some lost sheep.

Judge Holl said the prosecution was ready to pro-

THE SACRAMENTO HUSSARS.

The Sacramento Hussars, a militsry compsny, was
orgzanized in 1859. The first Captain of the company
was Frederick Werner. The uniforms were procured
in New York, and cost at that time §150 each. This
was always considered the finest appearing body of
men and best drilled company of cavalry in the
State, Governor Latham presented the e¢ompany,
while he was Governor, with a handsome silk flag.
Durirg the war, and for a short time afterwards, this
company received State aid amounting to $100 per
month. When the State reduced the allowance to
§35 per month, the company withdrew from the
National Guard, and since has been an independent
compiny. The company has a full complement of
men, 62, among which are enrolled some of our lead-
ing business men and best citizens.

Their -armory is on the first floor of the City Li-
brary building, 18 commodious and well lighted.
Running through the canter of the hall is a double
saddle and bridle rack construct:d after the most
approved style. Each saddletree is marked with a
onumber corresponding with the number on the sad-
dle. The saddles, bridles and all the trappings that
go to make up a cavalry outfit are systematically
arranged on pegs, hooks, etc., and present a sight
that elicits the admiration of all who visit the
armory. 1he company has just bad all of their
trappings overhau ed, repaired and bnghtened up,
at an expense of about 3400. Back of this room is
the assembly chamber, handsomely carpetcd and
the walls hung with military pictures, among which
is a life size cil painting of General Winfield Scott.
The officers’ desks are on a raised platform, in the
rear of which is a drapery of flags, national em-
blems and other patriotic devices.

Aside from being a military organization, the
Hussars is also a benevolent institution; pays weekly
benefits, cares for the sick, buries the dead, ete.
The initiation fee is 25 and the monthly dues $1
The rules of the company are very
stringent, and fines are imposed and collected with
military strictness. " This company, when they go
on parade, as they do on all national holidays, is
something that every Sacramentan can well feel
proud of. They are a finc-locking body of men,
welgdisciplined, pay thzir own way, and are under
no obligation for state aid.
