The strike of coal miners In the neighborhood of
Conncllsvilln, Pa, threatens to become general
throughout that region.

The Catholic Council, now deliberating in New
York,had a public ceremonial yesterday

requiem for the dead Bishops.
The strike of weavers at Ashton-under Tyne,

Eng., has been settled, and itis expected that work
in the factories willsoon be resumed.

The reports that operations in Madagascar are
about to be renewed by th- French forces there are
discredited in Government circles at Paris.

The police of Cork, Ireland, have found 600 cart-
ridges for Snyder rifles and six bayonets and re-
volvers concealed in a yard inPeacock Lane.

APapal Embassador ishow onhis wav fromRome
to Montreal to it quire into the rapid spread of Free
Masonry among adherents of the Catholic faith.

The Porte _ preparing a circular to the Posers
declaring that if Bulgaria lapses into a state of
anarchy, Turkey will exercise her right of sover-
eignty over that country for the restoration of
older.

The Brooklyn bridge cars were running Wednes-
day from6 o'clock until midnight. The receipts of
the bridge were $166 from foot passengers, 221 from
teams and $744 fromcars. This is the largest day's
receipts inmany weeks.

James McUermott, who was recently ordered to
be discharged from custody, refused to quit his
prison in Liverpool unless police protection is af-
forded him, as he fear, lie willbe murdered unless
the authorities make provisions for his safety.

Blame has leased his new residence in Washing-
ton to L. Z. Liter,of Chicago, for a term of years,
who willtake possession this fall. Blame and fam-
ilywillprobably pass the winter in Washington,
however, as he is almost compelled to finish bis
book tbere.

Bradiautih has addressed a letter to Northcote, in
which be declares that he will again demand his
seat in the BritishHouse of Commons on reassem-
bling of Parliament, and charges Ncrthcote with
causing all the mischief that has grown out of the
continued violation of his (Brdalaugb'e) rights.

The steamer Rotterdam, of the Netherland-Amer-
ican Steam Navigation Company, stranded inBer-
joard, and lies in abad condition. Berjoard is on
the coast of Zealand, and contains numerous sand-
banks, ob one of which the Rotterdam tics stranded.
The passengers were all landed safely.

Itis reported that the Russian Government will
issue a note to the European power;- taking excep-
tion to the recent changes in the Government of
Bulgaria, by which Prince Alexander removed Rus-
sian Minister-Generals Sobeloff and Alexander Kaul-
bars and placed '/. nkoff (Liberal) at the head of
his Cabinet.
