He rememberec the circumatance
of the murder of Mrs, Troai, On the day

lin company with Frank and Laura Troai.

He saw blood stains on the floor, His testi-
mony was a repetition in many particulars of
that given by Mrs. Robertson on Friday.

R. T. Scott #aid he resided six and a half
miles east of Galt. Heard of the murder,
and went over to Troai’s place the next day.
The entire examination of this witnees, both
direct and cross, was in regard to the blood
stains he observed on the floor. He ssid the
blood was rprickled in drops arcund the
room. He also described the wound on the
body of the deceased, and said it was about

Saw John Len-
tini in a barn about a mile and a half from
Stockton. It was on the ranch where Mat-
