SOME FURTHER CONSIDERATION OF MU-
NICIPAL REFORM MEASURES,

Referring to the much-debated topic of
municipal reform, and the remedy pro-
posed for municipal extravagance and mia-
management—divorcement from political

organization of all municipal administra- |

tion—correspondents ask how this is to be
accomplizshed, and what is the local move-
ment to which we have referred as on foot
here. Dividing the question, and respond-
ing to the latter part first, we can only say
that while informed as to the principles of
the local organization, we are not advised
as to the details by which it is operating.
As to the announced principles upon which
it is based it is enomgh to say that they
are commendable, since they propose sim-
ply the debate of the best systems of local
government, the exercise of proper influ-
ances to secure the adoption of the most
economic practices in municipal adminis-
&ration, and the carrying out of the best
echemes that experience and wisdom sug-
gest to advance the general business, san-
itary, educational, moral and social inter-
ests of the community, These aims no
man will oppose. But it is a very different
matter when it is sought to unite citizens
upon methods of action for their attain.
ment. How are these desiderata to be
accomplished ? is the serious question.
‘We have pointed out that they are impos-
sible of accomplishmsnt so long as the
system of ward politics prevails in our
cities, and it nmatters not under
which political party they are conducted.
On this all political ecunomists who have
of late written upon, the subject are
agreed. Now, what shall be substituted
for the trading, buying, selling, caucusing,
cheating and rascality of ward politics in
the cities of the country? Obviously, hon-
esty, openness, integrity, competency and
the selection of men and measures with an
eye single to the good of the whole com-
munity and regardless of party supremacy.
But how shall this substitution be bronght
about? By educating the public senti-
ment up to its necessity. This should,
therefore, be the object of all the many
town improvement societies now forming
in the United States. The initial work of
these societies, therefore, is to secure the
open and courageous aid of so many citi-
zens who have heretofore acted with
¢t party,” that it will be impossible for
¢ party ”* to rally and take part in munici-
pal affairs. Until, therefore, a citizens’
organization can command influence suf-
ficiently potent to compel political parties
to forego party caucus, nomination and
canvass as to city affairs, it will be
wnable to enter upon the work of improv-
ing local conditions, Can this be accom-
plished? is the question, we repeat. As
to methods, none that are secret will avail,
nor are they commendable. The citizens
who are united in the work of local reform
certainly have nothing to conceal. If they
fear the wire workers or political bosses
will ‘‘capture” their organizations, then
their fears betoken their weakness.
Experience hag shown that the indepen.
_#emt voters hold the balance of power
swacn they are united, They are not

| ticians themselves,

strongly attached to party. Every man in
the community knows some of this class
who go to the polls and vote as they please,
and with an independence of party rule
that nothing daunts. If citizens’ organi-
zations propose te stand aside and await
the action of political parties in municipal-
ities, indorsing such candidates of the local
clubs, conventions and caucuses as they
choose, and making up so called reform
tickets from several political tickets, they
will accomplish nothing. All such half-
way measures accomplish only ill. Socie-
ties so acting become themselves party
machines, and will soon be ruled as are
other ward organizations, and will deserve
to rank much as do piece clubs, however
pure their aims. But if they utterly ig-
nore political questions in the domestic
arrangements of the municipal family ; if
they hold to the doctrine that the ques-
tion of drainage, water rates, economical
taxation, settlement of bonded indebted-
ness, sanitary inspection, street improve-
ment, city beautifying and cognate mat-
ters are purely matters of business,
to be treated and acted upon precisely as
business men do in their private affairs,
where they never consider the question
whether a customer or a clerk, a buyer or
a seller, a principal or a partner, is the
member of this, that or the other political
party ; if they will act with a view to se-
curing for the city administration the best
business ability, without regard to the
question whether half, a third, three-
fourths or all the officers to be chosen are
Democrats or Republicans in political
faith—then there will come to them suc-
cess, because it wiil be deserved. But
any effort to divide the cffices on a ticket,
evenly or otherwise, and dub it a citizens’
movement, will be but repeating an old,
worn and stale trading trick of the poli-
As we have shown,
the divorcement of municipal governmental
affairs from political management can in
no respect injure parties, or weaken them,
or add to their strength. It will not give
advantage to any, nor eliminate partisan

and national questions., In other States,
in citizens’ organizations, some of the most
active partisans are found prominent,
utterly ignoring political issues for munici-
pal purposes, but retaining all their alle-
giance to party outside the domestic affairs
of their towns, There is, therefore, no
reason, while excluding ‘‘bosses” and
““machine ” workers, for exclading from
such domestic labors men who are honestly
active in politics, as all good citizens
should be. To exclude them is to shut
out a desirable element of strength. All
that should be asked is an assurance that
the citizen is sincere in favor of the pur-
poses of the movement and is willing to
lay aside party for local benefit. Any other
method of operation must result in unit-
ing partisans against the citizen independ-
enta, and the result is easy to be foreseen.

WHY WE SHOULD TREAT WITH
MEXICO,

Consul-General Sutton has matle an ex-
haustive analysis. of the proposed reci-
procity commercial treaty between our
Covernment and that of Mexico, and his
conclusions are of much interest and
should be generally read. He says the
very fact of the existence of such a treaty

| will much improve our trade with our sis-
yesterday, but, without transacting much business |

ter republic. There being under the pro-
posed treaty no duty on a number of arti-
cles, the fact will facilitate trade greatly.
The abolition of transit duty on articles for
consumption will work the abolition of the
annoying State and city duties that now
prevail, and which in some cases amount to
a tariff of 12 per cent. on the full tariff,
and not infrequently the same goods have
to pay this local tariff twice in the same
State, The concessions we receive are
equal to, and possibly greater than those
that the United States make. He adds
that there caa be no doubt about the
treaty benefiting our export trade, It will
increase, not only our trade in the articles
named in the ach‘edule, but all our com-
merce. He adds that all the American
consular officers in Mexico favor the
treaty. Compared with Enogland, Cer-
many, France and Spain, we have nof
our fair share of the trade of Mexico.
England broke off diplomatic relations with
Mexico in 1867, but so important are her
mercantile interests there now that she has
renewed her old relations. Germany has
nearly doubled her consular agents in Mex-
ico within a year, and has urged upon them
especial care to foster the German trade,
and they are exercising now a marked in-
fluence in that direction. By reason of our
location, our railway connections and the
needs of the country that are reciprocal to
go large a degree, we should have a decided
advantage over these foreign countiies—
and we have, if we will but improve it.
But to do so we must take down the bars,
and go just as far in the way of free trade
with Mexico as we can win her to consent
to, and as our own short-sighted protec-
tionists will permit the nation to progress.
Uader the proposed treaty five articles are
named on which the United States con-
cedes the duties. Oa the basis of reports
up to June 30th last the total duties paid
are $178,194 en these articles—to wit:
sugar, henequin, etc., istle, tobacco in
leaf, and fruits.

The chief opposition on our side to this
schedule relates to sugar. Mr. Sutton, by
a nice calculation, shows that our brown
sugar imports in 1882 amounted to $90,-
065,218, of which but $102,147 came from
Mexico—or about ene ounce per capita.
The proposed treaty he thus finds would
reduce the United States revenue on su-
gar about ome tenth of one per cent. Of
course the treaty would encourage sugar-
growing, and our imports from Mexico
would increase, but to what extent cannot
be accurately stated. Bat the sugar ex-
ports to the countries of the world from
Mexicoamount fo but about $250,000 an-
nually. There are many things to retard
sugar-growing in Mexica—as, lack of suit-
able labor, malarial influences, risk of cap-
ital placed at so great a distance, cost of
irrigation, and local taxation. To make
sugar-raising greatly profitable foreign cap-
ital must be drawn to the country, and the
inducements in the way of profits cannot
be cleared of doubt. Again, the geveral
Mexican States adhere to their local export
taxes, and sometimes increase them to an
extent that is prohibitive, Civil disorder
hase an influence also in discouraging invest-
ment, and the climatic conditions are op-
posed to the introduction of reliable
foreign labor to start and work new plan-
tations. But there would be some in-
crease a8 stated, and as a reeult

local refineries would probably be
started, and supply largely the home mar-
ket for refined sugars, and this would re-
duce the Mexican export of crude sugar
and our export to Mexico of refined sugars.
This is a fair statement of both sides of the
case. Mr. Sutton is of the opinion that
the treaty would double or treble the sugar
industry in about six years. It will be
seen, therefore, that it is not a sufficiently
important matter to be made a barrier to
the conclusion of a treaty which, in =o
many other respects, will inure to our ad-
vantage. Mexico concedes the duties on
twelve articles, the duties on which amount
now to about $740,000. These articles are
petroleum, carriages, tools, sewing ma-.
chines, stoves, naphtha, clocks, vegetables,
crude petroleum, steam engines and fruits.
Petroleumnow pays 32 per cent, duty ; three
articles pay only weight duty, but all the
remainder pay a lively tax, The treaty
will open Mexico to us on all these goods
and producis, and give us a wide and profit-
able market. Our wagon and carriage
manufacturers would, for instance, have a
perfect bonanza, because hardwoods of the
requisite toughness are so ecarce in Mexico.
The duty on these goods is nearly 100 per
cent,,and it needs no great wisdom to fore-
tell the effect of its removal, and what an
impulse it would give to many of our
industries, To show concisely just what
the concessions are, side by side, the Gen-
eral presents this comparative table :

JOUXNALISM AND POLITICS,

We noted ocur concurrence with the San
Francisco Bulletin in its expression that the
profession of journalism cannot be properly
allied with politics—that journalism is the
synonym of independence, and that a po-
litical organ never was, and never can be,
a true journal. Quoting these and similar
remarks, the San Jose Mercury asks us if
we mean that the true journalist is one
without epinion ? ‘* Were not the REcor-
UxioN and the Bulletin journals when
working in party harness?’ ¢ Scores of
leading journals at the East are partisan in
character,” remarks the Mercury. *‘ No
journal can have force in these times with-
out strong political convictions., Editors
to be honest must carry their political con-
victions into their columns. Is the opinion-
less, fence-straddling, non-committal pa-
per the only true jbumal #"  To all which
we reply that the Mercury misconceives
our remarks., They were plain enough,
and needed no reading between the lines.
We mean simply that independent journal-
ism, as regards political parties, is the only
true journalism. Of course the true jour-
nal will have, and express preferences ; of
course, when convinced that a given party
policy is the best for the country, it will
advocate it; of course, when driven to
choose between two contending organiza-
tions, it will advise the people to adhere to
the one which comes nearest to its views of
right and justice. Tae true journal must,
however, maintain the judicial attitude,
else it is not a competent critic ; and true
journalism is always critical, just, fearless
and dispassionate, The true journal will
have strong political convictions, but it
does not follow that it must be the organ
of a party. The *‘party organ” dare not
criticise the party ; its very terms of exist-
ence preclude it becoming critical. A con-
fessed *‘party organ” the people well
understand must pipe in one key, and they
therefore look for nothing else from it.
Obviously, therefore, when it advocates
the party claims, it presents itseli to the
intelligent reader as a mere circalar of the
dominating influence in the party. We
repeat, then, that journalism must not
be allied with party—that is, have no com-
pacts with it which cripple it, or lessen that
independence which alone gives a journal’s
opinions in politics any weight. Let eur
friend, the Mercury, for a moment con-
sider the position of any purely party or-
gan and note the measure of its influence-

THE SETTING SUN OF POWER,

The San Francisco Framiner is preparing
a soft bed to fall upon next Tuesday when
the Ohio election takes place. Hear it :
“It is just possible that the splendid op-
portunity which has fallen in the path of
the Democratic party of Ohio may be de-
stroyed by the insane feuds of Democratic
partisans, The quarrels of the politicians
may negative a public sentiment which,
but for these follies, would carry Hoadly
into the Executive chair of the State by a
triumphant majority. Selfish interests,
individual ambitions and personal dislikes
are permi.icd to weigh mere with these
people than the splendid achievement
which is offered to the party.” That is
one way to put it. The truth is that the
Democratic trickery in Ohio has disgusted
the people. The ““rings” and ‘bosses”
are finding out that their rule means ruin
to any party they dominate.

Shocking Tragedy in Texas—Brutal Out-

Terrible Texas Tragedy.

New Yorg, October 5th.—A special to the
Herald from Laredo, Tex., gives full partica-
lars of a most horrible tragedy that occurred
on Wednesday near that place, Mrs, Valdez
killed her five children and then herself dur-
ing a fit of insanity. On one of the large
ranches about twenty miles to the scuthward
of Lampasas there lived for four years pasta
quiet, well-to-do Mexico, named Antonio
Valdez, whose family consisted of a wife and
five children, the age of the eldest child being
10 yesrs, and that of the yonngest 2 years.
The wife. who was about 30 years of]age, had
been subject to epileptic fits and spells of
melanchcly of long duration. On Wednes-
day the afflicted woman was attacked with a
fit of uunusual severity. When she had re-
covered from her spasm her husband went to
work to herd a flock of sheep belongiog to
the ranch, He had been gone but a short
time when his wife rose from her couch, and
with a huge butcher-knife, which had carc-
lessly been left within her reach, began her
terrible work of destruction. Her eldest
child, a sweet girl of 10 years, was the first
to fall a victim to her maniac mother’s crual
blows, her head being almost severed from
her bedy. With that method peculiar to in-
saue persons, the woman in quick succession
slew tha other children, hacking ard stabbing
them in a shocking manner, Suddenly, tak-
ing a parting look at the dead before her, she
plunged the knife into her own breast, reeled
to a corner of the room snd fell dead. Dur-
ing all the time this horrible tragedy was be-
ing enacted ber serving weman, a paon, was
powerless to prevent it, from al jact fear. The
husband was soon apprised of waat had hap-
pened.

Young Orphan Girl Brutally Outraged.

MiILwAUKEE, October 5th,—The mystery
surrounding the disappearancs cf a young
orphan girl about a week ago was sclved yes-
terday, and the solution devalops the facts of
one of the most horrible outrages ever known
in this country, In passing the old stock
yards near the corner of Twelfth and Hill
streets, Superintendent Whitehead, of the
Humane Society, noticed two young mea
leave one of the ruined stables, and, after
glancing hastily around, start up the street.
He went to the barn and there fonnd a young
girl, apparently about 17 or 18 years old,
lying on a pile of hay in a half-unconscious
condition. At police headquarters it was
ascectained that she was Mamie Terester,
who had been missing since last Wednesday,
and that she had been drugged by a party of
roughs and brutally maltreated. According
to the girl’s story she left home on Wednas-
day afternoon, met a young man whom she
knew, and the two drank a glass of wine.
Then she became unconscious, and, when she
came to her senses, she was in 3 car near the
lumber yards of the St. Paul track, near Hill
street. A dozan men were with her. She
remembered being taken along the railroad
track, and as she parily regained conscious-
ness, & bottle of whisky was placed to her
lips and she was compelled to drink until her
memory was drowoed. Again she revived
and found herself in a dark woods, a blazing
fire lighting up the surroundings and reveal-
ing a party of seventeen rough-looking men
as her captors. She was dosed with liquor
and drugs until her reason again departed.
When she regained consciousness a third
time she was lying as found by Superintend-
ent Whitehead—half famished, numb with
cold and still partly under the ioflusnce of
drugs and liquor. She was unable to move
and could scarcely articulate when discov-
ered. The girl’s family was notified and she
was taken te the home of her brother. She
is in a very critical condition and suffers
greatly from the effects of exposure, hynger
and the treatment she received. The officers
are searching for the perpstraters of the out-
rage, with the chances favoring the arrest of
the entire party.

Gambler Fatally Burned,

New Orreans, October 5th.—At Provi-
dence, Natchitoches psrish, on Sundsy night,
six negrozs, section hands on the New Or-
leaus and Pacific Railroad, and Ned Brad-
field, or Bradford, sat down to play a game of
cards. Luck was in favor of Bradfield, who
succaeded in winning all the money of the
other gamesters, The losers became violent
in their demonstrations against Bradfield and
insisted on his returning the money that he
had won., Naturally, he refused. An at-
tempt wss made to take from him the money.
He resisted violently and so angered his as-
sailants that, in their rage, they threw the
unlucky winner on a log fire and held him
down over the blaza, holding him by each leg
and arm. Bradfisld, in his agouy, managed
to wrench himself from the grasp of the ne-
groes, but not until he was terribly burned.
His hair and scalp and one arm were com-
pletely burned away. In this mutilated con-
dition he managed to walk several miles in
search of assistance. Remedies were applied,
but the man died in great agony on Monday
morning. X

Texas MurdereriCaptured.

CHICAGO, October 5th.—Detectives passed
throngh here last night for Tilden, Texae, in
charge of a man named Clabe Young, who is
wanted for the murder of a man named
O'Donnell in November, 1878. The prisoner
was arrested on a ranch seventy miles south
of Rawling, on the Union Pacific Railroad,
where he was living with a Mrs. Caste, hav-
ing driven the husband of the woman away.
It is told of Youcg that he and his brother
carried on a career of brigandage in the
southwestern part of Texas for a number ot
years, robbing stages, etc. The murder of
’Donnell resulted in their beicg driven from
the country.

The Postmaster-General Sued.

NEew OrLEANS, October 5th.—The National
Bank has brought suit against the Postmaster-
General for 100 000. It is alleged that the
order directing that money orders addressed
to the bank but intended for a lottery com-
pany shall not be delivered, was intended to
charge the bank with fraudulent pracuices
and illegal action, and has seriously damaged
its business.

Approach of Winter.

Porr Jarvis (N. Y.), October 5th.—Last
night was the coldest of this season ; ther-
mometer 26°. This morning a white frost
covered everything, Ice half an inch thick
formed. All crops not killed by the Sep-
tember frost are now destroyed, Many grapes
in the Delawarse valley were frosted. Buck-
wheat and corn are a total failure. The
drought made theuwn late, and the frost desiroy-
ed them.

Accidents on the Ralil.

PuILADELPHIA, October 5th.—The in-bound
train on the North Pennsylvania branch of
the Philadelphia and Rsading Railroad ran
into a street car of the Union line at Sus-
quehanna avenue and American street this
morning. The car was demolished, and all
the passengers more or less injured. Ten
persops, wno were the most severely injured,
were taken to the Episcopal Hospital, and
two have since died. Thedriver of the street
car was in the car at the time of the accident,
Those who have died are James Hammill and
James Devine. Among the injured was a
woman named Mary Sellers, who was terri-
bly mangled. She and several others are ex-
pected to die.

1ATER.—Ths names of the dead are as fol-
lows: John McKseown, gardener, leaves a
wife and seven children; John Hammill,
coal dealer, and several others badly injured.

The Brooklyn Bridge Cable Cars.

New Yorg, October 5th.—The cars run
uninterruptedly on the bridge now. Super-
intendent Martin returned from Chicago,
bringing with him the grip of the San Fran-
cisco patent. It islined inside with braes,
and the cables wear this out in doing what
would be equivalent to a week’s work on the
bridge. The cable cuts deap grooves in the
brass, Martin said to a reporter : *‘I bought
it because the Trustees wanted it. For my
own part I think it far inferior to the grip of
Colocel Payne. It possesses erormous
strength, and it must be enormously hard on
the cable, which it always has a tendency to
strand—that is, it separates the strand from
the cable. When this occurs the grip has
been known to become fsst and cannot be
taken off, and there is great difficulty in com-

ing to a stop. To remedy this en
iogenious device has been added by
Chicagoans to the original grip in-
vented for the Clay-street road in
San  Francisco, this device the
stranded cable is lifted sideways from the
grip, and then brakes can stop the car with-
out difficulty, The system is not such a suc-
cess at Chicago as the people here imagine,
Isaw a breakdown there that stopped thir-
teen trains, and the first train had to be
hauled forward with horses. They have the
same difficulty with the shears that we have,
and they have nothing that has proved so
good as our rubber and leather straps, set on
edges. When we get fairly on we shall beat
them hollow, but we have all our trouble at
the outset. They only go six miles an hour
in the city, and we go ten, and may go more,
though I would not advise it.,” Colonel
Poyne looked with great complaisance at the
groove cus in the brass shears, ‘It must be
hard on the cable. I can say nothing about
it, because of my position. I am very glad
it is here, however, and I hope that all who
are dissatisfied with the working of my grip
will apply to the Trustees for leave to come
helre’?nd study it.

protection, and who are willing to bstray
their trust for their own advantage.
Manifeatly in thia matter the people can only
actthrough agants of their selection, but the
selection should be fresly and intslligently
made by a careful exercise of their suff-ages.
1 have said this duty should not be neglected.
A careless, mistaken performance may be us
fatal a8 neglect. Iepeak in the interest of
no political party wnen I advise you to ap-
ply the same rules hera that you observe in
the conduct of your private business. Peo-
ple, in the management of their Government
for their benefit, desire to employ public ser-
vants and agents. They want, or ought to
want, men able to perform the duties ex-
pected of them, and who have the real inter-
est of their employers at heart. All cannot
personally kuow the applicants for office, but
by a careful inquiry their chsracters for fair
dzaling and honesty and the manner in which
they have fulfilled the ordinary duties of life
may be discovered, as well as the ability they
have shown in the management of their own
affairs.

Indians in Want.

La Grace (D. T.), October 5:h.—The In-
dians who went out on & regular hunot are
steadily arriving at La Grace, and in a few
dsys will all be here. The time of their de-
parture is looked forward to with avxious
solicitude by traders and merchants, as they
make very extensive preparations before
leaving, in the way of putting in provisions
and other supplies necessary for a protracted
hunting expedition. They start cut in num-
bers of three thousand at a time, and remain
away for at least a month, Their hunt, in-
siead of being crowned with such brilliant
success as heretofore, has been an absolute
failure, and they complain bitterly of their
lot. They state that the pale-faces have
driven ail the buffalo from the reservation,
thus depriving them of their most substantial
means of subsistence, They lcok upon the
approaching cold weather with a sinkirg
heart and a feeling of bitter despair. The
Indians are very poorly provided for, their
annuities being insufficient, Iiis a common
sight to see them selling their shoes and other
clothing with which: the Government has
supplied them, in order to procure provisions
for the winter, Then they depend upon the
fall hunt. This bunt having failed in its ob-
jeet, the outlook for their future this winter
is quite gloomy, and may yet provoke an-
other outbreak.

The Donohoe Trunks.

New Yorg, October 5th,—The Herald
says: It is said upon good authoriry that
the Secretary is favorably disposed toward
Donohoe, and the upshot of the matter will
be the release of the Donohoe trucks upon
payment of duty. It is very rare in the his-
tory of the Cuslom House that dutiable
goods, seized under circumstances like those
in the Donohoe case, are released by the Gov-
ernment, The decision in this case is awaited
with much interest.

Special Fire Statistics.

New Yorg, October 5th.—The Commercial
Bulletin says: September, to the 231, has
outdone any previous September of which
there is any record, in its numerous fires and
their avgregate destructiveness. Of fires
ranging from 210,000 loss upwards, we find
no less than 224 mentioned, while ' he aggre-
gate cost to the country reaches 38 200,000 :
to which we may fairly add $1,800,000 for
unrecorded fires, snd a thousand or so where
the loss was less than £10,000. This gives us
$10 000 000 as the fire waste of September,
and $72,500,000 as the total loss to the United
States and Cauada by fire during the nine
months of 1883. This is £550,000 more than
in any nine months’ recerd. °

Window-Glass Workers.

The Insults in Paris fo the King of Spain.
