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A Loxe-Livep FamiLy.—The Truckee Re-
publican, in speaking of a well known Sacra-
mentan, says: R. A. G. Gourlie, of Freeport,
Cal., was in Truckee yesterday, Ascoming
from a long-lived family, Mr. Gourlie is wor-
thy of motice. He is 81 years old, has lived
in Sacramento county since 1849, and has
never until now been out of the county. His
reeidence is at Freeport, 10 miles from Sacra-
mento, where he has a 60-acre orchard, Mr.
Gourlie was the third man to plant the United
States flag on the heights of San Juan Da
Arc, on the 14th of August, 1827, For 22
years and 7 months Le was a sailor in the
Jritish nuvy, and still retains remembrances
of his old ship life. Of a long-lived family,
he still clings to the hope of years in advance,
equal to the usually allotted span of man’s
life, His great-zrandmother lived to the re-
markable age of 123 years, His graand-
mother at the age of 57 used glaeses and
was dovoid of teeth. The lady lived to the
grand old age of 117, and at 95 years cf age
recovered her eyesight and discarded glasses,
The youngest of his uncles, eleven in num-
ber, Jesn Gourlis, lived to be 102 years old.
Bob, the subject of the pressnt sketch, al-
though 81 years old, is as vigorous as most
men at 40, and can kick a man’s hat off with-
out trouble, Some years ago himself and
wife adopted a girl and brought her up to the
age of maturity, when she married Victor
Mondon, who resides in Sierraville, Tha oc-
cagion of the present visit is to sea the
adopted daughter, and also to secura the
healing advantages of the sulphur springs.

BYNOD CF THE PACIFIC,

The Synod resumed its session yesterday
morning in the Westminster Presbyterian
Church, at 9 o’clock, The first half hour
was occupled in devotional services, under
the leadershlp of Rev. J. M. Smith. An-
other balf hour was similarly epant, the
interests of the Theological Seminary being
specially prezented, snd Rev. Mr, Ellis con-
dncting the servicea,

The Synod accapted with thanks Professor
Gamble’s proposition making his institution
a preparatory department and nucleus fora
Presbyterian college, subject to such arrange-
ments a8 be and the Board of Trustees may
agres upon, The Trustees welfe directed to
put forth their best efforts to secure a perma-
zeat location, with grounds and buildings
amply sufficient to accommodate at least 100
students and their instructors., Also to en-
deavor co raise $200,000, the first $50,000 of
which is to be available for the erection of
buildings.

The Committee on Bills and Overtures
made a report recommending that the Synod
a8k Congress to grant Chaplain Blake back
pay for the time while he was laid aside from
active service, Adopted.

The recorda of the San Joae Prcs‘)ygery
were again considered, and the exceptions
taken to therm by the committee as to want of
neatness and for their indefiniteness of state-
ment, wera sustained. An example of the
last objection is the following. On page 155
is the statement: * The Presbytery voted
on the alterpative in the negative, and then
votod the revised book of discipline be re-
ceived as a whole.”

Tha committee tonominate Trustees for the
College named Dr. W. Alexander, Dr. S, P,
Sprecher, Kev. F. A. Horten, Rev. A. 8.
Fiske, and Elders R. Wylie, I, Culbery, Felix
Tracy and Peter B, Simmons, and they were
elected. :

The Synod paid mileags expenssz to its
members for the present seseion in full, and
lavied an assessment for expenses of the next
Synod. Alzo altered ths standing rules, so
that membera of future Synods, who are not
present at the opening, or who do not remain
until the cloge, cannot draw any mileage.

Oa motion of Dr. Breck, the Synod in-
vited Rev, F. E_Shearer to address it con-
cerning the work of the American Tract So-
cisty. A highly iateresting address by Mr.
Shesrer followed, and at the close, on motion
of Der. Sprecher, jthe publications of the
Tract Socicty were recommended fo the mis.
gionary colporteurs for use in their work,

The committss report on music was con-
sidzred and a substitute adopted to the effect
that the church is justified in securing the
best music, instrumental and vocal, that it
has ability to pay for.

At 3 p, M. the members of the Sycod made
a visit to the art gallery of Mrs, Crocker, in
response to the invitation extended by her,
and were highly pleased.

In the evening the Synod held its closing
session. A long discussion followed the re-
ception of the report of the Committee upon
Home Missions, andit resnlted in a determirc-
ation to have hercafter two instead of one of
the missionaries, Rev, J. S. Macdonald, of
San Rafael, and Dz, J. Fackler, formerly of
San Francisco, and now of Los Angeles,
were elected to said stations, The former is
to bava for his field the Presbyteries of Sac-
ramento, Benicia and San Francisco, and ti®
latter the Presbyleries of San Jose and Lioa
Angeles,

Los Angeles was selected as the place for
holding the next Synod, and the first Wednes-
day in Oztober, 1884, at 11 A. M., was ordered
88 the time of meeting, Rav. Mr, Horton
was chosen as slternate preacher, aad the
Stated Clerk was appoiated a committee to
arrangs for railroad tramsportation. Also for
transportation for ministers and elders to the
cext General Assembly,

Rezolutions of sympathy concerning the
death of Rav. Dr. Hatfield, late Moderator
of the General Assembly, were adopted by a
rising vote,

The Committes on Education made a re-
port, and in connection with this the Synod
expressed its gratification at ths efforts of
some of its ministers and elders in maintain-
ing schools of high character; and particu-
larly recommended those of Dr., Matthews,
in San Francisco; Professor Tindall's, in
Placerville ; the Harmon Seminary for girls,
{: Berkeley, and the McDonsald Saminary, at
ANBDA,

The Synod returned its hearty thanks to
the Presbyterian churches and good people of
Sacrameuto for their hospitality and kind-
ss to the members of the Synod during its
wn, and to the efficient Committee of Ar-
wents for its peifect preparation for the

meetiog. .

The roll wss then called, and the session
closed by some brief remarks and prayer by
the Moderator, and the singing of the .Dox-
ology.

THE GERMANTOWN ANSIVERSARY,

Two hundred years ago, ou the seventy day
of October, the first German eettlement in
America was made at Germantown, Penn-
sylvania, a few miles from the present site of
the city of Philadelphia. Throughout the
United States the day was celebrated by
German citizens, At New Orleans, Phila-
delphis, Cleveland and other cities the streets
were gaily decorated, and the street demon-
strations were equal to that of any former
public occagion. In this city, where a large
percentage of the citizens are Germans, the
occasion was duly honored. The Sacramento
Turn Verein, which, by the way, has bacome

one of the firet institutions of the city, had
been at work for weeks making arrangements
for a proper observancs of the day. A grand
entertainmeat and ball was given at Turner
Hall, which was largely attended by citizens
irrespective of nationality. Ex-State Treas-
urer John Weil, the orator of the evening,
delivered a lemgthy and eloquent address,
which was well received and frequently ap-
plauded. Among other things, he said:

‘““The causes which brought sbout the
early emigration from Germany to America
were msinly due to the theun existing revere
and sometimes cruel persecution of all such
persons who differed in their religions views
from the Church which held.for centuries
supreme sway, controlling Government zs
well as the p2ople, Soon after William Penn
took possession of the large grant of iand in
Americe, received from King Charles of Eng-
land in the early part of 1682, he made some
offers of land and other liberal concessions to
such persons desiring to settle thereon,
amongst which was free and unrestrained re-
ligious toleration,

‘A religious sect, known as Friends for
Quakers, had some followers in the town of
Griesheim, near Woerms and vicinity, Ger-
many, who, being tired of their continued
persecution on acconant of their religious be-
lief, were the fiist Germans who took advant-
a e of Penn’s offar, and in the forepart of
July, 1683, about twenty families left their
homes for ths New World, acd on the 27th of
the same month took passage at Gravesend,
England, on the sailing vessel Concord, for
America, where they arrived on the 6th of
October following, Theland which they then
selected and received from Wm. Pcnn was
situated about seven miles from Philadelphis,
and here the first German colony wss started
by the name of German Town. Abont the year
1700 the emigration from Germany incresssd
considerably, consisting mostly of some of
the best, most able and industrious persons,
so that Frederick the Great, feeling the loss
sustaiced by the increased emigration, is-
sued a proclamation in which he strongly de-
nounced the existing religious intolerance,
and offering all returning emigrants restora-
tion of their property which had been con-
fiscated at the time they left Germary ; also,
payment of the loss sustsined by such emi-
grante by the confiscation, and free from tax-
ation for several years, But those German
yettlers had already learned to appraciate and
love their new and adopted country and home
to such an extent that not a single one of
them accepted this liberal offer and returned
to their native land,

““The first raligious services were held by
those Germans in the same month of their
arrival, in a small dwelling until a smail
church had been built, in which Wiiliam
Penn held services—preached the latter part
of 1683 and 1684, in the German langunage, in
which he was as well versed as in his own,
the English, In 1688 the ficst strong protest
against slavery ever issued was issued by
those German QQuakers of Germsntown. E.
Bettle, in noticesjet negro slavery, says of
those Gerwcantown inhabitanta: *To this
body of humble, unpretending and almost
uanoticed philanthropiats belongs the honor
of having been the first association who sver
remonstrated against negro slavery,’

“The first achools for Indians were already
started as early as 1700 by those German-
Awericane, The first book ever printed on
the American continent was in the German
language. Germantown can alse pride itself
on having had the first type foundry, the
first paper mill, the first German news-
paper.”’

. The President of the Board stated that the
wmeeting was called to consider the acceptance
of the addition to the schocl-building at
Sixteenth and N streets, which has just been
completed.

The Building Committes ¥eported in favor
of the accaptancs of the work and psyment

of the balance, $2,250, upon the contract;
also, with same report, a hill for §65, in fa.
vor «f same party—E. A. Bovyer—for re-
pairs upon other school-buildings, was recom-
mended to be paid. Both approved.

Messre, Stevens and Cocke were placed
upon the Committes on Furniture and Sup-
plies during the temporary abssace of Meesrs,
Goodhue end Hammer, who are to be absent
for a time on account of ill health,

A bill of Babson & Seadler for $62 99, bal.
ance dne for superintending construction of
addition to school at Sixteenth and N streets,
was reported and allowed.

Upon motion, the janitor of tha Capital
grammar echool was allowed $5 additionsl
per month, for the care of an additional
room, 5

Complzaint was reported to the Bosrd that
the teacher of penmanship in the city schools
ia requiring that all pupils purchase a certain
copy-book, of which she is the author, and
which she keeps on sale exclusively at ous of
the city book stores.

Remarks by various members of the
Board developed the fact that such methed
of requiring pupils to purchase any class of
supplies from any particular dealer was con-
trary to regulations, and that the use of the
copybook which the teacher required to be
purchased by the scholars was also in viola~
tion of authorily, &s it was not ths copybook
that had been adopted by the Board.

Oa motion tha Superintendent was in-
structed to notify the said tsacher net to zend
pupils to any porticular place to purchase
copy-books, and not to requirs any other
kiod of books to ba purchased th:n those
adopted by the Board.

A requisition for supplies for the echool
st the Orphan Asylum led to a motion being
adopted, directing that the Committee on
Furpiture and Supplies aecertain what be-
came of the articles furniehed said echool
last year, that should make receseary the
furnishing of eighty-four new elates, etc., at
preeent,

Upon represertion and reques’ of Professor
Johneon, of the Capital Grammar School, it
was ordered that only hslf ar hour be allowed
for teaching German in the first grade on the
first and third Fridays of each month ; also,
that the German lessons be omitted in the
sacend and third grades on the third Friday
of each month. The Committee on Course
of Study was authorized to make the same
srrangement in regard to classes at the Sac-
ramente Grammar School,

Mzr. Cocke stated that he desired to ray, 28
a matter of justics to Measrs, W, A. & C. S.
Houghton, that the committee had found
that the boxes of large envelopes, furnished
under last year’s contract by them, contained
500 epvelopes instead of 250, as heratofore
clasimed in the Board, and that tharefore the
price charged was $10 instead of $20.

The Board then adjourned.
