CALIFORNIA ABELOAD.

OUR FRUIT3 AND PRODUCTS AT TEE
ILLIFOIS STATE FAIR,

Sacramentans and Others Who Aided in
the Exhibit—Better Appreciation
of Our State,

The Chicago /nter.-Ocean of the 1st in-
stant, in its report of the State Fair of
Illinois, gives the following account of the
California exhibition, which was under the
successful chafe of Commissioner I N.
Hoag, formerly of this city. It will be
seen that the full list of exhibitors and
exhibits are given, and that the result isa
better appreciation of our superiorities,
and the substantiating of merits which
have heretofore been looked upon at the

East as extravagantly overdrawn and
fabulous statements, The Znter-Ocean
says :

Joseph Skeavington, superintendent of
Class G, farm products, and George J. Has-
kell, superintendent of Class H, horticult-
ure, presented the following very flatter-
ing report of the California exhibition to the
State Board of Agriculture :

GENTLEMEN : One of the great attrac-
tions of the present fair is the exhibition of
Califernia products in the fruit and vegeta-
ble hall. The tables on which this ex-
hibition has been made have been thronged
early and late every day from the begin-
ning of the fair, and all who have had the
goed luck to see the exhibition have been
struck with wonder and astonishment at
the extraordinary size of the vegetables
and fruite, and wonderful perfection of the
grain. As this exhibition was not entered
in competitien for premiums of any of the
clasges, we deem it proper that the names
of each contributor and article contributed
should be published in our annual report.
We therefore preseat herawith a list of the
same, with the reccommendatior that it be
made a part of our official records and pub-
lications,

WHEAT,

The following are the exhibits of wheat
in the grain: Sorara, raised on KEsquon
ranch, near Nelson, Butte county; White
Chile, raised by E. Ciark, near Lincoln,
Placer county, on red land, very fine, large
berry ; Salt Lake Club, by Esquon rauch,
Butte county, large berry ; Pride of Butte,
by Robinscn Brothers, near Gridley, Butte
county ; Tuascan, by William Elliott, near
Gridley ; Prover, by W. E. Jewett, Te-
hama county ; Jennissee, by A. B. Wood,
Nord, Butte county ; White Clab, E:quon
ranch, Butte county; White Australian,
by B. Mushott, Butte county ; Snowflake,
by C. W. Thresher Brothers; Gridley;
White Jennessee, by Mackey, Butte eoun-
ty ; Australian, by Throop, Yolo county ;
Australian, by Uhlhorn & Maples, Tulare
county. In regard toall samples of wheat
exhibited in kernel, we must in justice re-
matk that it has seldom been our fortune
to see finer, Every sample is plump, full,
and large in berry, and would be classed as
No. 1 white in any market.

The wheat exhibited in straw is of a
bright yellow color, with long and large
heads, and the straw varying from three to
five and a half feet in length, some of the
straw being nearly as lorge as pipe-stems,
and the wheat heads averaging from three
to five inches in length.

General John Bidwell, of Butte county,
assortment of squashes, some specimens of
the mammoth Chile, weighing as high as
150 pounds, and measuring four feet.in
length.,

Samples of sugar-bzets, weighing from
forty to fifty pounds, and measuring two
feet in length.

White and purple egg plants, round and
long ; the round weighing eix to eight
pounds, and the white sixteen inches in
length.

De Bersardi & Co., Sacramento, con-
tributed vegetables, as follows: Squash,
the Pride of the Pacific, a pale-green
squash of immense proportions, and said
to keep twelve months in good condition ;

J. W. Reese, of Fresno, contributed one
watermelon, labeled, ‘“Dr., Tanner's
melon,” three feet in length and one in
diameter ; weight, unknown,

General John Bidwell contributed a
large assortment of green fruit, among
which we noticed the Spitzenberg, R. L
Greening, Newton Pippin, Fall Pippin,
Baldwin, Lady’s Blush, Seek No Further,
all of large size and hard flesh, and excel-
lent color. Also an assortment of pears,
the Winter Nellis, Dachesse de Angouleme,
Vicar of Wakefield, and a plate of pome-
granates, These were the ‘‘observed of
all observers.” Also one plate of apple
quinces—one sample weighing seventeen
ounces.

C. W. Reed, of Yolo county, contributed
about the same varieties of frait.

De Bernardi & Co. also ocontributed
samples of pippins and greenings.

Qi the above exhibits of fruit it is proper
to remark that although they were picked
about the 1st of September, and have been
once before exhibited at the California
State Fair and then shipped here, they
are in fine condition, better than home-
grown fruit picked and placed at once on
the table.

General Bidwell exhibited a plate of or-
anges picked from his grove in Butte
county. Though but half grown, they
show what may be done in northern Cali-
fornia in the production of semi-tropical
fruits,

A feature of the exhibition was some
plates of peaches, the George’s Late, by C.
M. Silva & Son, of Newcastle, Placer
county. The peaches were of exceedingly
fine color, and four of the average in size
weighed 2 poands 11 ounces, and the larg-
est measured 12 inches in circumference.
By the side of them were two plates of
the Heath Seedling, contributed by G. L.
Threlkel, also of Newcastle, of just about
the same fine appearance and size, but not
quite so highly colored.

The m&s exhibited were contributed
by J. B. hitcom, of Colfax, a mining
town on the Central Pacific Railroad in
Placer county ; by C. M. Silva & Son, of
Newcastle ; J. B. Sanders, Gerson & Co.,
D2 Bernardi, of Sacramento ; M. T, Brewer
& Co., and W, R. Strong & Co., of Sacra-
mento. The varieties exhibited were the
Flame Tokay, the Muscat of Alexandria,
the Rose de Peru, the Black Morocco, the
Black Ferrar and Parple Damascus.

CORN, CANE, ETC.

E ian corn, standing ten feet high
andgfsz heavy heads or gara of corn, wgu
contributed by W. P, Haber, of Freeno
county, Chinese sugar cane, or 0orihum,
twelve feet in hight, contributed by E.
Clark, of Fresno, shows the wonderful fer-
tility of the soil and favorableness of cli-
mate of that part of the State. The lat-
ter remark is equally applicable to a bunch
of corn, in stalk, contributed by the same
party. By the side of the last-named
stood a bunch of Arabian or evergreen
millet, standing ten feet high. This is a
new forage plant introduced icto the State,
and it is becoming a great favorite, equalling
and perhaps to excel the alfalfa, or Chile
clover. The latter was foand also on exhi-
bition in sample. In California this is
counted the best hay for cattie and farm
horses, It ia cut four and five times in the
season, and averages from a ton and a half
to two tons at each cutting, or from eight
to ten tons in the season, besides furnish.
ing a large amount of pasture for three
months in the spring and fall. In the tree
and vine line some remarkable growths
were on exhibition, as follows: W, R,
Strong & Co., grown at Newcastle, Placer
county, an orange cling peach tree grown
from a dormant bud, one year’s growth,
with stem an inch and a half in diameter
and standing thirteen feet high ; a late Oc-
tober peach, grown in same manner from
bud this season, standing twelve feet high.
Both were well formed and had fall heads.
Also two plum trees, this year’s growth,
eleven feet high and one inch in diameter.
Alsosome limbs cut from bearing plum
trees, the growth of this year, twelve feet
in length, contributed by S. F. Woodworth,
of Newcastle, Placer county. Also a grape
cane contributed by Mrs. D. A. Rice, of
Newecastle, this season’s growth, fourteen
feet in length, and one of same growth,
contributed by B. Marks, of Fresno conn-
ty, sixtecn feet long.

about California, but this exhibition will
be likely to make us believe, as Mr. Hoag
says, that the half had not been told us.
The fruit exhibited should teach our grow-
ers the important lesson that it is better to
grow but few and only the best varieties,
Californians grow fruit for profit, and have
discounted all non-paying varisties. Our
growers should do likewise, and then they
would make more money, and raise the
gtandard of our fruits. In closing this re-
port to the Board, we would recommend a
vote of thanks to the contributors, and to
all who have in any way assisted in push-
ing forward the enterprise to so successful
a conclusion,
