One of the handsomest silk fabrics of
this season is black satin de Lyon bro-
caded with fine cut jet beads, woven into
fabrics.

Silk and satin dresses are growing lessin
number on the street at the East, and in
their place are seen sensible costumes of
cheviot, serge, cashmere and cloth.

Fine broadcloths, with clogely woven
surfaces, London cloths in herring-bone
patterns, and irregular twilled cloths are
used for the popular tailor-made costumes.

Embroidered net fronts and flounces for
evening dresses have very large flowers
wrought in chenille, with the veins of
colored pearl beads of very large size, and
they are among the most effective of the
season’s trimmings.

New gloves for cool weather wear are
generally shown made of chintz cashmere,
very fine and soft. They arelong and but-
tonless, embroidered with a spray of silk
flowers at the top, and mould the hand and
wrist as well as any silk glove.

A favorite trimming is embroidery copy-
ing the plumage of birds, from peacock’s
feathers to those of the humming bird.
Bright-colored feathers will be used as
models for trimming evening dresses, while
double plumage will furnish models for day
Wear.

For fancy jackets vests may be inserted
of satin or brocade, kid or chamois skin,
and not unfrequently alligator skins, with
its ecru brown shading and pretty fine
marking, are used. Such jackets are seen
more in the house than on the street, and
are very pretty for demi-toilet.

Another
wrap of dark myrtle green is lined with
pale primrose surah and adorned with dark
green ostrich-feather trimming,

Dark velvet bodicés, which are so fash-
ionably worn just now over skirts of vail-
ing, silk and other fabrics, may be height-
ened in ¢ff ct for dressy occasions by
having the basque edge cut in blocks fall.
ing over a lace ruffle set underneath. The
trimmings of the sleeves and square neck
are arranged to match. For evening wear
the sleeves are sometimes of transparent
silk net or lace, gold lace being used where
a gold-colored Spanish lace ruffle is set
underneath the bazque,

A new utility wrap has made its appear-
ance in Eastern circles which is very suit-
able for shopping, traveling and protective
covering from the autumn rains, If is of
imported suiting, and will do very well in-
deed for an entire dress, to take the place
of skirt and ulster, It fits the figure very
snugly, and twelve narrow plaits reach
from the throat to the hem of the garment
both front and back. Underneath these
plaits behind is set a half belt which goes
around in front, and from it depends a
chatelaine attached to a velvet or leather
shopping bag.

Parisian modistes are making up very
handsome carriage, walking and visiting
costumes with flat plaits eet all around the
upper portion of the skirt, ending in the
fall overlapping ‘‘ Buckingham” puff =o
becoming to slender people, Beneath this
puff, which extends all the way around the
back drapery, are set panels alternating
with flat kiltings. These panels are cov-
ered with elaborate embroideries, immense
palm patterns in applique, beaded orna-
ments of separate and special designs, or
an eschelle of cords with handsome pend-
ants on each panel.

Knitted underclothing, both for ladies
and children, are coming more and more
into vogue, and are certainly light and
warm—two things which do not always go
together, For summer wear especially,
knitted skirts are particularly appropriate,
and knitted underwear also; but heavier
ones are making their appearance in the
stores, showing they bid fair to become a
staple article of manufacture, It would
not be a bad idea if Dame Fashion, in some
of her freaks, made knitted undergarments
a sine quo non of winter wear, Many ladies
would find it not only an agreeable pastime
to make these garments themselves, but it
would afford a very remunerative occapa-
tion, Babies’ and full children’s skirts
have long been knit by fond parents or
relatives, and garments for older persons
can be made much in the same way.

All the leading features noticeable in the
attractive, ‘‘artistic ”’ costumes worn dur-
ing the past season are intensified in those
imported this autumn. There is a more

sitive style about them than those we
K:ve become accustomed to seeing during
the summer. For instance, many of the
bodices are more decidedly antique in
style, the high stiff fraises are more stately
and elaborate, and the leg-o’-mutton, Van.
dyke and other antique sleeves show the
ample proportions and unmistakable cut of
the regular old-fashioned styles.

ELEPHAST RILING,

Isabella L. Bird, the traveler, gives the
following account of a ride on an elephant
in the Malay Peninsula : *‘‘But the ride
wae ‘a fearful joy,’ if a joy at all! Soon
the driver jumped off for a gossip and a
smoke, leaving the elephant to ‘gang his
own gait’ for a mile or more, and he turned
into the jungle, where he began to remd
and tear the trees, and then going toa
mud-hole, he drew all the water out of it,
squirted it with a loud noise over himself
and his riders, soaking my clothes with it,
and when he turned back to the road again
he several times 3topped and seemed to
stand on his head by stiffening his pro-
bosciz and leaning upon it, and when I
hit him with my umbrella he uttered the
loudest roar I ever heard. My Malay
fellow-rider jumped off and ran back for
the driver, on which the panniers came
altogether down on my side, and I hung
on with difficulty, wondering what other
possible  contingencies could occur,
always expecting that the beast, which was
flourishing his proboscis, would lift me off
with it and deposit me in a mud-hole, On
the driver’s return I dismounted again, and
this time the elephant was allowed to go
and take a proper bath in a river. He
threw quantities of water over himself and
took up plenty more with which to wet his
siles as he went along. The tough and
wrinkled hide of an elephant looks as if no
small ineect can draw blood from it, and
when left to himself he sagaciously plas-
ters himself with mud to protect himself,
like the water buffalo. Mounting again, I
rode for another two hours, but he crawled
about a mile an hour, and seemed to have
a steady purpose to lie down. He roared
whenever he was acked to go faster, some-
times with a roar of rage, sometimes in
anger and sometimes in plaintive remon-
strance, The driver got off and walked
behind him, and then he stopped
altogether, Then the man tried to
pull him along by putting a hooked
stick in his huge ‘flapper,’ but this
produced no other effect than a series of
howls ; then he got on his head again,
after which the brate made a succession of
huge stumbles, each one of which threat-
ened to be a fall, and then the driver, with
a look of despair, got off again. Then I
made signs that I would get off, but the
elephant refused to lie down, and I let my-
self down his unshapely shoulder by a rat-
tan rope, till I could use the mahout's
shoulders as steps. The basketa were
taken off and left at a house;
the elephant was turned loose in the
jungle; I walked the remaining miles
to Kwala Kangsa, and fhe driver
carried my portmantean. Such was the
comical end of my first elephant ride. I
think that, altogether, I walked abont
eight miles, The Malay who came with
me told the people here that it was ‘a
wicked elephant,” but I have since been
told ‘that it was very sick, and tired to
death,’ which I hope is the true version of
its most obnoxious conduct.”
