"THE PEOPLE."

A correspondent of the Woodland Dem-
ocrat of the liith instant revives an old
question which has never been satisfact-
orily answered by those to whom it is
usually addressed. The writer of the
article is evidently a Democrat, and he ad-
dresses to the Examiner, of San Francisco,
the pertinent inquiryby what authority it
assumes to speak for the people of Cali-
fornia?

"
Who," asks the correspondent—

who has the courage to sign his letter
—

"Who are not the people? Who are au-
thorized to speak in the name of the peo-
ple Who are the people?" Because an
editor assumes to speak for the people does
not establish his right to do so, he remarks
crisply, nor has a political committee the
right, nor a professed politician. Of those
politicians who now clamor in the name of
the people, he estimates there are possibly
10,000, but the voters of the State are
more than 100,000, and more than SO.OOO
of these are needed to constitute a ma-
jority with authority to speak for the peo-
ple. The legal voters cannot act col-
lectively. As Mr. Ford, in his recent
political essay puts it, "the number of the
population is so great, the extent of terri-
tory to vast, and the interests at stake so
varied and important, that the purely
democratic form, in which what concerns
all is decided by all, v not practicable. "
The people, therefore, must act through
bodies holding delegated powers, as, Legis-
latures and Courts, under grants and
limitations—which, "while in force,
are unchangeable rules of action"—
established through the medium of a pri-
mary representative body chosen for that
especial purpose, and by meats of and
through which a people in a Republic ac-
complish peaceable revolutions by altering
or abolishing any form of government not
inaccsrd with their wishes. It is filla-
oious, therefore, to hold that an officer is
no more than an agent of the people ;to
the extent of his powers he is the voice of
the people. When the majority, by the
methods it establishes— and to which the
minoritybecomes a party consenting under
the system of a democracy —

confers power
on an officer to act, coupled with the exer-
cise of discretion according to his judg-
ment, the law is given him as bis guide,
and he has no right to give heed to any
other voice. The officer is bound toas strict
a rulein this respect as a Court, which is
also a voice of the people. Because,
therefore, officials do not heed the demand
of political committees or newspapers, it
is not to be assumed that they disregard
the voice of

"
the people."

The people"

proper have established a given method of
making their wishes known, and the public
officer can properly recognize no other. It
is evident that to the correspondent's rea-
soning there can be made no sufficient an-
swer, or one of a negative character, that
comports with the system of a republican
formof government. In no phrases
have been prostituted to baser uses than
those in which the demagogue assumes to
place the name of "thepeople." They come
trippingly fromhis tongue, and serve as con-
venient garbs in which to mask his own

designs. The demagogue and the pol-
itician hire the authority to speak
for themselves, but for no others. Or, as

the correspondent referred to sententious!)-
remarks, "No person living is authorized
by mo to tell what my thoughts or wishes
are upen any public question, and every i

DR. TYNG ON FRANCE.

Rev. Stephen H. Tyng, Jr., of New
York, has been visiting for aome time in
France studying political and social con-
ditions there. Ina recent lecture, by in-
vitation of his parishioners, on what he
saw, he declared that everywhere in
France the spirit of economy and thrift is

manifest. He noted that which impresses
all intelligent and observing Americans
who visit the country, that the elements of
growth are increasing with rapidity ; in-

dustrial France shows many hopeful signs ;
there is constant development ;a deter-
mined and worthy purpose ; a sincere de-
sire to attain to the best possible condi-
tions, and to avail of the broadest
advantages of true liberty, la France, as |
in America, the disturbers of society are

the do-nothing class — the fellows who cre-

ate trouble for trouble's Bake and for no
good purpose. The one political aim of
France is to maintain her traditional glory,
and the rnral people seem to care very
little, so long as that is done, what political
party is in the ascendancy. As a result,
a large number of parties exist, as varying
as the colors of the rainbow. The system

of the reactionists is too violent and op-
posed to the spirit of the age ; the mon-

archists promise a paternal government,
and such as the people were once ac-
customed to, but the republic is paternal
enough for all purposes. Two years
of observation had convinced him
that France is better off without liberal
divorce laws. She is further advanced
than are we in parental training and the
regard children Bhow for their parents, but
the guards thrown about the marriage rela-
tion are too severe and restrictive. The
French are more economical that we are.
Economy with them is almost a science,
and yet they are not niggards. Liberty,
unknown under the rule of the Empire and
the royal houses, and often imitated bythe
Co.nmune and the Republic, is now the
keynote of the nation. France is a cation
struggling after liberty. Returning to the
marriage question, he remarked that the
formalities surrounding the relation erect a

barrier between the common people acd
marriage which is most destructive of

their well being. The bane of France is
its illegitimate households. We do not care

to refer to the learned preacher's expres-
sions upon religious conditions in France—they were radical and predicted a great
struggle in which war was hinted at, and
the result of which would be to give tothe
nation what itnow has not -a faith. Eut
the thoughts outlined show that he util-
ized his hours of leisure, and that two
years in Europe were improved by him.
He saw in social and political conditions
those things which most forcibly impress
the thoughtful who see or.who read ot

France, and his testimony is cumulative
upon what must be taken to be the truth
regarding that country inita social aspects.

A MATTER OF REGRET.

Itis to be regretted that there is no

method known to our form of government
of detaching bo much ot the State of Con-
necticut as is embraced in the township of
Eiat Haven from the Union, and set-
ting it apart as an independency, Inthat
town, on the 15th instant, a number of cit-
izens who took a Sunday-afternoon drive
on tho Foxon road were fined by a Justice
of the Peace for violating a statute of 17-0
prohibiting travel or engagement in any
recreation oo Sunday. Itia said the audi-
ence applauded when the citizens were
fined, and that the town attorney waxed
eloquent in dilating upon the awfulness of
the offense. That the law should recog-
nize a day of rest ;that the day commonly
known as Sunday is the best for such rec-
ognition we sincerely believe ; but that
any such hide-bound provisions as the blue
laws of Connecticut should be enforced at
this day is little short of scandalous. Itis
just possible that there is no seriousness in
all this East IIa/en business, and that the
real intention is to secure the repeal of the
law by exciting the disgust of the people
against it;but it was already a dead let-
ter, and should have been allowed to rest
inits grave.

the negro but one right—the ri^ht to go
oli and die."

AnEastern c intemporarysussests that it isuse'ess
and impolitic t;> a'siult a bad man personally who
has received a political nomination, because in ao
doinc: one puts those who named the candidate upon
their metil to uphold him. Also because the men
who knowiugly consent to the nomination of a cor-
ruptman are very likelyto be of the same stripe.
The-se ixcls, it thinks, account in large part for the
ineffectiveness of personal criticism in political
campaigns. There is reason in thU kind of argu-
ment, but itis, in part at least, open to answer.
Tne mm of men ina party are given little to do or
permitted latle to say inputting up candidates. If
they are bad men, therefore, it is because the
bosses, not the masses, of tho party are bad. Itis,
then, possible to open the eyes of a people to the
frailties of a candidate that nominallyor formally

they may hive, by political method, consented to.
Personal assiuit upon the vulnerable may, then, d»
pond and convince the people of a party that their
Solders have chO6en illfor them.

Tun San Francisco Chamber ofCommerce has mo-
morialued the proper authorities to establish on
this coast a ftitioa of the > i?oal Service to rec:ire
local reports and m»ke predictions of the weather
of the coast. This is a movement in the right di-
rection, and should be seconded by all businesi as-
sociations, with a view of securing speedy action.

THE NEW ROUTE.

From Europe to California Over a Few,
Pleasant and Direct Route.

PIRST PAPER.

[Special Correspondence tj the Kecord-U.mos.]

New Op-leass, October 0, INS3.
The most pleasant and direct route for

the European immigrant, via New Orleans
to California, has been operated success-
fully since the beginning of this year, and
we are positive that ere long this same
route willbe preferred by the first-class
traveler from Europe to the Pacific coast,

and even by the California pleasure-tourist.
To make this possible it will only be nee-
esßary to add a few fast first-class passen-
ger steamers equaling in outlit, elegance

and comfort the steamers of the Koglish
lines between New York and Liverpool.
With such a regular connection, and we
may hope for it shortly, the new line is
sure to be patronized more and more from
year to year. The men who have em-
barked in the gigantic enterprise of estab-
lishing the new direct route between San
Francisco and New Orleans will undoubt-
edly leave nothing undone to stimulate the
efforts now being made to popularize the
new route between Europe and New Or-
leans. Even at present the advantages in
making the journey East via New Orleans
cannot be underestimated for all southern
and southwestern points, and the con-
nection with St. Louis and

'
Chi-

cago via the fast Jackson route
is so quick and direct that there is
apparently but little difference in the time
made by other lines. In the winter season

this will be essentially the most pleaiaot
and safest route from the West to Cali-
fornia, as no delay need be apprehended on
account of inclement weather. Another
advantage is the through sleepers from San
Francisco to New Orleans —the longest"

ride by rail" now in America —that is,
without change of train. The picturesque
scenery of the Texas and New Orleans di-
visions of the road deserves tho attention
of the tourist. The Grand Canyon of the
Rio Grande of Texas, through which one
of the most complicated and wonderful
works of railroad engineering has been
built, and where the trains pass the grand-
est a jfcuery imaginable, most certainly boars
comparison with any other landscape view
of American railroads. The length of the
river, the exquisite "perspectives," the
ever-winding course beneath the towering
and enormous overhanging rocks, continu-
ally produce surprises and force one to
conclude that it is a canyon-ride actually
surpassing those of the Rockies ofColorado,
and, indeed, all others. In contrast to the
narrowness of the Colorado canyon views,
the Rio Grande sweeps broadly and majes-
tically at the base of the sandstone ter-
races and perpendicular walls, reminding
one vividly of the beauties of the Hudson
river, viewing the ever-winding course of
the river, hundreds of feet beneath the
thundering train, framed in by the most
picturesque of hillsand mountains, covered
with thick groves of the exotic cactus.
The yellow waters of the Rio Grande
stretching toward the orient glißten and
sparkle inthe morning sunlight like a field
of molten gold, and are mysteriously som-
ber and gloomy in the pale moonlight. Toe
gray rocks and precipitous crags increase
the varied colors of the weird landscape,
with its peculiar vegetation— the cactus,
as wellas a species of aloes, the Spanish
dagger, shooting high into the air from a
luxuriant palmetto bouquet. Tne glorious
mountains are in view, far and near, liftiDg
up their towering tops from the other side,
which is Mexican territory.

Like a light cloud of mist, we Bee befora
us the "Devil's river," whose scenery is
fullof charming effects. Here again the
train winds its way around rocky precipices,
under high towering rocks, whose tops
likewise hang over our narrow path like
vaulted roofs, when suddenly the rock-
bound gateway opens itself upon broad
plains, fertile prairies, cmorald-hued lields—

a broad expanse through which the
united waters of the Devil's river and the
Rio Grande follow their long passage
towards the Gulf of Mexico. Here we
breathe the salt »ir, which conies to us
from the distant gulf, and fully enjoy the
wonderful effects ot this exhilarating
climate.

Most interesting, also, ia the ride
through the cultivated region of Western
Texas, until arriving at the quaint old
town of San Antonio, the true type of
Western Texas, another "land of plenty."
And hence we roll on through a vast valley
region of plains and sun-batbed slopes ;
past a score of neat villages, embowered in
groves of live-oaks and pecan trees ;past a
seemingly endleas chain of liouiiahinc colo-
nies and settlements, numberless cotton
and cornfields, over the Brazos bottoms,
with their black mold soil ;past sugar
mills and plantations ; through forests of
the Brazos, enormous trees, weird in their
fantastical beards of moss ;through open
prairies, dotted with cattle or sheep ; past
the forests and bayous of Houston, the
great commercial and railroad center of
Southern Texas, until no reach and cross
at last the Sabine river, the eastern boun-
dary of the Line Star State.

Now we are in Louisiana, and traverse
one «f iti richest and best cultivated re-
gions. We see crystal-clear lakes, pict-
uresque forests, shaded bayous, endless-
opening vistas of forest glades, of happy
sylvan retreats, of tine plantations, one af
ter the other ;bosky woodlands, rolling
prairies dotted with tine stock, cotton-
fields in the highest state of cultivation,
and corn, sugar and rice-lields everywhere.
We cross the beautiful river Atchafalaya
on a line bridge, and are immediately at
Morgan City, an important center of the
lumber trade ; and thence through new
landscapes of enormous cypress-swamps, of
beautiful palmettOß, of gigantic water
lilies, the abode of snow-white cranes, tur-
tles, of moccasins, and even of alligators.
Bayou after bayou, with levees and canals
and plains, and again sugar-mills and plan-
tations, orange-groves, tine gardens and
ancient houses. At last the suburbs of the
Crescent City are at hand, our train is
transferred by the ferry to the opposite
side of the Mississippi, and our over-
land journey is ended. In about
live days we have traversed the
continent, a distance of aoout 2,500 miles,
without change of train, have viewed the
most varied scenery of four distinct cli-
matic and topographic regions —

the luxu-
riant growth of Southern California, with
its beautiful settlements; the "Cactus
State

"
of Arizona, withits dry plains and

gorgeous mountains, joined by the high
mesas and plateaux of New Mexico and
extreme Western Texas ; the blooming
prairies of Western Texas proper, with its
wonderful vegetation and its moist Atlantic
climite ;and at last the magnificent scenery
of Louisiana, with its bayous and forests
and swamps. This is the route to be taken
by the emigrant to reach our State, and a
more interesting, agreeable, quick and
direct route itwould be difficultto imag-
ine. Only about eight days (emigrant time)
are required by rail, which is a great gain
on the long and tedious transatlantic trip
from New York or BUtimore via Caicago
or St. Louie. 0.

Thrilling Moonuohi Bii>k.

Chico Enterprise of October lti:hsays :

Oa Sunday evening C. E. Tinkham, the
Superintendent of the Sierra Lumber Com-
pany at Chico, came down the flame in a
box. The evening was tine, the air brac-
ing, and his anticipations of pleasure inhis
moonlight ride were high. He had come
down the llame before, so that the peculiar
sensation of this mode of transit was not
new to him. He left the mill,40miles »way
about G o'clock, and entered the gorge of
the canyon about 7. Balowall was Egyptian
darkness, but high over head a streak of
light could be seen, and occasionally an
open space would be passed through which
the moon wouldshed a peculiar light across
the rushing waters in the flame. It was
at one of these openings that Mr.Tink-
ham's cerves were screly strained, as he
looked ahead and saw what appeared tobe
a jam or break in the flume. The water
appeared to be rushing over the flume
with great force, and the predicament was
perilous. To jump out was to go down
into the canyon's depths, to remain was
perhaps to be daahed to pieces. On he
came, nearer and nearer. He determined
to risk the jam or break, whichever itwa»,
with his nerves braced for the shock. But
as he reached the spot, to his great relief
the scene changed, and what looked like a
break in the flume was only the moonlight
cast upon the liarr.e, shadowed by the over-
hanging trees. Mr. Tinkhsra arrived safe
about half-past 10 o'clock.
