A NEW REMEDY FOR POLYGAMY,

The Chicago T'émes, in a labored ar-
ticle on Mormonism, the *‘twin relic,”
comes to the conclusion that the only rem-
edy is to be found'in missionary labor. It
would have the Mormons worked upon by
antagonizing *‘liberal” influences. It
thinks, for instance, that if Mr. Ingersoll
should be sert out to Utah he would ac-
complish more than all legislation and all
armies and administrations. The intensely
theocratic polity of the Mormon Church,
it holde, can only be nullified and rendered
harmless by the spirit of rationalism, of
unbelief, of infidelity, It takes this view
because it thinks that no religion cau
resist the spirit of the age, and because
the history of the world shows no instance
of the religions spirit manifested in any
modes or forms of belief having ever been
reduced or modified by statutory enact-
ments, or by any governmental attacks,
All this, of course, rests upon the basis of
Mormonism being accepted as a religion,
which it is, as the 7imes labors earnestly,
needlessly and long to prove—a composite
religion, combining some of the distinctive
characteristics of Judaism, Moslemiem and
Christianity, We are ready to admit that
Mormonism is a religion ; that it has like
attributes with the most pronounced of
religious beliefs, and that a large part of
its followers are animated by a sincerity
such as marks religious devotees under
most creeds. But the conclusion of the
Times that legislation and a determined
effort on the part of enlightened govern-
ment will not serve to prevail against the
infamy of a tenet in religion that outrages
the spirit of civilization, is absurd. We
deny that the dogmatic schemes of a re-
ligion have never been modified by legisla-
tive action. It certainly was not ‘‘the
gpirit of an age” unaided, that prevailed
against intolerance. That spirit, of course,
was the basis of the legislation, but the
legislation was necessary to give it effect,
The *“spirit of this age” is opposed to the
twin relic ; there is nothing in the forces
of modern society to give it support; it
haz in no part of our system a particle of
sympathy; it cannot point to any record
of our progress as a warrant for its exist.
ence. The *‘ spirit of the age,” then, ig, as
the 7'imes would have it, in bitter antag-
onism to the Mormon institution of po-
lygamy, and it must find its expression not
only as a sentiment, but in legislation, and
that in turn must have the aid of executive
vigor necessary for enforcement. That
legislation has thus far not prevailed against
polygamy as a religion, is not due to the
fact that a sect preaches plural marriage
as a dogma, and an essential article of
faith, but to the fact that legislation, un-
der the influence of the tolerant spirit, has
itself become timorous and subservient to
the selfish fears and small ambitions of
politicians, Political mismanagement alone
is to blame for the toleration of a practice at
war with the sentiment of the civilization
of the era and the laws of the land. Itis
nob to be conceded for a moment that the
only remedy for an abuse that hides itself

is to array against it the proselyting in.

NEw NARROW-GAUGE RAILROAD Pro-
JecT.—The Grass Valley Union of October
1Sth says :

A new narrow-gauge project has for some
time been engaging attention, having for
its object the opening up of a valuable
timber region on the Georgetown divide, in
the northeastern portion of El Dorado
county. There are vast quantities of
sugar and yellow pine to be reached in that
region by a road of that kind, as it has
been comparatively inaccessible, and its
use by the sparse population has not been
great, as compared with other mining sec-
tions. This region is the central portion
of the State, and a railroad from it to the
nearest connecting point on the Central
Pacific would give a cheaper outlet for

lumber than the Truckee basin has
to chis side of the mountains with
its enormous products, The forests
of the Georgetown  ridge, and

about the headquarters of the Middle and
South Forks of the American, would yield
a lumber supply lasting for many years,
acd there is no shadow of doubt that a nar-
row-gauge railroad to afford the means of
quick and cheap transportation would be a
good investment, It bas been proposed to
make the point of connection of this new
road with the Central at Rocklin, asafford-
ing the best route across the North Fork
of the American river, which stream would
have to be bridged at some point below
Auburn. If the point of connection were
made at Auburn 1t would be of vast ad-
vantzge to the business of that. town, but
it is doubtful whether the road could con-
nect cn a line as cheap and of as easy
grades as into Rocklin. The Aubumn
people should look well to this matter, as
the road is ceriain to be built at no distant
day.

Tue First MiniNe ComMpanNy.—Gen-
eral J. Winchester, formerly of Nevada
county, writes as follows from Columbia,
Tuolumne county, to the Chicago Mining
Review :

The first company ever organized in this
State was formed by myself in July, 1851 ;
the location at Grass Valley, that wonder-
fully rich and subsequently prosperous
mining camp, which to-day is not surpassed
by any other gold-producing region of the
Pacific.
