by Maud 8. Jay-Eye-Sece is said to be in the
best possible condition, and as his owner is
particularly anxious to have him reducs the
record before the season closes it is believed
that, with a good day and track, he will be
able te do it, as his present record is but half
a second slower than that of Maud 8. The
day’s sport will conclude with at attempt on
the part of the great pacer, Johnston (record
2:10), to beat the three heats—2:11%, 2:113
and 2:12}—made by Commodore Kittson's
Little Brown Jug, which stands as the best
three heats on record. The sale of Johnston
to Commodore Kittson has been erroneounsly
announced. The completion of the transac-
tion depends on the success or failure of this
trial,

The Land Grant of the Southern Pacific.

CHicago, October 19:h.—A Washington
special says: C. P. Huntington called on
the President last night in relation to the ap-
pointment of a Commissioner to examine and
report upon the completion of the Southern
Pacific road from Fort Wayne to El Paso.
An authentic report to-nightis that Hunting-
ton’s mission was not successful, the Presi-
dent hesitating to assume the responsibility
of appointing & Commissioner, which would,
in effect, amount to an Executive decision
that the Southern Pacific is a land grant
road. The result of this will ba to lay the
whole c e before Congress, which, it is un-
derstocd, the President has decided to do
without special recommendation.

Insulting Mrs. Langtry.

New Yorg., October 19:h.—The World
gaye: Mrs, Langtry visited Wall street
Wednesday to call upon her laywers. She
was rzcognized by passers-by as she alichted
from her carriage. A crowd soon gathered
to stare and hoot at her, Street urchins
called sloud for * Freddie,” and pelted her
with remsrks more or less complimentary
sbout her person. She was glad to escape
into her counsel’s office, where she gave vent
to her indignation at the outrageous conduct
of the crowd. Tae broker who witnessed the
scene remarked that *‘ it has come to a pretty
pass, that a woman, whoever she is, cannot
be treated with common decency on the pub-
lic street.”

The Dead Burglar—Funeral and Wake.

New Yorg, October 19 .h,—At the wake
and funeral of Walsh, the burglar, there were
present many well-known professional
thieves and politicians, such as Bill Vos-
burgh, Abe Coakly, George Taylor, Young
English, Pete McGarran, Johnny Rilet,
Sheeny Mike, Jack Adams, Darkey Gillon
and Bill Mosher—also members of the Board
of Aldermen of New York and a State Sen-
ator from Brooklyn. A notorious thief was
toe master spirit of the wake. Upon the
mantel at the right stood a fioral crose, with
‘1. H. 8.” interwoven with violets, a broken
column, & croes with ** John” marked in it,
and an anchor with the word ** Rest.”

Among the incidents are the following :
George Walsh, when kissing the face of his
dead brother, sobbed bitterly—** Oh, Johuo,
John ! if I was certain Billy Porter did this,
he would not be long followin~ you.,” The
sisters sobbed and moaned as if their hearts
were breaking, The eldest called on Heaven
to avengze her brother’s death,

The T'imes in commenting on the sabove,
says: The v:il that coaceals from respectable
citizens the intimacy existing be.ween polit-
ical burglars and thieving politicians is rarely
lifted and torn away as it has been by the
funerals of these two ecoundrels, Irving and
Walsh. In the light of this showing, the
public, at & distance, can understand the un-
seemly rejoicing of our Police Department,
because two notorious criminals kill each
other,

Rescued from Death.

Cr1caco, October 19:h.—Charles Hyrani-
mus, who was yesterday buried alive at the
bottom of a fifty-foot well, after an impris-
onment of tweaty-four hours, was released
alive. A gang of men were at work all night
trying to excavate him, but the wall continued
caving in, and at daylight there were several
tons more of earth on the unfortunate man
than last evening. A double curbing was
then built about the inside of the wall, when
the men again resumed the work of drawing
out the earth, At noon the grounnd was
cleared away, when & rope was placed about
Hyranimus’ body, and by the aid of a wind-
lass Hyranimus was brought to the surface
more dead than alive. Strange as it may ap-
pear, he had sustained no broken bones or se-
rious injury other than that resulting from
non-circalation of the blood, which, it is
thought, will result in the paralysiz ef his
lower limbs,

A Complete Vindieation.

WasHINGTON, October 19th.—The report
of Lieutenant Garlington, Commander of the
recent Arctic expedition for the relief of the
Greely party, i8 & complete vindication of
Garlington, so far as any disobedience of or-
ders are concerned. (aneral Hagen, in a let-
ter transmitting tke report to the Secretary
of War, says that the strictures which have
been made upon Garlington were entirely an-
warranted.

Crusade Against the * Land Cruisers.”

Wasniseron, October 19th, — Commis-
sioner McFarland of the General Land Office
is continuing the vigorous crusade inaugu-
rated against what are known as *'land
cruisers.” Upon the report of a special
agent, thirteen entries of public land in Wash-
ington Territory were yesterday held for
capcellation. The Commisioner says all
parties in these cases appear to have com-
bined in committing frauds, even extending
to the Notary who witnessed the papers. All
the entries, after confirmation, were trans-
ferrzd to one individual,

Counterfetters Captured.

bs an ex convict, He was formerly a tele-
graph operator at Fort Morgan. Befors
their arrest a great deal of money was ustered
by the gang.
The Women's Congress.

CHicago, October 19 h,—The closing day
of the Women’s Congress opened w th an
executive session, at which the following of-
ficers were elected for the ensuing vear:
President, Julia Ward Howe, of Rhode
Island; Viee-Presidents, one from each
State ; Secretary, Ella C. Chapman, of New
York; Treasurer, Henrietta L. Wolcott, of
Massachusetts. In the afternoon session Mrs,
Julia Holmes Smith, of Illinois, read a paper
on ** Mourning Garb.” It toek the ground
that it should be dispensed with as unwhole-
some, mentally and physically, and this opin-
ion was generally couceded in the discussion.
Mrs. Dr. Mary E. Bagg, of New York, read
an interesting paper on ** Historic Art.” Ia
the evening Mrs, Augusta Cooper Bristol, of
New Jersey, read a thoughtfu! and intelligent
paper on ‘‘ Labor and Capital” The last
paper was by Julia Ward Howe, on
** Banefits of Suffrage for Women.” She gaid
the benefits would be two-fold—to woman
herself and to society. The physical weak-
neese3 of women were dilgted on. The ballot
would give her an independence which would
enable her to throw off the thralldom of
fashion, which repressed her vitally, made
her beauty simply a dead beauty, and incap-
able of producing the best specimens of men
and women. Rslieved of her chains, her
feminine weakness would disappear, and the
effect on society of her improved progeny
would be marked. Sbhe made these cardinal
points: First—women would have & better
world to work in ; second—better work to do;
third—better ability to do it.

The Sliver Problem.

New Yorg, October 19:h,—The Public,
discussing the silver problem, says: There
i3 no hope for rational legislation ahout silver
next session, on account of the Presidential
question, each party striving for the fourteen
votes of Californise, Nevada and Colorado,
with which either side believes it can win the
contest which turns upon them., What in-
terest controls these States beyond the min-
ing of eilver? Nevada iz a mere mining
camp. It has elected Jones and Fair, a Re-
publican and Democrat, to the Senate, not
caring what they are otherwise so long as
they have mines of silver. Colorado produces
more than twice as much silver as any other
State or Territory. It electsasits Representas
tive to Congress Belford, who openly declares
bis intention to defeat the Republican party,
if it ceases to protect the industry of silver
wining, as it protects the mining of iron.
California, with a broader industry, has not
yet escaped from the political domination of
miring magnates, With all thess people,
the profits to be got from a mine, or from the
sale of mining stocks, outweigh other indus-
tries. They are shrewd enough to see that in
the end a sound metallic policy, such as advo-
cated by Cernuschl abroad, and by Walker,
Horton and Burchard in this country, might
be advaatageous to the silver-producing inter-
est also, but they cannot maka the people see
it who have millisns at stake or the sale of a
mine or a block of mining stock within the
next six months,

The Repubdblican Party Responsible for
the Late Civil Rights Pecision.

Kansas City (Mo.), October 19th.—The
Colored Baptists, in Convention at Wyan-
dotte, representing a number of Western
States and Territories, adopted resolutions
protesting against the late decision of the Su-
preme Court on the Civil Rights Act. They
charge the responsibility of the decision upon
the Republican party, and give notice to all
political parties, in a very general way, that
they intend to hold whatever ground they can
command as enfranchised American citizens.

has fallen from 50 te 35, there are many on
the Pacific coast who have great confidence
in it, aud have ordered the margios kept up.

A lady writing from China to a friend
in America gave the following description
of customs in the Celestial Kingdom on the
occasion of the marriage of a Chinese mer-
chant’s daughter, a small-footed *‘lady,”
to a gentleman belonging to a wealthy and
aristocratic family : Several days before
the wedding many foreigners were invited
to see the presents of the bridegroom to
his bride. Noticeable among the numer-
ous articles were eight hundred large pies—
a kind of mince pie, a most indigestible
compound prepared expressly to give the
partakers thereof the most violent dyspep-
sia, On each pie two persimmons were
placed. There were ten varieties of pastry.
Some time before the wedding day, the
groom had sent to the bhride several dress
patterns, Some were of elegant brocade,
others of the soft crape silk, others of deli.
cate gauze, There were numerous piecee
of rich and costly jewelry for the hair, the
neck, the ears, the arms, and the ankles,
The goods sent by the groom were to
be made up at the expense of the bride's
parents, This expense is often very great,
as they must be elaborate with embroidery
of silk and gold thread and costly jewels.
When the bridal outfit waseompleted we
were again invited to see the bride
**dressed on trial.” All day long the poor
little bride must be ready to receive guests,
to be talked about and inspected, but she
must not speak a word. The elegance of
her trousseau is almest beyond description
with the many, many dressea of silk and
satin and fur, the exquisitely wrought
bridal {collar, the dainty bridal shoes, the
embroidered bed hangings and lovely bed-
clothes of silk and satin, Then there were
her pewter furnishings, such as would an-
swer to our silver cake-baskets, decanters,
teapots, fruit-baskets, ard the like, There
were also her wooden tubs, painted red,
and the wardrobes for her clotehs, and her
trunks, also painted red. Red being the
*joyfal color,” is found everywhere on
