AComplicated Case.
New York, October 21st.—An order was' granted yesterday in the case of Caroline

.Juliet Liegnis and John McCracken, which
was begun some time ago in the United States
Circuit Court. Plaintiff is a citizen ofFrance. and defendant is a resident of this city. The
complaint alleges that plaintiff, in the years

'
1875 to1878, resided in the State of Califor-
nia, and that she was a teacher of French,
her native language, and that business was
her only means cf livelihood. At Los An-
geles, Cal., defendant, in January, 1878,
st ceeded in gaining her affections, and the
result was her betrayal, the loss of her good
name, sickness and pecuniary want. In187;->,
plaintiff say--, she was living at Hartford,
Conn,, and that on September SOth, defend-
ant went to her and she demanded of him
$10,000, and agreed to accept payment
of SSOO per year, withan allowance fordress.
This payment was made until September,
1579, and then it ceased. Action was there-
fore begun by her in the above Court to re-
cover $13,011. The Court granted a Com-
mission to take evidence in Paris, France,
mainly as to the alleged marriage of plaintiff
with a Chinese professor of languages, named
Tin Tun Lung. This Commission was
opened inJanuary, ISS3, and the depositions
have been returned to the Court. The depo-
sition of Tin Tun Lung sayß he was married
to plaintiff, hut he had a wife at tbe time in
China, aad describes the relationship which
existed between plaintiff and himself.
Plaintiff's counsel applied for a suppression
of the testimony taken before the Commis-
sion, and Judge Wallace granted the applica-
tion.

Magnificent Lumber Region.—

followingia from the Sonoma Democrat of
October 20th :

Few people have any good idea of the
vast timber resources of Tuolumne county.
Lying on the southern boundary, along
the Mariposa line, on the upper waters of
the South and Middle forks of the
Tuolumne river, is the finest body of
lumber timber in the world. Here, for
sixty miles, is an unbroken forest of
sugar pine, yellow pine, red and white fir
and spruce. The trees are enormous in
size, and rise to magnificent heights,
while the growth is so dense as to plunge
the depths of the forest into a perpetual
gloom. The trees average from five to ten
feet in diameter, and their freedom from
limbs and knots greatly enhances their
value for lumbering purposes. Itis noth-
ing extraordinary to see pine and red fir
trees ten and twelve feet in diameter,
straight as an arrow, and rising to a height
of 150 or 200 feet. This body of timber
is easy of access, and only requires to be
tapped by a railroad to be turned into a
vast source of wealth. As yet most of it
is the property of the Government. Much
of it,however, has been surveyed, and is
now in the market. About two years
since some parties projected a railroad
through this region, and prepared to grab
about 50,000 acres of the timber, but ap-
parently the scheme has fallen through.
Their scheme was not a legitimate enter-
prise, as their object was only to get the
project under way, and then make a big
deal with Eastern capitalists. Now the
giant trees stand nodding invitation to
the railroad and tha saw mill. Whenever
these two agencies make their advent into
this immense forest old Tuolumne will
spring into renewed life and prosperity.
The field lies fallow now, waiting for the
coming of enterprise and capital.

Remarkable Mine. —The Sonora Dem-
ocrat of October 20th :

Some of the most remarkable results in
mining are being achieved at the Gold
Cliff mine, at Angels Camp, Calaveras
county. The iT.ine is located on what ii
generally known all through the foothill
counties as the mother vein. But the lead
itself is not worked. Itis from a belt of
talcose elate lyingdirectly to tbe east, and
running parallel with the lode, that the
gold comes. Atthe Gold Cliff this belt is
over one hundred feet wide. Everything
within this distance is taken out and ran
through the mill. There are no shafts,
drifts or stopes. The rock is simply quar-
ried out from the surface along the hill-
side. The gold is allsulphuret gold, and
is very fine. Allalong the surface and for
some depth below the surface the snl-
phurets are oxydized and decomposed,
whichrenders the gold easily saved with-
out the aid of any chlorinizing process.
One hundred tons of ore, ifthe stuff oan be
called ore, is put through a twenty-stamp
mill every twenty-four hours. Although
the power used is steam, the total cost of
mining and millingis only one dollar per
ton.
