
LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
Mortuary Report.— Or. F. W. Hatch, of

•this city, Secretary if the State Board of
Health, has issued a report showing the num-
ber and causos of death during September in
twenty-four cities and towns in the State,
including most of the larger places. The
totalnumber of deaths thus reported is 633
The number ineach of the larger places given
is as follows : San Francisco 436, Sacra-
ment 54, Oakland 42. San Jose 17, Stockton
18, Chico 11. The leading causes of death,
and total number of deaths reported from the
twenty-four places, from such causes, are :
Consumption 99 deaths, acute pneumonia 38,
typhoid fever 30, cholera infantum 22, alco-
holism 17, diarrhea and dysentery 14. Of the
deaths from consumption 7" were at San
Francisco, 8 at Oakland, 7 at Sacramento, 6
at San Jcse, 3at Chico. Deaths from pneu-
monia : San Francisco 29, Sacramento,
Stockton, San Jose and Oakland 1each. Of
typhoid fever : San Frincisco 15, Oakland

. and Sacramento 3 each, Stockton 2. Alco-
holism : San frandseo 8, Oakland 3, Sacra-
mento and Petaluma 2 each. Cholera in-
fantum : San Francisco 15, Klk Grove 2,
OiklauH, Sacrameuto and Stockton 1each.
Other diseases of stomach and bowels : San
Francuco 20, Vallejo, San Buenaventura,
Chic )and Oakland 1 each, and all other
places none.

Any young men who desire to receive in-
structions in observations of meteorology,
etc., can call on th sergeant any day between
the hours of 10:30 A. M.and 12:15 P. M., and
f-r-m 2:30 P. M. to 4:30 p.M., at room 20, Ar-

t... building, Second street, between J and
K. The order reads as follows : "Observers
in charge of stations wili so arrange that
two or three young men willbe available at
all times for station work, so that, incase of
sickness or temporary absence of the ob-
server or permanent assistant, there may be,
in future, no such report as 'no one availa-
ble' to take their place. Steps will also be
taken to secure alist of young men eligible
for and desirous of joining the Signal Corps,
Kach large station should at all times keep a
list of at least six name.', from which selec-
tions can be made for enlistment. The ac-
companying circulars (on file in each Signal
office) give fullinformation in regard to the
requirements for enlistment, and observers
are cautioned not to hold cut any inducement
not specified therein. By order of the Chief
Signal Officer of the Army."

Lecture Last .Evening

ure given last evening under the auspices of
the Y. M. C. A.,at its rooms, by Rev. 11.

The last portion
of the lecture was devoted to the impersona-
tion of a German scholar, who, in classic
Knglish, with German accent, gave much
wholesome advice to both Americans and
Germans a? to the necessity of maintaining
our institutions, which makes America pre-
ferred to other countries. His lecture was
warmly approved at its close by the
audience, who were inpart of the Father-
land.

THE WORTH LEVEE.

A Description of the Wing Dans on the
American Elver.

James Touhey, the contractor .who is en-
gaged in constructing the wing dams in the
American river northeast of the city, on

Peter Burn's Hnd, is progressing rapidly
withhis work. Inthe early part of the sum-
mer the Board of City Trustees tried to

make arrangements with J. B. Haggin to

allow the city to cut through a peninsula on
the Norris grant, and allow the river tomake
for itself a new channel in and through
Brushy Lake. This could have been done
for a email ontlay, and inconsequence of the
fallgained by tbe shortening cf the channel
a mile and a half, the river once through it
would form a course from which itcould not
be easily turned, and would have been a sura
protection of the entire north levee. Atfirst
Mr. Uaggin consented, but afterwards re-
fused. Toe next best thing to be done
was (o endeavor to throw the
current of the river

—
which on Burns' ranch

comes close up and sets toward the levee
—

in
a different direction. After the place had
been surveyed and thoroughly examined, it
was determined to construct inthe river from
the bank a system of wing dams, or jetty
work, 50 feet apart. Biles, Oregon pi. 33
feet in length, are driven to the depth of 20
and 25 feet and 10 feet apart. The first dam
consists of two piles driven in the water and
attached to one driven into the solid bank by
» 6t12 Oregon pine cap. This latter piece of
timber is firmlybolted to the piles. This
first dam extends 20 feet into the river, the
top of the piles being about 12 feet out of
water. At the bottom, extending 12 feet
above and 10 feet below, is a matting of wil-
lows weighted down by gunny sacks
filled with sand. These mats are in-
geniously interwoven, and are also
wired together, and long stakes are driven
through them to a depth of several feet, and
the whole mass is so securely lodged at the
bottom of the river that it seems impossible
that they can ever be carried out by the cur-
rent. Large willow trees are stood up close
together, their butts beie^ sunk Bevenl feet
in the liver bottom, and their tops resting on
the plate or cap that connects the piles.
These are thatched and securely wired, and
present a strength that is thought will resist
the force of the strongest current. There
willows willgrow, and each year nature wi 1
add to man's ingenuity, and instead of the
levees rotting and decaying, they will live
and grow in strength. The first series of
dam«, breakwaters, or whatever called, con-
sists of five, fifty feet apart. They are all
constructed as the one just described, except
that they increase inlength, each one extend-
iu.; one pile farther into the river than the
one immediately above it, and thus deflect-
ing the current against the opposite bank.
Eighty feet below the first series commences
the second, consisting of seven dams, aad ex-
tending into the river a distance of six and
seven piles each. Tbo last pile was driven yes-
terd »y afternoon, and by Saturday all the mat-
ting work willbe completed. The pile-driver
is on a boat, and owing to the low stage of
water. Captain Dewey, who is in charge, has
experienced some difficulty in moving from
point to point. The boat will be floated
down stream about a quarter of a mile to-
day, where similar works willbe constructed.
Two long brush dams, in size just high
enough to control the present volume tf
water in the stream, willbe thrown across the
present channel immediately, so as to make
the water cut away the sandbar on the oppo-
site side of the river, and leave no obstacle in
the way of the current that the dams just
described willset towards the opposite shore.
Frank Houghton represents the city and lees

that the work is properly done. A large
cumber of visitors go there each day, and the
general opinion is that the work is well done
and willanswer the purpose for which it is
intended. Allthe pile-driving has been ac-
complished in thirteen days, which, taking
into consideration the difficulties encoun-
tered, is remarkably quick time. Thirty-five
men are employed, and the work willcost in
the neighborhood of $0,000. The entire con-
strucliou is under the supervision of Trustee
Nielsen, who has given ithis personal atten-
tion.

CITY TRUSTEES.

The Board of City Trustees met inregular

session at the new City Hall yesterday, all
the members present. The weekly report of
Mark Foster, chief engineer of the water
works, was read and ordered filed. The
purepa during the week had been run 150
hours, and had raised 15,301,000 gallons of
water.

Trustee Nielsen addressed the Board rela-
tive to the ordinance which requires the
building of ventilators, or, as he termed it,"

smokestacks to every cesspool or vault in
the city." He thought the matter was one
that should be consider- by the Board. It
was being carried too far. While as ithealth
measure itwas necessary in some instances,
itwas entirely useless in others. He said
Stockton is known as tha

"
city e>f wind-

mills," and if the property holders of this
city comply with the demands of the Health
Officer, Sacramento will be known as the
"city of chimneys." Many complaints
camo to both Trustees Nielsen and Guten-
ber^er relative to the erection of these venti-
lators. On motion the Board ofHealth were
requested enforce this provision of the ordi-
nance only in the cases where, in their
opinion, the health of the neighborhood re-
quires it.

Dr.G. G. Tyrrell, a member of the Board
of Health, tendered his resignation and the
same was accepted. Dr. Gardner wis

elected a member of the Board of Health to
fillthe vacancy.

After allowing a large number of bills and
ordering the same paid, the Board adjourned.
