DOMESTIC SEWS.
Horrible, IfTrue.

Newark (N. J.), October 23d. Never^in
the history of Newark have parents been so
excited as they now are, theciu-e being rev-
elations brought to the surface by the arrest
cf G. D.Sleeper, an engineer in Peter Cal-
houn's factory, on a charge of enticing chil-
dren into hi* engine-room and assaulting
them. An alley runs from the German-
Ecglish school to the engine-room, and
during the recess the girls have been
in the habit of frequenting the latter
place. Nearly all the pupils are children
of Germans conspicuous as merchants, man-
ufacturers and mechanic?, and therefore the
story created intense excitement among the
40,000 Germans in the city. Itwas through
the illness of several pupils that the alleged
erinies were discovered. Physicians con-
firmed the report, and later the little ones
confessed to their parents how they had been
treated. A conference was held by several
parents to consider what action could be
taken. Some fathers were in favor of keep-
ing matters quiet for the sake of their chil-
dren, while others insisted that it was their
duty to have the guilty man punished, and
three fathers had Sleeper arrested. On Satur-
day the citizens discussed the horrible story
on the street corners, and men were heard to
say itwas well for Sleeper that be was in a
police cell. Toward midnight, when it was
reported that sixteen children, ranging from
6 to 14 years of age, had been found who siid
they were victims, the excitement was fanned
intoa white beat. The Justice had a very
large audience when he took his seat in the
First Precinct Police Court. Indignant fath-
ers and brothers were in the throng, and the
stalwart policemen and most of the prisoners
sympathized with them. Sleeper earnestly
maintained his innocence. Six months ago
he was married. Three complaints were
made against him by school girls, one of
whom, a bright child of 12 years, described
ina clear manner how the crime was com-
mitted. Sleeper was hooked for the County
Jail, and the Grand Jury willinvestigate the
case. The penalty for the crime is fifteen
years' imprisonment at hard labor for each
offense. As he was taken from his cell to tbe
jail van the crowd cursed him.

Frightful Panic la a Schoolroom.
Cincinnati, October 231.—1n Father

Doyle's parochial school, which is attended
by 250 pupils, a panic occurred during the
forenoon session to-day. Asix-year-old girl
went to the stove to dry her slate. There
was a hot fire, and the draught drew her dress
skirt into the flames. She screamed and ran
to the opposite side of the room. The move-
ment fanned the tire into her clothing, and
before the teacher could reach her she was
enveloped in flimes. The pupils took fright,
and a stampede began. The uproar reached
the other school-room, on the floor above, and
200 pupils of the higher grade came tearing
down the steep stairway, crowded with little
children. Down the entire mass rushed, and
ont upon the Btreet. Anumber were severely
bruised, and others had their clothes torn
almost from tbem in their way through the
jam. Inthe mean time tho littlegirl whose
clothing was on tire had run out of the school-
room and down to the end of the hall, where
ehe was caught by one of the Sisters, who
threw a large door mat around her and tore
the burning clothing which the mat would not
cover from her blistered form. The child is
alive, but is probably fatally burned. None
of the others were fatally injured.

The Mormon Question.

Their depart-
ure need not alarm the opponents of Mor-
monism inthe United States. The immigra-
tion toUtah drawn by our missionaries does
not exceed 2,000 persons annually. We have
more artisans in proportion to population
than any other community in the world.
Mostly immigrants co this country are un-
married, but these who come to us are usu-
ally married, and wife and children come
with the husband. The Edmunds law just
worked as Isupposed it would. It is en-
forced, but the results from it are not what
was expected by those who urged its passage.

Hull Transportation on Subsidized
Roads.

Washington, October 23d.—It is esti-
mated that nearly $1,000,000 willbe required
to pay fr.r mail service on subsidized routes
for tbe fiscal year 1882-83. Serious inroads
into the postal revenue, therefore, are antici-
pated, for up to the present time the cost of
mail transportation over branches of subsi-
dized railroads has never been charged to
postal expenses, but has been credited to the
interest account of the railroad, in accordance
with the Thurman Act. The major portion
of the money to be returned to the roads will
be secured by the Pacific Railroad Company.

THE ANNEXATION OF THE FLORIDA
PARISHES TO LOUISIANA.

The doctrine that the Mississippi river
should be controlled by the United States
was part of the political religion of our an-

tors. There was always a large party
ready to fight for it,and steadily resolved
to drive other nations off*. No sooner was
Louisiana ceded to the United States by
France than assertions began to be made
that Louisiana was a large place. The ex-
travagance of the demands based on the
cession seems ridiculous now. So late as
December 2, ISI7, President Monroe, in
his annual message to Congress, said :"

A similar establishment was made, at
an earlier period, by persons of the same
description, in the Gulf of Mexico, at a
place called Galveston, within the limits of
the United States, as we contend, under
the cession of Louisiana." None of these
wildpretensions weie admitted by Spain,
which power, however, contented herself
with maintaining the existing order of
things, and made no aggression while
awaiting the diplomatic solution. The
alleged outrages above Natchitoches, such
as the cutting down of the United States
flag at Caddo village and the arrest of
three United States citizens found in the
vicinity of Herrera's command, and ac-
cused of observing the movements of the
troops, were not serious, and not too strin-
gent to observe the status quo.

That our ancestors were ready to fight
for Louisiana and the Floridas is indispu-
table. Their desire of the Floridas rested
on the same ground as their desire of Lou-
isiana. When the cession of the latter had
been secured they were not unwilling to
stretch its boanda. The great Thomas Jef-
ferson himself, on January 11, 1803, indi-
cated the strength of this feeling by com-
mencing a message tothe Senate as follows:"

The cession of the Spanish province of
Louisiana to France, and perhaps of the
Floridas," etc. Some time in the next six
weeks the Hon. James A.Bayard, of Del-
aware, and the Hon. Joseph H. Nicholson,
of Maryland, a committee of the House,
carried into the Senate a bill passed
by the Honse entitled "As Act
making further provision for the expenses
attending the intercourse between the
United States and foreign nations," and
delivered also a message concerning it,in
which they said: "This bill has been

.passed by us inorder to enable the Presi-
dent of the United States to commence,
with more effect, a negotiation with the

French and Spanish Governments relative
to the purchase of the island of New Or-
leans and the provinces of East and West
Florida. The nature and importance of
the measures contemplated have induced
us to act upon the subject with closed
doors. You will, of consequence, consider
this communication as confidential.

"
The

Senate, in executive session, passed the
bill on its third reading, February 2*2,
1803.

Itwill be seen that Congress did not
contemplate the purchase of the vast pro-
vince of Louisiana out of which seven
States and four Territories have been
erected, having above 900.000 square miles
of area and almost 8,000,000 population.
The genius of Jefferson seized on the op-
portunity, bnt the preliminaries looked
toward a rounding out of the dominion of
the nation toward the south rather than
westward. The purpose was not fully at-
tained till 1819, bnt the United States
never abadoned it,and would probably
have taken Florida by war ifithad been
found impossible to obtain itby treaty. :

This predetermination is indicated by
the faot

—
for it is a fact—

tbat Congress
annexed the Florida parishes to the State
of Louisiana six years, ten months and
eight days before their cession by Spain to
the United States. Thi Act of Congress
provided That in case the Legislature of
the State of Louisiana shall consent
thereto, allthat tract of country compre-
hended within the following bounds, to
wit:beginning at the junction of the
Iberville with the river Mississippi, thence
along the middle of the Iberville, the river
Amite, and of the lakes Maurepaa and
Pontchartrain, to the eastern month of the
Pearl river, thence up the eastern branch
of Pearl river to the thirty-first degree of
north latitude, thence along thesaid degree
of latitude to the river Mississippi, thence
down the said river to the plaoe of begin-
ning, shall become and form a part of the
said State of Louisiana, and be subject to
the Constitution and laws thereof, in the
Bame manner, and for all intents and pur-
poses, as ifithad been included within the
original boundaries of the said State.

There is no doubt about that act. If
Spain wouldnot cede Florida, our fathers
meant to fight. If that power bad not
been troubled by almost simultaneous re-
bellions of her American colonies, ahe
would have gratified our people by giving
us something to fight. ItiB quite certain
that Congress would never have receded ;
and such a war, ifithad been begun, muet
almost of necessity have resulted in the
conquest ofEast and West Florida, Texas,
New Mexico and Old Mexico, and the es-
tablishment mere than half a century ago
of that great confederation which the Mex-
ican Railroad Ring, headed by General
Grant, willcomplete after General Diss is
again eleoted President of Mexico.[Ex-
change.

Stanlkt'B Africa,—A recent letter re-
ceived from Stanley, the explorer, by a
friend inBoston, save :

"
Since Iarrived

on ths Congo, last December, Ihave been
up as far as tbe equator, and have estab-
lished two more stations, and, besides dis-
covering another lake, Mantumba, have
explored, for a distance of 100 miles, or
thereabouts, the river on my map as the
Kelembu but whichIs really the Malumdu.
Itis not as large as Istated in my book,
but is a stream the size of the Arkansas,
and is deep, broad, and very navigable.
The big streams, which, Iexpect, must
drain the largest part of the South Congo
basin, must be higher up. Having become
better acquainted with the country, Iam
really struck withthe dense population of
the equatorial part of the basin, which, if
itwas uniform throughout, would give
49,000,000. The number of products and
the character of the people are likewise re-
markable. The gums, rubber, ivory,
camphor, wood, and a host of other things
wouldrepay transportation, even by the
very expensive mode at present in use.
The people are born traders, and are, for
Africans, very enterprising and industri-..... "
