THE BANANA IN SACRAMENTO,

In this mild climate, where nearly every
fruited tree or plant in the vegetable king-
dom produces its abundance, repeated at-
tempts have been made to cultivate the
banana, and it was some time ago believed
that the semi-tropic temperature of this val-
ley was faverable for its production, but so
far 8s is known no fruitage has ever resulted
in the city, at least from an open-air growth.
The delicate character of the plant is such
that only in hot-houses has it been success-
fully grown. Jerome Carroll, residing on the
corner of Seventh and H streets, has given
much attention to a fine plant in his yard.
Also the greatest poesible care has been be-
stowed nupon a fine banana plant by C. H.,
Cumminge, at Ninth and O streets. He has
a fioe, strong-growing plant, and in his efforts
for its success has gone o far as to inclose it
during cold monthe, snd artificially warming
the air within th inclcsare, but each seasop
the frost has kill.d it down to the ground.
The bulbs, howe ver, have never been harmed,
and, when warmd by the spriog eun, have
again put forth, the grest stem attaining a
hight of nine or ten feet in the season, and
its immense leaves spread out like its broth-
ers in the depths of a West India forest.

Three years ago Mrs, J. H. Lewis, residing
at 1010 P street, secured a bulb from the
plant ia Mr. Cummings’ yard, and carefully
plantedit on the east side of her house. The
tirst year it grew to a hight of nine feet ; then
the frost cut it down to the ground. During
the second year it reached about the same
hight, and the succeeding winter was killed
back to about three feet from the ground.
Mrs. Lewis cut off about one foot of this
stump and covered the ground and plant

with a thick layer of leaves, This sea-
| son there grew from the old stalk
a strong and lofty growth, and there
also came from the bulb a

now thrifty stalk, reaching to a height of
pine feet. Upon this has appeared a fine
specimen of banana fruit, the first of what
promizes to be a large cluster, unless blighted
by the frost king. This is beliaved to bethe
first fruitage of the banana tree grown in the
open air in the city, unlessit be that S,
H. Gerrish had sets upon his plant last
year,

In the tropics banaras are eaten as ripe
fruit similarly as we eat peaches and pears,
direct from the trees, and also are fried in
a kind of bread.
From the same space of ground the banana
tree then produces more nutriment than any
other plant. The tops of the young plants
are eaten as a vegetable, and a wine is mada
from the juice of the trunks, The leaves are
not only uvtilized in thatching, and the mak-
ing of parasols and baskets, but are made
into water vases, and all Eastern travelers
affirm that the banana tree alone is capable
of supplying the entire needs of the human
race, Its history is extremely ancient, and
the early Christians held it to be the tree of
forbidden fruit, in relation to which our com-
mon ancestral parents got into lasting diffi-
culty in the Garden of Eden,

PACING A CALIFORNIA LION.

About two weeks ago S, H, Pugh, who re-
sides at Brighton,near this city, was in]Monte-
rey ceunty looking after a quartz mine
located near the mouth of Big river, on the
coast, His horses having strayed or been
stolen from camp, he institated an extended
search. He had at hizs camp a shotgun and
two revolvers, one of good length and the
other short. In order that these might not
also disappear during his abcence, he toek
them with him, After going some distance
he says the gun became heavy, and he hid it
in some brush until he should return, but
kept the revolvers as companions of the jour-
ney.

After jourpeying a while in a dense piece
of woods, and while walking along a deer
trail up a rather steep ascent, he looked up,
and less than a rod in front of him and only
about seven or eight feet above the ground
and immediately over the trail lay a huge
California lion, on a large limb of an oak tree
which extended out nearly horizontal, and in
which position he was partially concealed by
small limbs and foliage. Mr., Pugh states
that as soon as he saw the monster he fixed
his eyes closely upon the eyes of his discov-
ered game, and after walking backwards two
or three steps, with the lion watching
him as if ready to make a leap, he drew his
large reveolver from his pocket acd taking a
rather nervous but sure aim fired at the head
of his antagonist, The ball tuok effact near
the eye and his lionship came to the ground,
half falling and half +pringing, nearing in his

evelution where Mr. Pugh stood, and
with evident intention of trying titles
for life with his assailant. As in

a half-dazed condition, he sought to regain
his feet for attack, another ball was effect-
ively lodzed in the animal’s face, when, in
making another fall and plunge, it landed
unpleasantly near the feet of Mr, Pugh, who
quickly yielded the location. In a moment
more, at’!er retreating a few feet, he placed
the muzzle of his pistol near the head of the
royal game and finished 1ts life,

Upon examination it was found to be a
fine specimen of our king of the California
forests. Its tail was about three feet long,
and the total length from nose to tip of tail
was over seven feet, Its build and limbs in-
dicated enormous strength, and its paws were
about five inches wide.
