PROOF THAT THE BURIAL OF YELLOW
FEVER PATIENTS AIDS THS SPREAD
OF THE DISEASE,

There is now officialiy published in the
Consular Reports the paper forwarded by
Minister Andrews to the State Depart-
ment relative to the scientific experiments
made at Rio de Janeiro, showing the trans-
mission of yellow fever by contagion.
Blood was taken from the heart of one who
died of yellow fever, and, being placed
under the microecope, revealed the pres-
ence of the cryptococci, now considered to
constitute the characteristic of the dis-
ease, These organisms were found in all
stages of development, from the size of
black points to large round grayish cells,
with a brilliant point in the center. Some
of the blood was injected into the veins of
a rabbit by Dr. Doria. In fifteen minutes
tetaniform convulsions appeared and the
animal soon succumbed. An autopsy
showed in the animal visceral congestions
analagous to those found in the corpses of
yellow fever victims, and some of the
cryptococei were again found. 7o put the
matter perfectly at rest, beyond the doubt
of error, the eperators then took a gram of
the blood of the rabbit and innoculated a
Gainea pig. At the end of some hours it
died, and the autopsy revealed a great
quantity of the cryptococei in its blood
and all the anatomo-pathologic lesions usu-
ally characterizing the yellow fever ap-
peared. Still further was the experiment
carried. One gram of the blood of the pig
was then taken and hypodermically in-
jected into another Guinea pig. In a short
time it sickened and died, and the autopsy
ghowed in its blood an infinity of crypto.

cocel. This, it is deemed, proves
conclusively the contagious transmis-
sion of the disease. It proves, too,

that not only is yellow fever propagated by
contagion from individual to individual, but
that it is primitively a contagious disease
and may become infectious as soon as suf-
ficiently many focuses accumulate, The
experiments proved also that the diseaze
resides not in any organ, but wherever the
blood Dr, Freire was of the
opinion that the experiments demonstrated
the parasitic nature of yellow fever. By
some experiments of his own the same
scientist proved the existence in the black
vomit of an alkaloid in the state of a salt,
which he believes is the result of secretion
or excretion of the microbii, and that both
the alkaloid and the microbius are factors
of the morhid state. He also found that
he could cultivate the cryptococcus in gel-
atine within a globe,

courses.

By this means he
established that the black vomit is not due
to the altered blood but to the eryptococ-
cus, and eo he actually obtained an arti-.
ficial black vomit, He took some of the
earth from the grave of a man who had
died a year before of yellow fever, and
without difficulty produced the same arti-
ficial black vomit. The importance of this
discovery can scarcely be overestimated.
It is the strongest testimony yet given of
the necessity for cremation in all cases of
yellow fever, or cholera. Some of the
same soil from the same grave was putinto
the cage of a Guinea pig, the blood of
which was, by microscopic and other ex-
amination, first proved to be perfectly
healthful and pure. The cage was closed.
In five days the animal died, and examina-
tion showed its blood to be swarming with
the cryptococous in all stages of evolu-
tion. Dr. Goes conducted some experi-
ments on the theory that yellow fever has
its chief seat in the liver. By taking of
the liver of a deceased yellow fever patient
he cultivated a fungus and with it he in-
noculated animals, and produced yellow
fever in every case, and alsoin a monkey

by introducing some of the fungus into the
stomach of the animal. The paper con-
cludes with this verdict, which we give
with unusual prominence, since we are con-
vinced that it is a public duty to inmeist
upon the speedy abolition of the practice
of burying the dead whose taking off is the
result of diseases epidemic and of a para-
sitical nature:

““In view of such facts, the doctors ask
how it can now be said that the germs of
yellow fever disappear with the burial of the
corpse? Onthe condrary, the cemeteries are
perrenial focuses gf contamination, above all
as regards the epidemic diseases whose
parasitical nature 8 aece?ted now in
science,”

Taking this to be frue in cenclusion,
and unanswerable as a question, what
must we expect when in the region of
Mazatlan, Guaymas and Hermosillo the
warm weather of March opens the porous
soil where the victims of the yellow fever
of last month and the month before were
buried? Unless the entire ground is
burned over for weeks and even months,
and constantly, there will resuli next
spring a plague in Mexico which will sur-
pass anything in the past there. That we
shall escape it in California is scarcely to
be expected. In self-protection, California
could well afford to extend to the authori-
ties of the places named aid in killing off,
if it is possible, the germs of the disease
now multiplying in the graves of the hun-
dreds of unfortunates who were recently
carried off by yeWow fever.

TEE EFFECT Of THE REDUCED POSTAGE.

It is probable that the general returns
for October will show, as they do here,
that the reduction of letter postage to two
cents bas increased the income of the pos-
tal department. At the Sacramento Post-
office, for inetance, the increase of sales of
stamps and stamped envelopes for October
exceeded the average sales for the three
months immediately preceding by 21 per
cent, plus. The comparison is thus

Gain for October over that average,
£929 06, or, as at first stated, in excess of
21 per cent. It was on the belief that re-
duction of postage to two cents would
rather increase than otherwise the income
for sale of stamps that the low postage
rate was adopted, as well as the considera-
tion of affording the people the lowest
rate possible. But we presume no one ex-
pected the result to be so great as the
above figures show., Of course no general
judgment can be formed of the sales of
stamps throughout the whole country
from the report of the Sacramento office,
but there is good reason to believe that
everywhere sales have advanced ma-
terially. It is possible that the October
sales are deceitful in one respect, to wit,
that large consumers of these supplies laid
in stocks at the first of the month, having
economized previously in order to be found
with as few of the old, or three cent
stamps, on hand, as possible. Bat
if we make a liberal discount from
the foregoing statement on that account,
we still have an exceedingly large advance
in the sales as compared with those of the
summer months, which are fairly repre-
sentative of the year, At this time no ac-
curate estimate can be made as to the in-
creased weight of the mails, resulting from
the lessened postage rate, It is safe to as-
sume that the correspondence of the coun-
try and the use of the mails have been
greatly augmented by the experiment, and
that there will be greater mail tonnage and
greater labor in handling, In Sacramento
the carriers handled in September 54,550
mail letters; in October they handled 65,-
384 mail letters, and the office deposit in-
crease was proportionately as great. This
is, we doubt not, a fair indication of the
operation of the reduction in the country
generally, These facts will exert an influ-
ence upon the next mail contract lettings,
and in time, it is safe to assume, will call
for an increase in the clerical forces of the
greater postoffices of the country. Suach
a demand was anticipated by the friends of
reduction at the time the scheme of less-
ened rates was advanced, but it was held,
and it would now appear with good rea-
son, that the increased cost of handling
will be very much more than met by the
increased income of the department.
General Gresham, it will be remembered,
holds to an opposite belief.

THE WORLD’S FAIR,

The San Francisco Cal! has just discov-
ered that the World’s Fair is to be held at
New Orleans next year. It seems to be
unaware of the fact that it was long since
settled upon by New Orleans, that Con-
gress nearly a year ago gave it its sanction,
and the President two months since issned
his proclamation of invitation, Sev-
eral months ago we wurged our
State Board of Agricultare to take the ini-
tial steps in a movement to secure a com -
plete representation of California at the
Fair, and more recently we suggested that
the commercial bodiea and the State Board
unite in the matter and go to work speed-
ily. There is not much time in which to
prepare, and it is of vital interest to thie
State that California occcupy an especially
prominent position at the New Orleans Ex.
position.

The Virginia Roebbery—An Oregon Pio-

CALIFORNTA.

Yellow Fever in San Francisco—An Ex-
planation from the Quarantine ¢ flicer,

SaN Fraxcisco, November 1st.—The steamer San
Blas was partially fumigated this forenocn, as much
as the presence of the three yellow fever patients
would permit. Dr. McAllister was on board of her
early this morning. The symptoms of Jolm.Mul:-
phy, the cabin passenger, confirmed Dr. McAllister's
original diagnosis, Murpby appears to have the
fever only in a slight form. The other cases con-
tinued to be rezarded this forenoon as serious. - The
negro third ccok, Alexander -Nunes, remained un-
conscious as he was last night. Francicco Perez,
the Mexican passenger who came by the way of
Acapulco, and whom i: was thought would not live
many hours, was able this morniog to take a little
pourishment. It was hoped that the patients could
be remsved by noon to a lighter. No new cases had
appeared, and Dr. McAllister said that the season
has so far advanced that he did not consider that
there is any real danger of infection to this city.
Still it is prudent to maintain a quarantine. Mrs.
E. A. Aicsbee was this fore: oon engaged to goon
board of the San Blas as nurse. The cases of Nunes
and Perez were this forenoon still considered bad.
Murphy has an affection of the lungs, but the fever
is light.

Dr. McAllister ie surprised at certain statements
concerning his action in connection with the San
Blas. It has been said that Captain Chapman is
liable to a fine for failing to report sickness, 80 that
three Custom-house officers and the Merchants'
Exchange marine reporter, who boarded the \'esgcl
the night of her arrival, also left her. Dr. McAllis-
ter bad no persoual knowledge of these facts, for the
San Blas arrived late at night and he went off duty
at sundown. Concerning ccrtain allegations he said
this forenoon : * Tte law sayPthat the Quarantine
Officer must board every vessel subject to quaran-
tine immediately on its arrival ; but unquestionably
the law must be understood reasonably. I would
like to ask what provision is made to keep the men
on the quarantine boat at work night and day? I
am up every day at 5 A. M., and ready to go off on
the bay. Iam on duty every day until sundown,
and often later. The Quarantine Officer is human,
and who can expect bim to work sll day and all
night, month in and month out, without sleep or
chance to eat? The Board of Health understand 21l
about this matter. Now, in the case of the San

Blas, 1 left the dock at 6:05 A. M., before
sunrise. I have no means of getting off

at night to incoming ships. Concerning the strict
fulfillment of the letter of the law, a moment’s re-
flection will show that it i¢ in some cases impossible.
I have seen a dozen vessels coming up between the
Heads atonce. Now I could not board them all at
one time. And suppose that 1 was on a steamer on
which  there were hundreds of passen-
gers, and on which wy services for some time were
vecessary, if asailing vessel should come in would
the law expeet me to at once leave and board the
sailing vessel ? [ think not.”

The law provides, concerning the duty of the
pilot, as follows : *‘Every pilot who conducts into
the port of San Francisco any vessel subject to
quarantine or examination, must prevent auy per-
son from leaving and any communication being
made with the vessel under his charge, until the
Health Officer has boarded her and given the neces-
sary order and directions.” This ought to prevent
the occurrence of any such episode as the boarding
of the San Blas, and the subsequent leaving of her
by the Custom-house officers and the Merchants’
Exchange employe, until Dr. McAllister arrived.
Up to noon to-day none ot the cases on the San Blas
were reported to have terminated fatally.

The Muldoon- Whistler Wrestling Match
—An Exciting Affalr.

SaN Fraxcisco, November 1st —The Graxco-
Roman wrestling match, best two falls in three, for
the championship and £2,000, and the entire gate
receipts, between William Muldoon and Clarence
Whistler, was attended by the largest crowd that
ever ussembled to witness an athletic event in this
city. The appearance of the men was greeted with
thuodering zpplause. Considersble desparity was
noticeable in their build, Muldoon being fully a
head taller, and besides being much more muscular
and massive about the loins. They got to work
quickly, Whistler getting a backbold, and forcing
the burly ex-policeman on his knees and narrowly
escaped rolling him on both shoulders. They had
hardly regained their feet, when Muldoon was again
brought to all fours ana then on his head, support-
ing Whistler on his back, and twice coming within
an inch of the floor for a fall. = After groping about
for ten minutes, Muldoon took a solid neck-hold,
throwing the foundryman over his shoulders, the
latter alighting on his feet. He next seized Whistler
bv a neck-hold, and attempted to lift him, but was
unable to do it. This performance was repeated
several times without effect. In the next
move both men were on the floor,
Whistler on top, bent crab-head sgainst one anoth-
er, until finally they broke away, only zgain to come
together, this time side by side. Just as Muldoon
essayed to throw Whistler over himself, Whistler
turned in the air, grabbed him by the neck with
his right hand and sround the chest with his left,
and dropped him on both ehoulders in view of the
whole south side of the audience. The men had
reached the extreme scuth side of the platform
when the fall occurred, and Muldoon, sesing his
disadvantage, turned quickly before the referee,
who was sittihg at the other end, could see the
fall, and rolled off the platform, with Whistler
clinging to him. Both dropped over five feet, and
continued wrestling on the floor, while a wild
throng gathered around them. A cry of foul was
raised by Muldoon’s scconde, on the ground that he
bad been seized by the leg, but the foul was not
allowed. The referee also declared ft vo fall. The
men got to work at once, Muldoon narrowly escaping
another fall, until finally, as Whistler attempted to
lift him in the air, his arms slipped from the body
of his antagonist, and ne fell to the floor with the
policeman on top, Whistl r on one shoulder and
square on his seat. It was palpably to resultin a
fall for Muldoon, which was scored in forty-eight
minutes. After an intermission of ten minutes
work was again commencea, Whistler getting a
front neck hold, throwing Muldoon over his head,
the latter a’ighting on his feet again. Whistler
again got the same hold, this time sending him on
oue shoulder, some claiming two. The claim was
denied. Whistler next got him by the body and
neck, avd crowded him to both ehoulders, the
referee again denying the fall. He repeated the
performauce, and again his claim was denied. The
men were wrestling on the floor for about three-
quarters of an hour, Whistler fina rolling the
policeman off the stage and picking him up and
carrying him on again. When they broke away the
men had wre tled forty-two minutes. Whistier
picked np Muldoon, lifted him o er his head and
aropped him on both shoulders with terrific force,
winning the fall and tying on the score. The wildest
excitement prevailed. The audience jumped into
the main floor, cheesing and throwing their hats in
the air, and signalized with enthusiasm the first fall
ever accorded against Muldoon, At midnight the
men continued

Third ronnd commenced fiercely, the men grasp-
ing firm holds and tumbling and pivoting, each
time coming within an inch of landing their shoul-
ders on the floor, and then whirling with the rapid-
ity of lightning to their f:et. All  the
known locks and grips were tried until
Maldoon, losing his temper for the second time,
picked up his man and with ail his strength threw
him to the floor headforemost. Whistler turned in

the air and landed on his lef* shoulder. He got
up again, but as he reached out for an-
other hold he complaived of a sore arm.

Doctors Lane and Regensburger stepped on the
stage, examined him, and pronounced the shoulder

blagde broken. The referee declarad the
match a  draw, despite  Muldoon’s claim
that the match should be awarded him. He

agreed to give Whistler $1,000. The truth of the
matter is, Muldoon fairly lost the match by at least
three falls,

Serlous Rallroad Accident.

Los ANGeLEs, November 1st. — A west-bound
freight train was ditched in the Santa Ana river,
just beyond Colton, last night. Eighteen cars are a
total wreck, and their contents—dry goods, hats,
caps and cloaks—mostly destroyed. Two tramps
were killed, and two train men, named Craig and
Blivens, severely injurel. The bridge is badly dam-
aged for 300 feet. Both wiree of the Western
were broken and buried vnder the debris for 500
feet. There were three engines on the train, all of
which cressed the bridge safely, What caused the
disaster is a matter of conjecture, but 1t is pre.
sumed to have been a broken wheel. The bridge
was some fifteen feet in hight, and from the fall the
cars were smashed into Kindling woyod. Passengers
will be transferred for two or three days, untii the
bridge is repaired.

Meteor at Santa Barbara.

Sax1A BArBARA, November 1st.—Last evening at
8 o'clock the sky was lighted up by what appeared
to be a large meteor from the northesst to the
sou hwest, inclining towards the earth at an angle
of about 45 degrees. When first observed it was
a%hout 50 degrees from the horizon. The earth and
sky were suddenly illuminated as by a powerful
electric ight. The gound of the body was similar
to that made by a fire rocket as it rushes along.
When about 30 degrees from the horizon it burst in
two pieces, with an explosion, and disappeared,
i'he I'ght therefrom was plainly visible afterwards
for fifteen minutes.

Shooting Affray at a Ball.

TvcsoN, November 1st. —Last night, while a party
of musicians were attending a ball in Barrio Libre,
others, being denied admittance, created a disturb-
ance outside.

Shortly afterwards the crowd again
got fired up, and a general fight took place,in
which one man was shot in the ankle and another
in the left leg.

The Virginia Robbery—Defective Time-
Lock.

Advices from Portland.

PorrLAND, November 1st.—During the past week
over $100,000 in gold dust and bullion have been
shipped from Baker City, Or., the output of several
mines in Baker county.

In the United States Court yesterday the Grand
Jury returned a true bill against James R. Todd,
charged with robbing the stage, express and
United States mails some time since, beyond Jack-
sonville. His trizl is set for next week.

Prager Bros., who failed some time ago, and
whose bankrupt stock was sold at auction last week,
incorporated the Farmers’ and Mechanics’ store
yesterday ; capital stock, $100,000.

The badly mutilated remains of Marion Wilson
were found Tuesday, near Beaver Creek, Crcok
county, Oregon, about eight days ago. Wilson left
home to hunt cattle mounted ona wild, unbroken
horse. He did not return home, and a long search
was institutec. Appearances indicate that Wilson
had been thrown from the animal, aud the foot
hanging in the stirrup, he was dragged to death.
The skull was crushed and the body horribly
mangled. Deceased leaves a young wife.

Major W, J. H. H. Wasson has arrived at Port
Towngend, W. T., from Washington, D. C., with
specific instructions from the Treasury Department
to investigate and report upon the surreptitious
landing of Chinese. He i3 actively engaged in ascer-
taining the true facts, and wili give an unbiased re-

The schooner W. L. Bebee has arrived at Port
Townsend from San Francisco with freight. During
the passage she sprang a leak and has damaged con-
siderable of her cargo

To-day the little daughter of Jeseph Reding, of
Ciackamas county, Or., feil from a chair into the
fire and was horribly burned. It is thought the
child eanpot possibly live.

During a fit of temporary insanity Mrs. Kinzell,
living near East Portland, coramitted suicide this
merning, eutting her throat with a knife. No one
wns present when the deed was committed. A num-
ber of deep gashes were cut in herthroat. The
woman livei only a few minutes, and was gead
when found. Ne cause is assigned.

E. M. Gianina, the Swiss murderer, who is sen-
tenced to be huiged next Fridsy in Skamania
county, W, T., has been respited by Governor New-
ell for ens month, on a claim of insanity, hereditary
in Gianina's family, and the execution is postponed
to allow the case to be investizated by a medical
commission.

J. Quinn's large salmon cannery on the lower
Columbia, a short distancs below Oak Point, was
burned te-day. The contents and buildings were
totally destroyed. It is said the fire caught from
the steam boiler. It is probable that the loss will
exceed £10,000, with glight insurance.

Information is just received through private die-
patches of a homicide at Peudleton, Or. Albert
White, a young man, aged about thirty, was shot
and instantly killed this afternocon in a saloon, by
J. M. Doane, his brother in-law. Family troubles
are said to be the cause of the homicide. The ball
took effect in the head, producing instant death. A
pistol was found on White. Doane had two re-
volvers. He surrendered at once to the authorities,
and is now in custody. Mrs. White is Doane’s sis-
ter, and has three children. Both men are well
known, aua the tragedy produces very intense ex

citement.

Deceased leaves numerous relatives, but
no children.
