NAPOLEON'S CARRIAGES,

Students of the Napoleonic legend who
eagerly treasure up the slightest scraps of
information and take careful note of the
turning up of the minutest relics connected
with the Bonapartes will be interested by
the announcement that, among a very large
quantity of carriages, horses, and harness
sold by auction, f:t Saturday, at Shef-
field, there were two carriages built for the
state processions of Emperor Napoleon IIL
These equipages, it is stated, were supplied
shortly before Sedan, and en the downfall
of the second Empire were among the valu-
ables sent to England. In London the
two carriages found a purchaser at £100
apiece. Thney were taken down to Shef-
field, where for a time they were exhibited
to the public at 6d. a head admission,
‘“ Subsequently they were used for wed-
dings,” At the sale on Saturday these
vestiges of imperial grandeur were knocked
down to a purchaser at Glossop, near Man.
chester for £120 the pair, and they are now
to be again exhibited in different towns,
beginning with Nottingham. The first
impression produced on the simply practi-
cal mind by this intelligence may be that
the state carriages of the Emperor Napoleon
III. went very cheap. They were con-
structed at a period when the art of cere-
monial coach-building in France had at-
tained something very nearly approaching
perfection, and probably cost at least ten
times the sum which they have bronght
under the hammer at Sheffield. Irrespect-
ive of *‘voitures de la cour,” an abundant
supply of state carriages was in demand in
Paris ‘‘shortly before Sedan.” Prince
Jerome Napoleon and the Princess Ma-
thilde rejoiced in sumptuous equipages.
The Murats had theirs. On New Year’s
day, 1870, the court-yard of the Taileries
was crowded with gorgeous state carriages
which had brought Presidents of the Senate,
the Corps Legislatif, and the Cour de Cassa-
tion to offer their congratulations to Cesar;
but under the present repnblican dispensa-
tion these dignitaries, and the President of
the republic to boet, are content to ride
about in modest ‘‘ coupes.” The pomp and

This, however, it a risk that is rarely
run in private life, The papers that are
now made for bed-rooms are so attractive
that one may be well tempted to use them,
What are known as the Morris designs—
vines and flowers over surfaces broken by
lattice-like bars—have been the suggestion
for the greater number of the bed-room
papers that are now produced.

Light tints
are, of course, most desirable, and the wood
work, if peinted, can carry out the same
scheme, For example : The walls are of a
faint pink ; the frieze has a gilt molding, a
deeper tinted pick band leading into the
cove, which 1s faint pink and greenish-
gray, separated by gilt lines ; the ceiling
is faint pink, with a center ornamented in
pink, gray and gilt, The doors have their
panels of pale pink with gilt molding ;
the sides and frames are greenish-gray.
This is simply a hasty sketch of one room.
Deeper greenish gray and red, olive and
pink, turquoise or robin’s-egg blue and
greenigh-gray, buff and scarlet are all tints
that can be used together in the same way.
