LAST NIGHT'S NEWS.

Boy Murdered in Wisconsin—The Race
Trouble in Virginia—More Counterfeit-
ers Captured—Civil Sults Against the
Star Route Contractors—The Work of
the Mints—Soldiers of the Late War
Swindled -Items of Yorelgn News—Etc.

DOMESTIC,

Male and Female Counterfeiters Cleverly
Caunght.

EvaxsviLue, November $th.—Co'ner, alias Faulk-
ner, alias ever so many other names, has been cap-
tured in Freachtown, Harrison county, Ind. He
was the chief and leading spirit of the counterfeiters
of this district, and lived near Frenchtown in a log
house built very much like a fort. While Faulkner
work-d on the manufacture of eoin his wife stood
guard. Immediately after the arrest of the Pike-
ville gang, R. D. Hobbs, a detective known as Doc.
Henderson, went to Frenchtown and to the house
of Faulkner, to whom he told about the raid, and
said that he (Hobbs) was the only man to escape.
He wanted to hide for a few days. Faulkner readily
took him in and explained all his processes to
Hobbs, who professed to be an experienced counter-
feiter. Cu Saturday Faulkner went to Frenchtown
to get some Evansville papers, to find out the extent
of the raid. Hobbs pretended that he was gsing for
a bottle of whisky and followed him, and dodging
behind fences and trees saw him enter a store.
Hobbs ran in and presenting a rovelver at Faulk-
ne”s bead ordered Lim to throw his hands up.
Handcuffs were put on, and a Deputy Marshal took
him in charge.
and called to Mrs. Faulkner to bring a shotgun as
he ran. She, thinking her husband was in danger,
did as she was bid, and when she reached Hobbs
gave him the weapon. He c'apped handcuffs on
her before she knew whbat he was up to, and this
morning brought the couple down to this city, where
they cajight the train and went to Indianapolis.
Faulkner made coins from 10 cents in silver to $20
in gold, and so perfectly that he said himself he was
not afraid to go into a bauk with them,

The Virginia Race Conilict.

DaxvitLe, November 4th.—Besides the five ne-
groes reported killed last night, it is said that two
others have since died. The names of only four
were obtained, and these were probably all. Junius
Hall and Ned Davis were servants at the Arlington
Hotel. Of Jere Smith and Peter Wallers, the col-
ored people on the street appear to know nothing.
The bodies of those found dead on the streets were
handed over to fricnds and taken awav. Charles
Adams, Edward Baptist and Thomas Keen were
slightly wounded. Walker Holland was shot in the
head. The son of C. G. Holland, Chairmsn of the
Democratic Congressionsl Committee, rested well
last night, and hopes are entertained of his recov-
ery. By agreement, no services will be bald in the
churches to-day, and the city is under the super-
vision of *‘ The Grays”™ (a white company) After
the delivery of the mails this morning, which was
largely attended by whites and blacks, the Town
Sergeant proclaimed that no assemblies on the
strects would be allowed, and requested the people
to go home and remain quiet. All is now quiet, but
the people of the city are not without apprehension
of further trcuble. About twenty persons in all
are reported wounded.

Ricumoxp, November 4th.—An immense mass
meeting of citizens of Richmond was held at the
First Regiment armory this eveaing to express
sentiments concerning the riot at Danville. A pre-
amble setting forth that th onflict between the
races in Danville was a ¢ piracy to force the issue
upon the white people by the leaders of the coali-
tion, was adopted.

Muardered by a Polieeman,

New York, November 4th.—Policeman William
Conroy on Saturday night brought into the Twenty-
first Precinct Station-house a prisoner named Peter
Keenan, a furniture mover, 34 years old. Keenau's
head was covered with blood flowing frem cuts
caused by the policeman’s club. In his abdomen
was a bullet wound. Keenan was removed to the
hospital, where he died svon after. Policeman Con-
roy stated that he arrested Keenan for beiog drunk
and c¢isorderly ; that a mob assaulted him, and that
in self-defense he was obliged to use his club and
revolver. Conroy was placed under arrest. From
information obtained by detectives, and statements
of witnesses at the Coroner’s preliminary examina-
tion, it appears that policeman Conroy had be:n
drinking heavily ; that in a liqonor saloon at 322
East Thirty-sixth street he assaulted several persons
without cause, and finally attacked Keenan, who
was quietly standing near the bar, interfering nei-
ther with the policeman nor any one else. After
shooting him without warning, he dragged him from
the saloon and clubbed him long after he became
unconscious. Conroy made geveral contradictory
statements about the matter.

The Civil Sults Against the Star Routers.

WasniNgroN, November 4th.—The testimony in
the civil suits against the star route contractors hav-
ing been ga'hered and examined by the Postmaster-
General, the cases have been certified to the Attor.
ney-Geueral, that he may bring suite to recover the
large sume cf which it is al 1 the Government
has been defrauded. The number of suits to be
brought i8 stated as fifteen to eighteen. The de-
fendants include the Parkers, Saulsburys and oth
ers, a8 well as the defendants in criminal prosecu-
tion. It is understood that some, if not most, of
the defendants are insolvent. The suits will have
to be brought and the cases tried in the judicial
districts in which the defendants reside ; that is to
say, with one or two exceptions, in Arizoua, New
Mexico and other Territories.

Coinage of the Country.

Wasmingron, November 4th. - The anuual report
of the Director of the Mirt shows thit the gold re-
ceived and operated upon during the yecar was $40,-
000,000 ; silver, nearly $39,000,000. The coinage of
the year was valued at §6 ; total gold coin-
afre, £35,036,927 ; silver, $28,835,470, of which $2S -
111,119 was standard dollars. The profits on the
coinage of silver dollars was 3,701,331 ; net silver
profits for the last five years, $13,5860,310. The sil-
ver circalation, the Director says, is in excess of the
requirements, and expressed a belief that equal
coinage of both gold and silver by all nations is de-
sirable, and suggests that Congress consider the
question whether the law directing the monthly
coinage of two millions in silver dollars should not
be modified cr repealed. Thne Director recommends
hat the coinage of the gold dollar and three-cent
nickel piece be discontinued.

Infernal Revenue Matters.

WasuiNg10N8, November 4th.— The annual report
of the Commissioner of Internal Revenue has been
submiited. By the consolidation of collection dis-
tricts, an annual saving to the Government of 8125,-
000 is securad. The aggregate receipts this year are
estimated at $120,000,000. During the first three
months of the current fiscal year the revenues de-
creased 27,026,401. The Commissioner recommends
the withdrawal of the privileze granted manufict-
urers of vinegar of separating the alcoholic property
from fermented mash and using the same in the
preduction of vinegar. Aside from the above, the
report is an elaboration of the points presented in
the Commissioner’s letter to the Secretary published
on the 27th of July last.

Arrested for Adultery.

Cmcaco, November 4th.—Lagt night Christian
Heisecke was quietly arrested here on a charge of
living in an open state of adultery with Catherine
Maria Borowski. The story, as told by a local
paper, covers three continents. Heisecke occupied
the position of Account General to the President of
Paraguay. The woman was and is the wife of Theo-
dore Borowski, one of the wealthiest merchants and
importers at Assumption, Paraguay, and »with his
family moved in the highest circlss  An intimacy
sprang up between Heisecke and Mrs. Borowski,
who is a member of the German aristocracy, and
seven months sgo they fl:d together, taking Mrs.
Borowski's little danghter, annd, 1t is alleged, $12,000
to £15,000 belonging to Borowski, and that Heisecke
left a wife and fumily. They went to London,
thence to Germavy, where Mrs. Borowski visited
her relatives ; returned to New York three months
ago, and came to Chicago, where they fitted up ap
partments in a magnificent style, Heisecke securing
a position as book keeper. The trnant wife, upon
acreeing to return to her husband, was net arrested,
Heisecke gave bonds to answer the charge. He de-
nies the aliegation in toto.

Aftera f 1
two months by detective
Fletcher, of the Insane Hospits k with
the description of the mis girl to the remark-
able closenessjwith which it answered the appearance
of a domestic in the laundry departweut, and at
once eatisfied the authorities, who, in company with
Thomas J. Gallagher, of the St. Louis GloZe-Dem—
ocrat, called at the asylum and identified the girl.
She gives no reason for her sudden disappearance.
She left the city to-night in company with her
father, to pay a brief visit to her mother, but de-
clares that she can make her own living, and in-
formed Dr. Fletchec that she would report for duty
Wednesday.

A STR:NGE STORY,

Sometimes the seemingly dry and morot-
onous proceedings of Probate Courts fur-
nish clues to stories of curious interest,
surpassing in strangeness the boldest cre.
ations of fiction. Such a remarkable tale
may be told in relation to the Heyland es-
tate, which is in course of settlement in the
Superior Court of Sutter county. The
testator, Heyland, came to Cahfornia about
thirty years ago, leaving a wife and two
children in Canada. He settled in Sutter
county, and up to the time of his death,
which occurred a year or more ago, he was
engaged in farming. His will disposed of
an estate of about $£30,000, all of which
was left to his wife and children. But
they were not to come into possession of
the heritage until five years from the tes-
tator’s death, and in the mean time all the
income from the estate was ordered to be
paid over to other relatives (sisters) of the
teetator, This was certainly a curious will,
But a much stranger thing is the fact that
in his long absence of thirty years from
home Heyland never wrote to his wife or
children, and they, on their part, receiving
no tidings of him, had supposed him to be
dead. They were left in poor circumstan-
ces, and in the course of her hard struggle
with poverty the wife died. One of the
two children also died, and the other,
now the sole heir, is married and has
children of her own, Her name is Mrs,
M. A. Wright, and she recently came here
from Canada to look after the estate of
which she is the residuary legatee. But
for an accidental circamstance she would
be unable to get any income from the
estate until the expiration of the five years
a3 provided in the will, The will provided
that all the ‘‘personal property” of the
estate should be sold, and the proceeds in-
vested in Government bonds, the interest
on which shculd be paid for five years to
the sisters of the testator. But when he
died there was a deposit of about $1,300 to
his credit in a local bank, and as this was
not in the nature of *‘personal property to
be sold,” and a8 no provision in relation to
money had been made in the will, the
Court, in its discretion, ordered the sum
to be paid to Mrs. Wright. This brief
sketch of this most curions case furnishes
no explanation of the motives that induced
Heyland to lead a lonely life in California,
while his wife and children, believing him
to be dead, were struggling for existence
in the land where he had left them. Had
his will left them nothing, his mysterious
conduct might be more easily explicable,
No one knows the secret of his remarkable
conduct. If there were any secret by
which it could be explained, that secret
went with him to his grave.—[Marysville
Appeal, Nov. 3d.
