It prefera a home to a
reformatory, As the matter now stands,
we commit to the hands of those who are
not responsible to the State, the reforma-
tion and care of the class the State should
consider ite wards, and entitled to its im-
mediate and tenderest care. It is within
the province of the State to prevent crime,
and there is no field in which it can ope-
rate so profitably as that where the sur-
roundings of youth must direct it into
criminal paths. Such a work as the pri-
vate Boys and Girls’ Aid Society is doing
on the fund supplied by charitable eiti-
zens, should be extended under State con-
trol over the whole State. It aims not
to punish, or confine, or herd children
together in an institution, the brand of
which will remain quite ineffacable, but to
encourage the child in the pursuit of right
living, to introduce it into a proper home,
to bring it under the influence of good men
and women in homes, It holds that proper
encouragement, a little oversight and good
surroundings will, nine times out of ten,
save the child and turn it into the paths of
rectitude. The Massachusetts system is
strongly recommended. It proceeds upon
the plan of placing out the children in
homes, or to trades with homes, as soon
after they are taken in charge as may be,
and their visitation and supervision by
agents of the State, That State finds it
more ecenomical by far than to maintain
reformatories, and more rapidly and cer-
tainly to work the reformation of the juve-
nile offender, or the child whom its parents
have been unable to control, and have
abandoned to the streets and vicious infla-
ences. There are not now one-half as many
young offenders in the State Industrial
Schools, Reformatories and Prisons, The
commitments to jails, almshouses and pri-
vate institutions have really declined, and
the class of juvenile criminals has visibly
decreased also. The policy upon which
the new system was based seems to have
been vindicated—‘‘it is less expensive to
save children than to punish criminale,”
The system has a State Developing School,
to which the child is sent from the Police
| Magistrate’s Court, or by the police direct.

leans. The four-hour meridian, crossing
the Island of Newfoundland, will give
what may be called ‘ Eastern time’ to the
British possessions east of Canada. The
five-hour meridian passes near New York,
and gives ‘Atlantic time’ for the States
on the Atlantic and the two Canadas.
The six-hour meridian, inclading the Mis-
sissippi Valley, gives ‘valley time; the
seven-hour meridian, which passes near
Pike’s Peak, gives ‘mountain time,’ and
the eight-hour meridian gives *Pacific
time.,’ The boundary lines between the
successive meridians, at which the count
of the hour shall change, it is not proposed
to define with the same geometrical pre-
cision which characterizes the meridians
themselves.”

Still another proposition is to establish
a universal meridian for measurement of
standard time. As we now .calculate, the
1st of December on the other side of the
globe may be November 30th in part on
this side. So, too, the Europeans may at a
given time be living in the year 1884, while
we linger in 1883. The plan is to fix a
line at which one day shall end and another
begin. For this purpose Professor Bar-
nard proposes the 180th degree from Green-
wich, as it runs where fewest people live,
and the division will thus incenve-
nience the least number. It passes
almost entirely its whole length in
the Pacific Ocean, #ouching only a
a part of Kamschatka. The idea is to
base zero in this meridian 180 degrees from
Greenwich, This will be absolute or uni-
versal time., Then the earth is to be di-
vided into 24 time belte, 15 degrees of
iongitude, and one hour in time distant
from each other. KEach belt will be known
by a letter, zero being Z. Thus, the At.
lantic belt will be ‘R time” and the Mis.
sissippi valley belt will be *‘ S time.” But
this scheme has not yet received such ap-
proval as to make it likely that it will be
adopted by meteorologists very soon. As
one scientist puts it, ‘‘it is a capital plan
for the millenium, but too perfsct for the
present state of humanity.”

A VIGOROUS OFFICIAL.

We admire the vigor of Pension Commis.
sioner Dadley, He has resolved to unearth
the pension frauds and to punish the of-
fenders, and Secretary Teller gives him
hearty support. For instance, A. B.
Webb, of Washington, a pension claim at-
torney and agent, issued a circular to his
clients, declaring that ‘‘the Pension
Bureau threatens to notify parties who
have incomplete claims that cases will be
rejected if the proofs are not furnished
within a reasonable time after being =o
notified,” Mr. Dadley called on Webb to
explain. He replied that it was due to an
error of his clerk. Mr. Dudley responded
to him that r:ot only was the circular false,
but so was the explanation, and showed
that Webb had clipped the sentence from
the circular of Milo B, Stevens & Co., who
were suspended for irregularities. Webb
also issued a circular to clients saying that
‘* desertion is no bar to pension.” To this
Mr, Dudley replied : ‘“This statement is
false and delusive, and can only have the
effect to induce that class of soldiers to ap-
ply for a pensioa to which they are not en-
titled.” The Commissioner followed up
the shot with the proof that Webb had
presented false claims for soldiers who in
iact saw all their service in the rebel army.
It was proven also that Webb, by false
extorted Mary
Newell, a pensioner, and attempted it with
Ellen Buchanan, the meother of a soldier.
On these facts being reported, Secretary
Teller disbarred Webb ; his large business
is closed, and he goes forth branded as

A Correspondent Gives His Impression of
the Place and Iis Surroundings,

Eps. Recorp-Untox : Those who located
the Folsom State Prison did not have in view
the idea of making the coming convict in love
with his enforced abiding place. They did
not calculate on his. becoming weaned from
the place of his birth ; nor did they endeavor
to create within his soul a longing to revisit
the scenes of his atonement for deeds done in
days of his freedom. Conceive of a forest of
scrubby trees hanging to the sides of scrubby

hills, down whose broken elope Time hss
plowed deep, wide gulches, and walled them
up with the wildest of rocky masonry, and
fronted it with a river, insignificant. at this
time of year, whose oozy current creeps redly
and noiselessly away from this home of all
things homely, down to the sea, and the place
plays through the reader’s mind with fever-
phantom vividness, Let this scrub oak -sud
pine pastoral photograph itself on his mmq,
and straightway he views the land whereip is
sited the branch prison.

On the side of & ravine that was then in
itself a synonym of perfect ugliness and eter-
pal uofitness, was raised a large and beautiful
structure of gray granite, hard as adamant
and lasting as the everlasting mouutaios.
From a quarry close by the great stone was
clipped and dropped into walls with one
swing of the derrick, until three high stories
were towering over the gulch, and a length
of five hundred feet by eighty broad ran
back towards the head of the ravine, The
building clung to the hillside like the baronial
masonry on the precipice-banks of the castled
Rhine, and the roadway leading to the en-
trance was rough and hard as the way of the
transgressors who were destined to people its
cells,

Several hundred convict recluses were
transferred to 1he cloisters of the penal won-
astery sand initiated into the work of redesm-
ing these courts from their wild hideousuess.
The Warden took upon himself civil engi-
peering powers, and mined the bills until the
surface of the place assumed something of a
horizontal appzarance, and order began t) be
disclosed by every blow of the pick and drill.
In forming the perpendicular sides of the
earth walle, the stone blocks were dug out
and swung into posiiion where masonry was
needed, thus killing two birds with one great
piece of granite.

A trip to this stronghold is full of interest ;
the visitor first fieds himself within a horse-
ghoe of sentry-posts, where Gatling guns and
Winchester rifles look menaciogly in all di-
rectione. Once inside this circle of firearms,
his personal respoasibility eutirely ceases.
The State takes full charge of his being and
a strong interest in his further actions, see-
ing that he makes no contraband communica-
tions or presentatiens to her wards. Under
the supervision of a keeper he is at liberty
to go wherever he chooses,

The front end of this long building is two
half-octsgonal towers of rough stone, the
window and door-sil's being dressed, A
broad stairway leads to the grand entrance,
on whoss threshold the convict leaves all
hope behiad, for there he meets the Warden,
and his initiation into that official’s family
and into a suit of striped clothes is a double
degree soon conferred. A numbear and cell are
then aseigued him, and he takes his place
within the silent walls of civil death.

The prisoners are called up at 5 o’clock A.
M., and after their little housekeeping duties
of cleaning up the cells, they are unlocked for
breakfast, Each man lines-up in his place,
and with hand on shoulder, down they
go. Withont the least confusion,
300 men take a steady tramp to the eaticg
hall, There the officer of the watch takes
his position overlooking the large room, like
the chairmaun in a convention, ard with a dig-
nified tap of his gavel seats the body. So
admirably ie the order maintained, and so
well are these men dritled in their move-
ments, that it seemed as if they eat by rule;
that this host of jaws rese and fell in a per-
fect uniformity of motion. Meantime the
guards for the prison are all posted on the
hill overlooking the grounds, the cannons
trained, and everything prepared to check
any break for liberty. After the mesal the
men again iine up for egress, Each man, as
he passes through the double gateway into
the outer yard for labor, is tallied by two
keepers, and his whereaboute during the day
is watchfully known to these officers. Shouid
a convict wish to enter the buildiog he is ad-
mitted at the fiest door, his number recorded,
pasced to the inwer door, again numbered,
and let in, Oa coming out the same precau-
tions are taken. KEternal vivilance is the
price that kills the prisoner’s iiberty here.

When once outside the convicts go imme-
diately to work, no idleness being parmitted,
and quickly the shops and qusarrys are
manned, Asg the workyard is lelow the
buildings, the rwen at their labor are not only
under the eye of every guard, but in view of
the Warden himeelf as he sits in his offics,
Consequently no overseers are placed among
the workmen, the managers preferring to
trus: a man’s honesty io doing a fiir day’s
work, and to let him forget while chiselirg
the hard granite that he is in a fettered ser-
vitude, if that csn be possible with the Gat-
ling batteries and rifla barrels shiuing
brightly in the sun as they point unpieasantly
down on him. No system is practicsd, be-
yond precautionary measures for eafety, that
18 calculated to degrade a man, and no treat-
ment shown that will make kis lot harder.
Oa the contrary, his reformation seems to ba
the objsct constantly aimed at. The visitor
sees and hears of ro indignities needleesly
cast upon the men. They work steadily un-
der the skilled foremen who are employed to
direct the stcne-cuiting and wall-building,
but who rezlly have no authority over the
convicts,

The portion of the proposed walls which
fronts the river is almost finished, and when
the new granite sawe, which General Me-
Comb is erecting, are put into operation, the
work of incloging the grounds will b3 hast.
ened forward, As far as stone walls are con-
cerned, the place is entirely open, and, to a
careless observer, the prisoners can walk
easily to freedom ; but such a feat would not
he so easy after all, for the ever-watchful
sentries, with guns in hand, are thickly
posted, and however alluring are the thoughts
of freedom, the effort to gain it i3 too ex-
tremely hszirdeus to invite the attempt,

A tabout 5 o'clock p. M, the steam-whistle
calls the men from work, and the line is
qaickly formed for the entry. The
double  tallying and numbering is
carefully goue over sgain with, and
when every man is lccked inside cof
the prison, the guards are called in from the
hill-tops. After supper comes the “‘jock up.”
Each prisoner stands in full view at the deor
of his cell, that the keeper may eee him ere
the bolt is turned, and as that officer ap-
prosches the convict closes the door on him-
zelf, the padlock is eprung, and the outside
world is securely clesed agsinst him. The
prisoners are allowed oil, and are permitted
to use s lamp until 8 o’clock, when every ceil
light goes out, and the coudemned w:an is
laft to undisturbed meditation and dresams of
hiwself and the outside world, aud the f-arful
reality that by the righteous judgment of the
law he is, for the time, civilly dead,
