THE RAILROAD TAXES,

There is a great commotion in the camp
of the railroad haters because there is some
talk of compromise of the tax issues. It
is becoming evident that the people desire
to settle the tax difficulty amicably. Itis
understood that the railroad corporations
are willing to pay the back State taxes at
issue and those for 1884 on the basis
of an assessment admitted to ap-
proach reasonableness—that is to say,
on the basis of the assessment of 1882,
with the per cent. penalty in addition, and
to bear, besides, all the burden of the late
litigation, including attorneys’ fees, and to
pay all taxes due counties and cities, ete., in
full, The resistance of the corporations
has been made because of the inequality of
the assessments. A decision in favor of
the corporations has been rendered by a
United States Court, and it would seem
reasonable to look for an affirmation of
that decision by the Court of last resort.
It becomes, then, a question purely of
business policy whether the State shall
secure her just dues or lose all
in the effort to grasp too much.
It is asked why the corporations should
offer to compromise if they expect confir-
mation of the decision of the Court below.
If we recall the history of all this tax
trouble correctly the corporations have at
no time refused to pay just taxes. They
have resisted a system which they claim is
not only illegal but unjust. Weremember
that over and again their advocates have
stood up in and out of Court and offered
to waive all questions at issue and pay a
fair tax. In fact we do nof recall a single
case where this offer has not been kept
constantly to the front, We intend to
treat this matter presently in detail, and
make an exhibit of the whole history of
railroad assessments, and show the reason-
ableness of the offers to compromise. But
pending the examination necessary
it may be asked why it is that attor-
neys who went into the tax cases for the
State on contingent fees now insist upon
cash fees, and make it necessary for State
officials to go around among the counties
on a begging tour to make up a purse?
Have the legal gentlemen had their confi-
dence shaken as to the merits of their
cause ?

THE ELECTIONS.

The gratifying election news published
yesterday is confirmed. Itis certain that
the Republican party has won New York ;
the Democratic majority of 190,000 has
been dissipated. Connecticut and Massa—
chusetts have declared for the party of
progress and intelligence, Pennsylvania
has not been lost to the party, and only
those States have adhered to the Democ-
racy which were not expected te do other-
wise. The defeat of Mahoneism will result
in benefit to the Republican party, and
break up a dangerous and disreputable co-
alition, The lessons of the election are
many, and full of the teachings of wisdom.
We may not now dwell upon them in de-
tail, but refer cnly to the one central truth
that has been emphasized—the independ-
ent voter is becoming more and more a
vital factor in American politics, Subservi-
ency to party is lessening, the domination
of ‘“*managers” and *‘ bosses” is less feared.
The independent voter, who is nearly al-
ways a Republican—for Republicanism is
the synonym, or should be, of independ-
ence and political intelligence and progress-
ive ideas—has again shown how fearlessly
he can rebuke a party, and then return to
it when the object of his castigation has
been sufficiently punished. In the defeat
of Butler the independent voter has made
manifest his abhorrence of the simply self-
ish, ambitious and unscrupulous politician,
In the South, it would appear that the old
policy of intimidation has b:en inaugura-
ted. With present light we may judge
harshly, but the evidences at hand indicate
that the negro vote was coerced, and in a
way that makes it very difficult of ex-
posure,

SHORT-SIGHTED POLICY.

The Greeley (Col.) Tribune announces
that the corporators forming the United
States Railway Company, which as yet
exists only on paper, are of an old cor-
poration related to the California Central
and San Franciscoand Ocean Shore Railroad,
but that, owing to the great dissatisfaction
created by the heavy taxation impesed by
California, they have moved their organ-
ization into the State of Colorado, where
the taxable basis is not made of the
bonded indebtedness and the gross earn.
ings, but is obtained by a more liberal
poliey. In other words, Colorado bids
against us becauce of our unreasonable.
This is not a new matter. The
ultra-antagonistic sentiments of California
relative to railroad corporations is every-
where It would be strange, in.
deed, if it did not repulse capital and en-
terprise, So far as the stamina and bot-
tom of the United States Central is con-
cerned, we have nothing to say at present.
We look upon the scheme as one not
likgly to accomplish the aims credited to
it. But, so far as the immediate question
is concerned, it s:rves as a good illustra.
tion of the impolicy of a system that is
driving capital from our doors and es-
tranging enterprises that otherwise would
have their home in our midst.

NEW YORK,

ALzany, November 8th.—The Evening Journal
says: Present election returns increase General
Carr’s majority to over 19,000, and little doubt of
the election of the Democratic candidates for the
remaining offices by majonities between 10,000 and
14,000. The Assembly stands 73 Hepublicans and
55 Lemocrats.

Poveukrepsie, November Sth.—Proceedings have
begun against City Assessor Charles Colwell, A. A.

The Result in New York.

NEw YORk, November 8th.—The World this
morning prints an_interview with Henry Clausen,
Sec etary of the Brewers' Association of the State
of New York, who said : ** Yes, we have gained our
point, and defeated Mayuard. It is a fact, and can-
not be denied, that the brewers are nearly all Dem-
ocrats, because that party is liberal in its views upon
temperance, while the Republicans are the con-
trary ; but notwithstanding their avowed platform,
the Democrats headed their liberal ticket with an
illiberal man, They should have known better than
that, and they lost 100,000 Lemocratic votes by
their action.

Two Men Kiiled and Others Injured.

Mapisox (Wis.), November 8th,—The entire roof
and inside walls of the iron and stone column of the
new south wing of the Capitol fell at 1:40 o'clock
this afternoon. Barney Higgens and William Edger,
of Madison, were killed instantly. William Joues,
boss meson, of Milwaukee, had his skull fractured
and is dying. Eight others, badly injured, may die.

[SECOND DISPATCH.}

Mapisox, November Sth.—Four men were killed
and two or three will die. Twenty-one are wounded,
many seriously. The cause of the accident is some-
what uncertain, but the most plausible theory is
that the heavy piliars supporting the roof of the
second-story balcony sank into the plank on which
they resied, thus pulling the souna wall outward,
which in turn caused the roof of the entire wing to
cave in. These columns were made of large pieces
of boiler iron, rolied into circular form, stovepipe
fashion, the jointure not being belted together.

[THIRD DISPATCH.}

MapisoN, November 8th.—Five men had left the
basement and were about returning when the crasn
came. Hundreds of people were at once on the
scene, and with the aid of the hook and ladder
company extricated every sufferer. Medical at-
tendance was summoned, and the wounded were re-
moved to places of safety. Some ascribe the acci-
dent to a defective iron pillar, others to poor ma-
sonry. It is the opinion of contractor Bentley that
the loss will fall on the commonwealth, as the plans
were approved hy the State Architect, and blame
can be ascribed to no one. It is thought there must
have been a defect in some casting. The loss can-
not be estimated at present. The additions were to
be completed March 1, 1884, Two hundred thou-
sand dollars was appropriated by the Legislature to
meet the nece y expense. The wing was designed
for Historical Society use.

A Fearful Tragedy in Missourl.

Kaxsas City, November Sth.—A fearful tragedy
was euacted to-day at the farm house of H. Clay
McGee, ten miles south of this city. His children,
returning heme from school, this afternoon, found
the lifeless bodies of their father, mother and elder
sister lying upon the floor. McGee evidently had
killed his wife, shooting her in the breast with a
thotgun, shot his daughter in the back, and then
completed the horror by going to an upper room
and swallowing a dose of morphine. The nouse be-
ing isolated the neighbors were not aroused, and the
bodies cousequently lay until discovered by the
children late in the day. The immediate cause for
the deed is not known. McGee is described as a
man of violent temper, amounting to almost frenzy
at times. He was a prosperous farmer, having
come into the vicinity several years ago from Ken-
tucky, where it is said he onee kilied a man. There
were six children, some of them married. Mary,
the murdered daughter, was 20 years of age. An-
other daughter, the wife of Sands Hopkins, a mem-
ber of an old family here, was accidentally shot and
killed by her husband some months ago. McGee
was 45 or 50 years of age.

McGee has for some time borne an unsavory repu-
taticn amorg his ueighbors, on account of the
barsh treatment of his family, and the tragedy to-
day is supposed to be the result of domestic dis-
cord of long standing.

Bloodsh:d In Texas.

GarvestoN, November 8th.—The News' Hearne
special says: Bad feeling has existed for some time
between City Marshal Cannon and Albert Bishop, a
promising young lawyer. This morning Canaon,
pistol in hand, fodowed Bishop into.a yard, where
the lawver unexpectedly produced a double-barreled
shotgun and perforated Cannon with twenty.nine
buckshot, killing him instantly. Cannon has been
Marshal four years, during which time he has killed
twomen. He had a State reputation.

A Rald by Pickpockets.

CHi1cAGO, November 8th. —Thorough investigation
of the so-called train robbery, which occurred at
the Jurction, near Danviile, 11l., on the night of the
2d instant, shows that the iucident was of much less
importance than was given to it. Pickpockets
boarded the west-bound train at Covington, Ind.,
and between that city and Danville Junction, picked
the pockets of some of the passengers. At Dan-
ville Juuction they left the Indiana, Bloomington
and Western road and boarded the east-bound train
on the Wabash road. They there picked the pock-
ets of some of the passengers who were asleep and
succeeded in making their escape. The amount of
plunder gecured by the thieves is small. No revol-
vers were displayed by the pickpockets, nor was
their presence on the train knowsn.

Something New In the Way of Merchan-
dise,

New Orueass, November Sth.—There arrived
from Havana by the steamship Hutchinson, 1
transit for Hongkong, twenty.two Chinese laborers,
who have for some years past been employed in
Cuba, The Chinamen are billed through from
Havana, via the Morgan line and Southern Pae fic
system, to Hongkong, as if they were merchandise
in bond, the American Consul in the former city
certifying to their descriptive list, with which each
is furnished. Upon arriving in New Orleans, the
Collector of the Port here forwarded to the Col-
Jector of the Port at San Francisco the number and
a duplicate descriptive Jist of each. Whatever
money they have is carefully secreted about their
persons while traveling. The party left yesterday
for San Francisco.

Nzw Oncraxs, November 8th.—Three Chinamen,
for some years residing here, applied to the United
States Court for naturalization papers, and their
request was granted.

NEw York, November Sth. - The new contingent
of 858 proselytes to the Latter Day Saints, which
arrived from Liverpool on the steamer Wisconsin,
contain a large number of comely young women.

Capture of an Organized Gang of *‘ Shop-
difters.”

Cuicaco, November 8th.—The police this after-
noon and to-nizht arrested twelve members of a
thoroughly organized gang of shoplifters. They in-
clude the leader, a woman known to the police as
“ Mother Wier,” two sons and two daughters. Over
£2,000 worth of stolen goods was recovered. The
estimated peculations of the band, nearly all of
whom are women, amounted to §10,000 or §15,000
within the past few months. All are fine-looking
women, elegantly dressed. The mode of operation
was for a couple of the women to enter a carriage
with one of Mother Wier’'s sons as coachman, and go
“‘shopping ” among the larger stores until the car-
riage was filled with plunder, when it would be
taken to the place of deposit. One of Mother Wier's
daughters lately returned from New York, having
served a term on Blackwell’s Island.

or religious opinion or affiliations,

AvupAxy (N. Y.), November 8th.—Charles E. Le-
land, fcrmerly proprietor of the Delavan House,
and latterly of the Brighton Beach Hotel, Coney
Island, has made a general assignment to Charles
J. Buchavan. His liabilities and assets are un-
known.

Another Indiana Mystery,

ANDERSON (Ind.), November 8th.—Mrs. Susannah
Nelson started to Nebraska September 6th, and bas
not since been heard from by her friends. She had
a large sum of money with her. Marshal Colburn
to-day made known to her brothers that he had
found a fire insurance policy issued to Mrs. Nelson
in the woods near Terre Haute, where some time
ago the badly-mutilated body of a woman was found
by a hunter. He claims to have proof that Mrs.
Nelson was murdered.

Farmers on the Warpath.,

Pirrseura, November Sth.—Lancaster county,
Pa., has for six werks been suffering from the dep-
redations of a band of outlaws, who escaped from
juil six weeks ago, and have since bean hiding in
the mountains. The villagers and farmers armed
and pursued the convicts, and a running fight of
several miles resulted in the capture of onz and the
serious wounding of three of the gang. The infuri-
ated farmers are still keeping up the pursuit.,

FOREIGN NEWR,

O'Donnell's Defenze.

Loxpox, November 8th.—Every pcssible embar-
rassment i3 being thrown in the way of O’'Donnell’s
defense. Yesterday a cablegram was reeeived by
O’ Donnuell’s solicitors in London from Donald Cur-
rie, of the Currie Steamship Line, making a per-
emptory demand for £1,800 cash, for the transporta.
tion of McCarty, one of the witnesses, who i3 also an
employe of the company. There are five witnesses
coming from Cape Town, and as the bill of expenses
ior transportation for four of these has been agreed
upon and amounts to only $1,000, the charge of
£1,800 for the transportation of the other is regarded
by O'Deunell’s counsel as exorbitant, and they
have cabled a refugal to pay the sum demanded. The
case is already considered practically lost, because of
the irritated condition of public sentiment against
the Invinecibles, of whom it 18 now believed O’Don-
nell is one.

The Celliery Disaster.

LoxpoN, November 8th.—A large number of
bodies are still in the Yorkshire coal mine in which
the explosion took place yesterday. Friends of the
dead crowd the wouth of the pit.

More Money Wanted.

Panris, November 8th.—In the Chamber of Depu-
tiee, the Minister of Marine to day asked for a sup-
plementary grant of 11,500,000 francs for military
opzrations in Tonquin.

Bench has granted compensation to the persons
whose property was made boufires of upon the news
of the killing of Carey by C'Donnell.

Sr. PETERSBEU«G, November 8:h.—It iz reported
that the Thirty-seventh division of the Ruseian
army will be mobilized, the men on furlough sum-
moned to return, and the contingent of 1877 re.
called for immediate service.

The Servian Insurrection.
JELGRADE, November Sth.—General Nicolie has
captured Calafat, the c‘nipl position of the ‘insur-
gents, taking one hundred prisoners.
Billiards in Paris.

Paris, November 8th.—Schaeffer and Vignaux,
for the championship match of billiards, play the
balk-line game November 26th. The games will
last five nights. Schaeffer, winning the toss, se-
lected the American table.

Duel to the Death.

Crry o¥ Mexico, November Eth.—A duel in Cha-
pultepec, outside the city, occurred this morning
between Degheest, of the Mexican National Bank,
and Olivier, a French merchant. The latter was
killed, and Degheest badly wounded. Swords were
used. All the parties were well known. The trouble
was caused by s dispute over geats at the races on
Sunday. The British Minister, two American ladies
and Degheest, left their seats to promenade, when
Olivier and two ladies occupied them. A quarrel
ensued between Degheest and Olivier, when the
former eailed the police and the latter was ejecteg.
The incident caused several challenges to be gent to
Degheest. He had another duel arranged for to-
morrow. Intense excitement prevails among the
foreigners

City to-day is one of the most prosperous
towns on the coast. A large and elegant ho-
tel, with superior appointments, furnished in
the most elegant style, hes been erected and
is being run by McNaughton & Henderson,
two gentlemen who und:rstand how to enter-
tain the travelirg public. M. Bayles has a
fine livery stable, well stocke 1 with the best
of saddle horsas and livery teams. The new
Methedist Church, recently dedicated, is a
beautifo! structure and speaks we!l for the
town. Ous would oot think that people who
a few months siace were burned out of hcuse
and home, ara bad to seek shelter in the
neighboring hiile, would have spirit and
p_lu':k enough to do so much in so short a
time.” .

A CowarpoLy MurpDER,—A dispatch

from Socorro, N. M., November 7th, says :

To-day, when our citizens awoke, they learned
the details of a deed that had just been committed
which shocked the moral sense of every one. Joe
Fowler, who sold his ranch the day before, visited
the saloons on Taesday night, and before morning
was in a crazy state of intoxication. About day-
light he reached the Grand Central Hotel and car-
ried things with a high hand. With two pistols i
his hands, he terrorized those who happened to be
there. Mr. Dorman came in and was forced to
dance, was slapped in the face several times, and
was finally struck on the head with a revolver, Sev-
eral others were treated in a similar manner. 1t is
said that in one place he forced a man to stand on
his head. This lasted uotal about 6 o'clock. Then
his friends who were with him held him and suc-
ceeded in taking his revolvers from him, though he
fought desperately., Messrs. Reed, Colling and Cole
then endeavored to lead him away, ard were hold-
ing him by the arms. He broke loose, and crawing
a Spanish dagger, plunged it to the hilt in the
bresst of Cole. The knife entered the leit breast
below the nipple, and caused a gaping wound. Cole
fell to the floor and was carried up stairs. Dr.
Davis was eummoned and atteaded the victim all
day to-day, assisted by Dr. Duncan. Fowler, after
committing the deed, was led away by Sheriff Fad-
dis, who went to Justice Beall and a warrant was
issued and Fowler was arrested. He fought des-
perately, but was overpowered by four men and
chained in the jail. Cole will die before mo ning.
This makes the seventh man Fowler is said to have
kilied. He killed two about two mounths ago.
