CONDENSED DISPATCHES,

Flashes of News from all Parts of the
World.
Portuguese forces occupy Cordana.
Lord Lorne ia suggested for Viceroy of Ireland.

The press for printing the Nihilist Journal, Pro-
letariat, has been recently discovered in Warsaw.

The last mail advices from Madagascar state the
Hovas have secured a large supply of gunpowder
from America.

Paddy Ryan telegraphs from Wyoming accepting
Fox’s offer to back Slade against any heavy-weight
pugilist for $2,500,

Latest accounts show that sixty-three miners were
killed in the explosion in the Moorsfield colliery,
Lancashire, England.

The Imperial Marc Institute at Warsaw has been
burned, supposed to have been done by Nihilists to
destroy treasonable documents.

Signor Bertini has brought suit in New York fo.
$50,000 damages against Colonel James H. Mapleson
for an alleged breach of contract.

Senator Mahone and son were fined §150 at Peters-
burg, Va., for drawing pistols at the polls on elec
tion day. The Court room was crowded.

At a meeting of Nihilists at St. Petersburg, the
views of the moderate party prevailed, and the pro-
posals of the terrorists, in favor of violence, were
rejected.

Governor Butler told a member of his Council
that he should run for Governor next fall. The
compliment of 150,000 votes leads him to think he
might be successful.

The China note to the Marquis Tseng, it is said,
alludes to the proffer of meaiation by a friendly
power, which is supposed to be the United States,
and which was rejected by France.

Tl.le suit in New York of John J. Bradley, to re-
strain the Northern Pacific Railroad Company from
further mortgaging its property, hes been removed
from the State to the Federal Court.

The wedding of Miss Carrie D, Townsend to Frank
Preston Fremont, youngest gon of General Fre-
mont, takes place in New York next Monday. A
reception will follow the ceremony.

The state of the Cuban treasury isso embarrassed
that the Council of Ministers has authorized the
Captain-General of Cuba to borrow $500,000 in gold
until the home treasury can advance more early in
January.

The Cuban refugee Macao, havieg been last sum-
mer sent from Pamplona Citadel to Estella Jail,
where his health suffered, the Madrid Goverament
has consented to seud him to a fortress in the south
of Spain.

In the case of Holmes and Bracken, arrested at
Halifax, N. 8., on saspicion of being engaged in a
dynamite plot, the Judge held that the accused can
only be held for a nuisance, and fixed the bail at
£6,000 each.

The Missionary Committee of the M. E. Church
appropriated $28,000 for general missionary work in
Naples, and £12,000 to purchase real estate there,
and $£24,000 was appropriated for general work in
South America.

The New York T'imes says: Since the settlement
of the Pacific States to the present time, the total
number of persons killed during earthquake shocks
there cannot equal the mortality of the latest cy-
clone in Missouri.

Fred J. Englehardt has arranged to bring the
champion bicyclists, Prince, Bigham, Rollinson and
Miss Armaindo, to San Francisco and other places on
the Pacific coast. They will give exhibitions of fast,
fancy and endurance riding.

The latest account of the cyclone at Springfield,
Mo., rays that four more persons died of the effect
of their injuriec—Mrs. Pennington, Jeff. Edmond-
gon, William Ilger and the infant son of John Cham-
pent. This makes eleven deaths in all.

Frank James, the bandit, was teken to Independ-
ence, Mo., Wednesday, and was visitea by a few of
his frnniends. He retains the same old hope of ulti-
mate acquittal. He will be tried at Kansas City on
the 26th for complicity in ‘the Blue Cut robbery in
1880.

The Chief Signal Officer’s annual report says the
service has been seriovsly crippled by diminished
appropriations, and urges Congress to be more lib-
cral in thefuture. He recommends a separate offica
on the Pacific coast and decided extension of gervice
in that important region.

The Aid-de-Camp of Emperor William has gone
to Madrid with an autograph letter, stating that
Prin: e Frederick William wi!l visit Alfonso. The
Crown Prince will visit Genoa about the 15th inst.,
from which port he will be escorted by three Ger-
man men-of-war to Sp.in.

A Toronto special says: General Manager Ven
Horne, ot the Canadian Pacific Railroad, who ar-
rived here to-day, says there hcs been no suspension
of work on the Rocky mountain section, except
what has been absolutely nccessary. The work could
not be easily continued through the mountains in
winter, owing to snow-slides, but it will be pushed
in the spr.ng.

Hallinger’s store at Lincoln, Pa., was robbed
Wedpesday night. A large posse started in pursvit
of the thieves, who were suzzard and his gang,
recently escaped from jail. The thieves were over-
taken at Welch Mountain and a fight followed, John
Clifford, an escaped prisoner, was captured. Abe
Buzzard, the leader, was shot seriously. Bard, one
of the posse, was probably shot fatally. The thieves
escaped.

SAN FRANCISCO ITEMS,

Lounis Cohn, the ex-Wharfinger charged
with embezzzlement, has been acquitted.

The Immigration Asscciation intend lo-
cating twenty settlers in Shasta county dur-
ing this week,

Dollie St. Clair, the young girl who at-
tempted to blow her brains out becau-e re-
proved by her father, is lying in a critical
condition, though the physicians report slight
signs of improvement,

The City of Tokioseiled for China Wednes-
day with the largest passenger list yet re-
corded in the case of an ountgoing steamer
from San Franocisco, Toae Coptic teok 1,100
Chinamen ; but the Tokis's list was nearly
100 more. OF return certificates alone there
were 1,015 holders, while there were fully 300
who had no return papers; but not all of
these were allowed to sail,

The schooner Ounalaska is still held at
Mare Isiand. This was ths vessel which was
eurrendered to tha Ranger, while the former
was Jaden with arms and ammunition for
Salvador, to aid in ope of the mary Salva-
dorean revolution®, The story has been
previcusly told, The Ounalaska’s Captaia
intenced to harbor at Acajuatle, but iostead
dropped into La Libertad, and was seized by
the authorities,

Thursday evening, in accordance with the
order of Judge Finn, Miss Hill, plaintiff in
the Hill-Sharon case, produced the marriage
contract only after congiderable argument ar d
a threat of the Court to exclude the con-
tract from evidence, if not produced. She
delivered it into the custody of the Clerk of
the Court. As soon as Sharon, who was
present in Court, saw it, he flatly pronounced
it a forgery. This elicited sharp language
between Sharon and G. W, Tyler, Miss Hill’s
counsel, The Clerk of the Court now holds
the marriage contract and will have photo-
graphic copies of it taken,

The trial of Joseph Phillipe, charged with
rape, the last of the three hoodlums who
brutally assaulted Mrs, Margaret Magner
last Auguet, was pushed along rapidly Wed-
nesday, aud resulted about 1 o'clock in the
acquittal of the defendant. The opening
argument for the prosecution was begun
about half-past 10 o'clock. M. A. Horan,
for the defense, followed, and the cere was
submitted to the jury after the charge by
Judge Toohy at 12:45. At 1:05 they re-
turned, the Judge was recalled from lunch
and the foreman anunounced their verdict of
““ Not guilty.” A burst of applause, mingled
with some hisses, came from the lobby on the
apnouncament of the verdict,

UNITED STATES CENTRAL RAILROAD,

The Greeley (Col.) 1'ribune, in an article
concerning the propoeed railroad known as
the United States Central Railroad, has
the following as to the location of the
road, and the additional pungent fact be-
low given as to the reacon why the com-
pany incorporated in Colorado instead of
this State.

bay, Alameda county, in Californis, a dis-
tance of 80 miles. The estimated length
of the live is 1,200 miles, with 300 miles of
branches.

““The companies forming the United
States Railway Company, and into which
they merge, is an old corporation running
lines under the corporate name of the Cal-
ifornia Central and also the San Francisco
and Ocean Shore Railroad, Great dissatis-
faction has been created by the excessive
taxation imposed by the State of California.
It has been the rule to take the bonded in-
debtednessof theconcernand the grossearn-
ings and make this the taxable bagis, This
is unfair, they hold, and in order to remedy
it they will move their corporation from
the State and come to Colorado, where the
laws with reference to corporations are
more liberal.

This change
will save to the corporation & great deal of
money, and will bring to Colorado the good
to be derived from so large a corporation.
The lines of railroad as traced above have
already been located over the Rocky
Mountsins, and a large portion surveyed.”
