CALIFORNIA.

Brakeman Terribly Nojured.

SaN Francisco, November 13:h,—Between
8 and 9 o’clock last night Adam Bruce was
run over by his own train at Decoto, & small
station in Alameda county, and hld.hu right
leg crushed from the foot to the thigh. He
had been fixing a switch and was walking
along back when his foot slipped and was
jammed down between the rail and the plank
of the crossing. The train eame down on him
before he could extricate himself. The in-
jured man was brought to the Receiving Hoe-
pital in Oakland, where Dr. Woolsey ampu-
tated the leg close to the body. At 1 o’clock
this morning the patient was very low, with
small chances of his recovery. He had been
working for the Central Pacific for six weeks
only, but he had been on railroads ia Can-
ada, his native country, for several years.
He was unmarried, and had no relatives in
this country.

Sax Francisco, November 13:h.—Some
Joans were made to-day from local banks at
8@?9 per cent, The minimum rate for com-
mozrcial loans is 7.

Mexican
dollars, 89 to 89} cents,
The Sign-Post Ordinance—Board of Ed-

Sax Fraxcisco, November 13th,—The or-
dinance against maintaining sign-posts in the
streets is being rigidly enferced. When
parties refuse to comply with the ordinance
the police cut down the post to a length suffi-
cient to leave a first-claes hitching-post.,

On the first Monday in December the
Board of Education will be reorganized.
Prior to that date the minorities and majori-
ties must be gettled, as the division of pat-
ronage for the ensuing year will depend upon
the condition of affairs, Various appoint-
ments will have to be made, for which wires
are now being actively manipulated, and
some bitterness of feeling exists in the
Board.

‘*Black Bart” Captured Again.

Sax Francisco, November 13th.—Laet
night Captain Stone, Harry N. Morse and
detective Hume, of Welle, Fargo & Co.,
brought a prisoner to the central statiop,
whose name was given as Fleming. A mys-
terious trunk was next brought in, and to-
day both wers taken to Calaveras county. It
is reported that the prisoner is Black Bart,
and that he is wanted for several charges of
stage robbery.

The Colton-Stanford Case.

SaxTA Rosa, November 13th,—The case
of Colton vs. Stanford et als, was called this
morning at 10 o’clock, After the correction
of some trivial errors which had crept into
both complaint and answer, George R. B.
Hayes outlined plaintiff’s views of the case,
occupying over an hour in its delivery. D.
M. Delmae, oue of his associate counsel, then
read in evidence the deporition of Charles
Crocker, dated May 27, 1882. This related
to an account of Mr. Crocker’s visits to Mrs.
Colton, after Colton’s death. Mrs. Colton
desired to effect a settlement of the affairs of
the Western Tevelopment Company, and
Mr., Crocker refused to eettle, Mr. Crocker
said he could uwot accede to Mrs, Colton’s
wishes in this regard without winding up the
affairs of the company. The deposition of
S. W. Sanderson, to the same effect, wasalso
read, When the readicg had reached ques-
tion No, 61, the defendant objected to the in-
troduction of all the deposition from question
61 to question No. 88. This part of the de-
position related to facts brought out during
the administration of the Hopkins estate in
the Probate Court at San Francisco, A long
argument ensued over the objection, in
which all the counsel joined., The Court
finally overruled the objection., Anu adjourn-
ment was then had until to-morrow at 10 A,
3, Mrs, Colton telegraphed to-day that she
and Mrs, Cook would arrive here to-morrow,
Owing to the lack of accommodations for
them, however, they will probably not come
until later.

Infant Shot and Killed.

SMARTSVILLE (Yuba county), November
13th,—While two children of L. Horton,
aged 3 and 9 years, were playing with a pis-
tol, it was discharged, instantly killing the
youngest,

Stabbing Afiray Between School-boys.

Bexicia, November 13th,—Two school-
boys engaged in a quarrel over a game of
base-ball at noon to-day, when the elder,
Fred Williams, wan stabbed by the younger,
James Larkin, in the breast, the point of the
blade entering the lung. The wound is about
half an inch in width, about an inch and a
half in depth, and is & serious one. Larkin
is only 14 years of age, and Williams is
about 16,

Killed Over a Game of Cards.

Santa Barsara,, November 13ih.—At
the saloon of Manuel Hernandez, at Las
Cruces, a hamlet in the northern part of this
county, at 7 o’clock last night, two Spaniards
became involved in a quarrel over a game of
cards, Maurico Pinero, whose reputation is
not well spoken of, shot and killed Jose An-
tonio Del Valle, of this city, Pinero came
in and delivered himself to the Sheriff, claim-
ing self-defense. The quarrel originated over
$1 50 involved in the game. No testimony
has as yet been heard.

Fire and Loss of Life at Los Angeles,

L.os AxceLEs, Novembsr 13th,—A small
house used for sleeping apartments and at-
tached to the Flora Garden of Rudolph
Weinhold, Downey avenue, East Los An-
geles, was burned last night. Mr, Weinhold,
a German, agad 37 years, and a workman
pnamed Chaplean, supposed to be an En-
glishman, aged about 25 years, perished in
the flames.

sSuspicion of Foul Piay—Murder Trial.

Los AxceLes, November 13th-—There are
strong suspicions that Weinhold and Chap-
leau, whose remains were found in the debris
of the burnt building at East Los Angeles
last night, were first murdered, and then the
building fired to cover up the tracks of the
murderers, The building was a mere rough
board shell, withoat ceiling, and could not in
the few minutes of its burning have reduced
the bodies to a mere cinder, as was the case
with that of Weinhold. Chapleau is known
to have received $1,000 a few days before,
and proposed to put it into the business with
Weinhold. Possibly to obtain this money
the muorder was committed. There is no clue
to the origin of the fire, other than the con-
jecture given, and which is quite generally
believed.

Bold Burglary.

Nevapa, November 13th.—The house of
James Williams, a miner living near the
Murchie mine, was entered last night by a
burglar, who compelled Mrs, Williams and
the children to remain quiet while he ran-
sacked the house in search of valuables, He
succeeded in getting only $2, the month’s
wages received by Williams a day or two be-
fore having been put in a more secure place.
The burglar had a dark lantern to aid him in
his work. It is thought he had an accom-
plice outside, Wilhams was at work in the
mine at the time,

Sudden Death in Tulare County.

Haxrorp, November 13th,— A sudden
death from natural causes startled our com-
munity yesterday evening. William Kerr,
from Illinois, who came to California six
years ago and settled on a farm near Han.
ford, had been helping his neighbors at work
on & ditch head gate. He was returning home
with S. F. Deardorff and another neighborin
a spring wagon, and when about two miles
from home, and harryiog to reach there as he
had felt unwell during the day, he fell back
and died within a few minutes, He was large
and fleshy, weighing 235 pounds, and an ac-
cumulation of fat around the heart and lungs
is thought to be the cause of his death,

ARIZONA.

Planing Mill Burned.

Prescort, Noveraber 13th,—At half-past 5
to-day a fire broke out in the planing mill of
Wilson & Hasskel, in South Prescott, and
gpread so rapidly that it was impossible to
save the machinery, There beiog no wind
the fire was kept from spreading. The plan-
ing mill was built five or six years ago, before
the advantage of railroads was had, and the
machinery cost in the neighborhood of $20,-
000 to place it here, Considerable lumber
and complete work was burned, which will
make the loss aggregate $25,000 ; insured for
$7,500.

OREGON.
Murder and Robbery on the Northern
Pacific.

PorrrLAND, November 13th.—Information
is just received of a murder and robbery
which occurred on the 11th at Marout Gulch,
on the line of the Northern Pacific Railroad
west of Missoula, The watchman at the
lofty bridge which spans the gulch, whose
name cannot be ascertained, was shot through
the head on Sunday night in his cabin, It is
supposed the watchman had in his possession
quite a large sum of money. His body was
found near the cabin some time sfter the
deed was committed. The Coroner is still
engacged in investigating the affair. The mur-
der was undoubtedly committed for robbery,
and it is believed that several persons were
engaged in the crime,

Narrow Escape of a Family.

PorrLAND, November 13th.—Yesterday
evening a large wooden house near Scott
river, Coos county, fell while the family, con-
sisting of ten persons, were eating supper.
Mrs, Wright, an old lady, was caught under
the ruins and horribly burned about the
head, face and arms before she could be ex-
tricated. It is thoaght she will die. Thomas
Wright, a young man, had his right leg badly
crushed, and Charles Wright, a lad, had an
arm broken and his body severely crushed.
Several others were more or less injured.
Those who escapsd uninjured were rescued
with great difficulty from under the ruins,
How they all escaped instant death is mar-
velous, The house and contents are a total
ruin.

The Washington Territory Legislature—
The Murdered Watchman.

PorTLAND, November 13th.—After nearly
three weeks’ vacation the Washington Terri-
tory Legislature convened at Olympia to-day.
The session consists of sixty days, and the
time will expire on Thanksgiving day. Both
branches will probably adjourn sine die on
the 28th inst,

Later news from the tragedy at Marent
Gulch, Montana, states that the name of the
murdered watchman was J, C, Scroll. Ap-
pearances indicate that Scroll was sitting on
the edge of his bed when a rifle was fired and
the ball entered his right eye, ranging back.
His death must have been instantaneous.
Scroll is supposed to have had over $500 in
his possession when murdered, and four $20
pieces were found in the bed and one on the
floor, covered with blood. The authorities
are making a thorough investigation,

The Boy Murderer Captured—Crushed to
Death.

PorTLAND, November 13th.—Charles B,
Finlayson, the boy murderer, who killed in
a most atrocious manner his stepmother at
Albany, Or., last week, was captured this
morning a few miles from Wallula Junction.
He arrived here this evening, en route to
Albany. During an interview to-night,
young Finlayson admitted his crime, Hecon-
fessed that he murdered the woman, but
said he did it in the heat of uncentrollable
passion. They had a quarrel, when he picked
op an axe and struck his stepmother, knock-
ing her down. He then, in a fit of furious
passion, seizad hold of a knife, and literally
cut her to pieces. Persons who know the
prisoner say he has the most ungovernable
temper, and when roused becomes a perfect
demon. The prisoner expresses great contri-
tion, He broke down during the interview,
weeping profusely, He is only 15 years of
age,

This afterncon Joseph Newtop, living at
Sprague, W, T., was caught under a falling
wall, and crushed instantly to death,

Imprisonment for Life,

PortLAND, November 13th.—J. R. Todd,
the convicted stage robber, was sentenced by
Judge Deady to-day to imprisonment for life,

WASHINGTON TERRITORY,

Cable Buccessfully Laid—Contraband Chi-
nese.

1sland, on the military telegraph line, was
successfully laid yesterday. Lieutenant
Allen, of Washington, superintended the
work.

Any vessel that wishes to report, or
needs assistance of any kind, can send for the
same from Tatoosh lsland by hoisting her
official number or satting a signal of distress,
as the case may be. Arrangements will prob-
ably be made so that reports of vessels arriv-
ing off the Cape sent to this port will be for-
warded to the port at which the ship be-
longs.

ALCOHOL AS A REMEDY,

I do not intend to deny that the use of
mild alcoholic tonics, as a substitute for
the frightfal remedies of the medieval San-
grados, is a decided improvement, but still
it is only a lesser evil, a first step of a pro-
gressive reform. Alcohol lingers in our
hospitals as slavery lingers in the West
Indies, as the witcheraft delusion lingers
in southern Europe. Has alcohol any
remedial value whatever ? Let us consider
the matter from a purely empirical stand-

oint. Does alcohol protect from malarial
fevers? It is a well-known fact that the
human organism cannot support two dis-
eases at the same time, Rheumatism can
be temporarily relieved by producing an
artificial inflammation—a headache yields
to a severe toothache. For the same reason
the alcohol fever affords a temporary pro-
tection from other febrile symptoms—i. e.,
a man might fortify his system against
chills and ague by keeping himself con.
stantly under the stimulating influence of
alcohol. But sooner or later stimulation is
followed by depression, and during that
reaction the other fever gets a chance, and
rarely misses it. The history of epidemics
proves that pyretic diseases are from eight
to twelve times more destructive among
dram-drinkers than among the temperate
classes ; rich or poor, young or old, abstain-
ers are only centesimated by diseases that
decimate drunkards. On no other point is
the testimony of phyeicians of all schools,
all times and all countries, more consistent
and unanimous,

Is alcohol a peptic stimulant? No more
than Glauber’s-salt or caster-cil. The sys-
tem hastens te rid itself of the noxious
subetance, the bowels are thrown into a
state of morbid activity only to relapse
into a morbid inactivity. The effect of
every laxative is followed by a stringent
reaction, and the habitual use of peptic
stimulants leads to a chronic constipation
which yields only to purgatives of the most
virulent kind, Does alcohol impart
strength ? Does it benefit the exhausted
system ? If a worn-out horse drops on the
highway, we can rouse it by sticking a
knife into its ribs, but, after staggering
ahead for a couple of minutes, it will drop
again, and the second deliquium will be
worse than the first by just as wnuch as the
brutal stimulus has still further exhausted
the little remaining strength. In the same
way precisely alcohol rallies the exhausted
energies of the human body. The prostrate
vitality rises against the foe, and labors
with restless energy till the poison is ex-
pelled. Then comes the reaction, and, be-
fore the patient can recever, his organism
has to do double work. Nature has to
overcome both the original cause of the
disease and the effzct of the stimulant.—
[Dr, Felix L. Oswald, in Popular Science.

DISPOSITION OF SEWAGE,

Professor Henry Robinson remarks, in a
paper on ‘‘ Home Sanitation and Sewage
Disposal,” that the latter question should
be regarded as involving a combination of
sanitary and agricultural interests, of
which the first is paramount aund the latter
should be disregarded ‘when incompatible
with it. Sewage is purified in passing
through the soil by one or more of three
processes : 1. By simple filtration or re-
moval of the suspended matter ; 2. By the
precipitation and retention, in the soil, of
ammonia and various organie substances
previously in solution ; and, 3. The oxida-
tion of ammonia and of organic matter
with the aid of living organisms. A filter-
bed may be constructed so as to have a
greater oxidizing power than would be pos-
sessed by ordinary soil and subsoil, by lay-
ing over a system of drain pipes a few feet
of soil obtained from the surface of a good
field, care being taken to select a soil con-
taining a considerable amount of carbonate
of lime and organic matter, Such a filter-
bed would be far more porous than a natu-
ral soil and subsoil, and would possess ac-
tive oxidizing functions throughout its
whole depth. The presence of antiseptics
interferes with the fermentation, and re-.
fuse chemical works hinders the progress
of purification, Much valuable informa-
tion has been published by Drs. Lawes and
Gilbert on the chemical changes that take
place in the roil under varying circum-
stances ; and Dr. Angus Smith, a rivers
pollution inspector, has much to say in his
last amnual report on the action of air on
sewage and the mode of treatingsewage so
a8 to hasten aeration ; while in a previous
report he has discussed the treatment of
sewage by chemicals. Much information
on these subjects may also be found in
Mra. Robinson’s work on ‘‘Sawage Dis-
posal” (Spon, London). Well-adapted
lands have been found capable of purifying
the sewage of about five hundred people
per acre. The average amount disposed of
in nineteen towns where broad irrization
was practiced was equivalent to the sew-
age of one hundred and thirty-seven peo-
ple per acre,

from great distances to see her as an object
of curiosity, and her neighbors help her to
do her household work.

JENEFITS FROM MEDICINAL Usk oF Vi
PERS.—One of the most curious facts con-
nected with medical histery, if the cause
assigned to it be correct, is the great in-
creaee of vipers in France owing to the dis-
use of them as medicine. It is stated that
since these reptiles have ceased to be used
in the preparations of medicines, they have
so multiplied as to become a great nuisance
to farm laborers in harvest time, causing
serious and even fatal bites. The French
Minister of the Interior, at the request of
maunicipalities, has offered a reward for
their destruction, amounting to fifty cent-
imes in most Departments and one franc
in those where they are exceptionally nu-
merous—nearly ten and twenty cents of
our money. May we not derive from this
a useful hint applicable to the destruction
of some of the animal pests in our part of
the world? The time was, and that little
over a century ago, when the animal king-
dom supplied a large proportion of the ma-
teria medica, and when serpents and bull-
frogs and dried fox’s lungs and tea of sheep
dung were in common use as medicines, to-
gether with a hundred agents equally
ridiculous. Now let some crafty charlatan
set to work and popularize equirrel’s brains,
or extract of caterpillar or codlin moth, go
as to create a demand for them as certain
cures, and we might rid ourselves to a great
extent of squirrels, caterpillars and codlin
moths, There would not be required
nearly as much credulity to inspire faith in
the curative power of these agents, as the
mass of people, perhaps the majority, man-
1fest in regard to ‘‘ kidney cures” and ‘‘ re-
juvenators” and ‘‘vital restoratives,” whose
magical virtues are emblazoned in every
newspaper.—[ Pacific Medical Journal.
