Attempt to Assassinate Prime Minister
Ferry.

PARIS, November 16th.— afternoon,
while Prime Minister Ferry was in the Sen-
ate chamber, a young man, 18 years of age,
went to the Minister of Public Instruction
and asked to ma Ferry. The latter's Secre-
tary informed the youth that Ferry was
\u25a0absent. The stranger then left, but returned
ten minutes later, and forced bis way into
the reception room,' holding inhis hand a
revolver, which he kept pointed as if
ready to fire. The officials seized him,
and after a struggle overpowered
bim. While being held, he shouted
-' Vive la Republique Sociale ! Vive la
Commune !" The revolver was fullyloaded,
and thirty cartridges were found on the per-
son of the youth, who gave the name of Cur-
rieu. He said he was born at Haguenau, in
Alsace. He is a baker by trade. Currieu
stated that the murder of the French Minis-
ters had been agreed upon at a meeting of a
secret society at Lille,and he came to Paris
to execute the mandate of the society. He
regretted that be bad not been successful,
and said that as soon as liberated be would
make another attempt, which would be more
rucceesful. Ferry did not hear of the affair
until 6 o'clock.

Paris, November Currieu, who
sought to shoot Ferry, bas been examined
by a doctor, and pronounced a lunatic.

San Antonio, November 16th.—Bnlcher,

a clown ina circus, was one of the passengers
robbed in the Mexican National train ii.
Mexico, by a band of twenty Mexicans, or-
ganized inNaevo Laredo, Mexico. He had
been on a visit to his brother, who is mining
in Condolia, Coahuila, Mexico. Itis said the
clown raised his bands and gave up likea lit-
tle man. The robbery is said to have been
planned at Laredo, Texas, by Mexicans and
Americans, and that their arrangements were
perfected ia New Laredo, Mexico. Several
persons who were on the train arrived here
to-day, among them Hon. V.O. King, who
had a pistol presented on either side of his
head. They all say itwas a desperate affair,
and that there was no chance for a defense.
Much interest is taken in the robbery,
especially by railroad authorities, and no
cllorts willbe spared, both on this side and
in Mexico, to secure the arrest and punish-
ment of tbe bandits, Itis rumored that the
railroads have put up $10,000 to bring the
perpetrators to justice.

Advices from Panama.
Panama, November *'.h.—Canal laborers

are arriving inlarge numbers. The steamer
Antillas brought some 500, and the steamer
Belize and an American schooner arrived
with a yet greater number.

The silver discoveries in Sierra Esmeralda
Copiaho are still producing considerable ex-
citement, and numerous parties of prospectors
have left for tbe new field. A correspondent
of the Atacameno says that the new discovery
is important, the fieldbeing three leagues in
extent, and the ores of high grade. Upwards
of 400 prospectors are on the ground.

Some Chinamen were landed by the Pacific
MailCompany, and worked yesterday on the
dock, but this morning they returned totheir
vessels. Traffic across the Isthmus will be
delayed a few days by tbe strike. Measures
are being taken to prevent similar labor move-
ments.

The Storm la Canada.

Captain Woodward, of tbe life-saving station,
proceeded at daylight this morning to the
wreck of the ill-fated schooner reported
ashore at Long Point yesterday.

RAILROAD COMMISSIONERS.

Passenger and Freight Bates Considered
and Action Taken. '„' -

[Special to the Rbcord-U.vion.]

San ncisco, November 16—.
—

Railroad Commissioners held a meeting at 11
A. ii.to-day. Allthe members present. .

A. J. Binney and N.D.Rideont. Superin-
tendent and Director respectively of the
Marysville and Oroville Railroad, against
whom a complaint of overcharge has been
filed with the Board, appeared to explain.
Mr. Binney outlined the condition of the
railroad, saying its expenses were §1,000 a
montb. The road is 2ti__ miles long, and the
annual net earnings about $585 per mile.
The rate per mile of passenger fares was
seven cents. There was but one station be-
tween Marysville and Oroville, the fare
between these places being $4.

Mr.Foote asked if the company did not
have any round-trip system of tickets.

Mr.Binney said th» cone piny contemplated
selling round-trip tickets to San Francisco,
via the Central Pacific, reducing the fare on
the short road to S3. This would probably
not pay, as there was nothing to draw in-
creased travel from.

Mr. Rideout said the company also con-
templated a reduction in local rates, but at
present the Superintendent was opposed to it
on the ground that the road could not stand
it. He was in favor, however, of the round-
trip-ticket system, which would probably be
adopted. He had interests in that section,
he said, greater than the railroad, and he did
not intend the road should be managed in
any other than the interest of the public. If
itwas a big road, with connections, he said,
like some others, he might try to make allbe
could out of it. A survey had been made to
Big Meadows, with the intention of extend-
ing the road. That could not be done if any
reduction at all was made in the receipts ol
the company.

On motion ot Mr. Foote, the complaint
was dismissed, with the understanding thai
the round-trip experiment would be made.
'
Mr.Humphreys offered the followingorder,

which was, on motion ofMr.Foote, adopted .
Itis hereby ordered that the Secretary be and he

is hereby directed to notify the South Pacific Const,
North Pacific Coast, San Francisco and North Pa-
cific, Vaca Valley and Clear Lake, Nevada County
Narrow-Gauge, Visalia, Santa Cruz, Sonoma Valley
and the California Southern Railroad Companies to
appear before the Board of Bailroad Commissioners
and show cause, on the third Friday ofDecember,
whyreductions should not be made on their reads
corresponding to those made on the Central and
Southern Pacific and their leased lines of railroad.

Mr.Foote then brought up foradoption bis
three cents a mile passenger schedule, saying
the figures had been carefully prepared and
were correct. He said if the Board did not
think a uniform rate of three cents advisable,
he would consent to the segregation of any
particular division of the road.

Mr.Carpenter asked what roads, if any,
would escape the effect of the redaction
made.

Mr.Foote replied that the rate was now
below three cents between San Francisco and
Sacramento and San Jose. Itwould reduce
on every other line. Mr.Gray, of the Central
Pacific, had stated that the schedule would
reduce the income of the company $600,000
a year. It was his (Foote's) opinion that
there would be no reduction at all, as in-
creased travel would at once make up the
difference. The loss at any rate would not
be more than $100,000.

Some discussion ensued, during which it
came out that by combining the special rates
of the Central Pacific and the redactions of
the four-cent passenger schedule, the rate was
now below three cents a mile. For instance,
combining the company's rate to Sacramento
and the Humphreys schedule rate from there
toRed Bluff the fare is $9 65. The distance
is over 300 miles

—
about three cents a mile,

Mr.Foote said his experience inmaking
reductions and allhis reading had tended to
show that reduced rates stimulated travel,
which soon made up the difference in rate.

Mr.Humphreys said he did not consider
the adoption of the four-cent schedule final,
but before be voted for anotbei reduction he
wanted to see the result of the last one. He
proposed going slow in the matter. Reports
to him from the interior showed that reduc-
tions made by his schedule had been ma-
terial.

Mr.Foote sai 1 while reductions had been
mads they wer '. not satisfactory. He was
satisfied his scLedule was not unjust to the
railroads. \u25a0>-•

Mr. Carpenter said be believed the princi-
ple of the four-cent schedule was the proper
one that is, that the railroads should be
allowed higher rates on sparsely traveled
roads than in those where the traffic is
greater, If the Board reduced rates on lines
beyond Sacramento and San Jose, where the
rate was now less than three cents, a reduc-
tion in proportion to that made on the sparse-
ly traveled line should be made in the three-
cent line. This principle, he said, ran
through the whole transportation business.

Mr.Foote interposed to remark that it
was rough on people remotely situated from
the city.

Mr.Carpenter replied that the same remark
might be applied to everything. No man
paid another man's expenses because he was
not so advantageously situated. The fact
that all these lines were owned by one cor-
poration had been instanced to rebut this ar-
gument, but he could see that that fact af-
forded the main argument. Because the
Central Pacific owned a system of roads was
no reason why it should be compelled to
serve people on mountain and desert the same
as those in the thickly settled valleys. That
principle did not apply to any other business,
and itwas not right that it should be made
to apply to the railroad business.

Foote, replying to Carpenter, said the
principle should be applied tothe Central Pa-
cific because itwas a subsidized line. Some
of its feeders were not subsidized, but were
constructed for the benefit of the main line,
not for the benefit of the people. Three cents
was a liberalallowance for the Central Pa-
cific. The schedule was tostop agitation and
save the corporation money now expended in
influencing public sentiment.

Carpenter thought the Board might
unite on some portions of the three-per- cent
schedule. He would not consent to further
reductions on the Placerville road. Atsome
future time he might vote for the schedule,
but the four-cent rata had not yet a fairtrial,
and he wanted to waitawhile before chang-
ing it. *

i;-'j'
Foote insisted on a vote, and the schedule

was defeated.
Foote offered an order reducing rates on

incoming grain in carload lots, straight or
miied, 20 per cent, on less than carload lots ;
on green fruits, less than carload lots, from
first to third class ;reducing the rate on live
stock of all kinds 20 per cent., where the
same is now shipped at special contract rates;
on beans, potatoes, flaxseed, alfalfa, hops,
onions and mustard seed, 20 per cent.; oa
wood, coal, lumber, shingles, laths, brick,
cement, lime and ores, 20 per cent. Allre-
ductions to apply to carloads as wellas less
than carload rates. The order also provided
for service on the Central! Pacific of a waiver
in case they preferred to make their own
schedules, wben scllicient time would be
granted to make tbem.

After some discussion tbe order was laid
over, and the Board adj jurned to the 21st of
December.

The Robinson case was postponed until the
next meeting of the Board, as neither plain-
tiffnor defendant were present.

I
have for thirteen years, and until very recently,
edited me of the leading daily newspapers of Cali-
fornia. lam a student and an tnvastlgator inmany
fields. Ihave followed the progress of science care-
fully. lam acquainted with the methods of scien-
tific investigations. The law of evidence is familiar
to me. The tendencies of my studies for
many years past have been towards agnos-
ticism. Incredulity and skepticism are, I
may almost say, temperamental n-ith me.
But because Ihave taken pains to ascertain what
evidence is, and because Iam prone to reject what-
ever fails to approve itself to my exigent reason, I
am the more prepared to bold firmlyto convictions
once formed, and entertain confidence in the sound-
ness of the conclusions which have been reached
thus cautiously. Itis rot without reluctance thatI
have spoken of myself in this way, butitIam to

be of any use as a witness, it is necessary that you
and your readers should be able to form some opin-
ionas to my intellectual competence.

Isay this deliberately,
with full knowledge of the circumstances, and as the
result of the most jealous investigation. Now, un-
der such thorough test conditions, Ihave frequently
seen the medium and one, and sometimes two spir-
its together in the cabinet.

On the 25th of September, ISS3, at a private cir-
cle, your daughter Lilyappeared, and puttingback
the curtains of the cabinet, showed us the medium
lying entranced. This was done in answer to some
assertions that Mrs. Reynolds personated Miss Rob-
erts.

A MUSICAL Electrical Wheel.
—An

experiment by Professor H. S. Carhart is
as follows : A disk of sheet iron was
pierced with two circles of quarter-inch
holes concentric with the disk, the number
of holes in the two circles being thirty-two
and sixty-four respectively. On one side
of the disk was placed a horseshoe magnet,
withits poles very near the rows of holes ;
on the other side were arranged two corre-
sponding induction bobbins. The circuit
was completed through a telephone and
either bobbin at pleasure. Upon rotating
the disk rapidly, a clear musical sound was
produced in the telephone, the pitch rising
withthe rapidity of rotation. Moreover,
the bobbin opposite the circle of sixty-four
holes gave the octavo above the other, and
each gave a note of the same pitch as was
produced by blowinga stream of airthrongh
the corresponding boles.
