Political Gossip.

Hackensack (N. J.), November 20th.—

Itseems that Phelps has written Keifer, at
the suggestion of members indifferent parts
of the country, seme of whom have served
before, and others who enter Congress for the
first time. They believe their party willbe
strengthened by taking a new departure, and
tbat the House of Representatives is the best
place to gin the new movement in the se-
lection of new names for all positions.
It is said the reason why Phelps was
selected to carry on this correspo. dence was
because be is not personally acquainted with
the ex-Speaker, and being a New Jersey Re-
publican, he has not been involved in any of
the factional quarrels of the party. He is
therefore acceptable to both stalwarts and
half-breed?. In this interview Phelps ex-
pressed the opinion that the ex-Speaker, hav-
ing the welfare cf the Republican party at
heart, willnot fail to recognize that its future
success depends oa united action, which can
only be obtained by mutual, fulland friendly
concessions, and the avoidance of aay action
that would tend to kee*p up the disagreements
of the past two or three years. Phelps, in
the name of the party and country, appealed
to Keifer to announce to bis friends that he
would not accept a renomination. He felt
sure that Keifei's example would ba followed
by the Sergeant-at-__rms and other officers of
the last House. iter's reply is not yet at
hand.

A part of the programme is to elect
Carlisle or Cox Speaker of the House.

lisle to induce Cox to withdraw from the
Speakership contest. Mr. Cox, it is under-
stood, rr fuses to do so. Ifhe ever hopes to
ba Speaker bis chances for getting the place
can hardly be better than they seem at pres-
ent. »v bile no oce believes that be willhold
any great strength in the caucne, yet neither
Randall nor Carlisle can count a sufficient
loin 1\u25a0 :r of votes to get the nomination upon
the first ballot. As the watchword of the
Cox and Carlisle men is "Anything to beat
Randall," itmay be that in a deadlock be-
tween the two leaders, Cot holdirg a small
vote can ultimately get a small support of
Car'.is'e mer, if by changing they
could feat Pennsylvania. The fact that
Mr. Carlisle's friends are anxious for Ctx to
withdraw, and that th»y believe the New
Yorker's candidacy to te a barrier to the
Kenln.kiai.'- chanca of euccess is alio re-
garded by the Ra_.d_U men as another evi-
dence of Carlisle's weakness, and a complete
answer to the claims of strei g'h put forward
for him by his enthu-iastio f.lends. Itis as-
sorted that Cox will not leceive a compli-
mentary vot .cf tbe entire New York delega-
tion on the first ballot. Randall expects to
have four, and probably five, New York
votes tn the ti'St ballot, after which
ho will receive the support of all the New
Yorkers, save perhaps five. Ia the event of
Randall cetlitg part of the New York votes
at first, the friends of Carlisle in the delega-
tion, it is said, will,ifpolitic, cast their votes
for tbe Kentuckisn, leaving Cox completely
stranded. Under these circumstances, and
others of equal weight, Carlisle.* friends say
Mr. Cox should withdraw in favor cf Car-
lisle.

Horrible Tragedy in Ohio.
Toledo, November 20th.

a horrible tragedy occurred near the village
of SwantOD, on the Lake Shore road, nine-
teen miles west of this city.

Henry ordered ber back, and on her refusal,
the infuri.^ttrt man sei- cl an ax and advanced
on his wife. Eur daughter mhe 1forward to
save her mother, and received a glancing
blow on the head, knocking her senseless.
The murderer then rushed on his wife with
the uplifted ax. She turned to fly.but the
descending blow struck her in the back of the
neck, just at the base of the skull, and she
felldead over the threshold of the door. Like
a wildbe ist intoxicated by a taste of human
blood, leaving the ax sticking in the ghastly
wound, the brute then attacked Mrs. Liba,
an old lady, mother-in-law of his daughter,
Mrs. Liba, who was the first victim of his
rage. She fought him successfully. Stepping
back, he shouted that he had a sharp razor
and would cut his throat. The old lady
promptly replied, 'Itis the best thing you
can do." Henry got the razor, and with one
furious slash across his throat, fell dying at

size. After the service the bridal party
drove at once to the museum and held a pub-
lic reception. The wedding cake was the
largest ever made, measuring nine feet in
circumference and three feet Inthickness. A
great loaf of bread, five feet long, decorated
the table. This was the first wedding of
giants in America, and the second jin the
world. The combined hight of the bridal
pair is fifteen feet three inches, and they tip
the beam at 519 pound.. The wedding ring
weighed • seventeen pennyweights, and was
fiveinches incircumference.

That's the man." Doyle persists in pro-
testing his innocence.

Locust Valley(L. I.),November 20th.—
As the examination of Doyle closed, the floor
of the room, crowded with spectators, gave
way, and all, Coroner, reporters, officers,
prisoners and people, tumbled down in a
mass. The cellar was full of barrels, which
prevented serious casualties. The stove fell
over, adding to the confusion. There was
great scrambling, many receiving slight inju-
ries. The Coroner resumed bis examination
at tbe Nassau House, but no new facts were
elicited. The authorities are not satisfied
that the real criminal is secured. The search
will be diligently prosecuted. The excite-
ment is unabated.

The Strike of Compositors.
New York, November 20th.— The follow-

ing account is given of the Times compositors'
strike :Just as the men were assembling for
the night's work representatives of the Union
forced their way into the composing room,
pushing foreman Wells aeide, and gave the
signal for the strike, and every man then left
the building. The striking compositors went
to a saloon in the vicinity, where they were
initiated in a body into membership in the
Typographical Union. Anumber of speeches
weremade. O'Donnell, the President, called
at the Times office and bad a conference with
George Jones, Jr., the senior Jones being out
of town. Jones said that, subject to the ap-
proval of his father, be would consent to pay
the additional cant, and would further agree
that the office should be a Union office, He
would not consent, however, to discharge
Wells.

Then the men willnot go back,"

said O'Donnell. In an hour word was sent
to the men, who were in the neighborhood of
the office, that the obnoxious foreman would
be relieved for the night, and that the ques-
tion of ci.missal would be decided to-day.

The Gov-
ernment has made a contract to pay $162 per
year for each girl's board, tuition, etc., and
the erst of transportation.

sentenced. Piole spoke at length, ia rest
acd at times excited tones. He emphatically
denied that ba murdered Kenney. He ad-
mitted that be was a member of the Fenian
Brotherhood, and said he wouldbe proud to
go to th. scaffold for being a member of it.
Its object was not to commit * mur-
der, but to free Ireland from the tyran-
nical rule of England. * He believed he was
persecuted because he was an enemy of the
IGovernment under whichbe bad lived. Poole

acknowledged being in Kenney's company on
the night of the murder, but declares that he
had no band instriking him down. He had
belonged ts the Brotherhood since be was M
years of age, but bad never belonged to the
vigilance committee. His purpose was to
wait untilhis countrymen prepared to strike
a blow for independence, when he would co-
operate with them. In conclusion, he said :
"Iam not afraid to die. Farewell all. Fare-
well Ireland. Three cheers for the Irish Re-
public. Death to English tyranny."

Dcblin, November 201h.— Poele was sen-
tenced to be hanged December ISth. TheJudge, inpassing sentence upon the prisoner,
was deeply affected. He said the evidenceleft tbe jury no alternative, and he quite
concurred in the verdict of guilty. Poole'sfather wept alood. exclaiming, "Oh! Joe,
Joe." The prisoner replied, falterin^ly,
"Keep up, father; keep up. Don't give
way, lamready todie."

The Murderer of farcy. '-.
London, November 20th.— statement

in a New York paper of October 2*uh that
O'Donnell was evasive inanswering questions
regarding his Americas citizenship to Secre-
retary Hoppin, of the American Legation,
O Donnell regarding Hoppin as an English
detective, is pronounced untrue. Hoppin, on
the contrary, was agreeably surprised withO'Donnell, who waa open and frank, and
gave him all the evidence he had as to his
American citizenship, which has been sent toWashington. Itis probable that the trial

Good Hope.

v_c?s irom Balmoral report tbe Qaeen's health
es improved, but the guarded manner in
which the announcement ismade is in marked
contrast with the confident tone in which it
has been several times claimed she has almost
entirely recovered, and tbe positive state-
ments at first that the accident which haa
cost her Majesty so many months of seclusion
and suffering was a trivial occurrence. Itis
now stated officiallythat tbe Queen's power
of walking has been partially restored, but
that she is stillunable to walk or stand for
more than a few moments at a time ;that it
is stillimpossible for her to walk up or down
stairs.

Mocker and Ihe Jews.
London, November 20:h.— Stocker, the

Jew baiter, has made bis defense before the
St. Stephen's Club. He says the Jews are
trying to control the public affairs of Ger-
many, and that the Liberalpress is complete-
lyin their hands. They have invented lies to
destroy their enemies, and said that Dr.
Stocker had left his mother to starve. They
caricatured the Synod of tho Evangelical
Churcb, and said Christian schools were the
homes of hypocrisy, wickedness and stupidi-
ty. They trampled on Christian believ-
ers, the churches aid ministers of the
Gcspel, and maintained that the Ger-
man army and religion were to blam:
for the prevalence of suicide. Moreover,
the Jews were mostly Radicals, oppos-
ing the politics of the Emperor and of Bis-
marck, and the inner life of Germany.
There was great danger to the State inan al-
liance of the Democratic party with the
Jews. The number of German Jews was
very large. There were more Jews ia Berlin
than in all Great Britain. Tbey aggravated
competition, and almost nine-tenths of the
stockbrokers were Jews, and Jews had caused
allthe recent smashes. Jews were the source
of peril to the peasants. They were ruining
agriculture by usury. The historian Treit-
schkesaid:

"
The Jews are our distress."

"For myself," added Stocker. "ifthe Jews
still continue the pursuit of their ambitious
aims, Ishall continue to fight them for the
sake of Christ and ofmy Fatherland."
