THE DUTY OF THE CITIZEN.

Very seldom do we find inthe remarks
of the eccentric Brooklyn preacher Tai-
mage sentences that move us to their re-
production. Bat in a recent note in a
magazine he gives expression to one

. thought that we feel inclined to rescue
from magazine obscurity, and transfer to
the world of daily journalism. He said :
"There is something melancholy in the
chase for office, when we reflect that the
vast majority must como to disappoint-
ment. The same amount of struggle in
some straightforward business would give
a man surer livelihood, easier conscience
and higher respectability." Allwhich is
wellenough and true inone sense, and very
pointedly put. But there is insufficient
justification for the sweeping charge with
which he followsitup. "Tobe a success-
ful politician, in our day, sn much lying
and stealing and bribery are considered
necessary, that generally by the time a

man haa been ten or fifteen years inpolitics
he has nomore principle to surrender.

"
The

tendency of the machine in poli-
tics is vicious —professional office-seek-
ing is demoralizing. But to class
oil successful politicians as unprinci-
pled is without warrant in reason
or fact. Allcitizens should be politicians,
and in one sense successful ones. They
should take an interest in public affairs,
intelligently, shrewdly and vigorously so.
They should manifest the same concern in
the selection of officials and the establish-
ment of the policy of the country and in
tbo administration of public departments
and the welfare of the masses that the
conscientious ruler in a monarchy should,
who feels bis responsibility and does not
delegate his powers to the unprincipled
class, for here the citizen is the ruler, and
the aggregate judgment of citizens form .
the edict of the only sovereign we recog-
nize. Rightly viewed and rightly pursued
then, political action, policies and con-
teats being a necessity in our formof gov-
ernment, should be engaged in by every
true citizen. Politics should form a por-
tion of his study—

he cannot afford toper-
mit a class inwhich he has no confidence
to usurp his right in this respect, or to ab-
sorb his privilege. The citizens whose in-
tegrity is of such a delicate character that
they dare not become active in the
political field for fear their white robes

'
may be soiled, and who will not act
with those who deem politics a part of the ]
governmental system demanding the >
thought, attention. and oontrol of the oon

'
\u25a0cientious, are of the class that will, J
when occasion offers, manifest vicionsness _
and dishonesty inany walk, and do not i

need the opportunities political activity
'

affords to becomo pronounced scoundrels.
We invariably suspect the citizen of in-
sincerity who declares that the filthy
pool of politics is too miry for "Aim." If

'
it is foul, it isbis bonnden duty to bend hit

'
• i

energies to its purification, and no other ,
agency will accomplish it. Because the i
temptations in political life are very great, 1

because the vicious and unprincipled avail
'

of the opportunities offered, because the !
professional office-seekers make politics a ,
trade and sink self-respect and princi-

.pie in tho business, are precisely the
reasons why a loftystandard of ;itizenship

'
should be sot op, and every effort made on
the part of non-professional politicians to ,
maintain it. We want open, honest, cour- <

a^eous engagement in politics by men who
'

realize that the State has some claim upon
'

them, and that to it they owe a solemn •

duty which is continuing and never to be !
discharged. By such, machine politics
may be reduced to the minimum of influ-
ence, the vicious and the unprincipled be ,

driven into obscurity or compelled' to ac i

knowledge the power and domination of '

the right-thinking and sincere. The men
'

who are so pure and so fearful of contam-
'

ination that they must needs withdraw ,
themselves frompolitics and leave the field I
to the professional, the boss and the ma-
chinist, are the men who are primarilyand
finally responsible for the degradation of

'

politics, and whatever of evil that in con- •

sequence may be visited upon tho country, i

At least, if the majority is vicious and \u25a0

wrong-headed, as Mr. Arnold would bare
'

us believe, it is all the more incumbent
that the pure remnant should buckle on
the armor and enter the lists in resistance
\u25a01 the cvil—and for that minority !,
politics have tno contaminating influence.

"
What we really want in politics," in

short, "is the gentleman," said Dr. Hoi.
land years ago. "If our political men
were only gentlemen, and ifthey were no
more than ordinarily intelligent, we should
findour political affairs ina good condition
and the great questions that stand before
as in a fair way of being properly ad-
justed. A gentleman is a person who
knows something of the world ;who pos-

sesses dignity and self-respect ; who recog-
nizes the rights of others and the duties he

owes to society in all its relations ;who

wouldas soon commit suicide as stain his
palm with a bribe; who would not de-
grade himself by intrigues. There are
various types of the gentleman, and the
higher the type the better the politician."

Andlet us add for this day, that there are

now,as there always have been, gentlemen in

politics;men who enter the political field
pure, and remain in it clean, despite the
temptations that assail them, but which
are, after all, not so very much greater than
are manifest inother affairs all wo need
is more such men to come out and engage
in the politicalaction of the day. There is
duty prefatory tothe ballot;the good citi-
zen does not permit the vicious and selfish
class to matte up the tickets and content

himself with choosing between evils on
election day ;on the contrary, he gives his
influence tothe proper shaping of matters
before election, that he may have nothing

withwhich to reproach himself after elec-
tion.

GETTING T HINGS"IN SHAPE."

It is seriously believed that an era
of bulldozing is again to bo entered
upon. Anegro citizen jostled a white cit-
izen at Danville, Va. He apologized; an-
other man rebuked him ;a pistol was

drawn ;a fight followed, and the result
was the shooting down of five negroes, a

riotand the declaration of martial law on
the eve of an election, and the non-appear-

ance of the negroes at the polls. Of course
there was some wrong on the negro side,

but it has not appeared that itwas of a
character to justify the extreme measures
taken. What the negroes subsequently
gathered together for was evidently to

counsel with each other for protection
from what they believed to be men who
intended to blot them out. It is the most

natural thing in the worldfor those of an
oppressed race tosecretly counsel one with
another. The whole affair grew out of a
trivialmatter. There is noevidence what-
ever to show that the negroes intended to

"rise." They are poor, ignorant, fearful,
but not such fools as to dream of

"
rising"

against the laws which secure to them such
rights as they have. But the matter served
the ends of the politician., aud was made
the most of. Itis apparent that the Bour-
bons are getting things into shape in the

South for the control of the negre vote

next year, and ifnot the control, then in-
timidation. That Virginia was carried for
them through the fears of the negro is now
no longer questioned.

Take the Copiah case. In Copiah coun-
ty, Mississippi, Mathews

—
a negro of more

than usual shrewdness
—organized the

negro vote against the Democrats, as he
had a right to do. He was killed at the

polls for his success. Then, on the 7th,
the whites assembled at Hazelhurst, and
resolved, among other things :

That Itis necessary to the safety of society and
the welfare of allraces and classes tuat the Matthews
familyshall keep out of politics in Copiah county.

That from henceforth no man or set of men shall
organize the negro race against the whites in this
county, and ifitshall be attempted in the future
we hereby givenotice that itshall be at the peril of
the person or persons attempting so to do.

That we do hereby pledge ourselves, each to the
other, our lives and fortunes and our sacred honor,
that we will all and Individuallyfrom henceforth
hold ourselves inreadiness to enforce the foregoing
resolutions.

That a committee be appointed to present a copy
of these resolutions to the brothers aud sons of the
late J. P. Matthews, and that the came be published
in the Copiah Siynal and the Crystal ings li-
tem.

The resolutions call for no comment —
they speak for themselves.

To supplement these recitals we have by
yesterday's dispatches accounts of barbar-
ities inthe s.me section tbat almost sur-
pass belief. Itis related that an aged man
was whipped with GOO lashes, and another,
aged GO, was shot, allfor political faith. We
ould wish that it was known that exag-
geration has been indulged in in these later
statements, but that political persecution
has commenced there is no question. We
are not at once prepared to charge upon
the national Democratic party that these
acts are the results of its deliberate policy,
but since they are invariably directed
against men who are not Democrats, the
party cannot escape the odium. It has
oce method left it of vindicating itself:
let its leaders officially pursue the men

who have entered upon bulldozing prac-
tices, and by bringing them to punishment
put their seal of condemnation upon the re-
newal of the persecution policy. Failing
to do this they willbe held to have acqui-
esced. In the meantime let the negro in
the South take warning. He must not
organize against the political wishes of the

men at the South who claim to represent
the

''
respectable" element ;itis a crime to

do so. He must not contest in the politi-
cal lists there ;itmeans the lash or death.

CALIFORNIA.

A Salt Tor Twenty Millions.
San Fbancisco, November 20 th.

—
An im-

portant suit, involving £29,000,000, was com-
menced to-day in the United States Circuit
Court by James M.Gray and others, resi-
dents of Virginia,heirs of John Bowie Gray,
deceased, against the Quicksilver Mining
Company. It appears from ths allegations
of the bill inequity that in1850 all the mines
and minerals worked by the Quicksilver
Mining Company were held in trust by John
Bowie Gray, Knowles Taylor and Robert J.
Walker for themselves, Commodore Kobert
T. Stockton and others, and Gray was inter-
ested under the trust to the extent cf three-
eights. Walker, although bound by the
trust, conveyed his interest to the defendant's
grantor and, as ie alleged, such conveyance
made the defendant a trustee for Gray and
others. In 1861 G.ay died in New York.
The company, in 1864, desiring to get Gray's
heirs out cf the way, induced one cf their
own employes, a man named Christopher E.
Hawley. to administer the estate of Gray in
Santa Clara county. The company gave all
the bonds, payed all the expenses, presented
false claims against the estate and got their
administrator to sell the property to the com-
pany for $27,775, when it was worth $100.-
--000. The bill further alleges that this was
during the rebellion ;that the heirs were liv-
inginVirginia: that they relied on the as-
surance of Walker, the co-trustee of Gray
and the representative of the company, up to
within a year, tbat the administration was
fair and honest*, but have since discovered
the fraud connected withthe matter, whereby
the company acted as administrator of the
estate, and sold the property to itself.

Fruit-Growers' Convention.
San Fraucisco, November 20th.— The

third annual convention of the Fruit Grow-
ers of California, conducted under the
auspices of the State Board of Horticultural
Commissioners, commenced this morning at
the rooms of the Chamber of Commerce at11
o'clock. The Convention willlast three days,
Agreat deal cf interest was manifested in the
proceedings, many prominent fruit-growers
from different parts of the State being pres-
ent. The attendance numbered* about fifty.

S. F. Chapin, State Inspector of Fruit
Pests of the State Board of Horticultural
Commissioners, called the Convention to
order. He briefly stated its object to be the
discussion of the best methods of fruitculti-
vation, the destruction of enemies of fruit,
and the reading of papers on those subjects.
Nominations for temporary President were
declared inorder. Professor Dwinelle nom-
inated Professor E. W. Hilgard of the Uni-
versity, but he declined, owing to physical
inability, and proposed E. J. Wickson, editor

.of the Pacific Rural Press, lot the position.
Mr. Wickson was elected. A. H. Webb,
Secretary of the State Board cf Horticultural
Commissioners, was selected as temporary
Secretary.

Some discussion then ensued as to perma-
nent organization and order of busin.s.. A
motion was made to appoint a committee to
perform both offices, but this was amended
by Mr. Chapin to authorize the Chr.ir to ap-
point two committees of five.

On motion of Prof. Hilgard, the Chief
Executive Horticultural Officer cf the State,
Matthew Cooke, was appointed on both com-
mittees.

The Chair selected the following:On per-
manent organization

Messrs. Haines, John-

ston, Cooke, Hatch and De Long. On order

Messrs. Dwineile, West, Buck,

Ceates and Mile..
The Convention then took a recess until1

o'clock.
Upon reassembling, E. J. Wickson was

elected President, A.H. Webb Secretary, A.
I.Perkins a.sis'ant Secretary, and William
Johnston, of Sacramento, W. H.Jessop, of
Alameda, L.W. Buck, of Solano, J. A.Wil-
cox, of Santa Clara, Matthew Cooke, of Sac-
ramento, and V.. W. Hilgard, of the Uni-
versity of California, Trustees.

The order of business was adopted.
Horace Davis, President of the Chamber

of Commerce, addressed the meeting briefly.
Prof. Hilgard. President of the State Horti-
cultural Society, spoke on behalf of that
body, and A.B. Hatch, of the committee <n
fruitstatistics, made a report, recommending
the appointment of a committee of one from
each large fruit-growing district to gather in-
formation for the benefit of growers. The
meeting proceeded to discuss the report.

Landing of Chinese.
San Fbancisco, November 20tb.—The

Chinese on the Peking were landed with a
ru.h to-day on affidavits. Mostof them were
Chinese, reinforced by Colonel Bee. About
twenty got through to-day, atd itis efpected
about thirty more willbe landed to-morrow.

The San Francisco Money Market.

San Francisco, November 20th.— The
Hibemia Savings and Loan Society renews
its offer this week to loan money on approved
cityreal estate at -per cent. The other local
banks have been trying to get 7 per cent, of
late, and have succeeded in some cases, as
th. probably will in the future. Regular
commercial discounts are quoted at 7 per
cant, as a rule, but there is no hesitancy in
exacting 8 per cent, whenever it is possible
without losing a customer. Several good loans
are reported this week at 8 percent. Private
capitalists are not so far below the banks'
marking rates as they were a few months ago.
The demand for exchange is good, both on
New York and Hongkong. Several large
grain bills bave recently been sold in New
York for San Francisco account. Dealers
complain of poor returns on Mexican dollars
of late, but the market is steadier at the
close. Domestic exchange is quoted at 15@20
cents premium for sight drafts on New York,
and 25 cents for telegrams. Bank bills on
London are drawn at 49g_, for 60 data;
commercial tills on London, 49|@50d. R;-
fined silver, 13J@14J per cent, discount.

The Cotton-Stanford Case.
Santa Hosa, November 20th.— Inthe Col-

toa case this afternoon witness Douty testi-
fied that the interest on the bonds of the
Northern Railroad, San Pablo and Tulare
Railroad, San Francisco, Oakland and Ala-
meda Railroad, Amador branch and Berke-
ley extension, bad always been promptly
paid ;that all the bonds issued by the North-
ern Railroad passed into the posses-ion of the
Western Development Company, and no sale
was ever made of them until April19, 18S3
C.unsel then asked what these bonds realized
at that Bale, whereupon Mr. McAllister ob-
jected, that the time was too remote from the
27th of August, 1875, to throw any lightupon
the value of tbo.e bonds at tbe date of the
compromise. During the argument which
ensued the Courtintimated that the objection
would be sustained, and plaintiff's counsel
reluctantly withdrew tbe question. Witness,
continuing bis testimony, stated that the
Northern Pacific was rented and operated by
the Central Pacific Railroad Company, and
that from February 28, 1881, to and. includ-
ing March 14, 1883, it had paid three divi-
dends, aggregating $624,142 25, and that tbe
San Pablo and Tulare Railroad, during the
same lime, paid $362,895 individends. Plain-
tiffs counsel then demanded Mr.Hunting-
ton's statement for March, 1879, and the ac-
companying vouchers, which were produced
by defendants' counsel. Th.examination of
these documents lasted until the hour of ad-
journment, and resulted merely in the piling
up of figures, the witness having no personal
knowledge r.f the disbursements to which
they referred. Adjourned until to morrow
morning.

The Santa Crux Harder Trial.
Santa Cms, November 20:h.— trial

of the Jaris case was returned this morning.
The facts elicited are, briefly, that the de-
ceased, Alfred K. Clement

—
an employe of

the paper mill at Corralitoj— wett to the
town of Watsonville about the 15;h of July
last, and got on a protracted spree. While
asleep in a chair in front of a chop-house, at
which defendant Jaris was a cook, he was dis-
turbed by Jaris tickling bis neck with a
straw. Atthis Clement became greatly en-
raged, made threats against Jaris, and went
,home toCorralito*. He returned tothe chop-
house on the next day with a pistol, sought
out Jaria and renewed his threats with in-
creased violence, when Jaris, in a frenzy of
fright and excitement, fired the shot wbich
resulted in the death of Clement within a
few hours. Anegro boy named Derrick was
the only witness to the shooting. Tbe day
was mostly consumed in the examination
until 4 o'clock, when the people rested.

Another Murder Trial InStockton.
Stockton, November 20;h-

—
To day eight

jurors were obtained in the case of Abe Tur-
cott, charged with tbe murder of Julius Dei-
trich in this city tbe latter part of last Sep-
tembtr. The panel was exhausted, and a
venire for forty-five more jurors was issued,
returnable at 2 o'clock to-morrow afternoon.

A.School-Teacher lh Trouble.
_. Stockton, November 20th.— This after-
noon a teacher of a public school near Clem-
ents was arrested on a charge of malicious
mischief, and bail fixed at $1,000. Tully.
the teacher, claim* that he entered into a
contract with the Trustees to teach the school
ten months, but that after he had taught four
months he was discharged without cause, and
charges them witha breach of contract, He
took session of Iho school-house last Mon-
day, and refused to vacate ;hence bis arrest.

He waa lodged in jail this evening, and .will
give bail to-morrow. He declares he will

Assault with latent to Commit Harder.

Nevada, November 20th.
—

The examina-
tion of William Fellew, Edward Crase and
John Scoble, charged with assault with in-
tent to murder, commenced yesterday morn-
ing before Judge Caldwell of - the Superior
Court. A week or so ago defendants threw
dirt, rock and timbers down a mining shaft
into which James Wales had descended a
short time before, and itis alleged that they
did so with the intention of either killing
him outright or with the expectation of im-
prisoning him so tbat he would not get out
alive. Wales was shut up in the shaft quite
a while, and would probably have perished
had not friends dug bim oat. Ithappened
that one of the timbers thrown down lodged
across the incline some distance from the
bottom,' thus preventing the passage of the
rocks and dirt beyond that jint. The shaft
in question is located on ground that is
claimed by both the Nevada Mining Com-
pany and the Empire Mining Company, in
relation to which .a suit is new pending.
Wales is an employe of the former company,
and Fellew, Scoble and Crase of the latter.
Pellew has been discharged. On Friday
Judge Caldwell willvisit the ground where
the shaft is located, and willthen decide as
to the culpability of the other two.

1nuns Man Drowned.
Mendocino, November 20th.—L.st Thurs-

day noon George Allen, aged 24 years, while
out hunting, was drowned inBigriver, about
fivemiles from its month. His absence was
not noticed till Saturday night, and Sunday
morning search was made and his body found
in the river. His funeral on Monday was
very largely attended. He leaves a father,
mother and a sister, all residing in this place.

Death InPlacer County.
Lincoln, .November 20th.—Henry John-

son, an old resident of this State, died here
to-day. He claimed to be a brother of J.
Neely Johnson, former Governor of Cali-
fornia, None of his relatives livein this
county, and their address is unknown.

THEDIXON DISASTER.

Business Portion of the Town Destroyed

by Fire.
Abont 6:30 p. M.Monday a fire broke ont

inthe Pearson building, Dixon. A strong
north wind was blowing at the time, and in
less than five minntes the entire building
was enveloped in flames. The fire company
was on hand promptly, but the building and
its contents were all of such inflammable
material that no power an earth could stay
the progress of the fire. The flames next
communicated with the railroad depot,
Union Hall and the Tribune building, and
from there they spread with such rapidity
that in less than an hour the best business
block inthe city was in ashes. Eppinger &
Co. lose their entire stock of goods. Miller *.
Levy also lost everything. King's hotel and
nearly all the contents were totallydestroyed,
and many of the boarders barely escaped
withlh. clothes on their backs. Tbe Arcade
hotel was saved after a hard fight. The Bap-
tist Church was saved, but Dr. Trafton's res-
idence, south of it, was totally destroyed.
The interior of the bank al. caught fire, but
was extinguished after a very hard struggle.
Eppinger &Co.'s store was saved. The losers
are : Moye & Co., an immense stock of
musical instruments and- furniture; Eppin-
ger &Co.'s entire stock ; the Tribune build-
ing, totally destroyed ;Pythian Castle ; J.
W. Gotten, real estate ; Mrs. J. W. Cot-
ten's millinery; Misses Blakesly &
Kline, dressmakers ;Levy &Miller's entire
stock of dry goods ; Kochford & Williams'
meat market, Brinkerhoff & King's hotel,
Lambert's law < ffi.e, Uardie &Ames, saloon ;
Wright Bros., meat market ;B. F.Newby,
shooting gallery ; S. N. Davidson, jewelry
stor. ;W. H.Roberts, groceries ;C. Schir-
mer, hardware ; Raymond &Coha, barbers ;
F. A. Schmitzlein, saloon ; W. Van Sant,
grocer ;E. J. Mcßride, drugs Wm. Hall,
postoffice ; Miss M. D. Sterne, milliner;
Goodman & Co., entire stock of general
merchandise; W. R. Ferguson, hardware,
and also twodwelling-houses ;James Hardy,
dwelling-house ;Abe Hammer, bowling alley;
Con. Eunney, stable; A. Kirby, dwelling-
house ; Masonic Hall; J. Lyons, dwelling-
house ; A. Fisher, stable ; Dr. Trafton,
dwelling-house and barn. Many people are
houseless and homeless. In twenty minutes
after the telegraph office was destroyed an
office was established in a box car. The
Tribune will resume publication next week.
The citizens take the great loss as philosoph-
icallyas possible, and the spirit of enterprise
is so great that out of the lashes Dixon will
soon rise again more substantial and prosper-
ous than ever. The losses aggregate $230,000.
