A MILLENNIAL PERIOD.

-Mr. Abram S. Hewitt, to whom we have
not been accustomed to look for unselfish
political sentiment, and who has never been
our ideal model of statesmanship, has just
given utterance to co exalted a sentiment,
that, indeed, the political world stands

silent and awe-struck inthe effort to grasp

itin allits breath and marvelous grandeur.
He declares that he cannot consent to be-
come a candidate for the Presidency of
the United States, because he ''don't wish

to strive, or seem to strive, for a post that
should be filled by a man who can look
over and beyond the mere distribution of
spoils, and grasp the fact that our Govern-
ment is the prototype for the world's future
governments."

The country will feel relieved to know
that Mr. Hewittis out of the way, that he
is cognizant of his own modesty ; but
it will be puzzled somewhat to know
whether his declaration is not, after all,in
the nature of a confession of weakness and
want of faith intbe possible attainment he

desires. Does this astute politician mean
to tell us that he cannot "look over and
beyond the mere distribution of the spoils?"
Or does he mean to implythat he can, but
that he fears his fellow-citizens would not
give bim credit for such lofty virtue ':

Docs he intend to convey the idea tbat in

the history of the nation we have never
had a President who fills the ideal he cre-
ates He would be safe, probably, in so
declaring without ambiguity, for withpossi-
bly a solitary exception party has been
cot only the servant but the master of
Presidents, in greater or less degree.

We confess that we cannot look forward
to the time when party shall have no influ-
ence in the choice of a President ;and
while we desire to see the spoils system
eliminated, we have nosort of an idea that
Presidents who owe their success to party
support will ever be chosen who will
wholly ignore the system of politic_ re-
wards. IfMr. Hewitt would have us un-
derstand that he does not refer to the re-
cognition by a President ofmen repiesent-
•tire of the sentiment that his election
signifies the people desire to dominate the
country, as contra-distinguished from a
President who will use the patronage of
his office to fatten party leeches, and ad-
minister his trust to advance party ends
first, then we can imagine Bueh a state of
political perfection as will result in the
choice of sujh a man. But to arrive at
this stage of exaltation must not the coun-
try choose its President irrespective of par-
ty, and is not that an impossibility !We
think so. Mr.Hewitt's idea, in short, is
too great a one for this age, or for many
that are to come ;indeed, it may not be
going too far to say that itis an idea inad-
vance of and beyond a pnre democracy,
and gives us a faint glimpse of a possible
millennial period, after the lapse of eons
of time when the whole people shall be of
one mind, and there shall be no unsound
majority

and no sound "remnant."

THE NEW STANDARD AND ITS OP-
PONENTS.

mi- _.*!•. .The foolish people at the E»st who ob-
ject to the new standard of time are very
much like those of olden time who perse-
cuted the discoverers of -natural laws.
Even in California, at a not distant day,
strange as itmay seem, a teacher inone of
the cow counties was dismissed by a school
directory for insisting upon the rotundity
of the earth. Several -.astern officials
have made asses of themselves by invoking ]
the law to prevent people from setting j
their clocks according to the new standard
of time, which we have heretofore fully j
explained. These sillymen willpresently :
realiz. that the world will go around as !
ever, withont regard to them, that the
people will regulate their clocks and
watches according to any standard they
choose, and that there is, nor can there be,

S Any legal restraint put upon them to tbe
contrary. The new standards are based
upon scientific principles, contribute to the
general convenience, tend to prevent com-

'
plications in dispatching trains, and will
lessen the perplexities of travelers going !
from east to west, or west to east, con-
cerning the differences intime-tables. The
step takon is a progressive one, snd though \u25a0

small, is an indication of advancement ina
line of march :along which;the feeble ob-

jactions of old fogies jwillbe scattered to
molder, and testify to the stubbornness
and folly of ignorance.

THE CHARITABLE SEASON.

At this season of the year there is a
more earnest appeal made upon those able
to give, to contribute to the wants of the
poor. There is much to be done of real
good by diecreet and well-directed con-
tributions, and much of evil by careless
and indiscriminate almsgiving. The best
method of helping the poor ie to aid them

to help themselves, and the majority of
them are able to do so. But there are

needs that can be answered only by direct
contributions of food, clothing, money and
medicines. Those cases are byfar the best
reached through the medium of organized
and unselfish charitable relief associations.

Oar whole system of disbursing charity is
faulty. In greater part it begins wrong,

and its operations are unequal and fail of

the ends aimed at. Bat this is not a mat-
ter now to be discussed. Inthe absence of
a system which should make aid to the de-
serving poor an equal burden, there re-

main only the associations of kindly men
and wo men that undertake touse the funds
given incharity to the best advantage. In-

discriminate giving of money to beggars
but adds to the army of mendicants and
augments real misery, while the really de-
serving ate robbed of aid intended forthem.
The independent associations that dis-
burse charitable contributions in this State
are, we believe, wellconducted and worthy

the public confidence. Throngh them the
poor willbe best aided during the ap-
proaching winter. They are .better pre-
pared than others to economize charitable
funds, to investigate doubtful cases, to

resist imposition, and to enable the able-

bodied poor to secure remunerative wort.

AN ENGLISH EXPERIMENT.

English authority comes to the support
of the propositiotf to employ women in
postoffices. The experiment appears to
have worked well in England, We have
the word of the Spectator for it that they

are civil,obligingand well-behaved, and it
adds that there certainly has been "a dis-
tinct gain of civility and obligingness
wherever female clerks have been substi-
tuted for male." It is clear that the ex-

periment in England has been successful.
No postal system is more complete inde-
tails, more exact inoperation, more mathe-
matical in all its ramifications, than the
English. It is pre-eminently the best
postal service inthe world. Itis therefore

the very best in which to severely test the
capacity of woman as an employe. The
evidence is that she is equal to postoffice
work, and the probability is that the Eng-

lish willcontinue her in the new position.
Prejudice should not be allowed to bar the
door to any employment in which women
m»t* properly engage. Such women as are
employed in costal work in the United
States have, we be_---ve, been quite as suc-

cessful as men in like pos'f'Ons, Rod ifa

few have failed, the fact is nothing com-
pared to the many men who have illad-
ministered public trusts.

A GOOD SUGESTION.

A San Jose paper urges the repeal of our
laws Vfbicb permit marriages to be con-
tracted by secret agreements. It is a
timely protest against a loose and sense-

less system. We should recognize no mar-

riage within the State not first authorized
by issuance of license, nor any to which a

church or civil oCcial has not given the
solemnity of his declaration and record.
Marriage is an institution lyingso close at
the base of sll good government, so essen-
tially a matter in which the State has a
profound interest, that its contracting

should be surrounded with some of the
forms of solemnity. As it now is, the
contract system is an invitation to fraud,
renders possible raids upon the estates of
deceased rich men and women, may be used
toassistblackmailing-chemes, detracts from
the dignityof the marriage relation, and

tends to break down the barriers that
guard society from degeneracy.

LOSING GROUND.

Itappears that inlowa the Prohibi*J,on.
ists willnot have sufficient strength in the
Legislature, after all, to cs;_y out extreme
measures. The majority ig found, on a
canvass made, to be opposed to resubmit-
ting the prohibition constitutional amend-
ment. AUthat can be done is to pass a
stringent law, liable to repeal, of course, by

the next Legislature. This is due to the
acts of the Prohibitionists themselves,
whose extreme demands have begun to
weaken their own party. The Ohio Pro-
hibitionists inlikemanner lost ground. In
that State there is now an anti-temperance
majority in the Legislature, and it will re-

main for two years.•

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The Yosemite Commission. . . :-,
San Frascisco, November 21st.— The Yosemite

Commissioners met to-day, W. H. Millspresiding in
the absence of Governor Stonecuan. Dr. MeLane,
President of the Coulterville and Yosemite Turn-
pike Company, asked the Hoard to ta_e the road off
the company's hands for 810,0.0, sieging that the
company was formed with the understanding that it
was to have the exclusive right to enter the valley
from the north Bide of the Merced river,but that
the Legislature had deprived itof that right, in the
absence of a specific clause inthe contract.

TUe Stanford Suit.
Santa Rosa, November Slst. —Mr.Douty's direct

examinaiiou in the Colton ease is stillprogressing.
This morning was devoted to the examination of
further cash and journal vouchers, relating mostly
to the building of the Southern Rai road of Arizona
and the payment of large sums of money to Gen-
eral Phineas Banniig, from which counsel are en-
deavoring to prove the expenditure of a large sum
of money for preliminary surveys through Arizona,
and propose arguing th_,t the Western Development
Company was interested Inthe construction of the
road, although itwas built by the Pacific Improve-
ment Company.

After recess, Mr.D.uty testified that voucher No.
1,713, relating to a credit onMr. Banning'- account
of$238,575, represented his salary account at $500
per month, and traveling expenses, aad that the
books of the Western Development Company showed
a further credit of$17,862 *!_, which left a balance
of $26,450 unaccounted for.

less accidents, as every one knows, arise
from the use of matches. To obtain light
without employing them, and so without
the danger of setting things on fire, an in-
genius contrivance is now used by the
watchmen of Paris in allmagazines where
explosive or inflammable materials are kept.

. Any one may easily make a trial of it.
Take an oblong phial of the whitest and
clearest glass, and put into it a piece of
phosphorus about the size of a pea. Four
some olive oilheated to the boilingpoint
upon the phosphorus ; fillthe phial about
one-third full, and then cork it tightly.
To use this novel light,remove the cork,
allow the air to enter the phial, and then
recork it. The empty space in the phial
will become luminous, and tbe light ob-
tained will be equal to that of a
lamp. When the light grows dim
its power can be increased by
taking out the cork, and allowing a fresh
supply ofair toenter the phial. In winter
itIs sometimes pecessary to heat the phial
between the hands inorder to increase the
fluidity of the oil. The apparatus thus
prepared may be used for six months.• m
