THE WONDERS OPTHE HUMANEAR.

Such scientists as Helmholtz and Conte j
and De B'.ainville and Rank and Buck
have attempted to walk the Appian Way
of the human ear, but the mysterious path
way has never been fully trodden but by
two feet

—
the foot of Bound and the foot of

God. Three ears on each side of the head
the external ear, the middle ear, the in-

ternal ear, but allconnected by moat won-
derful telegraphy.

The external ear in all ages adorned by
precious stones or precious metals. The
Temple of Jerusalem partly built by the
contribution of ear-ring", and Homer, in
the "Iliad," speaks of Hera, "the three
bright drops, her glittering gems suspended
from the ear;" and many of the adorn-
ments of our day are only copies of ear-
jewels foind in Pompeiian museum and
Ktruscao vase.
