Besides the theater, the building contained
twohotels, kept by Hartman and Loch!, and situated
on either side ol the main entrain There were
forty guests in Hartman's Hotel and a smaller num.
her in Loehl's, ail of whom escaped without dith-
culty. No one was In the theater at tin- time, the
performance having dosed at 10:45, nor were there
any remaining at the Thalia Theater, situated
directly opposite Hie Windsor, on the Bowery. The
wholo fire department of lbs district wa? summoned
bya general alarm, but the efforts of the firemen
were at first greatly impeded by the peculiar struc-
ture of the buildiiigand by the elevated railroad
structure, which pissed in front of ttts theater. The
trains, however, wen finallystopped, and the fire-
men enabled to work more effectively by taking

h se to the top of the structure. The fire had
gained such headway by this time that
it was useless to attempt to gave the building,
and they turned their attention to the surrounding
bOUtes. A number of small tenement houses in the
rear, on Christie street, were threatened. Sven
effort was made to save them. Out their close prox-
imity to the theater tendered this doubtful. The
theater building was owned o> William A.Martin,
No. 16 East Thirty-eighth street, and valued hi
iaoo,ooo. The insurance is unknown. The tbeiter
was leased two years ago by John A.Stevens and
Frank B. Murtha, and at the present time the play
of "My Partner

was running there. Previous

to this it was known tor many years as the
Stadt Theater. It hail the largest seating
capacity el an} theater in the city, 3,100. This the-
ater was the popular place of amusement among the
poorer classes on the* east side of the city, and was
frequently crowded to repletion. The means ofexit
were not gOOd, and ifthe fire bad occurred during a
performance the loss Of lifemutt have been appal-
ling, It bad been erected about eighteen years,
was lightly constructed, and net considered safe by
the fireorpolice departments. At a late hour itis re-
ported that tbs fire is st-.1l ragtag with unabated
fury,and in all probability tho whole block will be
destroyed.
