cents, But would ot this be equalized by
the lessened interest on the new bonds?

CALIFORNIA.

Colton vs. Stanford.

SasTA Rosa, December 5th.—In the case of Col-
ton vs. Stanford, this morning, J. L. Wileutt took
the stand, and testified that he was Secretary of the
S. P. R. R. and the reads consolidated with it ; that
shares of stock in the different corporations stood in
his name to qualify him to act as Director ; that the
original capital stock was $40,000,000, but was in-
creased to $90,000,000, owing to the consolidations.
As Director of the companies he never opposed the
views of Mr. Crockor and his associates, as they co-
incided with his own ideas of what was right in the
premises. The Directors’ meetings were always
harmonious, hut the monthly settlements often led
to trouble between the Secretaries cf the various
corporations, each Secretary trying to do his best
for his own particular department.

Frank Shay testified that he was in the employ of
tke Central Pacific, and had been Governor Stan-
ford's Private Secretary ; that he had made a dili-
zent search for letters written to Governor Stanford
by C. P. Huntington in 1878 aud 1279, but failed to
find them ; that his search included Governor Stan-
ford’s li‘lr:xr_\' and the basemeunt of his residence on
California street.

S. P. Gage was next called. He testified in regard
to matters in California and Nevada in the interest
of the Central and Southern Pacific; that lie was a
Director of both roads, and had stock standing in
his name to-qualify him to act; that he never voted
differently from what he would have done were he
the bona fide owner of the stock, and was never re-
quested to do so by any of the defendants.

W. V. Huntington testified that he came to Cali-
foraia in 1577, at his uncle’s suggestion, and since
then has been Secretary for several minor railroads,
Director of others, and President of the Northern
Railway. Pending his examination the Court took

1he
plural marriages of Mormons are not recognized by
Territorial laws, and could not be dissolv: efl) Com-

missions, edicts, armies or any other earthly power.
They are ec i tical, perpetual, eternal, until the
Mormons become recreant to their faith with high
heaven. These unions are recognized by the Al-
mighty Being, who established them for the benefit
of His people and the fullness of His glory. The
Presideut’s remarks on Utah polygamy will not add
force too his message nor credit to his statesman-
ship. They are a scp to bigots and a breath to the
flame of popular passion. It is doubtful if it will
bave a pract:cal bearing on Congress. It will cer-
tainly create no commotion among the God-fearing
people of Utah.” The same paper throws a sop to
the Democrats, and hopes they will defeat the meas-
ure in the House.
