HE BANK SECURITY.

The suggestion of Comptroller Knox,in-
dorsed by the President, with regard to
national bank security, grows upon the
people aad is being approved generally by
•11 save the Grccnbackcrs, who will not
open their eyes to the fact that the sun
has risen and that yesterday is not to-day.
Itis admitted that there must be security
for the circulation in the form of Govern-
ment bonds. The idea of a deposit of
foreign securities has been abandoned as
altogether impracticable. The greater dif-
ii.ulty is the provision for the future'
Thus far all the theoretical plans have ig-
nored the future. They do not even aug-
g>st what sb&U be done to secure the
circulation when the bonds of the Govern-
ment shall all mature and be absorbed by
payment of the debt. At that time the
banks willbe more closely interwoven than

ever withthe financial and commercial in-
terests of the country, and the matter of
securing the circulation will be a more

difficult problem than now. Itought to

be possible to legislate for the future a*,

this time—to set up a system that shall

mean perpetuity. Unless it is worthy of
perpetnation the whole banking scheme
had better be now abandoned, and the
country be tnrned over to the faith-money

and greenback theorists. The issuance of
long-time bonds, which seemed to many the

most reasonable, does not appear to meet

withsuch favor as the plan to repeal the

tax and permit issue to 00 per cent, of
market value of the deposited security, as

measnred by the preceding year's lowest
quotation. But this scheme only puts off
for a time, possibly no longer than IS9I,

when the 4* per cents are redeemable, the
inevitable question, How shall the circu-
lation of notes be maintained inthe future ?

Of course, withthe contraction that Is now
going on, and that must continue under
the system proposed by the Comptroller,
we willbe told that gold can come in
and supply the needed circulation. But
the country does not desire it,and there
exists the doubt as to the supply. Sil-
ver willnot and should not be acceptable
either. The banking system alone sup-
plies the need, and that mnst be perpetu-
ated. Ithas served the country well, and
there is no reason for its abandonment
until it isshown that something better can
be substituted.

QUARANTINE OF NEAT CATTLE.

While English meat-dealers and stock-
raieera are protesting against the importa-
tion of cattle from America for fear of the
introduction of disease, our own people
are awake to the fact that Itry rigid quar-
antine is necessary for our protection also.
Quarantine stations are now established,
says the Secretary of the Treasury, at
Portland, Me., Boßton, New York and
Baltimore. Recently, too, in San Fran-
cisco, we saw a :ine large lot of blood
stock held in quarantine there, having
just arrived from the South Pacific. The
Secretary informs the public that impor-
tations for ISS3 have been much larger
than in former ycare, snd that rigid quar-

autine is now a necessity to protect our

herds and docks from infection with the
foot and mouth disease, the lung plague,
or pleuro-pneumonia, etc. The quarantine
should also be enforced against swine,
sheep and goats. But it appears that
there is no law to justify it, the statute
conferring authority only as to neat cat-

tie. The Secretary says : "Itis believed
that the knowledge that our Government
is enforcing a rigid quarantine, to prevent

the importation of contagious diseases
from abroad, is already exercising a saln-
tary effect upon public opinion in Great
Britain. Perseverance in itis likely to in-
duce Great Britain to rescind her order for
immediate slaughter of cattle exported
thither from the United States, which is a
hindrance to our exporters." Itisprobable
that the present Congress willconfer upon the
Treasury Department ample authority to
protect our cattle, sheep and hogß fromim-
ported diseases. The recent Cattle Dealers r

Convention in Chicago was unanimous in
its recommendation that laws be enacted
covering the whole question, and of the
most liberal character, to the end that
rigid quarantine may be enforced and the
spread of disease made improbable. The
suggestion is made that England and the
United States should co-operate in the
close domestic inspection of cattle for ex-

port from the United .Statee, American
and British inspectors operating together
at the points of shipment. This sugges-
tion seems to be wile, and if adopted will
settle all the present ditiiculty about in-
fected cattle.

THE APACHES.

('\u25a0ereral Crook in his annual report, say
the dispatches, comes to the defense of the
Apauhes. He alleges that the Indians have
had good reasons for their complaints, and
that they have exhibited remarkable for-
bearance, for they have been aggravated
beyond meaeure. They have been syste-
matically robbed of their supplies, their
people have been shot down like dogß, and
without cause, and their property seized
upon with nonchalance. Allthis agreeß

precisely with the history of our treatment
of other Indian tribes. The Government
has for years been at the mercy of Indian
agents and contractors, who have pro-
voked the Indian wars in seven cases out
of ten. The report of the General gives
emphasis to the recommendation of the
Secretary of the Interior, that all Indiana
should be disarmed ;that they should be
given the tool? of agriculture and compe-
tent teachers ;their promised schools set
up ;the n.oney due them paid over ;that
lands sufficient to support them be set
aside and conlirmed to them, and that they
be given to understand they must support
themselves by labor, and that they willbe
held amenable to the civil law and no
longer treated with as foreign and inde-
pendent powers. This plan is the wise
policy, and willbring the troublesome In-
dian question to a speedy conclusion.

TOO MANY COOKS.

Congressmin Anderson, we are told, has
revised his postal telegraph billso aa to
provide for three hues. These are from
Harbor, Me., to St. Paul, Minn,; from
New York to Topeka, Kb., and from Bal-
timore to Sin Antonio, Texas. This is a
pleasant little scheme that wholly ignores
the Pacific coast, which is to be switched
off on side or branch lines to be constructed
after the main lines are up, if Congress
and the Postmaster-General shall see fit.
This is simply foolish inproposition. Any
postal telegraph scheme that falls short of
transcontinental main lines will not do. \u25a0

The very purpose and object of portal j
telegraphy is to connect the distant points
and transmit intclliger.ee at a uniform rate,
within given belts at the least. We really
begin to fear that with bo many schemes
regarding postal telegraphy before Con-
giess, and the President and Postmaster-
General inopposition, there willbe accom-
plished nothing this winter in the work of
establishing any sort of a system. There
are too many cooks, we fear, and the broth
already shows signs of being scorched.
