FROM MEXICO.

A Sacramentan Returns—His Ideas of the
Country —A Struggle with Yellow
Fever,

Ex-Secretary of State D, M. Burns, who
recently arrived home from Mexice, was
found by a REecorp-UxsIoN reporter at the
residence of George Gale, 910 Fourteenth
street, yesterday. Mr. Burns is yet weak
from two attacks of yellow fever, contracted
while at Cosals, State of Sinaloa, but he ex-
pects to be able to return to Mexico by the
1st of February, He arrived at Mazatlan
from San Francisco on the 12th of June, and,
packing his assaying furnace and apparatus
on a mule, started for the interior. He trav-
eled through the mining districts of Si_naloa,
Chihuahua and Durango, and the recital of
his adventures among the silver mountains
and the rich valleys of the Sierra
Madre is very ioteresting. As the mineral
features of the country were the causes of his
pilgrimage there, he first turned his attention
to the mines, and sought to test the stories of
Mexico’s stored millions. He finds the ore
veins of an average greater breadth and of
greater depth than in California and Nevada,
The principal mines are furnished with new
and improved machinery, though in many
paying leads the ore is worked up th!: the
old rude arastra, the Mexican being satiefied
with an easy income from his mine, even if
half of the mineral is wasted. Americans
operating the mines have no trouble in

the employment of laborers, as the na-
tives prefer working for a foreigner
who pays him at the end of the

week in hard money, while a Mexican will
often give his hired help a few pounds of
corn, and tell him to clear out and be satis-
fiad ‘*until the bullion returns come home,”
And many a bullion return never ‘“‘comes
home.” The Guadalupe de los Reyes mine
at Cosala has now been in operation for 83
years, and has yielded its lucky owners the
comfortable sum of $120,000,000. Its work-
men are tapping the silver treasure 2,000 feet
down in the earth, ancl the average length of
the paying chute is about 5,000 feet. The
average width of the vein iz 30 feet, and value
of the ore $35 per ton, The mine produces
$100,000 per montb, at an expense of $20,000,
using two 20-stamp mills, and employ-
ing 400 men, the wages ranging from
$1 to five bits per day, the men boarding
themselves. While mining is carried on me-
chanically and scientifically, agriculture is
yet in its primitive form. The clirate is fa-
vorable, and the soil is the richest in the
world, but the people have no enterprise in
that direction. They are too ehiftless to plant
a good crop, and if the farmer does raise an
abundance he will s2ll all the crop at a cent
per pound, and in a short time, when he
awakes to the fact that he i= cut of bread and
seed, he will buy back his own corn at abont
four cents per pound. They never look
akead, never learn from experience, and never
will be anything but courteous and lazy and
happy. Potatoes can be raised which very
readily bring from one to two bits per pourd,
but the seed must be renewed every
year from the United States, As there is no
duty on seed, this is not very expensive, Mr.
Burns thinks that DMexico is just the field
for men of some mweans—no others should
apply, az the country is full of penniless
people ; that no country in the world yields
to invested capital such magnificent returns ;
that money sent out in any direction comes
back with a twofold increase. The cost of
transportation is comy aratively cheap; from
San Francisco to Mazatlan $12 per ton, and
from Mazatlan to (osala, a distance of 180
miles, $30 per ton, The freight is carried
on mules that travel from twelve to twenty
miles a day ; but mules and miles are nothing
in Mexico, Whether a mule travels one
wile per day or twenty, he is not hurried,
and neither is his lot any harder. At night
he is turned out to rough it among the
shrubs on some grassless hillside until morn-
ing, when he is cinched up again, to climb

with his heavy lozd above the clonds,
Sugar-making is becoming an important
industry in the country. One

mill at Culiacan is clearing £60,000 per year.
Sugar sells at the factory at a bit, and at re-
tail twenty-tive cents, & pound. Mr. Burns
says that violence in this country is almost

{ unknown ; that he would feel safer in Mexico
{ unarmed than he would in

California with
his clothes full of firearms, The criminal
laws are excellent and well administered.
Murder and repeated robberies are punished
with death, The Government is a stronxly
centralized one. All power lies in the City
of Mexico, but this republican despotism just
suits the people, as they are hardly able to
govern themselves. In their political matters
party spirit does pot run very high,
there is hardly ever more than orne
ticket in the field. The campaign is so ad-
mirably planned at the Capital, and the
soldiery now so skillful in quelling revolu-
tions, and the people so patriotic and lazy,
that everything glides smoothly along unop-
posed. Mr, Burns spoke of his intense suf-
ferings duricg the period he was battling
with the yellow jack. At first he I®ad
what i3 called the ‘‘third phase,” which
was light; but coming down to the sea
coast he '‘took a relapse” into the ‘‘szcond
phase,” then it was a fight for life, At this
stage of the disease the muscular contrac-
tion takes place, and the pain is so great
that reason gives away sand

small country school conducted by a Mr.
Rose, who boards and resides in the above-
named town. A few weeks ago Mr. Rose
administered a trivial punishment upon one
of his female scholars by the name of
Prather, which raised the ire of her *‘big
brothers,” and they, a few days later, met
the pedagogue in Knight's Landing and
wounld doubtless have used him quite
roughly had it not been for the interposi-
tion of outsiders, who decided to see fair
play, and the result was a pugilistic victory
for Mr. Rose. But-it appears that the big
brothers were not alone in their deter-
mination to see the school teacher pun-
ished. On Sunday last Ed. Prather and also
two of his chums, Howlett and Devalle,
persuaded a man by the name of Willett, a
personal friend of Rose, to entice the lat-
ter out of town to a designated point along
the Yolo side of the river, where they were
to be hid and would proceed to use him as
they might see fit. Willett, instead of car-
rying out his instructions, told his friend
of the trap laid for him. It soon became
whispered about town, and a small army
was soon raised, numbering no less than a
dozen of some of the leading citizens of
the place. At the appointed hour, just as
it was growing dark, the party, heeled to
the teeth, proceeded up the river, and
when near the contemplated scene all fell
back, allowing Mr. Rose to approach the
spot alone. The plan, we are told, was
that as soon ag fire was opened the whole
party in ambush were to rush upon the
scene, Mr. Rose advanced with his hands
in his rear pockets, having a self-cocking
revolver in each ; but by mistake he passed
by the spot, and soon found he was being
followed by parties who he thought were
his own companions, but who soon proved
to be the parties in wait for him. Find-
ing he had gone too far, he turned round
to go back, and the next instant was met
by four men with sacks thrown over their
heads, who gave the command to * Throw
up your hands, you — —!” Mr. Rese
complied by bringing up his hands with
the revolvers in them, and shooting as rap-
idly as his skill would permit, at the same
time stepping backward down the levee.
Several shots were exchanged in this way
before Mr. Rose’s friends reached the scene,
when a lively exchange of shots took place,
some of these eye.witnesses declaring that
as many as fifty shots were exchanged,
while others place the number at about
thirty. The party soon fled into the brush,
while Mr, Rose aad his friends returned to
town and telegraphed to Sheriff Watkins,
who received the telegram just im time to
reach the §:40 traln, Arriving at Kuight's
Landing he procured a coach, and taking
with him three assistants in case of an
emergency, the poesse drove to the
house of Prather, in Sutter county, where
they found Ed. Prather and young Howlett,
whom they arrested and placed in the car-
riage without any difficulty, They then
crove to the residence of Devalie, where
they found and arrested young Devalle and
his father, who is supposed to be interested
in the affzir, The four prieoners were
then brought to Weodland and lodged in
the County Jail. The people of Knight's
Landing were very greatly agitated over the
affair, and it was with the greatest difficulty
that violence upon the four offenders was
averted. It is said that these young men
bear a very hard name in the community.
No one was hurt, strange to say, in the
fracas, but we are told that the party who
accompanied Rose to the scene went there
thoroughly prepared and determined to
show the lawless offenders no mercy what-
ever, and had not the darkness prevented
it there would doubtless have been a great
deal of bloodshed,—[Woodland Mail, De-
cember 11th.
