
BUTLERISM.

The Trouble in the Board of Education—
The Scheme to Force S. W. Butler Upon

the People— Proceedings Last Night.

The Board of Education of this cityprom-

ises to be the battleground of a contest that

cannot result otherwise ttaa injuriously to
the interests of the public schools.

The facts are not at allpleasant to publish,
but itwould be positive dereliction of duty
and contemptible cowardice tonow withhold
them. They are already in the mouth of
Rumor, and form one of the topics of street
gossip.

Some time ago the selection ot candidates
for School Directors came before the public
in the form of a discussion as to the fitness of
candidates. Itwas the voice of the people
as clearly expressed as it could be, without
direct vote, that men who were laboring to se-
cure nominations to Directorships (which are
unsalaried), should not be countenanced. It
is a popular belief that if a man is anxiou*,
urgent and persistent in efforts to gain a seat
on the School Board, there are ulterior
motives attracting him, either to use his
place for personal pecuniary gain;to exer-
cise authority to flatter his vanity; to ad-
vance his political ambition, or possibly to
vindicate a damaged reputation.
Itis not denied that itis at variance with

good government of the schools to make a
School Directorship the stepping-stone for
political advancement. Whenever school
offices are so used the schools suffer. There
have been attempts to use the school offices
of this city for such purposes. The Recobd-
Umon took occasion to say that whoever
aspired and worked and "log-rolled" to
secure a seat on the Board of Education
Bhould be "sat down upon" without hesita-
tion. Itdeclared its belief that the nomina-
tion of S. W. Butler in the Fourth Ward
waa not in the interests of the school depart-
ment. Itwas not the medium of personal
animosity against Mr. Butler ;it opposed
him because he was working for the position.
and because as it thee and still believes for
one or more of the reasons stated.

Such an assault was made by the press
and people upon the Republican City Cen-
tral Committee that a scheme in that com-
mittee to nominate Butler was defeated, and
Frank Avery was nominated and elected by
a handsome majority over a popular Demo-
cratic candidate, Matt F. Johnson,

By the acceptance of that nomination and
the ratification at the polls, the electors of
the Fourth Ward distinctly announced their
opposition to the aspirations of S. W. Butler.

But the ringßters were angered at the
Kecord-Union and every one who aided to
defeat their schemes. They swore to have
their sweet revenge, and V3ry soon began
to plan to take it. Their assaults upon this
paper for its position, we care nothing for,
but their assault! upon the public school
system shall not pass by unnoticed, and their
present plans amount to nothing less.

The election was not over before there
came to this journal all the details of a
scheme to seat Butler despite the election.
The plan was to avail of the expected resig-
nation of Director O. P. Goodhue, of the
Fourth Ward (necessary because of removal
from the city). The Butler men held that
when that vacancy occurred they would have
enough votes in the Board, by the accession
of four new members, three Republicans and
one Democrat, to seat Butler.

But knowing Mr.Goodhue to be friendly
to no such outrage upon the expressed desires
of the people of the ward, they anticipated
that he might tender his resignation before
the new members came in, to his old col-
leagues. This they knew would be fatal to
Butlerian hopes, for the present Board would
never reinstate him. They therefore ar-
ranged, and it was known a week ago, in all
its details, that two members, should the
matter come up, should arise and retire,
and thus leave the Board without a quorum,
and unable to tillthe Goodbue vacancy.
Itis understood that friends of Mr.Good-

hue communicated this news to him at San
Francisco, whereupon he sent up his resigna-
tion to the Board as now constituted. In
the mean time the Butler men kept pouted,
and left do stone unturned to attain victory
and enable them to "crow" over all oppo-
nents. They acted as ifit were fact that
the Fourth Ward is so deficient of material
for School Director that no one but Butler
cm be found for the place— 3 conclusion not
at all complimentary to the 800 electors of
that precinct.

Of course, after this exposure there willbe
a am rained the partisan howl about Repub-
licanism and party interests, and abuse of a
press that dares to rebuke chicane in its own
party willbe copious. It is to be noted that
the men who are meat active in all the
scliemes to seat Butler are not residents of the
Fourth Ward. The active interest they take
in the affairs of that precinct must awaken
the gratitude of the electors of the ward,
who are so foolish r.s to imagine that they
best know whom they desire to represent
them.

The plan to seat Butler has one of the
roots of its early origin ina scheme to oust
certain teachers now in the schools, inorder
to reinstate "dropped" teachers, some of
whom have been indiscreet enough to boast
of their expected triumph.

The outlook now seems to be that the plot
to seat Butler willbe successful, and that he
willbe forced upon the people of the Fourth
Word, whether they wish him or not.

The following report of last night's pro-
ceedings in the Board of Education testifies
to the faithfulness with which the Butler
scheme is being worked and the programme
carried out*:

A special meeting of the City Board of
Education was held last evening, all the
members present except O. P. Goodhue.
The President, Mr. Tracy, stated that the
Board had been called together to consider
the resignation of Mr. Goodhue, and to ap-
prove the teachers' pay-roll for the present
month, so that they might have their pay be-
fore the holidays.

The resignation of Mr.Goodhue was taken
up, and reads as follows:

Sax Francisco, December 13, 18S3.
To the Board of Education, Sacramento city—Gen-

tlemen :Iherewith tender my resignation as a
member of your Board. Iregret very much to be
obliged to take this step, but in justice to you, as
well as myself,think itshould be done.as myhealth
prevents my attending to the duties. 1 remain
your most obedient servant,

O. I.GOODHCE.
Mr.Tracy said he desired to state that a

report had been incirculation that he had re-
ceived, some time since, the resignation of
Mr. Goodhue, and that he desired to be
elected to the vacancy. He would simply
say that he had never received Mr. Good-
hue's resignation, nor asked for if, and farth-
er, that he would not accept election upon
the Board under any consideration whatever,
either to till the vacancy or otherwiie.

Mr.Stalker said the resignation was re-
caived by him by mail, direct from Mr.
Gnodhue, who in now in San Francisco, on
Wednesday evening. Mr. Stalker moved
that the reM^nation be accepted and a va-
cancy declared.

Mr.Oooke seconded the motion.
Mr.Steven! asked ifthere was not a com-

munication on the table that should be read
before action was taken on that motion.

The Chair directed the Secretary to read
any communications in his hands, and the
followingfrom the Republican City Central
Committee was read :

Sacramento, December IS, 188S.
Understanding that the resignation of t_> P. Good-

hue, one of the members of jour honorable
Hoard, willbe presented at your meeting r.Lht,
wempfictfolly request that the vacancy that will

be thus created, be not filleduntil the coming in of
the new ll«ar<l of Education in January. As the
number who willbe selected to succeed Mr.Good-
hue willserve with the members cf the new Board
for an entire year, we deem as simple courtesy to
the inruiuing members to allow them a voice in the
stlecti'jn of theli colleague.

To the Honorable Board of Education of the city
of Sacramento.

The S-cretiry replied that there was not.
The Chair then stated the question was

upon the adoption of the motion accepting
the resignation and declaring a vacancy. The
motion was unanimously adopted.

Mr.Cooke moved that the Board proceed to
\u25a0bet a member to tillthe vacancy. The mo-
tion was seconded by Messrs. Stalker ai.d
Hancock.

Mr.Cooke said he desired to state that he
considered thia a matter entirely outniue of
politic*,and that politics nor politicalmethods
should be allowed to enter into itnor inter-
fere.

Mr.Stevens said he was opposed to filling
this vacancy, as it was a matter of courtesy
to allow the new Board to elect the man who
was to sit with them during the year for
which he would be elected.

Mr. Slater looked at it,he said, in the same
light, and that itwould be only courteous to
the new Board to let it select the man to fill
the vacancy.

Mr. Cooke thought there was no force in
the point state.l, and that itwould only serve
to permit politics to enter into and control
the action of the Board.

Mr. Stevens replied that he did not see
whythe 'aril should Dot pay some attention
tothe request of the Republican CityCentralCommittee, Rtnce all the members of the
Board had received their nominations at its
hands.

Mr. Cooke
—

Yes, and one of the members
of this Board was resomin&ted by the com-
mittee for th? purpose that he should be
slaughtered.

-Mr. Stalker -Yes. that is no;that was the
purpose for which 1 was nominated by the
contcittee, as isntrtr wellknown. ';\u25a0 ,

Further remarks were made upon this
subject, in which it was warmly stated by
two or three that this was apparently part
of a scheme for yet foisting S. W. Butler
upon the Board.

After matter? had somewhat quieted
down, Mr. Stevens said he thought the
wishes of the City Central Committee, not-
withstanding what had been said, should be
respected,

Mr. Tracy said he supposed it was Mr.
Goodhue's intention that the present Board
shoul elect bis successor. Ifnot, why did
he not withhold ituntil after the new Board
had met ?

Mr. Stalker asserted that Mr. Goodhue
did expect to have the present Board fillthe
vacancy, and itwas for that purpose that the
resignation was forwarded at this time. He
thought the wishes of Mr.Goodhue and the
judgment of a majority of the Board were en-
titled to as much respect as those of the City
Central Committee.

A vote was then taken upon the motion to
proceed to elect, and it was carried, Ayt>s

—
Cooke, Hancock, Stalker and Tracy. Noes

—
Slater and Stevens.

The Chair then stated nominations were in
order, and Mr. Cooke nominated Andrew
Aiken and Mr. Tracy nominated Elwood
Bruner. The nominations were seconded.

Atthis point Mr. Stevens arose and said
be should decline to take any part in election
proceedings, as he thought it was not treat-
ingthe Central Committee bquare.

Mr. Slater said that was also his opinion.
and he Bhould not remain at any further pro-
ceedings,

Such action was deprecated by the Chair
and Mr.Hancock, who thought the members
should abide by the duly constituted major-
ity. Rapid exchange of views between all
followed, and considerable feeling was mani-
fest.

Mr. Cooke said ithad been told for a con- ,
siderable time back that if this resignation
was received aad came up for action, two
members of the Board would get vp and
leave the Board far the purpose of prevent-
ing an election until the new Board came in,
in order that Butler might then be elected.

Mr. Slater denied that anyone had any au-
thority to say so about him, and Mr. Stevens
reiterated the statement as regarded himself.

Mr. Tracy replied that while it might not
have been stated upon authority, it seems
that ithad proven a remarkably good gueßs
at what was to happen.

Messrs. Slater and Stevens then walked
out, leaving only four members of the Board
present. After a consultation among the re-
maining members as to their power to elect,
in the absence of the other members, the
President stated that he was in doubt
whether there was a legal quorum
present for the conclusion of business, and
it was better not to attempt to elect if
the legality of the act would be questionable.
There was, however, be said, other matters
of importance to come before the Board

—
the

approval of the teachers' payroll for Decem-
ber, so they could have their pay before the
holidays, and also the question whether the
High School csuld not, under the law, con-
tinue its sessions during the three days of
vacation in the other Bchools, on account of
the Teachers' Institute, which would convene
on the l.thinstant. He therefore suggested
that the Board adjourn until this evening, to
enable the other members of the Board to be
present, bo that the teachers' ealariea might
be allowed. He presumed they would readily
meet with the Board for that purpose, but if
they did not, the responsibility of keeping
the teachers out nf their salaries would be
upon them. The Board adjourned to 7:30
this evening.

WILL YELLOW FEVER COMB?

The possibility of this State .eceiving a

next summer, when

the reeking pools and pest-breeding spots' in
Sacramento are sending out its contribution
of malarial vapors an 1 plague inducements,
brings the people face to face with the idea
of erecting every barrier against the approach
of the dread scourge, even if the danger yet
lies dormant months away. Ex-Secretary Of
State D.M.Burns, now in this city, was so
unfortunate while in Mexico this summer as
to fall in the path of the epidemic, and a
painful acquaintance with the ravaging mon-
ster was sist-«ined amid scenes of ghastly hor-
ror, and every incident of that dreadful drama
is vividlyimpressed upon his memory. He
reviews the statements of J. E. Day. cub-
lisbed in the Record-Union October 20 .h,

regard to httiiir.* in Mexico, as beyond
the facts. His story that the Board of
Health speculate! with their official poßi-
tiona, ami fur a money consideration issued
clean bills of health, he thinks is unreason-
able. Ho declares Day's story regarding
the total lack of security to the lives and
property of Americans as not only false,
but cruel ; for he considers the laws relat-
ing to the property of foreigners aa excel-
lent, and the lives of travelers in Mexico
far safer than in parts of California and
Nevada. Mr. Burns Hays that out of a,

hundred sick foreigners in Ma/.itlan, only
five or six died, which small fatality was
owing to care and proper treatment.

Concerning the care and treatment
of a yellow-fever patient, be says
that the principal thing in the manage-
ment of yellow fever is to keep the pa-
tient warm and clean. If perforation
can be started, and the bed clothing changed
frequently, the person willget well ninecases
out ifton. But the poor native lies down on
a bit of matting, opens the doors, and seeks
to cool his fever-scorched body, and he dies
almost invariably. He believes that the dis-
ease travels through the atmosphere I»vor-
able to its existence, without the aid of inoc-
culated objects ;far at Cosala, with180 miles
and a wideuninhabited desert lyingbetween
itand Mazitl.in, and no communication per-
mitted with the latter place, 500, out of a
population of 2,000, were suddenly stricken
down. He thinks that when the epidemic
again scourges Mexico itwillreach this State
by land, finding entrance either by San Diego
or byTucson and Yuma, and then the ma-
larial eitiei of California will know yellow
jack.

Travelers in South America and Mexico
e»y that they always knew when they were
approaching a large town by the offensive
siuelU which came from the place. Nonewer
system is known, no street-sweeper is ever
seen there. The buzzard.", gaunt and ghastly
bir.l* ofdeath, forever roo»t on the walls, and
when a cat or mule dies they flydown and
feast. This iithe birthplace and the home
of the yelljw fever.— -•
