WILL NO LONGER DEFEND LIQUOR-
SELLERS.

Recently Samuel F. Jones, the promi-
nent criminal lawyer, announced in the
Police Court that hereafter he willnot ap-
pear as counsel in the criminal courts of
men accused of violating the liqnor laws.
A reporter called upon Mr. .lonea and
asked him the reasons for his action. Mr.
Jones in reply said: "It is doubtful
whether there haa been in this State a
more general and decided feeling that
something must be done to stay the rav-
ages of intemperance than exists to-day.
Itis by no means confined to what are
known ad temperance people or temperance
organizations. (Ijrbusiness men of every
class know that they aro taxed to care and
provide for au army of tho poor and un-
fortunate, to say nothing of the criminal
classes, brought to that condition by drink.
The prisons, insane asylums, poor-houses,
and numberless charitable institutions all
about us furnish abundant proof. Anilall
toilrrUory is tolerated in order that a few
may make a little motn-y. There is no
disguising the fact that commodities, un-
healthy and poisonous, are sold right here
in Hartford under the guise and name of
spirituous liquors. The good Samaritans,
recognizing the fact that legislation in the
present condition of political parties, can
not or does not furnish the relief desired
or the reform demanded, are making vigor-
ous efforts in this and the adjoining States
to create a public sentiment against liquor
drinking. They are reinforced by a class
of men whose efforts must, and will,be
productive of great good. Indeed, some
of our beat criminal lawyers say pablicly
that they will no longer appear in Court as
defenders or apologists for men prosecuted
for a violation of the law relative to the
sale of lii|Dors. For myself, Ihave become
personally disgusted with the whole lk|Uor
traffic, and, although not a professional
temperance man, 1 shall hereafter have
nothing to do with the defense of men
accused of violating the liquor law."

has lost nothing cf his skill as a writer of
fiction of a pure character for youth. He is
original, pure in tone, chaste in expression,
and his diction forms a good model for boys
and girls. His characters have the virtue of
being natural sketches, which the young
reader will recognize in his own acquaint-
ehip, while his fancy is never found to exceed
the bounds of probability. Such fiction can-
not improperly stimulate.

lathe "Life of Lincoln we come to a
book of very different character, and one
that willbe a benefit to whomsoever shall
take itup. Horatio Alger, Jr., appears at
his best in works of thin character. The
volume belongs to the Boyhood and Manhood
Series, which the writer has made a specialty.
There have been very many lives of Lincoln
written for boys, and among them thp pres-
ent volume will iccupy a prominent place.
The historical statements! in the book are
fortifiedby references to Raymond* history
of the Lincoln Administration, Carpenter's
"Six Months in the White House," ISartlett's"

Lifeof Lincoln," and similar works.
Mr.Alger also contributes to the holiday

season a story concerning a young circus
rider. It goes far toward satisfying the
youthful curiosity concerning the wandering
showman of the sawdust ring. Itdocs more,
itstrips off much of the showy garb of the
circus, and tends to disabuse the youthful
mind of the allurements of tented and he-
spangled life. Itis an inside view, and as
such has some considerable value in re-
pressing susceptible imaginations, that else
might be led to suppose the rincr, with its
false smiles and momentary splendor, to be
real and desirable.

The
"

Young Folks' History," by Rosalie
Kaufman, is the first of three volumes on the
"Queens of England." We have given the
work more than usual attention, anl cm
speak of itwithcommendation. The author,
up to the time of Q-.eea Anne, baa bas<?d her
work upon Agnes Strickland's "Qaeens of
Kiigland." From that date forward, how-
ever, she has consulted many other authori-
ties, and we think willsatisfy the student of
history that she has so closely adhered to the
best standards that the book may be commit-
ted to the youthful reader with the assurance
that the mind will not be led into wrong

channels. It has been gravely questioned
whether this class of books is of real v.*im
to young readers. There is certainly danger
of making superficial readers by too many
and too indiscriminate presentation of

"
con-

densed
"

works. ll'it let us remember that
to a worldof readers full historical study is
simply out af the question. True, th« libra-
ries of the day are open to the most limited
means ;but even with the book advantages
of the period it is certain that historical
study in det il and by thorough reading is
not engaged inas itshould be, nor nag itany
more popular before the era of condensed i-<-
--tories. So far as rather close observation
has disclosed to us, we incline to the belief
that these abbreviated histories have served,
in the long ma, as appetizers. And if we
are to admit for argument's sake tint in
many cases they cultivate superficiality, we
must »;so admit that that is better than
total ignorance, and very much to 1)3

preferred to the vicious literature that
Moods the country, and is presented to the
youth of the da. by the most persuasive
arts. An old librarian, whose experience
gives him authority toapeak, testifies in warm
terms to the "sectional histories." as he
terms them the condensed —

prepared
for the young people especially. He holds
that they displace undesirable literature, and
in more instances than the literary critics
are giving credit for, invite to thorough read-
ing. Dot in the case in hand, biographies
are proper subjects for treatment separately,

and itbecomes a question then only between
an essay and a complete volume. These lives
are but concise historical essay*, and, as snch,
are invitingin a way the full biography can-
not be for the youthful reader. The volume
is Dot, however, for the mere juvenile, bat
for those who are sufficiently advanced to di-
gest the soberer facts of history without
wearicess. Politics aie only introduced
when requisite for the corrprehemion of the
character treated and the events dependent
upon them. There is no surplu«ace of
words ;the diction is good, not at all florid,
neither is itdull. Itis simple, clear, concise,
and the narrative style is admirably main-
tained.
