Four-fifths of the foreign hops
that are now arriving come from America,
a great portion of which are of very poor
quality, but meet witha ready sale at fair !
prices. The imports of foreign hops into j
England last week were 3,814 bales ;for the
corresponding week last year, 3,932 bales. j
The total import r.f foreign hops into Bngland
from October 1, 1883, to November 24, 1883,
were 26.198 bale.; from October 1, 1882, to
November 25, 1882, 54,398 bales."

CONFIRMATION.

Yesterday morning Archbishop Riordan,
coadjutor of the Archbishop of the diocese

of the Pacific coast, held high mass in St.

Koße Church, and in the afternoon at 2

o'clock confirmation was administered. By

the time set for the services the building was

Icrowded with people, many from the differ-
ent Protestant churches attending to witness
the beautiful confirmation rites. At the open-
ing of the services the Veni Creator Spiritus
was sung by a choir of nine boys. Professor
Otto Fieissner presiding at the organ. The
grand Latin invocation hymn to the Creator
rolled over the congregation, _ the high
altar and the white-veiled girls, in a mighty
volume of melody, the pure and plaintive
childish voices tilling in between the great
surging waves of organ tone that arose in
mighty swells of sound to die away like the
moan of distant seas. Tbe candidates for
confirmation, of whom there were 50 boys,
68 girls and 12 adults, knelt before the altar
and were confirmed, the ceremony consisting
of the Archbishop making the sign of the
cross over the head and gently tapping the
left cheek of each supplicant. The choir then
sang the hymn :

HolySpirit, Lord of light,
From Thy clear celestial hight,

Thy pure, beaming radiance give ;
Come Thou, Father of the poor,
Come with treasures which endure.

Come Thou light of all that live.

Atthe close of the hymn Archbishop Rior-
dan addressed the young people as the youth-
fulsoldiers of the church, in whose service it
was now their duty to labor. With a sol-
dierly courage they must now give their
powers to the practice of those holy virtues
which the Catholic religion inculcates. In
this age, when there is a universal scoffing at
the religious|principles of the few who are
struggling along the narrow way, the young
Christian needs to fortifyhimself with the
power of ceaseless prayer and a close adher-
ence to the rules of the church of Christ.
They were not called upon, said he, to speak
great words, but to live virtuously and
soberly, to be tender-hearted and loving, to
do acts of kindness to each other, to glorify
the church of their adoption aud reach
heaven, the Christian's haven of rest forever.
He then repeated in Latin the prayer of in-
vocation to the HolyGhost, and the confirmed
sang Lamia Sion, Salvatorem in a grand
chorus of voices that filled the large church
with the treble thunders of song.

The Archbishop willhold a reception at the
Catholic College this morning at 10 o'clock.

"MATERIALISM."

Some Recent Press Opinions upon the
Subject.

A medical pretender was recently ar-
rested inBrooklyn on a charge of fraud, it
appearing that he had enjoyed a very ex-
tensive patronage from all classes, whom
he had deceived and swindled. It was the
old story of human credulity, renewed in
every passing generation. The capacity
for accepting whatever is spurious in heal-
ing arts and in religion has never been
measured. Bat in this more realistic age,
when alltheories and all beliefs are chal-
lenged, it does not appear that this capa-
city for accepting what is spurious inthe
place of what is true has been much
abridged. The most ignorant of medical
pretenders never was more secure in his
patronage. The grosser forms of deception
were never more prominent than now.
The capacity for detecting shams and
frauds is given only to the few. The
greater number take everything on trust.
An illustration of this capacity has recently
been furnished by a former journalist on this
coast, who was evidently the victimone of
the grossest forms ofdeception ever practised
on simple and credulous people. After
the deception had been exposed by a num-
ber of witnesses, this man, clinging to his
delusion, resorts to the public journals to
defend his belief and the parties who had
imposed upon him, taking care at the same
time to berate those who had taken any
interest inexposing the fraud. The psy-
chological condition of a mind which has
this amazing receptivity for shams and
outrageous frauds is one of the curious
problems of the day. The outlines of dis-
ordered mental action are sometimes very
obscure. But in this instance there is very
littleobscurity. Ina large number of cases
of mental aberration there is a sound judg-
ment in respect to many things, and un-
soundness with respect to many others.
Nearly all persons who have the capacity
for credulity become sooner or later the
victims of thismorbid condition. Itgrows
upon them. They come to have faith in
whoever

"
loveth and maketh a lie."

We have but little sympathy for inno-
cent victims of so utterly unreasonable
and transparent a humbug as we know
this thing to be. If there was no
other evidence of the fraud of spiritualism
than the kind of women who practice it,
and the men who aid them, tins would of
itself be sufficient to stamp the whole
business withcrime. The wisdom of ages
has never been able to draw aside the cur-
tains that guard the mysteries of the future
world, or move upon their imponderable
hinges the gates that guard its eternal si-
lence. Listening angels at the keyhole of
heaven's entrance have not been able to
bear down to gossiping priest or inquiring
scientist one breadth of intelligence. Yet,
the man of culture and the lady of refine-
ment, father and mother, willclimb to the
third-story of a vile tenement, mingle with
a bad-smelling mob of vulgar men and
women in a dirty room, dimly lighted, to
meet their dead child, fresh from the com-
panionship of purified ones. The mother
will take upon her knees, and fold to her
embrace in tears and love, the father bend-
ing over with kisses, a little harlot,
coached by an older strumpet, to imper-
sonate the material essence of their dead
daughter. It is a careless guardianship,
unworthy of eternal vigilance, that would
permit the pure spiritof dead innocence to
leave heaven's dormitory for a night-lark
among the spiritualists of San Francisco.
Materialization insuch society would be a
moat dangerouß experiment for the
spirit of an honest girl. There is
but one kindly excuse for the men
and women who we know arc deluded by
these most bungling knaves, and who have
becomejtheir dupes, and that is insanity,"
When the man or woman allows himself or
herself to bi-gin to believe in the super-
natural, that moment they begin to drag
the intellectual anchor through immoral
mud. The believer in the supernatural, or
in the happening of events that cannot be
Explained by any known law of nature, be-
comes the slave and victim of superstitious
delusions at war with common sense. The
only charitable interpretation to be put
upon their illusion is to credit them
with a mind distraught. In comparison
with these spiritualists and all their tricks,
played in dark rooms with sliding-panels,
masks and false faces, the skillful presti-
digitator, practicing his artful jugglery of
cheating necromancy in the open light, is
infinitely the higher intellectual display ;
the thimble-rigger, or the three-card moute
dealer, is upon the higher moral plane.
Hence, we say, the Chronicle has rendered
humanity good service in exposing these
knavish adepts and credulous idiots who
practice and are practiced upon by Spirit-
ualists and spiritualism. —[The Argonaut.
