CITY BOARD OF TRUSTEES,

The Boari of City Trustees met at the
new City Hall at 10 A, M. yesterday, all the
members present,

Mark Foster, Chief Engineer of the water
works, reported that during the week the
machinery had been in operation 146 hours,
and had pumped 10,549,000 gallons of water.
The pressure during the two fires that oc-
curred was equal to sixty pounds per square
inch,

The bid of Latham & Olsen to improve P
street, from Ninetecenth to Twenty-fourth,
Twenty-sixth to Twenty-ninth, was accepted,
and that of W. Harnett for P street, from
Twenty-fourth to Twenty-sixth, and from
Twenty-ninth to Thirtieth.

It was ordered that all peddlers and ven-
dors be prohibited from ueing any sidewalk
for the sale of any goods, wares or merchan-
dise from any temporary structure or stand
-inless permission be first obtained from the
City Trustees. The Board also requested
toe Chief of Police to see that the order be
enforced.

The resolution of intention, paesed last
week, concerning the improvement of the
alley between I and J, and Front and Sec-
ond str-ets, was rescinded, and a new one
passed so that grading msy not be necessary.

The ordinanrce proposed at the last mest-
ing appointing the Health Officer asa Market
Inspector, providing that his fees should come
from dealers, or those who expose for sale meat
and vegetables nnfit for foed, caused consid-
erable discussion. Drs, Hatch and Brune
were present on the part of the Board of
Health. !

Dr. Hatch said the ordinacce was not di-
rected against any butcher in particular, but
that in all cities provision had been made for
market inspection, though Sacramento had
long neglected to do so. He thought it very
nec-ssary to have some restraint exercised,
but under existing laws there could be none,

Dr. Brune urged that there should be some
inspection, saying all cities in Europe, even
the small ones, exercise legal supervision over
the markets. IHe also spoke of the necessity
of the Board of Health being active, and said
it proposed to do its whole duty.

Trustee Nielsen expressed the opinion that
the law against selling diseased meat was
sufficient, He thought the Health Officer
had full power, and was opposed to the ap-
pointment of sssistants, as he feared that
butchers might be needlessly harrassed and
blackmailed.

Mayor Brown said he believed the Board
of Health knew what was best. When it
came to a vote he answered aye, while Trus-
tees Gutenberger and Nielsen voted no,

The City Attorney said that in San Fran-
cisco the Market Inspector is paid $250 per

month and appoints two  deputies,
while the proposed ordinance pro-
vided that no expenses should be paid
by the city or by aoybody except

violators of the law. He said that while the
Health Othcer is empowered to inspect pri-
vate property and premises belisved to be in
a filthy condition and neighborhood nuisances,
he cannot enter a store to inspect produce
unless authorized to do 8o by some ordinance.
At his requeat the majority had a reconsid-
eration and voted to lay on the table, in order
to allow the ordinance to be revised and gub-
mitted in another form,
