DOMESTIC SEWS.

Speaker Carllxle** Committees.
Washington, December 21st.— Mr. Car-

lisle has worked on his committees all day,
and they are nearly completed. The division
of the Committee on Education and Labor
and the creation of the Committees on Riv-
ers and Harbors and Shipping, ban given the
Speaker an opportunity to satisfy demands
that, under other circumstance?, he would
have b«en compelled to ignore. A deter-
mined tffjrt to force Hurd of Ohio off the
Committee of Ways and Means is beii
made, not only by members of the Ohio del-
egation but by Eastern Democrat* generally. '
Hurd opposed the tariff plank ivthe plat-
form of the Ohio Democracy, and was elee'ed
on an out-and-out free trade issue. The
Democratic party in five oi the States have
iLd reed the tariff views of the Ohio Demo-
crats, aud it is not unnatural that representa-
tives from those Stales should dislike to see
Hurd take a place on the Whys and Means
Committee. There is, however, no reason to
believe the Speaker willchange bi* present
intention of making Hurd a member of the
committee, Keifer will be placed at the
head of the minority of the Appropriations
Committee, and the minority of the Ways
and Meaos will consist of Messrs Kelley,
Kasson, McKinley, Russell and Hiscock.
The majority of the committee willcertainly
include Messrs. Morrison, Hewitt, Hurd and
Blount. Mr.Blackburn is also talked of for
a ulace on the committee, but if hi should
desire to have the Chairmanship of the Com-
mittee on Rivers and Harbors itwculd be
given him, in which event Willis or Thomp-
son, of Kentucky, wouldgo upon the Ways
and Means. Ju'gt Buekßer, of Missouri,
willnot serve upon the committee. He pre-
fers the Chairman-hip of Banking and Cur-
rency. Missouri, Texas and Alabama will
be represented on the Ways aud Means.
Herbert, of the last-named State, will un-
doubtedly be a member. Hatch, of Mis-
souri, is also likely to be chosen, while
(.here is a struggle between Mills and
Hancock, of Texas, for the honor
of representing that State on the committee.
Ifhis influence prevails, Mills will take the
place, but Hanci ck is thought to be the
Speaker's pereonal preference. Berry Bel-
m»ut may yet get the Chairmanship of For-
eign Affairs, although the talk here now is
that both Cox and Belmont willbe dropped,
and Governor Curtin taken for the place.
Cox, it is averred, is well convinced, by ar-
guments from his friends in New York, that
he could serve 'he interests of his constitu-
ents better as Chairman of the Committee on
Shipping than in any other capacity. |If
Curtin is male airman of the Foreign
Affairs Committee, Belmont willbe given the
sec md place on the Committee, and ex-Sena-
tor Baton will probably get the Chairman-
ship of the Naval Affairs.

Florence McCarthy, with having caused a
priest's death by starvation, and withentic-
ing away their daughter. When the reverend
gentleman protested his innocence they called
him a liar. The defense admitted the
charges, and asked the Court to look into the
matter in mitigation of sentence. Sentence
was withheld, pending the result of a civilac-
tion brought by the Cronins against the
priest.

Execution InTexas
Giddings, December 21st.— At 2:25 P. si.

Jim Taylor (colored) was hanged for the
murder of Sarah Chappel (colored). The
execution was neat and quiet. Taylor made
an incoherent spoech of ten minutes, con-
fessing the crime and expressing his sorrow.
Acrowd of 3,000, mostly negroes, was pres-
ent. In August, ISS2, Taylor inveigled the
woman Chappel into a field, assaulted and
outraged her. She threatening exposure,
Taylor deliberately threw her to the ground,
stabbed her twice in the neck, then cut her
throat. Whan the scene was visited by the
officers Sarah Chappel's body was discovered
hidden in a water-hole, and in addition was
foond the lifeless body of a six months old
infant. On taking the woman's remains
from tbe water another dead infant came to
light, showing a triplicate murder.

Tonus GirlFatally Shot.
New York, December 21st.— Lillie Sin-

nott, the daughter of a wealthy liquor dealer,
was probably fatally shot to-night by Sarah
Claccey, a servant in th? family. Billie went
to the kitchen to attend to some household
duties, and soon after a pistol shot was beard.
She was found lying on the floor unconscious,
with a ballet wound below the right eye. It
is thought the shooting was accidental. The
servant has disappeared.

Marine Strike at Marseille*.
Marseilles, December 21*t. The strike

of sailors and steamship firemen is becoming
serious. Several steamers, including the
transatlantic boat, have been obliged to en-
gage dsy laborers at five francs per day be-
fore being able to sail. A committe of sailors
and stokers addressed to the Commissary-
tieneral of Marine a protest against the em-
ployment of foreign day laborers by the mail
boats.

De Long and comrades of the Jeacnette ex-
pedition have arrived here. The remains
were borne in procession through the streets
to-day, escorted by a detachment of troops.

Many wreaths were placed on the c. files, and
printed copies of poems describing the ex-
ploits and unhappy end of the party were
distributed among the crowd.

since the departure of Ward for Clifton a i

the lynching of the prisoners. Under the i
circumstances it looked as if their threats ]
would be carried out. The most prominent ,
citizens in the camp favored a smmary dis- i
posal of the ti.nds as just and economical.
About noon to-day word was received

by Under Sheriff Wallace from Ward, i
at Contention, that he bad left the train

there, and was en route for Tombstone.

Wallace quietly selected fifteen men known •

for coolness and bravery, and by his instrne- i
tions they got into the Sheriff 's office unno- 1
ticed, where they were armed and made (
ready lot any attempted rescue. Sheriff ,

Ward's plan was we'! taken. By leaving the
train at Contention he would have quite a
little start of the vigilantes, who were known
to be at Fairbanks, the point where the stage
connects for Tombstone. Your correspondent
was permitted to be with the party enrolled,
and as the minutes rolled swiftlyaway the

jsuspense got irksome. To add to ita horse-, man, with bis animal reeking with foam,
suddenly dashed past the Court-house from
Contention, and was recognized as Joe Rus-
sell, of Bisbee, one of the gamest and met
resolute men on the frontier. Charlie
Smith, of the Sheriff's posse, remarked
as Russell passed, "Wo are in for it, boys.
That man can have but one olject here,
and you know what it is." It was evident
that the wretches at Fairbanks had
fonnd that Ward bad given them the slip,
and had started to overtake him, orelse Rus-
sell had been at Contention, and was hi liv-

ing on to raise a crowd here in advance of
the Sheriff's arrival. Fortunately the prepa-
rations had been made so secretly by Under-
Sheriff Walla. that beside the party directly
interested no one krew that the prisoners
Were on the road. N. a lounger was to be
seen about the Court-house. The anxiety

| was getting painful, when on the run up
Icame a vehicle containing Sheriff Ward and
!deputies, and with them the prisoners, who,

in tte twinkle of an eye, almost, were out of
i the wagon and safe behind the bolts and bars,

from which they will never emerge alive.
Death is their certain portion, either by law
or at the hands of Judge Lynch.

HOW HE BUCAMEPRESIDENT.

In IS3S and for several years afterwards.
Rev.. George G. Cooknian, that minister of
sainted memory with the members of the
Methcdist Episcopal Church, preached in

IWashington. At that time the youngest'
member of the United States Senate was
Franklin Tierce, Senator from New Hamp-
shire. He was a brilliant, fascinating man,

;a wonderfully successful politician, but so
dissipated that he was fast hastening to tho
drunkard's doom. He himself related, that
during this session he and his companions,
all preservatives in Congress and all crazy"
drunk, one night wandered to the Congres-
sional Cemetery, where Pierce mounted &
tomb-stone and delivered an oration to his
rowdy colleagues, in which he, with drunk-
en fervor, uttered words which proved to
be prophetic. "

Ishall rise," said he,
"
I

shall be President of these United States.''
Not long after this disgraceful spree.
Pierce and James Buchanan, led by a spirit
of curiosity, attended in company one of
the meetings of Rev. Mr.Cookman. Pierce
was greatly charmed with the eloquence of
the latter. "Cookman is the mose wonder-
ful preacher Iever listened to inmy life,"
said he afterwards. He became a regular
attendant upon class and prayer meetings.
He reformed his habits, and, to the surprise
of all, soon after resinned his Senatorial
chair and retired to private life. Why he
took this step was a mystery and a subject
of much speculation among the politicians
and by the whole country. Then it was
never satiefactnrially accounted for. It is
now made plain by a vriterinthe Christian
Advocate. He asserts and substantiates
his position by letters and conversations,
that Pierce resigned his Senatorship and
went home to become a Methodist preach-
er. That was his determination :but be
was so strenuously opposed by his family,
he was eventually dissuaded from taking
the step. Ahalf score of years after his
resignation Franklin Pierce was elected
President of these United States. lie had"

risen." His drunken words were verified.
Then for four years the country had him
for its Chief Executive, but had Jefferson
Davis as Chief of the Chief Executive. It
was Pierces term of oilice, but Jefferson
Davis' administration. During those four
years the arch traitor systematically laid
his diabolical plans and perfected his trea-
sonable designs. The subject opens a vast
field for speculation. Suppose Pierce had
never resolved to become preacher and so
had never resinned, would he ever have
been President. Did not his ten years
absence from Washington preceding his
nominatiou, by freeing him from all politi-
cal entanglements, more than anything
else contribute to his availably as a candi-
date ': On the other hand, suppose he had
carried out his original designs and had be-
come a Methodist preacher— then would he
ever have been elected President ! Ifhe
had never been a President, would Jeffer-
son Davis ever have been Secretary of
War, would the great rebellion have been
successfully inaugurated in 1860. If it
had not been commenced then, would it
ever have been begun ': And we might go
on speculating to the end of the primer.
But applying to these events the micro-
scope of faith, by which some profess to
read between the lines of history the work-
ings of an overruling Providence, and we
are forced to believe that the words of a
humble Methodist preacher, by their influ-
ence upon a drunken Senator, who hap-
pened to hear them and who afterwards,
by what he was led to do through their in-
fluence, became President, and then by the
influence of his administration as such
President, made possible and brought about
a marvelous struggle, which changed the
entire history of millions of people and
contributed to and made possible the hap-
piness of untold millions yet unborn. If
that humble minister had been asked what
he was about he undoubtedly would have
replied, "My ;Master's business." Bat
can anyone believe, viewed in the light of
present history, that he had the least con-
ception of the tremendous magnitude of
that "business?"— [Norwich (N. V.)Post.
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A RELIC OF SLAVERY.

A spectator in Division No. - of the Cir-
cuit Court, yesterday, witnessing the pro-
ceedings there, might have fancied that,
instead of being in a Missouri Court in
1883, he was inone in 1555. The case ton

trial was the ejectment suit of George S.
Bradley against Sarah Bradley, alias
Hutchinson, and the plaintiff and defend-
ant were colored persons. One side of the
Court-room was crowded with colored
people, and the principle point in the case
was the matter of marriage in this country
between colored people in slavery days.
George S. Bradley, the plaintiff, is a young
colored man, who seeks to obtain posses-
sion of the defendant's house and lot on
Charlotte, between Tenth and Eleventh
streets. He claims to be the son of George
Bradley, the colored man who was the de-
fendant's husband, and who died a short
time ago. When "Uncle George," as he
was called, died, he was the owner of the
premises in litigation, and after his death
the defendant, his widow, continued to
occupy them. George S. Bradley came here
from Texas after the old rnnn's death, and
set up a claim to the premises, disputing the
validity of the marriage of "Uncle George"
and the defendant. On the other hand, it
is claimed that the plaintiff is not legally
tho heir, as his descent is involved in
doubt by the defendant's counsel. Mr.
Charles W. Bradley, of this city, a son of
the late Islam Bradley, who owned"

Uncle
"

George Bradley, was placed on
the stand, and testified in regard to the
ownership and also the other matters con-
nected with the case. Thomas J, Ford,
who in days passed owned Sarah Bradley,
also testified. Their testimony, and also
that of -Mrs. Keiser, and old resident,
formerly Mrs. dames Hutchinson, was in
regard to the domestic relations of the col-
ored people, and it was this testimony in
particular that sounded like evidence that
might have been given before the days of
the great civilstrife. The defendant was
for years a faithful servant employed in
the family of Mrs. Keiser, and that lady
testified to the excellent character of the
defendant, and also the general under-
standing that

"
Uncle George

"
was the de-

fendant's husband.
The farms of the Ford and the Bradley

family, where the colored people lived, are
near the Big Blue, not a great distance
from the Independence avenue bridge.

Acounty officer present in Court said
that

"
Uncle George

"
and the defendant

were married by an old colored man named"
Uncle" Frank Haynes, and that this old

man was a self-ordained preacher. The old
man used to preach to the colored people ;
but he is long since dead. The officer also
stated that

"
Uncle George," he believed,

was married to a colored woman belonging
to Judge Davenport, who had a large man-
sion aud an extensive estate near West-
port.

WillisBradley, who claimed that "Un-
cle George

"
was his father, was not in

Court yesterday. Willis' mother was a
large yellow woman named Betty Bradley,
or Betty Radcliffe, and she has been dead
about three years, Willis and his mother
were owned by John Campbell, and were
voluntarily liberated by him soon after
the commencement of the war. Mrs.
Keiser is a lady wellknown here, and she
was the wife of James Hutchinson, who
died several years ago.— [Kansas City-
Times. . * _
