THE COLUMBUS GROUP.

Formal Presentation of D. O. Mills' Gift

of Statuary.
About one hundred people were inattend-

ance in the rotund* of the State Capitol on

Saturday afternoon, on the occasion of the
formal presentation by Eigar Mills,inbe-
half of his brother, D. O. Mill?,of the
grcup of statuary representing Columbus
presenting hia theories of the existence of a

new world to Queen Isabella. The assem-

blage embraced nearly all of the State offi-
cers and their deputies', and a large number
of interested citizenß. Assembling in the
rotunda where the statuary had been placed,
Edgar Mills said :

Governor Stoneman :Mr. D.O. Mills,now of New
York,but formerly of California, has intrusted to

me the simple but pleasant duty of presenting to
you, as Executive of the State, this marble group,
now bo happily and conspicuously before us in the
rotunda of the State Capitol, and of asking you to
accept :tupon the conditions mentioned in his let-
ter of donation. The chisel of the renowned
sculptor could not represent the results of the elo-
quence and learning of Columbus ;that was left for
many pages of history, and it willsoon be written,
if it is not now, that California, more than any
other State in the American Union, fulfills his vi.
sious of marvelous lands beyond the setting sun.
Audit is exceedingly fitting that here the group
should be placed for the pleasure and instruction of
all, to be forall time a graceful and enduring me-
morial of the sireat event which led to the discovery
of America. Mr. Mills has longhad this project in
mind, and is grateful for this opportunity to take
part in the embellishment of the Capitol of ibe
State, of which he was so long a resident, and in
whose steady advancement and increasing prosperity
he has a deep and abiding faith. 1 will now read
ajd present to you the letter accompanying thegift.

Mr. Mills thereupon read the following
letter from 1). 0. Mills:

Sas Fsakciboo, .1uly 1, IS.S3.
Tohis Kxcellcncy George St'Uienian, Governor of

the State uf California—Sir:Allow me to present to

the State, to be placed in the Capitol, the marble
group by LarkinMead, representing Columbus be-
fore Queen Isabella, explaining his proposed voyage
of discovery aad receiving lier assurance that he
should have the necessary aid, even U she had to
pledge her jewels to secure it.

Trusting that you willagree withme in the belief
that the rotunda of ..ur State Capitol is an appro-
priate place for a wurk of art commemorating an
event that has ha<! so great an Influence on the des-
tinies of thi-i western world, 1have the honor to be,
sir, your obedient servant, D. V. MILLS.

Governor Stoneiaan, inaccepting the beau-
tifulgift inbehulf of the State, spoke as [fol-
lows :

Mr.Mills—Sir :Inthe name of the people of the
great Commonwealth of California, I,as the Chief
Executive of the people thereof, tender to the donor
of this trulyrc^al pft their grateful thanks and
their unstinted praise. Itbas long been a <|Uedtion
inart and amount artists as to the relative merits
of sculpture and painting. As we g»ze upon the
face of Spain's greatest Qaeenaudo! that extraor-
dinary mail, the discoverer of a new world, as here
delineated, we are ready to admit that, in this case
at leuot, the marble and the chisel can never be ex-
celled by the canvas and the brush. When we ex-
ami is critically this beautiful work of art and con-
alder that it was once a ehipeless mass of Parian
marble, blocked from the crust of the earth upon
which we live, and consider the long years of study
and labor brstowed upon itby the great American
sculptor, Larkin Goldsmith Mini, and the trans-
formation he has made by the chisel and mallet of
the artist, and gaze upon the speaking, almost liv-
ing, fa'je and form, we are lost inwonder and ad-
miration.
Iam forcibly reminded, while contemplating tliU

beautiful creation which the generosity "f our fel-
forall time to adorn our

State Capitol, of the similarity that existfl Ii
the history of the tift which the State raceiveß t

day and the lifehistory of its donor. Ili^ career
w.ihlike the marble

—
a thing of uncertainty

—
full of

glorious possibilities. As the sculptor, eager with
nope awd Inspired by ambition, sought to create by
bis own skill and effortssomething whichshould
entitle bim to the plaudits of his fellow-men, so the
man of business, with the world for his quarry,
and his inherent energy, guided by strict
integrity and his zeal, controlled by god
judgment, for his implements, begin to carve
out for himself that reputation which to-day is a
source of pride toevery California^. Day by day
the structures grew. The statue of the sculptor
and the future \u25a0\u25a0' the great financier took more com-
manding shape and grew fuller anil fuller of
promise.

By unfailing effort and unceasing study, the suc-
cess whichintelligent effort ever commands is to-
day the reward of both, and eminent jus is this statue
to-day in the world of art, i". U no more eminent
thin is its donor, our fellow-citizen, L). O. Mills,in
the worldat large. Itis to be regretted that, in our
State, public spirit does not oftener hand in band
with financial success, and that the Executive is not
more fiequently called upon to render thanks in the
name of the commonwealth on similar occasions.
As we shall hereafter read the modest inscription,"

Presented by 0. O. Mills, 1883," there will ever
ari.se from the bottom of our hearts the heartfelt"

Thank you."

The occasion was cne long to be remem-
bered by tho;e who were fortunate enough to
be present. Following i-> a sketch of the
sculptor :

I.AI'.KIN GOLDSMITH MEAD
Is an American sculptor. He was born in
CaesterSeld, N. H., January 3, 1835. In
]>-"..! he went to Brooklyn, N. V., where for
three years he was a pupil of Henry Kirk
Brown. AtBrattleboro, V't., he modeled in
enow a statue of a

"
Recording Angel,"

which he cut inmarble in 1855, In 1857 he
executed the colossal statue

"
Vermont,"

which crowns the dome of the State Hou»e of
that State, and in 1861 the statue of

"
Ethan

Allen," which Btauda in the portico of the
same building. In1862 he went to Florence
and produced the statuettes "Echo,"
"Sappho," "Joseph the Shepherd," "Tue
Mountain Boy," and a bust of "Echo."
Hi* first elaborate work inItaly was a group,
"Thd Upturned Soldiers," executed in 1806.
From ISCS to 1874 ho wan occupied upon the
group*

Isabella," and "America," for the soldiers'
monument at St. Johnsbury, Vt., and exe-
cuted the statues and corner figures for the
Lincoln monument at Springfield, 111., which
was unveiled October 15, 1874, Besides
portraits and basts, he has modeled "Venice,
the Bride of the Spa," and "The Discovery
of America," and in 1874 he completed for
the -State of Vermont a statue of ban Allen,
tobe placed in the old Hallof Representatives
in Washiu^ton.

ENGLISH SPEECH.
List Friday evening Joseph Leggett, of

San Francisco, delivered a lecture before the
Teachers' Institute in the Sixth-street Con-
gregational Church, on the essential gram-
mar of English speech. He contended that
Buch technical terms as noun, pronoun,
verb?, etc., are utterly out of place in rue in
the English-Bpeaking school, and he divides
all words into four claeees instead of the nine
parts of speech of the grammarians. First,"

name words ;" second,
"

modifying words ;"
third, "associating words;" fourth, ."con-
necting words." English words, said he, un-
dergo but few changes ;names have only ene
change to distinguish one from more than
one. The whole doctrine of "case" is built
on a single change in eeven little words, the
so-called pronoun of the grammarians. The
so-called possessive case is in fact a modify-
ing word. Associating words undergo one
change in form to denote past time ;all the
other so-called tense, mood, voice and person
have no existence in English. He claims
that inconstructing a system of real English
syntax he had to follow an untrodden path,
as none of the writers on English grammar
had written anything answering to their own
definition of syntax, and not one of the rules
taught how to construct an English sen-
tence, la English the position of a
word is the important consideration. The
art of properly constructing an English sen-
tence is the art of placing the w<rds cf
which it is composed, in the positions as-
signed to them by the usage of the best writ-
ers of the lan^uige. The iirat rule formu-
lated by the speaker is this: '"Modifiers
must be placed as near as possible to the
words they modify. The importance of this
rule was illustrated by numerous examples
of its violation by standard writers upon lit-
erature, law, education, etc., among which
are the following, taken from the press. This
sentence recently appeared in a San Fran-
cisco daily, printed in bold headlines: "A
fond husband tries to kill his wife while
drunk,' 'leaving the reader to infer which per-
son was in liquor. Another paper, inspeuk-
ing of the opeuirg of a new canning estab-
lishment, ambiguously said :

"
The invited

guests drank bucceea to the new venture in
champagne ;"and another informed the pub-
lic tbat "Mr. T. had gone down to San
Mateo to dispossess a man who occu-
pied a ranch unlawful!// Ihtrt,'' and
upon liia return he want to D.
Ash's otfica whera "Genen.l Evans was
generally to be found, for the purpost <;f re-
turning the bowia knife." Tne following
taken from law decisions were given :"A

!\u25a0'.« marriagi acquire*" an immediate
and vested interest inhis witf's reality." And
the Supreme Court of the United States in
the cane of the Belfast, 7th Wall, 037, decides
that

"
Torts, or injuries committed on navi-

gable waters of tt civil nature, are aKo cog-
nizable in the Admiralty Courts."

The speaker gave severs! other ruleß for
the proper placing of words, nhrasts and
clauses in the construction of English sen-
tence?, and illustrated their importance by the
citation of numerous examples. He claimed
that the teaching of these rule-f would impart
to the pupil the ability to write and speak
his language withpropriety ;while the study
ofthe so-culled rulesof f-yntax could not possi-
bly lead to such result. He asserts that a
child of ordinary capacity will comprehend
this system and could easily verify its cor-
reotneja by referring to the language which
he reads and hears every day. Language is
the crowning glory of man. Without it,biß
vaunting reason would be impotent; its study
ought to be a delight, and would be ifitwere
properly pursued. But what wonder is it
that pupils stumbling in the darkness and
falsehood of the grammarians, hate grammar,
or that teachers dread it.
