The McLaughlin Homicide.

San Franersco, Decamber 243h,—Tae pre-
limicary examioatioa of Jerome B. Cox, who
shot and killed Charles McLaughlin on the
13th instant, in the office of the latter, on
Montgomery avenue, was begun this morning
in the Police Court, Department Two, before
Judge Lawler. D. K. Delmas, of San Jose,
and H. E. Highton appeared as counsel for
the defense, and Prosecuting Attorney Coffey
was assisted by ex-Judge C. N, Fox and ex-
District Attorney D. J. Murphy. There was
coneiderable ciscussion among counsel prior
to the calling of the case, concerning the
legality of holding Court or any judicial pro-
ceedings to-day, a8 a number of the Judgss of
the Superior Court, and Judge Webb of the
other department of the Police Court, had
decided that the day, according to the procla-
mation of the President, was a legal holiday.

Mr. Murphy, for the prosecution, called
the attention of the Court to the fact, but
Judge Lawler ruled that urder Subdivision 3
of Section 134, of the Code of Civil Pro-
cedure, the decision of Superior Judges did
not apply to committing magistrates, and as
the counsel for the defense desired it, ordered
the examination to proceed.

Captain Cox was accordingly called up
from bslow from his quarters in the new
prison. He appeared rather pale, but cool
aod self-possessed, manifesting great interest
in the proceedings.

After the complaint in the case had been
properly sworn to by Arthur P, Rhodes, Mec-
Laughlin’s clerk, the defendant was arraigned
on the charge of wurder, and the proceedings
continued.
