San Francisco is so
located that she has water communication
with the Eastern markets of supply. She
is the terminal point for rail and ship ; and
here the competition begins, and it extends
just as far to the interior as the waterway
is a competitor with the railway. Her ad-
vantages, then, are coequal with those of |
places similarly situated, and if these I
have additional natural economic advan-
tages, they are independent of, and cut no
figure whatever in the matter of determin-
ing the measure of freight charges. Neither
ship nor rail carrier has of right anything
to do with the domestic facilities of any
point for answering the demands of a local
market, and in no semse can take these
facilities into account. But the Eastern
carriers over whose lines the westward

haul begins are the chief agencies
