FENcE o8 No FENce?—This is the ques-
tion that is agitating the minds of the Board
of State Capitol Commissioners and con-
tractor Carlow., The public will have noticad
that work on the fence around the Capitol
grounds has been suspended.

The reason
given by the Commissioners is that their prey
decessors wade a contract with Carlow to
perform the stone work, which was really not
worth, in law, the paper upon which it was
written. Under the contract, the State was
to furnish the stone from the Folsom State
Prison qnarrizs, which was to have been de-
livered on the Capitol grounds, and Carlow
was to have had the work done by the 1st of
November. Of course the contract was not
carried out, as may be plainly seen; and the
stonecutters having demanded higher wages,
and the supply of stone from Folsom coming
along tardily, Mr. Carlow asked the Commis-
gioners to allow him extra compensation. The
Board considered his application, when it
found itself in a dilemma, It was discivered,
or determined, that the contract with Carlow
could not be enforced, while on the other |
hand, although both parties were practically

agreed on the equities of the case, the Board |
had no power to allow compersation in excess |
of the terms of the contract, What shall be |
done in the premises is now a matter that is

agitating the minds of the Uuuuuieai(mers.‘

There isstill a balance in the fund nearly
sufficient to complete the fence to N street on
Tenth., Still a grave legal question has been
raised as to wheiher they can let a contract
for a part of the work, for the law seems o
imply that it must be contracted for as a
whole.

It was built by Bergstrom & Co.,
of San Francisco, expressly for this society,
at a cost of $3,000, and is one of the finest in-
struments in the city. It combines all the
very latest improvements, 'and its exterior
finish is of a rich and neat design. The case
is of walnut, gothic style, and the large
diapason pipee, exposed to view in the upper
section of the structure, are beautifully deco-

rated in gold and colors, to harmonize with
the frescoing of the church. In addition to
its late improvements, Mr. Bergstrom has also
patented several appliances which simplify
the mechanism of the instrument, and make
it more effective. The organ proper 1s
divided into great, swell and pedal, each of
which may be operated separately, or all
coupled into ome. It is provided with two
banks of keys of four and one-half octaves
each, and two octaves and two, or
twenty-seven notes, and has twenty-three
stops, The arrangement of the stops
gives immediate and distinct response—a
feature that calls for the most hearty praise
from skilled musicians. The couplers are
adjusted between the manuals, and consist of
three sets of two each, one to couple and the

of the storm in Oregon and Washington Ter-
ritory, The storms of the Pacific coast come
from the ocean ; they generally strike the Pa-
cific slope north of California; there are
three directione they take, either to the east,
north of east, or to the south of east. If
they take a due east course, and their centers
of greatest barometrical depression are near
Portland, we generally get cloudy weather,

seme rain, and sometimes wind, The strength
of the same is altogether owing to the close-
ness of one barometrical grade with another;
the closer they are tozether the higher the
wind’s velocity, and vice versa when they are
wide apart., If the storm’s center travels
pnortheast we generally do not get any-
thiog but cloudsof the cirrusvariely, but when
the center of lowest depression travels to the
southeast, then we generally get the heaviest
precipitation, The storms of the Pacific
ocean which saffect the coast of the Pacific
bordering on the United States, have their
origin near the equator, and near Central
America, They travel for a tims west
northwest, and then northwest
and north, They  then abruptly
turn and go in an easterly and
northeasterly direction, Sometimes tefore
turning to their northeasterly course they go
as far west or northwest as the China sea,
and then travel northeast until they strike
the coast of North America, but when they
turn to the northeast nearer the middle of the
Pacific ocean, they then sometimes strike the
Pacific coast below San Francisco, and give
rain to the scuthern part of the State and
none north; but as storm centers ususlly
travel toward the point that has the most
moisture, and as there is more moisture in
the air north of California, the storms ususlly
travel toward that point, and if their
centers are much north of Portland,
they have heavy weather there while
very central California  is  having
nothing more thsn storm: clouds and threat-
ening weather and light rain, Without our
usual batch of weather reports from the
north it is hard to say which direction the
storm’s center is traveling ; but, judging from
the action of the barometer yesterday, the
storm center is traveling due eastward,
although the storm has been decidedly feit at
Red Bluff 1n the velocity of the wind, which
attained over 30 miles per hour, but the pre-
cipitation of rain during the time was very
small, not amcunting to one-quarter of an
inch, No time during the prevalence of this
severe wind and rain storm in Oregon and
Washiogton Territory has the barometer at
this station been affected to any great de-
gree ; it is true the barometer has been fall-
ing, but slowly, We were therefore outside
of the influence of the cyclonic disturbance
that has Iaid low the telegraphic line north of
Yreka and severed connection for the last
tbree days with that part of the Pacific
coast,
