FREIGHT CONTRACTS.

SAN FRANCISCO TEESCS THE INTERIOR
—DISCEIHINATIOHS.

Response of General Manager Towne, C, F.
K. X ,to Ean Francisco Merchants

—Letter from J. C. Stubos.

Editor Bulletin:1 have read with considerable
interest your article entitled "The Railroad Con-
tracts and Business Competition,'* which appeared
in the

"
Financial and Trade" column ofyour issue

of December 19th, and regard it mv duty to com-
ment thereon, in order that you and the public
may not be misled by ex part'1 statements.

Your article state 3 th«t
"

San Francisco, Oak-
land. San Jose, Los Angeles, Stockton, Sacramento
and Marvsville are designated by the Railroad Com-
pany as terminal points, and goods are dropped 1iT
at toese points for the convenience of merchants
doing business there, thus saving the local freights
that used to be charged when such points hid to
import by way ofSan Francisco," and that

"
so long

as there was plenty of bu.Mm.ts San Francisco mer-
chants did not care ta notice this discrimination
against them."
Itstrikes me that the language 1have just quoted

is. practically, a statement by the editor of,perhaps,
the most influential journal in San Francisco, that
the fact that the railroad companies whose roads
form a lino between California and the Eastern
states, make the same rates between said eatt-rn
points and Sacramento, Maryaville, Stockton, San
Jose, -Oakland and Los Angeles, as are made be-
tween the same points and San Francisco, proves
that these companies discriminate against San
Francisco.

1question very much whether you wish to go on
the record as pronouncing such \u25a0 Judgment, ami
must object to your conclusions, ifa fair interpre-
tation has been placed upon your language, on the
ground that it is unfair to the carrier!, unjust to

Jobbers of merchandise at interior points, and in
antagonism to the generally accepted notion as to

what constitutes discrimination inthe construction
of freight tariffs.

The article in question further states that "itis
evident that the railroad contract system favors the
interior terminal points at the expense of San Fran-
cisco."

The question arises, how can this be? From the
veryopening of the through line the interior points
named have been accorded the same rates as San
Francisco. The contract system did not change, or
in any way affect, the policy of the railroad com-
panies in this respect.

Again, if there is any force in the argument at all,
itlies in the fact that the contract system has re-
duced railrates to practically the level of the cost,
all things considered, of shipping via Cape Horn.
The application of these contract rates to mcrchan
disc going to the interior points, precisely the same
as though it had gone to San Francisco, does no
more than give these points, practically, the advan-
tages which Sin Francisco hitherto enjoyed by rea-
son of its shipping facilities via the sea ;but does
this amount to a discrimination Bgainst San Fran-
cisco, and have you not lost sight of Iha fact that
all these points are, like Sin Fr*iieisco, competitive
points; that is, they can receive their goods from
eastern points via other than the routes of the rail-
road companies which are parties to the contract
system 1 And cannot most of them receive their
(roods by way of. Cape Born, just as the San Fran-
cisco mt-rchantcan, at a very alight advance over the
cost tothe latter.'
Inote what you say in the case of Sacramento,

that in addition to the saving in local freight and
State tolls, there is also a saving of from Titty to
seventy-five cents per lad in cartage from stores to
the railroad depot. Suppose that were true ;is it
not an advantage which the Sacramento merchant
enjoys which the railroad company would have no
right to deprive him oi? We can hardly think itis
your opinion that the railroad companies would b«
entitled to take that saving of the Sacramento
merchant into consideration in constructing freight
tariffs and charge himmore by the amount of the
saving than the San Francisco merchant. If they
did so, the Sacramento merchant could, in the
opinion of most persons, have a better right to com-
plain of unjust discrimination against Ilia town and
in favor of San Francisco, than ti.e merchant in the
latter citynow has.

1 beg to hand you herewith a reply ofour General
Manager, A. N. Townc, to a communication re-
ceived from an association of merchants in this city.
This reply briefly states the points of the communi-
cation received and answers them at length.
itseems to the undersigned that in view of your

article, the whole case ought to be laid before the
public, that it may be well understood that what
the San Frani > merchant desires is that the car-
riers shall discriminate inhis favor
Itwillbe remembered by some of your readers

that, during the political campaign of last fall the"
\u25a0...tract system

"
was assailed, as a method of un-

just discrimination. The answer made by the rail-
road impay through the press was, that the com-
plaint of the San Francisco merchant was not that it
discriminated Infavor of one merchant against an-
other, but that it did not discriminate in favorof the
large against the smaller shipper, and against other
places in favor of San Francisco. We think the
position assumed by your journal, representing the
jobbers of this city, fully substantiates that state-
ment, and we are glad tohave the question brought
forward for discussion on that line We have always
contended that the carrier should be allowed to do
business inaccordance with the laws of trade, which
not only justify, but enforce discriminations, just
as nature discriminates inall her works, and that
he policy advocated by some of our public men &ud
orniulated in the shape of enactment* into laws re-

quiring rates to De made by the mile, would be sub-
versive to the public interest and destructive to
trade. We believe that, in time, the public will
take our side of the question, just as the San Fran-
cisco merchant has done, but itmust 'c remembered
that however much they may desire to do so, in
recognition of well-settled business principles, the
railroad companies cannot change their policy, inac-
cordance uitn the views of the San Franciscan,
when the great mass of the people have, through
the"prei and through their public) men, been in-
structed in the belief that discrimination ofany sort
should be absolutely prohibited, and that freight
tariffs should be bast d upon the cost of handling
and the distance curried, without regard to any
other factors.

Yon are probably aware of the circumstances
which have poet pom d the Interview requested.
You willalso acquit me of discourtesy if 1 say that
the postponement has not been unwelcome to me,
as i.affords »n opportunity to answer «our commu-
nication more considerately than it could be done in
person or by difCUSsion.

1can iroag.ne no greater pleasure to be rived
from a business transaction than Ishould enjoy in
being able to promptly and unqualifiedly concerto
alltnat your commur.isMion suggest* as proper, or
likelyto promote your interests or the welfare nf the
city. That 1 cannot do so, in scarcely any particu-
lar, is si certlv rt'.'retted.

Myinabilityto met t your views generally is ow-
ing to the fact that in September la*t tow Transcon-
tinental Association, winch i*composed of a)1 the
rai r>>ail oompanies whose linos west of the Mi-jsouri

river share in tho traffic between California and the
Eastern States, declared in favor of continuing what
is known as the ''contract plan," daring the year
1--4 Pursuant thereto oh the 22d of October, cir-
cular letters were addressed to all parties having
contracts f>-r the current year, invitinga renewal of
tbi ircontracts for I^4,u|*n the same term* as for
lIsSS, and offering ait additional guaranty njuiujt
competition. A majority of thete Invitations bad
been returned accepted previous to the receipt of
your coniniui/na'-ion. The railroad companies are
in honor hound to perform their eninureruetits, ai.d
are undoubtedly committed to the contract plan for
the year In*4 beyond recall. At lc;ist one of the
signers of your ommunintion was informed of true
several dayc previous to it;date.

a. in, if tbs condition of thin.-- did not exist,
the cuatter would have to go before tlie Transcon-
tinental Association, wblcb willnot meet again lie-
fore January. It could not be determined by the
Central Pac Be Company, or any officer thereof.

To yoar first protest, permit tho reply thAtIam
not aware thai freight contracts have been made in-
discrimtpately with irresponsible »gt-nLs and brok-
ers. It is true that neither the capital of,nor
the amount "itaxes paid by, a firm or person solic-
itinga trad has ever been ruadc the subject of
lnquirv, but there has been an endeavor upon the
fart of trie carriers to confine their contracts to firms
and |>ersons carrying a stock of goods in this itur-
ket, or doing a legitimate merchandizing business
having a defined trade. It willlie found that every
exception to tollrule haa been made upon consider-
ations which the carriers could not Ignore without
public reproach, ifnot loss i>f business.

Moreover, it has been -*nl with supporting evi-
dence, that some of the signets of vonr communica-
tion handled, and are accustomed to handle, goods
represented inthis market by manufacture is' agents,
which have been and are brought via Cape H*ro. I
am unable to see whysuch i"""!- an \u25a0 sn«h agents
arc not as prop* the subject of contracts us
though handled exclusively by one of your firms.
I:would -\u25a0 t in to a disinterested party that in tucking
the carrier to reject the freights ofa manufacturer's
a^ent, >ou nre not onlydemanding what it cannot

livallvor (i)iiittbly inrform, but requiring it to

w.rk for you what sou can more easily accomplish
for yourselves by refusing to buy goods through
these agents.

a contract h«» never knowingly been made witha
trnktr. i: any party luu> used bis contract for the
benefit of others, the fault lies with the merchant,
and it is asking too much of the currier that i:
should guarantee the honesty or good faithof those
with whom itdeals.

Your second protest may be answered by saying

that no country dealer receives a contract covering
the transportation beyond the nearest through point,
between whichand the ultimate destination be pa>I
the regular local tariff. The carrier, insuch cisi -,
receives no leas forit«continuous service from orig-
inal shipping point to ultimate destination thin it

would receive if the goods »'ere brought from orig-
inal snipping paint by a jobber located at the near-
est through point, and were then reshipped bysaid
jobber to th« country dealer. The remarks in an-
swer to your third protest willapply withequal force
te this.

Touohin? your third protest,Iam obliged to say-
that the policy of making Sacramento, San Jose,
Marysville, Los Angeles, etc., through points, is syn-
chronous with the opeuinsr for through business of
the Central and Southern Pacific roads respectively.
The customs of nearly fourteen years, the adjust-
ment of the business "methods of i.lar^e part of the
railroad company's clientage, and the regulation of
its interchange of traffic »i'.b other railroads, have
so established that policy that, laying aside alto-
gether questions of law and public considerations
which must govern and influence a common carrier,
itdoes not seem possible to meet your views in this
particular.

Again,you seem to have wholly overlooked the
consideration that all the points treated as ter-
minals, common with San Frau:i?c", are competi-
tive in the same dense and to almost the same de-
gree as San Francisco. Each point can be reached
from the Bay of San Francisco without touching
this company's Hues, and at a cost for freight which
is merely nominal ;hence, itin.ivbe said that these
towns are practically as independent of this com-
pany as is San Framisc \u25a0, and, as a iuat'.er»f busi-
ness, can demand and enforce the same treatment
with respect to rates to and from eastern points.

Further, the members of your association can-
not be ignorant of the tendency of public opinion,
as indicated by the State constitutional provision,
that rates for like quantities and classes of goods in
the same direction shall not be more fora less than
for a greater distance, such measured as the -' Rea-
gan bill,"which once passed the Home of Repre-
sentative?, and is now—and has been for several
sessions

— Congress, and that which the press
dispatches say a member of Congress from Califor-
nia proposes tointroduce for the purpose of regu-
lating inter-state commerce. It is evidently to-
ward the abolishment of the discriminations f'rce.l
by competition upon carriers, in favor of such
places as the California terminals, and unless
checked by the active influence of commercial cen-
ters, which owe thtir trade supremacy to the opera-
tion of the law of competition, together with the
efforts of earners to limit their competitors to the
strictly competitive territory, is likelyto crystallize
into laws which willdeprive the carriers of the right
to make any discriminative rates whatever. The ef-
fect of euth a law would be to place every point
nearer the Eastern terminals of this company's
roads up -n the basis of San Francisco.

It id evident that the communities which you
would have us deprive of privileges which they have
enjoyed for, in some cases, nearly a score of years,
would not acquiesce, Dot could they be made to see
that thtre was Justice, equity or business fairness in
the proceeding. Tne-y would never cease to a.-itat
the question, and would inaugurate measures of re-
prisal which you could inno degree compensate nor
the carriers withstand.
Ican hardly conceive that this fusgestiou on your

part is the result of reflection orhas been discussed
among yourselves with respect to its justice from a
shipper's standpoint, or its expediency from the
standpoint of the carrier.
Icannot agree withyou inthe assertion that the

policy of making these points "terminals" is work-
ing great injuryto the cityof San Francisco. In
my opinion, tht.se inland cities are, in a large de-
gree, tributary to San Francisco, and must ever con-
tinue to be, from influences which this company
cannot control. Ifurther believe that this city's
growth and prosper.ty do;:*v ds, ina large measure,
upon the growth mid prosperity of these inland
cities, which, in turn, influence and promote the
growth ol outlying towns and villages, which, in
every State and country, are the sure signs of a sta-
ble and prosperous producing class. Sacramento's
growth and influence as a trade center can be no
more inical to the true interests of this city than
has that of Chicago threatened those of New York.
Without Chicago and the great Interior cities of the
Eastern States, New York tin would not be the
metropolis itis, and nott.it x could be more disas-
trous to San Francisco thAi, the decay of these very
interior cities whose natural advantages you would
deprive them of in favor of the still superior advan-
tages of your own.

To your fourth suggestion [would respectfully
say that, from experience, we know it to be imprac-
ticable. Even when differential rates are made
simplyas between carload lotsand smaller quantities,
it is the practice of two ormore shippers to combine
toget the benefit of the lower rate for the larger
quantity, and they do itin such a way that the cur-
rier cannot always, or often, detect or prevent it.
Combinations of this sort wouldbe the rule if the
difference inrate were based on an annual shipment
of no matter how large a quantity. Yet, again, it
strikes me that if the shipper of 1,000 tons per an-
num is entitled

'
ia lower rate than the shipper of

500 tons, the scale shojld be extend) d, and the dif-
ferentials made for 1,000, 2,001, 3,000, 4,000, 5,000,
C,OOO tons, and so on, respectively, giving to the
shipper of each quantity an advantage over the
next grade.

His needless to say 1
-
at you could not a?ree

among yourselves upon such a schedule, and if you
could, the smaller shipper would very soon have" to
close out his business. If this is true, how can we
satisfy the shippers of less than 1,000 tons? Many
such shippers can and have availed themselves of
the water routes incompetition with the riil line.
Their traffic jisdesired by the railroads, and cannot
be secured except by the competing rate*.

Again, the stocKS of each dealer vary to a con-
siderable decree in the quantity of particular ar-
ticles handled. Miny dealers whose gross tonnage
is less may carry or handle very much more of a
particular article than otDers, and if the rale is to
vary with the quantity handled, the rule should ap-
plyto the article, and not to the gross amount of
all goods handled. This feature would be insepar-
able from the plan you propose, and would, so far
is transportation rates have to do withthe organ-

iza'ion, disintegrate our aS'Oiiitijnbefore the sev-
eral contracts could be written up.

Moreover, your plan involves the obnoxious feat-
ure of rebates

—
obnoxious to you as well as to the

carrier. Itwai» ones tried and abandoned, because
pf the protest of many of your members and the ob-
jections ofour connections.

Itis obnoxious in another sense, because itputs
the carriers squarely upon the ground of demand-
ing the patronage of aportion of the community
upon Impossible terms and would evince a termina-
tion to discriminate against the smaller shipper and to
throw business In the hands of a few large mer-
chants, who, perhaps, had just as small beginnings,
and could never have reached their present i>osilion
in trade, had they to contend against a policy such
as you would have us inaugurate.

Again, as itstrikes me that your demands are
whollyin -I. Interest of the jobbing trade of San
Francisco, in total disregard of the interests of other
communities, which, for the occasion, we may say,
offer competition fur the trade you seek, anil, heed-
less of the interests of the \u25a0\u25a0 .m.r. inits relations to
Bald communities, the ahKnee nf an) proposal of a
compenrating return to the carrier, for all that you

ask at hi- in .-, is very conspicuous. Itwillhardly
be credited by any one familiar withyour respective
reputations for prudence and business sagacity that
you have been lull need byany other than strictly
business considerations in your patronage of the
railroad company, while its officers and agents are
keen! v sensible of tin: fact that such of your number
as have contracted (or th« lowest rates, have only
been induced todo so by the guaranty of terms which
left you scarcely any alternative where self-interest
was permitted to govern your choice. Your exclu-
sive patronage was solicited for the all-rail lines It
may bo fairly asserted thai jou dictated tin terms
upon which you would give it. It cannot be assumed
that you did not exact all that was necessary to
place your goods, all-roil,in this markei at as small
an average ci st as you would have been subjected to

without a "rail-contract." The mln. d companies
have faithfully performed tluirpirtif the contract.
Itseems to me you could not reasonably ask more,
for h w- could you expect us to concede morn?

To your fif'bsuggestion, thai you.- recommenda-
tions, ifadopted, willwork (or the i" -\u25a0 interest of
the city and SUte kt large, 1 am s Try to have to
say that you have Dot bo Imprem 1 me, and I

should hesitate to to before any considerable num-
ber of the company's patrons with aproposition
embracing your suggestions, to ask tii'ir approval.

Stability of ratis, and a fixel and definite policy
ii|Hjntiio part of carriers, is of great value to the
shipper; in f.ict, is of more importance than the
question whether the rate shall be high or low. I
am convinced thai \cry few, ifany, of the Individual
members of the firms signing}' con.munl ition
and others, since received, of the same nature— have
carefully r<fleeted upon the probable

—
to me almost

certain— effect of the suggestions offered by you, on
his own trade or bis neighbor's, orupon the general
trade of the state.

The "contrast plan
"

has been inforce fora num-
ber ofyears. It has steadily grown in favor, as evi-
denced by the fact that each year has increased the
list <>f contractors, always bringii j to the support
of the plan some from among those who, at Qr»t,
were doubtful of, and unfriendlyto it. Itis not too
much to say that the trade of the East with Califor-
nia bos been regulated by it, and the business
methods of a majority of our merchants have beoii
adjusted to it. A lange, now,could not bemad*
without inconvenience, criticism, collision of inter-
ests between merchants, and general commercial
disturbance. The company Irepresent is not pre-
pared for it,nor do Ithink the merchants can af-
ford it.
