AN ANT'S BRAIN.

Well may Darwin speak of the brain of
an ant as one of the moot wondrous parti-
cles of matter in the world. We are apt
to think that it is impossible for so minute
a piece of matter to possess the necessary
complexion required for the discharge of
such elaborate function*-. The microscope
will no doubt show some details in tlio
ant brain, but these fall hopelessly short
of revealing the refinement which the ant's
brain must really have. The microscope is
nut adequate to show us trie texture of
matter. Ithas been one of the great dis-
coveries of modern times to enable us to
form some numerical estimate of the exqui-
site delicacy of the fabric whicn we know
as inert matter. Water or air, or iron may
be divided, but the process cannot be car-
ried on indefinitely. There is v well-de-
fined limit. Wo are even able to make
some approximation to the molecule* in a
given mass of matter. Sir W. Thomson
has estimated that the number of atom in
a cubic inch of air is to tie expressed by
the figure 3, followed by no truer than
twenty ciphers. The brain of the ant
doubtless contains more atoms than an equal
volume of air; but even if we suppose
them to be the bibs, and if we tane tho
size of an ant/v brain to be a little globe
one-thousandth of an inch in diameter, we
are able to form louie estimate of tho
number cf atoiru it Must contain. Ibe
number is to bo expressed by writingdown
omd followingitby eleven ciphers. We
can imagine these atoms grouped iv 30
many various waja that even the complex-
ity of the ant's brain may be intelligible
when we have so many units to deal with.
An illustration will perhaps make the ar-
gument clearer. Take a millionand a half
of little black mark*), put them in a cer-
tain order, and ire have a wondrous result—

Darwin's '"Descent of Man." Thisbock
merely consists of about 1,500,000 letters
placed *ue after the otlitr ina certain or-
der.
