
LOCAL INTELLIGECE.
INTERESTING LEGAL QUESTION.

Acivil case has been on trial in the Supe-
rior Court before Judge McFarland for the
past several days which involves a point of
considerable interest as to whether the sta-

tute of limitations can bar the inte rest of a
wife in homestead property. About lStiO the
late Colonel B. F. Mauldiu acquired the le
gal title to a body of swamp land located
across the American river from this city, and
at the junction of that stream with the Sac-
ramento. Mauldin and his family lived on
the property until about 1867, when they re-
moved to this city. In1860 Mauldin and his
wife tiled a homestead on the raLch. When
Mauldin and his family left the property he
rented itto Cox & Clarke, the owners of a
large body <>t adj lining land. In1874 Maul-
diu executed a written lease to Cox &Clarke
of the property for a term of ten years, and
on October 15, 1876, executed a deed for the
property to the same parties. Afterward-*
Mauldin executed another lease to the par-
ties named. Neither of the instruments
mentioned were signed by Mr». M»uldin, and
it Beeniu that she had an knowledge of them,
but Bhe knew that Cox & Clarke had all this
time been in the occupation of the property,
Mauldin died in June, 1882, and his widow
now sues Cox & Clarke to recover the pos-
session of tne property under her homestead
right. The defense is that the statute of
limitation!hria run in favor of the defend-
ant?, and that their adverse possession of the
property for live years bars her claim under
the homestead. The question is rather a
novel one from a legal standpoint. There is
a juryin the case, hut the lengthy arguments
made yesterday were almost entirely ad
dressed to the Judge, and some of the jur.ira
doubtless wondered what particular figure
they cut in the case. Grove Li.Johnson and
Crittendeo Thornton represented Mrs. Maul-
din, and Hart |.V White a] ]• are 1 for the de-
fendants.

INTEREST ON RAILROAD BONDS.

The following letter was yesterday received
by the State Treasurer :

Sacramknto, December 27. 1553.
Hon. Wm. A.January, State Treasurer-Dear Sir:

Tour communication uf the lsth instant to hand.
Inityou s.ate, •'

Please draw your warrant in my
favor on the Sinking and Interest Fund for $52,500,
to enable me to pay interest due onJanuary 1,1554,
on Pacific Railroad bonds (7 per cent, oni1,500,C00
for six months), in accordance with an Act entitled
an Act to aid the construction of the Central Pacific
Railroad, etc., approved April4, 1&C4."

Inreply, Iwould state that the Act of April4,
lStii,by which the Stat* agrees to pay the interest
on the bonds of the Central Pacific Reilroad Com-
pany issued under authority of paid Act, imposes
certain obligations upon the said Central Pacific
Railroad Company, the perfcrmaDCe of which is
made a condition precedent to the State paying the
aforesaid interest.

Now, believing that the Central I'acific Railroad
Company has failed to execute ivpart of the a;.Tee-
ment and curry out the- provisions of said Act, the
State of California is necessarily released from its
obligations to pay said interest.

Therefore, 1must decline to draw the warrant re-
el vested by you.

>Ec i>v 2 provides for the payment of the
interest for twenty years out of the

Section 3 provides for the kcepu^ of the

accounts of tne fund.
Section 4. The said (.'rant to said company is male

upon the express condition and consiaeration that
said company shall and do at ail times when re-
quired fromand afu-r the passage of this Au, trans-
port and convey over their said railroad all public
messengers, convicts going to the State- Prison, luna-
tics p'irn^ to the Insane Asylum,materials for
the construction of the Siate Capitol baUdlng-, ar-
ticles intended for public exhibition at the fjirs of
the State Agricultural Society, and in ca-je o! u.ir,
invasion or insurrection, as well as at all other
times, also transport and convey over their sai 1rail-
road all trojps and munitions of war belongiDg to

the Siate of California free of charge, and without
any other compensation than as herein provided,
and shall also construct and e<iuip, inrunning order,
at the rate >»f not less than twenty con?- cutive mi!<.s
of their said railro'id each year hereafter, including
that portion of said railroad now partially com-
pleted, until the same is fully completed and
equipped, and shall also, within ninetj days from
the passage of this Act, file in the office of the Ser-
retary of St.i'> . I lur agreement, duh -
bj the I'resiJent ami Secretary of said company,
and Bealed with the corporate seal thereof, therein
and thereby agreeing to faithfullydo and perform
and fully comply on the part of said company with
all the terms and conditions set f'>rth in this section,
and therein also releasing all claim t" the warrant]

provided to be isiue-d by ihe Act entitled an Act to
aid the construction of the Central I'acific Railroad
in the State of California, and other matters relating
thereto, approved April25, l^'i.-, upon the tilingof
which agreement and release, the said Act shall be
repeated ;and also agreeing therein that suid com-
pany BhaU, within ninct\ days after the receipt of v
patent therefor from the United state-, execute,
acknowledge and deliver to the State of California :i
deed inKesimple for the conveyance of the south
half of section 19, in township 11 north, of range
7 cast, Mount Diablo meriditn, situated in IMacur
county, on eaid railroad, and about twenty-two
miles from Sacramento, with all the granite and
granite quarries thereon, except and reserving
therefrom, however, a tract or strip of land 400 feet
wide, and running across Slid half section, each
one-half tbereof lying on each side of the line run-
ning along the center of the main rjilp'ad track of
said company. And in case s-ii J company Shall fail
and refuse to do and |>crform the said conditions
and the said a^resment on their part, the said com-
pany shall Ire liable to repay to the State the
amount which shall have been paid by the State
under this Act.

This is, it willbe sees, the old issue as to
whether the railroad company is to perform
Bervice under the contract over lines acquired
or operated by itsubsequent to tho Act be-
yond the terminus of the C. P. K. X;and
the old question relative to the title to the
Kockliti granite quarries', part of which the
railroad company deeded to tho State so soon
as itreceived apatent therefwr, and cencern-
ing the remainder of whirl] an action wa~
brought against the company lssl winter by
Ihe Attorney-GezjHrol of the State. Tho
whole matter hss been frequently discussed
and examined into by the Legislature, and if.
ins found that the company had kept i'>
coctract relative t, > the quarries faithfully.
