THE RELATION OF THE INTERIOR TO
THE METROPOLIS.

The annual statistical exhibit of the
commerce and trade of Sacramento which
has bsen 90 many successive years gathered

with great care by the Rei ORD-UsiON, will
be presented in this journal next Tuesday.
Itwillshow that the trade in the year
Im>." for this city has advanced more than
12 per cent, over the volume of lmeineßa
for Ism' -and that is an exceedingly low
figure, and that the facts would have justi-
fied a statement of 15 per cent, our statis-
tical reporters assure us. Now itmust be
evident to the dullest intelligence that a

trade which in t :n years has almost trebled,
while the population of the trade area has
not doubled by any means, has resulted |

largely from division of patronage. In
other words, Sacramento has divided the
business nf the interior with the metropo-
lis. Atthe same time she has benefited
the interior residents by enabling them to
save a broad margin of coet in procuring
here the supplies they ne;d. To a consid-
erable extent, also, new ttade has lisen
built up and new markets devel >oed. The
motive of the protest of the Sin Kraneieco
jobber to th>- Central I'aciliO lUilroad
Company is therefore clearly seen. I'na-
ble to resist the encroachments justified
by na! iral advantages of rival marts, he
asks the railcarriers of the State to discrim-
inate in his favor, and fortifies hin appeal
by the assertion that the consolidation of
the jobbing trade in his hands willbe a

whole State. To him
is addressed the reply of the j

ral Manager of the Central
Railroad, A. \. Towne, which we

published in full on Thursday. Whether
intended or n t, that replyis asevere crit-
icism upon proposed basinets methods of
San 1 rancif . and a trenchant and.
in some respects, a caußtic rebuke. For
instance, in the matter of the shipping con-
tracts, which it is desired sha 1be modified
to favor the Sin Francisco shipper only, he
remarks tliat it is Dot true ttiat the capital
invested nr the amount of tsxes paid by
any ' ran have tx In taken into account by
the railroad company in adjusting con-
tracts. Why shouli thtyl The business
of the carrier Ins nothing to do with any
fact except offered fi gardlen of
\u25a0who are the patrons or the extent of their
trade, save as to the single .;uestion as to
wh-ther the offerer is di.:n< a general and
legitimate bonnets in this market to enti-
tle him to consideration as a merchant.

He clearly points out that the reqw
oontine the terminal or competitive points
to Sii-ramento, Stcckt n an 1 L m A
wov.l1 as much violate the principle of

.commercial competition as to exclude all
these points, since itis nut the willof the
carrier, bat the meeting of ship and rail,
that creates the competitive point and

establishes a relation thai San Francisco
desires shall be unrecognized by the carrier
in ori'er to conserve her ends. That is to
say, she would violate a fundamental prin-
ciple of the moral code to line her coffers.
Mr. Towne points out that no country
dealer receives the advantages of any other !

than the nearest through or competitive
point. To compel him to pay tribute to a

distant one would be rank injustice.
There is wit in the expressed surprise j

that as the present arrangement baa ex-

isted fourteen year*, the Sin Krsnciaco !
merchant hag only just awakened to its ;

Importance to him. He lecalls to the at-
'

tention of his correspondents a fact which!
they seem to have all this time ignored —
that tho points which compete with Sin ,

Francisco for tbe trade of tbe iot-."rior»re J

net enabled to do so by any act of the rail
carrier, but because of their natural com-
petitive character. Each of them is

reached by water from ship anchorage in

the Bay of San Francisco at a nominal cost

for the transportation of freight. These

towns are therefore independent, not only

of the railroad, but of San Francisco in a
large degree. If the discrimination asked
for by San Francisco at the hands of the

carrier should be conceded, a party also

to take the punißhrnent woulibe the rail-
road company, and the San Francisco
dealer assumes that the corporation willac.
cept itwithout a murmur. The San Fran-

cisco merchants have much greater faith in
the disinterestedness of railroad com-

panies, if they believe this will be sub-
mitted to, than the city of their location
has, if we are to judge by the spirit with
which ithas met the endeavor to construct
transcontinental lines and to bring the in-

terior into close relations with the metrop-
olis.

Hut the severest sentence of the Man-
ager's reply is that in which reference is
made tjthe constitutional provision— that
for like quantities and classes of goods
going in the same direction rates shall not
be more fur a less than a greater distance.
And this reminder of the crusade against
railroads, and its results, is supplemented
by the suggestion that the intemper-
ate spirit of the ago will go to
greater lengths, and by local enactment
abolish even the competitive discrimina-
tions now recognized, and that commercial
laws have inall time recognized and justi-

fied ; that this abolition will certainly

come about unless the commercial in-
terests of the country interpose, as
they should, to prevent the con-
sumption of the tendency to level all
rates, regardless of natural advantages.
Ifthis comes to pass San Francisco willfind
not only Sacrament jand Marysville and
Stockton receiving freights on equality

with her, bat that the moat distant moun-

tain camps, which have no competitive re-
lations whatever, and are not naturally ad-
vantaged for commercial transactions
willbe the recipients of all the favors the
city by the sea now enjoys by reason of
her admirable and unequaled location at
the very gate of the world's commerce.
It is scarcely necessary to more than re-

fer to the quiet thrust in the reply given
in the statement that possibly the commu-
nities of the interior commercial cities
might object to the roasting San Francisco
proposes to give them, and would not be
convinced that it was for their benefit to be
singed. Equally pointed is the suggestion
that the future welfare and ultimate great-
ness of San Francisco is dependent upon
the prosperity of the interior, and that the
metropolis will but conserve her own in-
terests by advancing those of the interior,
since all are tributary in the end 13 the
commercial capital. Itis love's labor lost,
however. Neither Mr. Towne nor any
other man, by reason or otherwise, willbe
able to convince the average San Fran-
ciscan that the city of his pride is
in any way whatever dependent upon
the prosperity of the whole country.
San Francisco has over and again scouted
that idea, and nothing short of successful
commercial rivalry will open her eyes to
the truth. Inher own estimation her sta-
bility is assured, and her decadence an im-
possibility. Probably this is true ;but there
is such a thing as standing still,and one of
the beat evidences that the wheels of San
Francisco trade move with less momentum
than was anticipated, is found in the pro-
test against the growing t.ade importance
of interior cities, Probably the day will
come when the metropolis will rise supe-
riorto the selfish greed that seems to actu-
ate her now, and realize and act upon the
truth that in the general prosperity of the
interior she will find her own best and
most satisfactory advancement. The time
willcome when the Sin Francisco mer-
chant willbecome alive to the fact that
the reply we are now considering is the es-
sence of truth, tinged with justifiable sar-
casm, wherein it is said :

"
Your demands

are wholly in the interest of the jobbing
trade of San Francisco, iv tct»l disregard

of the interests of other communities,
which, for the occasion, we may say, offer
competition for the trade you seek, and,

Iheedless of the interests of the carrier, in
its relations to said communities, tie ab-
sence of any proposal of a compensating
return to the carrier for all that you ask at
his hands is very conspicuous. It will
hardly be credited by any one familiar
with your respective reputations for pru-
dence and business sagacity, that you have
been influenced by any other than strictly
business considerations in your patronage
of the railroad company, while its officers
and agents are keenly Bensib'.e of the fact
that such of your number as have contract-
ed for the lowest rates, have only been in-
duced to do so by the guaranty of terms
which left you scarcely any alternative
where self-interest was permitted to govern
your choice. Your exclusive patronage was
solicited for the all-rail lines. Itmay be
fairly asserted that you dictated the terms
upon which you would give it. Itcannot
be assumed that you did not exact all that
was necessary to place your goods, all-rail,I
in this market at as smillan average cost
as you would have been subjected to with-
out a rail contract.'
