OUR PARIS REITER.

A FORTUHE JXBEI.DJED IS PAINTINGS AED
WORK3Of AKT,

And the Crank's Family Left without the

WORKS OK ART,

the Crank's Family Left wltiout the
Meins of Subsidence— sale of

tilt Collection— Etc.

Paris, Dec. sth, 1883.
What becomes of the thousands of

pictures painted by the thousands of
French artists, is a question often asked.
It is well understood that there are
ready customers for the work of paint-
ers -who have acquired distinction. For
instance, the remarkable canvases of
AlfredStevens were exhibited one morn-
ing last week, and before nightfall they

were allsold. But what becomes of the
majority of the pictures painted 'at
Paris? Where are the two thousand
four hundred paintings of the annual
salon, with the exception of the few
bought by the government for galleries
of smaller cities? How do the hundreds
of painters live whose pictures are not
sought by the collectors, or sold at auc-
tion, orin the shops? The production is
enormous, and the genuine artist rare,
and yet there are certainly thousands of
men," and many women, who have abso-
lutely no means of gaining a livingex-
cepting by their art, and who must and
do live from the sale of their pictures.
The recent death of

A ItEMARKABLYORIGINAL PERSON
Has thrown some light upon this sub-
ject. His name was Borniche, and it is
a name which has become within a few
weeks illustrious, forMonsieur Borniche
was, inhis way, a protector of art, and
certainly Francois I,inall his glory,
never caused as much oil to flow, as
much mixing of colors, and as much
daubing of whitecanvas as this humble
and obscure person. Until the latter
part of his life Monsieur Boruiehe was
a merchant, enriched by the lumber
trade. He was a little, thin, dried-tip
old man, who went about the streets
leaning upon the arm of a servant as
small and thin as his master. Summer
and Winter he wore an overcoat far too
long, which trailed through the mud and
dust of the sidewalks. Atallhours of
the day he was seen in the narrow
streets where the poorer artists live,and
where enthusiasts hope to rind in some
back shop under a lot of oldrubbish a
Raphael, "well authenticated," which
they willbuy for a few dollars. Noone
can account for the "suddenly assumed"
artistic tastes of Monsieur Borniche.
He had always been regarded as a keen,
shrewd business man, not in the least
tainted with "artistic sentimentality."
Nevertheless, he awoke one beautiful
morning to find himself enamored with
art. It is a great mystery, I>ut very
likely a drop of the blood of the Valois
or the Media's flowed in the plebian
veins of Monsieur Borniche. Not that
he affected lordly manners or habits.
There was nothing in common between
him and the fastidious millionaires who
"-arrange" picture galleries at great ex-
pense, invite their friends and the well
known picture collectors to come to in-
spect their treasures, and a few weeks
later the whole collection is

solo at AN ENORMOUS PROFIT!
Nor didMonsieur Borniche resemble

certain persons of rank who give their
wordofhonor, "

for certain lixed con-
siderations," to introduce to the public
an unknown artist as one launched into ;

French society, a beautiful girl without
a "dot." He Boon learned the hard
conditions to which most artists are
condemned, and he knew that even the
most fortunate among them are often
inpressing need of a few dollars, and,
strange as it may seem, pictures signed
with illustrious names found their way
into his possession. It soon became
known among artists that he would buy
allpictures, good, bad and indifferent,
no matter where they came from or by
whom painted, at a modest but fixed
price. He was no judge of paintings,
and he hit upon this plan of never be-
ing mistaken : he had confidence in
chance, fate, or the good fortune which
had always used him kindly. In the
superficial opinion of the women of the
neighborhoods where reign supreme
poor artists, this astounding person,
who blindly accepted every picture
offered him, not to decorate tin.- wallsof

| his home, but to store them away inhis
empty houses and, when the houses
were full,in garrets, cellars, and evon
in stables, like so many pieces of wood
or bits of brick, was regarded as de-
cidedly and extraordinarily eccentric, if
not a litsubject for Charenton. But
who can tell what pleasure Monsieur
Borniche may have found for twenty
years in this mildand prolonged mania.
The miser without touching Iris gold
enjoys it secretly, and glows with emo-
tion at the thought of all itcould pro-
cure. He is happy, absolutely happy,
in knowing it to be there, a prisoner
safe in the strong box. Those who
knew Monsieur Borniche affirm that

secret joys. Tn speaking to a friend,
onn day, of hi pictures, he said, with
animation: "They belong to me, and,
if Iwish, there ia nothing to prevent
my furnishing a Louvre. Other men.
full of the love for novelty and ideal
fancies, visitpalaces, temples, museums,
and cross oceans to see strange coun-
tries and nations, to admire great cities,
to till themselves with astonishment at
the discoveries o*hitherto unknown re-
gions. But I possess, n:ulur lock ami
key, all the representations that art has
been able to give of history and of
nature. Scenes of rustic and of fash-
ionable life; pretty painted I'arisi-
ennea and ruddy peasants, human
Qowers of the perfumed boudoir and of
the open air. Ihave the vanished na-
tions, the extinct religions, the past and
the present, anil if I grow weary of

Ihumanity, thanks to my landscapes, im-
pregnated with light and air, 1hear tho
roar of tho ocean; inhale the perfume of
the fields, and feel the mysterious pal-
pitating soul of the woods. Ina second
Ican mike the most marvellous voya-
ge-;!'"

< in the ground lloor lfla small studio,

and here, every day in the year, a skill-
ful painter was busily engaged in re-
storing or retouching the Requisitions
of each day. Monsieur Borniche owned
several largebuildings which were com-
pletely filled with paintings. The ceil-
ings, as well as the walla, were entirely
covered withpaintings of various sizes,
so that not a square inch of the plaster-
ing was* visible. After his death it was
found that he had spent his entire for-
tune on these pictures, and the widow
decided to send them to the auction
room. There are 28,000 paintings in
the collection

—
that is to say more than

seven times as many as are exhibited at
the annual Salon, all told. We are told
that Monsieur Borniche realized that
his fortune was fast slipping away from
him, and that he made a strong tiifortto
stop where lie was, but invain! One
artist was willing to wait forhis money,
another was about to commit suicide
because a blind jury had refused to ad-
mit his picture for exhibition at the
Salon. One young artist convinced him
that be was the victimiif the animosity
of the President of the Academy of
Fine Arts

—
M.Cabana! Monsieurßor-

nicho not only bought the young man's
picture, but exhibited it in his well
known shop window, ornamented with
a printed placard containing, in large
letters, thrso remarkable words: "1
defy niiymember of the jury who re-
fused this picture to paint as good a
one," and sigued hisname infull. This

enthusiasm attracted anew all the in-
digent artists, and especially those
\u25a0who had suffered from

directed their steps to Monsieur Bor-
niche. One morning, at an unearthly

ButMonsieur Borniche was
linn, for forty dollars was his fixed price
for applicants. Shortlybefore his death
he visited the studio of a rising artist,
who told him that Queen Isabella had
just left him, and had offered a fairly
good sum for his last picture, and that
ten dollars more would have settled the
matter, but the Queen wouldnot yield,
nor would the artist. Monsieur Bor-
niche indignantly exclaimed that the
Queen who bargained was an uncon-
scionable monster, and that he would
buy the picture himself, and was not
sorry to have an opportunity to give a
lesson to royalty. An expert is now at
work arranging" a catalogue of the won-
derful collection of Monsieur Borniche.
The sale willlast several months, and it
is not difficult "to imagine that such a
large stock of pictures sold at auction
willcreate a deal of excitement among
the picture traders of Paris. Many
chefs d'ouvre will be found among bo
many pictures, and a few geniuses,
pressed by their baker and tailor, will
have signed their names to many or the
canvases fora small amount in advance.
However itmay be, the original charac-
ter of Monsieur Borniche is interesting
