CITY BOARD OF EDUCATION.

The regular monthly meeting of the City

Board of Education was held last evening ;

all the members present, and President
Tracy in the chair.

The minutes of the last meeting and the
subsequent special meetings were read and
approved.

Inaccordance with the notice by Mr. Han-

cock for amendment of Rule 70, inrelation to
corporal punishment, the came was amended

to read as follows :
Corporal punishment must not be inflicted except

in cases of willfuldisobedience or insolence of pupils
to the teacher, nor must it be inflicted in the pres-
ence of the other pupils, unless absolutely neces-
sary, and not without due notice that punishment
would be inflicted for the repetition of a former of-
fense, or one of a similar character, and under no
circumstances shall a pupilbe punished ina cruel or
inhuman manner ;and no other instrument than a
rattan switch or leather strap shall be used, nor any-
other be allowed in the school-room, either to pun-
ish or intimidate, and allcases of such punishment
shall be reported monthly to the Superintendent.

The amendment to the rule consists of the
insertion of the words* given initalic.

Upon motion, it was ordered that the
Superintendent place the first substitute
teacher, Miss Ella Pike, in charge of Miss
Rebecca Josephs' class, at Tenth and P
streets, during the three months beginning
with the new year, for which Mies Josephs
has been granted a leave of absence.

The President of the Board submitted his
annual report of insurance upon the school
property of the city, as required by rule No.
5. The total amount insured ia S10S.300 ;
cost, $1,294 25. Six policies will expire in
tha year 1866, the others during ISS4.

Mias Piper having been placed incharge of
an ungraded class cf fifth and sixth grade
scholars, her salary was fixed at $65, instead
of $00, which latter she received as a teacher
in the seventh grade.

Superintendent Lame submitted bis annual
report. The data contained initconsisting of
the number of scholars enrolled, the number
inattendance, etc., during the year, will be
found in the statistical report of schools in
another column of this issue.

Proposed Lighting of the City by

Electricity.— William R. Muir
appeared before the Board of City Trustees
nnd presented an ordinance, which he de-
sired passed, granting the privilege of erecting
and maintaining of poles and wires through-
out the city for the purpose of lightning Sac-
ramento withelectricity. After reading the
ordinance, which was carefully drawn, ac-
cording to the usual form of such instru-
ments, itwas, under the rule governing such
matters, laid over for one week. Mr.Muir,
inaddressing the Board, stated that a company
would be organized in this city, with the
right touse the Swan incandescent light with
the storage battery and the Brush system,
together with the latest improvement of tbe
Brush armature, and all rights that may
hereafter be owned or controlled by Brush,
Swan cr Edison. He also Bays he has a num-
ber of valuable inventions of his own.

As Extensive Purchase.— a card
published elsewhere in this issue itwill be
seen that the entire business of Scofield k
Tevis on this coast has been sold to Whit-
tier, Fuller & Co. This embraces the oil,
paint ami glass business of the San Francisco,
Los Angeles, Portland and Sacramento
houses. Whittier, Fuller fc Co. do not pur-
chase any of the real estate, nothing but the
stock and business. The price paid is $300,-
--000. Tbe Sacramento business of the retir-
ing firm willbe transferred to the premises
of Whittier, Fuller it Co. E. H. Forester,
tbe superintendent of the business in this
city will remain in Sacramento for a few
months to collect the amounts and settle up
the business of the retiring firm. Itis under-
stood that Scofield it Tevis willnow direct
their attention to the developing of their pe-
troleum interests in VeDtura, Santa Barbara,
and Lcs Angeles counties.
