
LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
METEOROLOGICAL COMPARISONS.

Inthe following table of comparisons of
the d.fferent meteorolgical conditions of the
weather, compiled by Sergeant Barwiek, for
December, from 1878 to1883, one willbe sur-
prised lonotice the great discrepancy in the
total velocity of wind. December, ISSO, gave

the largest, it being 6,453 milts, while the
month just passed only gave 2,845 miles, or a
difference of 3,608 miles

—
that is, last month

gave that much less of wind than did the
same month in 1880. Another singular co-
incidence is that 1880, for December, gave
the greatest rainfall ivthe past seven years,
as well as the most wind, while last mouth
•gave the least amount of wind and also give
the least rainfall. One might think that the
greater the wind velocity from the southeast
the heavier the precipitation, which appears
natural, for the reason that the faster the
wind blows from the southeast itbrings the
moist air up the valley in such quantities
that itcomes inconti ct with the mountain',
producing heavy precipitation, extending
down ai tne distance in the valleys below.
The average rainfall for December for thirty-
fiveyears iB about four inches greater than
laat month. December, 1873, gave the same
rainfall (.44 of an inch) as did last month. It
was followed in January, 1874, by 5 -"
inches. Let us hope that January, 1884,
willdo as much for us as its namesake did in
in1874, and the farmers will throw up their
hats with joy:

THE POLICE COURT.

Atthe opening of the Police Court, yester-

day morning, a large audience was present.
Some were Bubpenaed as jurors, but moat of

them were prompted by curioeity. The first
that were called to answer to charge) pre-

ferred were Mike McCool and Jameß Brady.

They were charged with having stolen an

overcoat, valued at 515. Brady swore that
he did not steal the coat, but waa with Mc-
Cool when the Bame was sold. He seemed to

be overjoyed at the knowledge of the fact
that the ulster had been returned to iti

owner. McCool, who was arrested with
Brady for the same offense, evidently did not
like the admissions of his companion in
crime. He said he waa no thief, and defied
any man in Sacramento, Milpitas, or in fact
anyone on the Pacific coast, to swear that he
had at any time stolen even ao much as a pin.
The City Attorney asked him how long he
had been out of the County Jail, when Mc-
Cool admitted that he and Brady had been out
of prison but three hours, when they were
arrested for the stealing of the coat. Mc-
Cool, in hia own behalf, asked the privilege
of making a statement. He said that Borne
time since he was arrested and convicted on
the charge of being a healthy be. gar. Hie
senteuc* in the chain-gang for eighty days he
had worked out honestly, and even admitted
that he did not leave the County Jail until
his term of sentence waa completed. He
said he was not guilty, but, all the evidence
being against him, he asked the mercy of the
Court. He aaid that while in the city prison
he had been starved. They only gave him,
so he says, a email piece of bread and two
and a half ounces of meat a day. He ad-
mitted that he was a large eater, and inti-
mated to the Judge that, if economy entered
at all into hie sentences, he would not send a
gourmand like himself to the county hotel.
The Judge queationed hia statement regard-
ing the billot fare at the station-house, when
McCool, with much warmth, replied :"Itis
a regular starvation place. \u25a0 They don't give
a man enough to feed a chicken, let alone a
man like me, who has been convicted on the
charge of being a healthy beggar. Oh,
Judge, Iwould like to have you down inthat
dismal cell and have you partake of one of
our i-quire meals. Icould prove to you that
what Isay ia bo." The Judge replied that j
he preferred taking his metis at home, but
would give McCool sixty daya and Brady
thirty. They thanked the Judge and settled
themselves in the dock.

Krneat Eldridge, for disturbing the peace,
waa called, but the actions of the defendant
seemed to be thoee of an insane man and his
case was continued.

Jerry Haley, a man who is in the County
Jail moat of the time, was convicted of as-
saulting a gentleman on the street. He will
be sentenced to-morrow.

James Duffy,a rather intelligent
young man, and whose language and de-
meanor would indicate that he had Been
better days, was next asked to stand up in
the dock. He was charged with having dis-
turbed the peace of one Lmis Strauas.jwho,
he says, keeps a beer-jerker saloon on X
street. The proprietor appeared and claimed
that the defendant had threatened to hit him
with a cobble, and had used

to him. In his own defense,
Duffy asked Strauss come questions that
the latter could not answer. He c, timed
that Strauss kept a saloon in which women
were employed, and when he entered the
saloon he was asked to patronize the bar,
which he declined, telling them to wait
awhile. While there a gentleman tilting
near him was asked by the proprietor to take
a drink with him. Three women joined in
the drink, aud then the proprietor demanded
of his guest 50 cents. Pointing bis finger at
Strauss, he said :

Your Honor, that man is

the greatest cutthroat unhung," He said he
waa until lately a fireman in the United
States navy, and intimated that had he bees
treated in the saloon with decent propriety
no trouble would have ensued. After hear-
ing the testimony of the arresting officer the
Judge fined him $25.

Charley Ross, a street begger, waa cent to
the County Jail for twenty days.

H.R isa, a Grander, who drank wisely, but
too much, was fined 85. The Granger para-
lyzed the C .urt witha $1,000 greenback, and
every officer lifted his hat as he walked out.
li. aaid he bad put up at hotels where they
charged more for poorer accommodations.

The case of burglary (?) against John
O'Neill waß dismissed, because, ao itia as-
serted, the man who swore to the complaint
charged him with having committed

Frank Schumacker appeared to answer to

a charge of petty larceny. He indignantly
denied ever stealing anything, and swore that
he would not even injure his father's cherry-
tree with a littlehatchet, ifhe had one. lie
appealed so pathetically for a continuance of
his ca-e that the Judge allowed it to go over
for one day.

Charles Dreader was fined, after a severe
lecture by the Judge, 820 for disturbing the
peace of the community in which he resided,
and of which the Court said he ought to be a
respected citizen.

John Whyte and A. Strachan, two indi-
viduals convicted of keeping filthy and dis-
ease-breeding premises, came up forsentence,
but the Court evidently, after having hail to
deal with such a tough calendar, was afraid
to sentence them, and postponed the same
until the 11th. The defendants, from the
smiles on their countenances, were evidently
pleased with the postponement.

The case of the day, however, and the one
that attracted the majority of the spectators,
and the one for which a jury had been sum-
moned, was that of A. l'olym th. The de-
fendant was accompanied by his attorney,
Grove 1.. Johnson, button-hole bouquet and
all, and announced his readiness tor trial.
After a brief consultation between the City
Attorney, Mr. Johnson, and Judge Henry,
Polymath and his attorney retired. Inabout
fifteen minutes the attorney a..d his client
returned, and the former, addressing the
Court, said : "My client, like many others,
refuses to take toe advice of his attorney.
He i-willing to accept the proposition of the
City Attorney, that is, plead guilty to the
charge of discharging firearms in the city
limits, and having the charge of resisting an
officer dismissed. Idon't think he ought to
